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country, captured with both digital and film
cameras and transformed into custom prints
using the cyanotype process.

The cyanotype process is an old printing
format, historically used to create blue-
prints, where rag paper is treated with a
photosensitive liquid and allowed to dry. A
contact negative is then placed on the paper
and set in the sun to process. Once the cor-
rect contrast is reached, the paper is washed
revealing the final printed image.

“The process of creating and printing
the image is all designed around invoking
emotion in both myself and the viewer,”
Sullivan explains. By using the alternative
printing process and unusual perspectives
or subjects, the artist attempts to force the
viewer to interact with the image and put
a piece of themselves into the experience.
“The works take longer to bring to a fin-
ished product, and are limited in size based
on the size of the negatives, but the overall

result is worth the effort,” Sullivan says. ‘1
hope viewers enjoy the look at the present
through the processes of the past as much as
I have enjoyed making them.”

Born in 1976 Charleston, SC, Charles
F. Ailstock, Jr. graduated with a BFA in
Studio Art from the College of Charleston
in 2000 garnering a departmental honors’
award. He received the Print Studio South
scholarship that same year. He first worked
at the Halsey Institute as preparator from
2000 - 2003 and for Charleston City Gallery
at Waterfront Park — doing the same work.
He received the College of Charleston
Alumni Award for Philanthropy 2011 and is
a member of both the Halsey Institute Board
of Advisors and Founders Circle and the
Gibbes Society 1858 Board.

Ailstock has had several solo shows
including Thin Air at 10 Storehouse Row in
2007, Suspension and The Back in Motion
at McCrady’s Wine Bar in 2005 and 2003
and Dance as part of Piccolo Spoleto in
2004. His show in 2000 at the College of
Charleston entitled, Ailstock: Recent Works
introduced Corrigan Gallery principals to
his work. He has been included in group
shows at Robert Lange Studios The Hu-

manities Foundation, The Halsey Gallery,
Elan Gallerie (Charleston 2003), Tippy
Stern Fine Art and Print Studio South have
all exhibited his work in group shows. The
college show was subject of a review in
Carolina Arts and Ailstock is featured in the
Artist Profile of Charleston Magazine for
Dec. 2012.

Ailstock said at an earlier stage, in
describing his paintings that “Depicting
the human figure is an endless process. The
pieces evolve slowly as I learn a little bit
from each one. My images are not portraits.
They are anonymous figures taken out of
their contexts and left to be interpreted by
their stance.” This new work replaces the
figure with minimal shapes, singular or
paired, even intertwined. A great compari-
son can be made between the imagery in the
two series if one views the shapes as pared
down figures self-suspended in air. When
the artist discovered he could cut Plexiglas
into shapes, he began playing with color and
overlapping shapes and patterns. They cre-
ate clean, fresh images that are startlingly
complex. Not knowing where the next step
or piece will lead is a constant challenge
providing the energy to move forward that
keeps Ailstock ever creating and exploring.
The printing process of working with one
material as the matrix and printing the ink
from that onto paper provides both technical
and dimensional opportunities that might
not be explored otherwise. These mono-
prints as well as his woodcuts and etchings
are works deserving attention.

Corrigan Gallery is in its eighth year
of presenting local contemporary art from
individuals with museum collections listed
on their résumés as well as lesser known or
transitional artists. The owner’s 25 years
in the Charleston art market serves the
collector and the community well in con-
necting the right art with the right art lover.
Corrigan Gallery provides a depth to the
historic city’s traditional bent. Presenting
art with a presence as well as a future, the
gallery strives to present valid alternatives
to collectors.
