     Marine art is a genre that depicts mari-
time activities, inshore and harbor scenes, 
naval scenes, ship portraits, waterscapes 
and marine wildlife. Marine art took root 
as its own genre during the Dutch Golden 
Age of the 17th century, when artists 
began to make their careers by special-
izing in naval and trade ship portraits and 
scenes. Many of the conventions of the 
Dutch tradition of marine painting are 
still practiced today. The Romantic period 
of the 1900s ushered in the dawn of the 
popularity of the seascape, making water-
scapes absent of vessels common for the 
first time. European marine artists, who 
came to America, helped establish this 
genre in prosperous port cities, including 
Boston, New York and Salem.

Navigating through individual and 
collective anxiety, trauma, and grief, my 
work seeks to find balance between gritty 
raw emotion and a desire for meditative 
playfulness.’
