College of Charleston, SC,
Features Works by Elizabet

Bick and Jovencio de laPaz

The College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, will present two new exhibits includ-
ing : Elizabeth Bick: Contrapposto, and
Jovencio de la Paz: The Ends of Rainbows,
on view at The Halsey Institute of Contem-
porary Art, from Jan. 13 through Feb. 25,
2023. A reception will be held for the artists
on Jan. 13 from 6:30-8pm.

Elizabeth Bick is a photographer influ-
enced by her training in classical and mod-
ern dance. As of fall 2021, Bick is the new
Area Head of Photography at the College of
Charleston School of the Arts. The Halsey
Institute will present four bodies of work
by Bick, including both new and ongoing
series. Work made in New York City and
Rome reflects on the rhythms, performanc-
es, and nuances that unfold in public space.

Bick’s photographic practice includes
a prolonged gaze in a specific place - a
street corner, the Pantheon - where she can
observe dramatic movement and light and
shadow as they become a spectacle through
her lens. Pedestrians are choreographed
dancers and sidewalks are stages in Bick’s
rumination on the presentation of self.

Elizabeth Bick (b. Houston, TX) is a
photographer influenced by her training
in classical and modern dance. She has
exhibited at the Norton Museum of Art, the
Ogden Museum of Art, Fraenkel Gallery,
Houston Center for Photography, and the
University of Texas Visual Arts Center.
Grants and awards include Pollock-Krasner
Foundation, Houston Center for Photogra-
phy Fellowship, Joan Mitchell Foundation,
and The Rudin Prize. She has participated
in the summer residency at American
Academy in Rome, Ingmar Bergman Estate
Artist Residency, La Napoule Foundation
residency, Lower Manhattan Cultural Coun-
cil workspace, and Santa Fe Art Institute
residency.

Bick’s work has been critically reviewed
in the New York Times, The New Yorker,
Photograph Magazine, Hyperallergic, and
TIME, and she has been commissioned by
Public Art Fund, The Atlantic, Harper'’s,
and NY Times Magazine. She holds an MFA
in Photography from Yale University.

An Artist Talk with Elizabeth Bick will
be offered on Jan. 14, at 2pm. The event
is free and open to the public. Additional
events will be announced.

Jovencio de la Paz is an artist and weaver
based out of Eugene, OR. Their work ex-
plores the intersecting histories of weaving
and modern computers, balancing the tradi-
tional processes of weaving, dye, and stitch-
work with the complexities and contradic-
tions of our present-day digital culture. At
the Halsey Institute, de la Paz will present
three new bodies of woven and stitched
works. de la Paz’s work ranges from textiles
designed using an algorithmic software
based on a 1950s code that visualized Dar-
win’s theory of evolution to weavings made
together with their mother and grandmother
in a reversal of generations in the exchange
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of traditional knowledge. Together, these
works will contemplate issues of ancestry,
genealogy, mortality, and memorial through
the construction of cloth.

Jovencio de la Paz is an artist, writer, and
educator. Their work explores the intersec-
tion of textile processes such as weaving,
dye, and stitchwork as they relate to broader
concerns of language, histories of coloni-
zation, migrancy, ancient technology, and
speculative futures. Interested in the ways
transient or ephemeral experiences are em-
bodied in material, de la Paz looks at how
knowledge and experiences are transmitted
through society in space and time, whether
semiotically by language or haptically by
made things. They are currently Assistant
Professor and Curricular Head of Fibers at
the University of Oregon.

Jovencio de la Paz earned a Master of
Fine Art in Fibers from the Cranbrook
Academy of Art and a Bachelor of Fine
Art in Fiber and Material Studies from the
School of the Art Institute of Chicago. They
have exhibited work in solo and group exhi-
bitions both nationally and internationally,
most recently at The Museum of Contem-
porary Art in Denver, CO; Ditch Projects,
Springfield, OR; ThreeWalls, Chicago, IL;
The Museum of Contemporary Craft, Port-
land, OR; The Alice, Seattle, WA; Carl &
Sloan Contemporary Art, Portland, OR; 4th
Ward Projects, Chicago, IL; SPACE Gal-
lery, Portland, ME; The Sculpture Center,
Cleveland, OH; SOIL Gallery, Seattle, WA;
Roots & Culture Contemporary Art Center,
Chicago, IL; The Hyde Park Art Center,
Chicago, IL; and Uri Gallery, Seoul, South
Korea, among others.

They regularly teach at schools of art,
craft, and design throughout the country, in-
cluding the Ox Bow School of Art in Saug-
atuck, Michigan, the Haystack Mountain
School of Craft in Deer Isle, Maine, and the
Arrowmont School of Craft in Tennessee.
They are also a co-founder of the collabora-
tive group Craft Mystery Cult, established
in 2010.

The Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art at the College of Charleston provides
a multidisciplinary laboratory for the
production, presentation, interpretation, and
dissemination of ideas by innovative visual
artists from around the world. As a non-
collecting museum, we create meaningful
interactions between adventurous artists
and diverse communities within a context
that emphasizes the historical, social, and
cultural importance of the art of our time.
