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sented side by side. Although at first glance the 
two artists’ work might appear radically differ-
ent—in medium, use of color, physicality—on 
closer examination strong parallels emerge. Both 
artists’ works subvert expectations with layers 
of complexity and meaning. This marks the first 
time in over 30 years that the two artists, who are 
a couple, have developed an exhibition together. 
For Laughlin and Finn, one could understand 
both these bodies of work as portraiture of a sort: 
studies of seemingly familiar subjects. Atwell, & 
Rankin East Galleries, Through Jan. 5 - "The 
Hard Edge & The Soft Line: A Retrospective of 
Maud Gatewood". Maud Gatewood (1934–2004) 
is an exceptional figure in the art history of North 
Carolina and the American Southeast. A painter 
of exacting technique with a keen eye for com-
position and cultural commentary, her pictures 
capture the Carolinas (and the expanding world 
beyond) across much of the 20th Century. A 
native of Yanceyville in Caswell County, NC, 
Gatewood’s paintings reveal rural landscapes 
and their denizens in the midst of transforma-
tion while also cleverly framing the experience 
of modern life with acerbic wit and a surprising 
wealth of empathy. "The Hard Edge & The Soft 
Line: A Retrospective of Maud Gatewood" is a 
major undertaking by BRAHM. This retrospec-
tive project provides a comprehensive narrative 
of Gatewood’s career, considering the evolution 
of her oeuvre and her significant contributions, 
as an artist and an educator, to the field of 
contemporary representational painting in North 
Carolina and the region. A recuperative exercise, 
the exhibition and its accompanying scholarship 
will feature a broad range of her works, including 
paintings, works on paper, and archival material, 
excavating Gatewood’s rigorous technical experi-
mentation, coded but no less rich explorations of 
gender and sexuality, and reverence for depicting 
the built and natural landscapes of her native 
state and elsewhere. Ongoing - "Reimagined 
Ginny Stevens Gallery: Blowing Rock, A History 
Exhibition," features a diorama of the iconic 
Mayview Manor Hotel. This immersive exhibition 
celebrates the town of Blowing Rock’s rich history 
and features an extraordinary new highlight: a 
1-to-87 scale diorama of the Mayview Manor 
Hotel, crafted by renowned Charlotte-based 
realist painter and diorama artist Dan Nance. The 
reimagined exhibition is a collaboration between 
Ashlee Lanier, a freelance curator with a master’s 
degree in public history from Appalachian State 
University and a bachelor’s degree in osteoar-
chaeology from North Carolina State University, 
and Ian Gabriel Wilson curator of exhibitions 
and collections at BRAMH. Samantha Burnette, 
graduate student in the hublic History program 
at Appalachian State University, supported the 
project through extensive review of available 
historical materials and photographs in partner-
ship with the Blowing Rock Historical Society 
and BRAMH. Ongoing - the BRAHM will host 
exhibits, educational programs and classes that 
promote the visual arts, history and heritage of 
the mountains of western North Carolina.
