PR Folks Wake From Their Holiday 
Nap

     Well, it seems that most of the PR 
folks in the visual art community of the 
Carolinas have woken up from their deep 
sleep over the holiday season. It happens 
every year, from Thanksgiving to New 
Years, that the people in charge of doing 
publicity for the exhibitions taking place 
during that time either don’t get the word 
out before the holiday hurricane hits or it 
takes then time to recover from the after-
math until the middle of January. In some 
cases it’s both reasons and a few areas 
are still asleep, but we received a flood of 
releases about shows that are ongoing or 
about to start.
     That’s why I always advise artists who 
are going to be featured in exhibits that 
it won’t hurt for them to push these PR 
folks about getting the word out - on time, 
or even putting the word out themselves. 
I never complain about getting too much 
info about an upcoming exhibit or notice 
well in advance. I do prefer to hear of-
ficially from the exhibition space, but if an 
artists lets me know of an upcoming ex-
hibit and I haven’t heard from the venue, 
I can check up on it - by deadline. They 
don’t have to know how I know they’re 
going to have that exhibit and most of the 
time they are happy to be pushed when the 
result is publicity.
     This is good advice for the whole year. 
There is nothing I hate worse than hearing 
from an artist after we have launched an 
issue - “I didn’t see the article about my 
exhibit, didn’t they send you a press re-
lease?” And, the answer is usually - “No”.
     In some cases we can get the word out 
about shows that fell through the cracks in 
the floor, but I don’t have a lot of sym-
pathy for missed opportunities - which 

we offer for free. So, the point is - artists 
- take some responsibility for getting the 
word out about your exhibits - they don’t 
come that often to let them fall through 
those cracks.
     The exception is - group exhibits. I 
don’t like receiving press release about a 
group exhibit which only mentions the art-
ist sending me the notice. That’s not fair 
to all involved. So, in that case you have 
to bug the folks hosting the exhibit to get 
the full info out.

SC Governor Takes Another Swing at 
SC Arts Commission

     SC Governor Nikki Haley says she 
wants to fold the SC Arts Commission 
into the State Museum. “Fold” that’s one 
way of saying it, but she wants to kill 
the agency. I think she sees it as her one 
and only legacy as a one tern Republican 
governor. She hasn’t accomplished much 
of anything else. 
     Is this a good idea? I don’t think so. 
As usual the Gov is way off base. The 
SC State Museum and its board and staff 
are not equipped to handle the duties of 
the Arts Commission. A better fit is SC 
PRT our tourism division. Much like our 
neighbor to the north, that state we share 
a name with - as the Carolinas - the Arts 
Commission should be merged under 
PRT. North Carolina has been much more 
successful in developing and promoting 
the arts as a economic power under the 
umbrella of tourism. 
     So if the SC Governor wanted to really 
accomplish something worth a legacy - 
she should look to the north for guidance. 
Yes, the State Art Collection should go 
to the State Museum, but the Arts Com-
mission’s other functions would be much

     Neece says, “My artwork is a collection 
of imagery drawn from eco-systems that 
I come in contact with daily or during my 
travels. Drawings are made from experi-

ences and photographs collected outside 
and focus on the details of a unique plant, 
animal or environmental element. The im-
agery is combined into designs examining 
the complexity and diversity of surrounding 
eco-systems. I draw, print, and paint nature-
inspired, line-driven imagery onto wood, 
paper and fabric.” 
     “My wood panel paintings are printed, 
hand-painted with inks and dyes, and then 
finished to draw out the natural grain of the 
wood.

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interdependence, balance, evolution and 
environmental issues,” adds Neece.
      “Living on a sailboat for three years 
granted me the opportunity to take a closer 
look at the wind, tide, weather, and my 
impact on the plants and animals that share 
these environments. While traveling up and 
down the southeastern coast of the United 
States, I saw countless eco-systems operat-
ing and interacting with the same set of 
larger elements in both similar and drasti-
cally different ways. From oysters relying 
on the tide to filter water systems in the 
Chesapeake Bay, to osprey in the Lowcoun-
try of South Carolina using wind currents 
to travel between small and large bodies of 
water while hunting fish.”  
     “In North Carolina, I saw a black bear 
on the banks of a canal in the early morn-
ing hours and on a sail from the Exumas to 
Eleuthera in the Bahamas, a sea turtle as big 
as a Volkswagon,” adds Neece. “These ex-

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Festival, or to put it more correctly, we 
all practice the Cultural Cringe. I’m sure 
you know what an “art festival” entails but 
perhaps you may not understand just what 
constitutes the Cultural Cringe. Basically it 
means; “If he, she or it originates here - he, 
she or it can’t be any good,” and refers to 
anyone in the arts.
     The Cultural Cringe is a no win situ-
ation. Allow me to explain: If you have 
talent and choose to remain in your own 
hometown, it’s assumed you’re not good 
enough to make it “out there”. If you do 
leave, make good and don’t return, you’re 
accused of being ashamed of your heritage. 
If you go “out there”, make it big and come 
back the celebrity, you’re showing off. I 
can’t figure it out.
     With this in mind, consider our annual 
Art Festival of the International kind. Its 
purpose, as I see it, is to perpetrate the no-
tion that we do indeed appreciate “kulcha” 
as we annually present an Art Festivals 
where 99.9% of the art is imported from 
some place, any place, beyond our own 
city, state and/or country’s borders. As 
for visual arts, well that isn’t even on the 
agenda, except if an unknown painter from 
Anywhere finds himself inadvertently 
stranded in Australia with a steamer trunk 
full of works, or a highly celebrated sculp-
tor from Someplace wants to erect a styro-
foam effigy of himself, in the nude, seven 
miles out in the desert, then it’s hey, come 
on down and show us your stuff. Nope, it 
just doesn’t compute.
     Not wanting to sound like a parochial 
snob, I appreciate the opportunity to ex-
perience cultural activities from another 
nation, and certainly understand the advan-
tages local performers reap from dialogu-
ing with visiting artists. However when the 
price of admission to some events are be-
yond the reach of the average citizen, when 
local professional practitioners are treated 
like amateurs or locked out of participating 
in events, how valid is the exchange? And 
when many of the visiting acts are by full 

time festival entertainers (groups of per-
formers who make it to all the international 
gigs representing a country they haven’t 
lived in for more then a decade) just how 
honest is their cultural presentation?
     I’m not the only one to note how the in-
flux of alien artists to this town in summer 
pushes the local talent beyond the periph-
ery. In the past, marginalised artists got 
together and presented an artistic tantrum 
in the guise of an annual “fringe” festival. 
The Fringe presented a broad program of 
free, open to the public, events and exhibi-
tions that ran outside the parameters of 
the International Art Festival’s costly elite 
events. Just about the only thing the Fringe 
had in common with its International twin 
was both festivals had some real “clangers” 
in their program. The Fringe survived 
more then a few years with word of mouth 
promotion, volunteers, private contribu-
tions and good audience attendance. Then, 
do to the lack of assured financial aid, it 
faded away. Meanwhile the yearly Interna-
tional festival continues, with vast amounts 
of state funding, despite showing financial 
losses on a regular basis. I still can’t figure 
it out.
     Is it really the same everywhere or is 
this art snobbery the result of my town 
being the Most Isolated Capital City in the 
World? Why do we pay top dollar to see 
an aging British rock star stomp across a 
weirdly lit stage, and ignore the local song-
ster who puts on a free show in the park 
under the stars? Why is it that Ellen, who 
has a natural talent for drawing but didn’t 
complete art school, needs to go to Scot-
land to find an appreciative audience for 
her colourful contemporary graphic works 
on paper? Why do we ignore her and give 
kudos to a well-educated European artist 
who filled a city construction site with bal-
loons while explaining how modern urban 
architecture is alienating? He has a valid 
point but since the invention of CCTV, se-
curity shutters and electronic entry codes, 

all modern architecture - urban, suburban, 
even rural - is alienating. Why doesn’t he 
fill backyards in the “burbs” with balloons 
or send them bouncing across parched 
wheat fields? Never mind, this one I can 
figure out myself.
     Ellen came home, just for a visit to 
get the winter chill out of her system, but 
will return again for the Northern Hemi-
sphere summer. Although I know she is a 
very good artist, I have to wonder if the 
uniqueness of her Australian accent, amid 
a plethora of Scottish brogues, is opening 
doors for her. Is some struggling high-
land lad, with paintbrush in hand, being 
pushed aside to let the sunny southern lass 
through? I’m afraid to ask only because 
I’m sure the answer will be yes. In a way 
that’s comforting, to know the folk of my 
town are not the only “reverse” snobs in 
the world. But then again it’s discomfort-
ing, to entertain the idea that Cultural 
Cringe is a universal malady.
     I firmly believe exposure to art from 
other cultures has a positive effect. At first 
it seems strange, especially if the play is 
in a foreign tongue or the music is high 
pitched and monotonous. Our response 
when we can’t engage with the presenta-
tion, or if it’s not to our taste, is to dismiss 
it as “bad”. It’s a natural reaction. However 
by experiencing new things, like them or 
not, we broaden the mind and that’s good. 

By all means bring on the weirdest and 
most wonderful of art practitioners - sing-
ers and dancers, musicians and composers, 
painters and sculptors, actors, authors, and 
acrobats - from all corners of the earth so 
we can experience their performances, 
discover new tastes, be inspired or ques-
tion their motives, and learn another way 
of expressing the self. But please, not at 
the cost of our own, those whose talents 
we talk down but secretly enjoy between 
festivals. We don’t want them all to be lost 
to Hollywood, some Parisian atelier or 
become a Highland fling. We all have to 
help prevent Cultural Cringe from becom-
ing a global artistic epidemic. Go to a local 
galley, say something nice about the art. I 
figure it’ll help.

     Artist, arts groups and arts organiza-
tions could still apply for funding, but 
perhaps under PRT the agency could ask 
when reading the applications - what 
will SC gain from this funding - beyond 
supporting the local arts. It’s not a bad 
question to ask when using the taxpayer’s 
money.

     This exhibit illustrates the life cycles 
of thirteen of the Lowcountry’s most 
interesting and dramatic creatures. The 
exhibit incorporates photographs, preserved 
specimens, paintings, and other illustrative 
items to depict the steps in the life cycle of 
the different species. The selected species 
illustrated in the exhibit are: Loggerhead 
Sea Turtle, Horseshoe Crab, Bald Eagle, 
Blue Crab, Giant Swallowtail butterfly, 
Least tern, Spicebush Swallowtail Butterfly, 
Wood Stork, Great Egret, Eastern Screech 
Owl and Cobia fish.
     The exhibit combines pictures of the 

organisms as they grow into adults, some of 
them start as minuscule eggs and turn into 
big size adults like the case of the Cobia 
fish. Some go through dramatic changes 
through their life cycle, as they change from 
egg, to caterpillar and eventually to an adult 
butterfly. Some organisms have to molt their 
exoskeleton in order to grow, while some 
others go through enormous migrations as 
part of their life cycle. While some species 
take only two years to become an adult as 
the case of the Great Egret, others can take 
twenty five years, like the case of the Log-
gerhead Sea Turtle.

     701 Center for Contemporary Art in 
Columbia, SC, is presenting Stephen 
Hayes: Cash Crop, a traveling exhibition 
by its new artist in residence, Stephen 
Hayes, of Atlanta, GA, on view through 
Mar. 3, 2013.  
     At the core of Cash Crop are 15 life-
size sculptures of shackled people placed 
in boat- or coffin-like structures, with dia-
grams of captive, warehoused humans in 
Trans-Atlantic slave ships carved in wood 
on the back. The sculptures represent, 
Hayes says, “the 15 million human beings 
kidnapped and transported by sea during 
the Trans-Atlantic slave trade.” Through 
these works and others in the exhibition, 
Durham, NC, native Hayes invites the 
viewer into an emotional, physical and 
psychological space to confront past, pres-
ent and future.

4.5 - 8 feet tall. They are made of cement, 
fabric, steel and fire-treated wood. In addi-
tion to the figure sculptures, the exhibition 
includes hand-made steel chains connect-
ing the sculptures; prints and drawings; a 
large, wall-mounted sculpture of a ship; 
and scores of wooden, fire treated boxes, 
11 x 21 inches in size, containing cement 
casts of ship shapes, that will be installed 
as a wall.
      “This is a powerful exhibition,” 701 
CCA board chair and executive direc-
tor Wim Roefs said. “It’s physically and 
emotionally an imposing installation of 
objects and two-dimensional work. The 
rawness with which the sculptural pieces 
are executed adds to the gut-wrenching 
impact of the exhibition. This work is 
obviously not meant to relate comfort but 
suffering and abuse.”
     Cash Crop, which originated in Hayes’ 
MFA thesis exhibition at SCAD, has 
traveled to the Harvey B. Gantt Center 
for African-American Art + Culture in 
Charlotte, NC, North Carolina Central 
University in Durham, Guilford College in 
Greensboro, NC, and Mason Murer Fine 
Art Gallery in Atlanta, one of that city’s 
largest art galleries.
     In 2006 Hayes received a BA in Visual 
Communication from North Carolina 
Central University, a historically black 
college. In 2007, he received a summer 
scholarship to take a ceramics class at The 
New York State College of Ceramics at 
Alfred University in Alfred, NY, one of 
the country’s premier ceramics programs. 
Hayes’ art was included in Young Talent 
From Atlanta, an exhibition at Rush Gal-
leries in New York City, and in exhibitions 
at Atlanta’s Emory University and Space 
One Eleven in Montgomery, AL.

Friends and 
supporters of each other’s work they all 
acknowledge their common creative threads 
of process, discovery, documentation, color 
theory, and spirituality. The variety and 
expanse of their work is depicted through-
out this exhibit of paintings, drawings and 
assemblages.
     Two of the artists are sisters, Lynn Parrott 
and Laurie McIntosh. They offer a little his-
tory on the development of this group from 
their perspective.

They 
had such a ball painting together that they 
decided to try and put a group together 
on their own, with artists they knew and 
respected. The first time they put this idea 
into play was in 2006 in Parrott’s garage 
with Pinkney Herbert as their teacher.

     The next time they pulled it together 
using Brucie Holler’s house on the beach.

They painted; cooked 
danced, shared ideas, books, music, wine, 
wisdom and inspiration from morning to 
night.
     Also, they introduced a few new Colum-
bia faces in the crowd. This is when Jan 
Swanson came on the scene.  They were all 
at this “retreat” with the exception of Eileen 
Blyth.
     The next year they regrouped and moved 
it to Caesars Head where McIntosh had a 
house that could sleep a group and Hem-
locks Studio was right down the road.( Sue 
Russell of Cedar Mountain owns a studio/
bed and breakfast...Hemlocks Studio)  This 
is when Blyth came into the group. McIn-
tosh had known Blyth for several years and 
thought she might be a nice addition to the 
group. The group was still quite fluid at 
this point but the six of the core group were 
there.
     The group has stayed with the mountain 
idea. McIntosh sold her house so they have 
rented several different places to lay their 
heads, (including staying with Sue Russell) 
while still using the studio at Hemlocks to 
create their work. For the past 5 or so years 
it has been the six of them. Six is a nice 
number in the studio and through the years 
their creative spirits have learned how to 
work with and around each other.

Each member is always willing to provide 
constructive criticism and I always look 
forward to our retreats. They are one of the 
highlights of my life!,” adds Swanson.

      “The changes that I made are: 1. drawing 
instead of painting (in doing most of these, 
I never opened my palette); 2. sketchbook 
design  (the most casual of designs; almost 
a non-design); and 3. purposely, no specific 
expression/ content was pre-chosen (there is

the US and Europe in the years since. The 
Asheville Art Museum is honored to host 
this important and evocative exhibition.
    This exhibition was organized and 
curated by the Asheville Art Museum with 
special thanks to Magnum Photography 
and Ruth Hartmann.

     In 2003 Wilma Siegel began painting 
portraits of what is, sadly, a dwindling 
population: Holocaust survivors living in 
South Florida. While the number of poten-
tial subjects is vast - as many as 15,000 - it 
is hardly permanent. The realization that so 
many of these faces and stories are passing 
away has led Siegel to begin this project, 
which also includes World War II veterans.
     Siegel’s often grand-scaled watercolors 
are bold, direct, and very personal portraits. 
She incorporates photographs and other me-
mentos belonging to the subjects into their 
portraits, each of which represents a casual 
intimacy while also serving as a chronicle, 
a record of a life.

      In addition to its fine museums, the city 
of Philadelphia, PA, is home to no less than 
five major art schools. The Pennsylvania 
Academy of Fine Arts is the oldest art 
school and museum in the country, founded 
in 1805. Like the Asheville Art Museum, 
the Academy’s focus is on American art. 
The Academy also focuses on teaching tra-
ditional methods of working from life, such 
as classes in cast drawing and the use of live 
models for classes in drawing. Painting and 
sculpture dominate the school’s curriculum, 
both in past and present. Academy faculty 
were most often Academy students first, af-
fording many artists the ability to trace their 
artistic lineage back to noteworthy faculty 
and students such as Thomas Eakins, Mary 
Cassatt, Cecilia Beaux, Henry O. Tanner, 
Robert Henri, Alexander Calder and others.
     Academy-trained artists have enjoyed a 
reputation for excellence in portraiture and 
figurative work in all media, albeit with the 
additional, somewhat negative reputation 
that it is too formal, resulting in what some 
describe as unimaginative compositions 
employing the traditional technique of a

     Aaron Siskind (1903 – 1991) was born in 
New York City, the son of Russian Jewish 
immigrants. After receiving his Bachelor 
of Social Science degree in Literature from 
College of the City of New York in 1926, 
Siskind taught high school English for 21 
years in the New York public school system. 
His first loves were music and poetry, but 
he took an interest in photography in 1930

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when he received a camera as a wedding 
gift. Siskind was still teaching in the public 
schools when he joined the New York Photo 
League, with whom he produced several 
significant socially-conscious series of im-
ages in the 1930s. The Harlem Document 
remains his best known body of work from 
this period.
     Siskind’s later photography focused on 
the details of nature and architecture, treat-
ing them as flat surfaces to create images 
which, he claimed, were independent of the 
original subject. Much of Siskind’s pioneer-
ing photography from this period has ties to 
the work done by the Abstract Expressionist 
painters at the same time. One of Siskind’s 
close friends was the painter Franz Kline, to 
whom Siskind created a series of photo-
graphs titled Homage to Franz Kline after 
the painter’s death in 1962.

     While teaching at Black Mountain Col-
lege in the summer of 1951, Siskind met 
fellow faculty member and photographer 
Harry Callahan. Callahan persuaded Sis-
kind to join him as part of the faculty of the 
IIT Institute of Design in Chicago in 1951. 
Siskind took over as head of the photogra-
phy program when Callahan left in 1961. 
In 1971 Siskind left the Institute of Design 
and again followed Callahan to the Rhode 
Island School of Design where he continued 
to teach until his retirement in 1976.

     Brookgreen Gardens in Murrell’s Inlet, 
SC, is offering two new exhibits includ-
ing: Willard Hirsch: Charleston’s Sculp-
tor, on loan from the Gibbes Museum of 
Art in Charleston, SC, and Recent Acqui-
sitions showcases art and history objects 
that are new to the Brookgreen collection.

     A native of Charleston, SC, Willard 
Hirsch (1905–1982) trained at the Nation-
al Academy of Design and the Beaux Arts 
Institute in New York during the 1930s.  
He studied under notable architectural 
sculptors Robert Aitkin (1878–1947) and 
Adolph Alexander Weinman (1870–1952), 
and learned superb modeling techniques 
under Edward McCartan (1879–1947) and 
Gaetano Cecere (1894–1985).  He worked 
as a sculptor in New York for nearly a 
decade and under the auspices of the New 
York Federal Art Project he contributed 
sculptural pieces to a number of that city’s 
public building projects.
      After serving in the military during 
WWII, Hirsch returned to Charleston 
where he felt his work could make a great-
er impact. Though the artistic community 
of Charleston had thrived in the decades 
between the two World Wars, it was domi-
nated by painters and printmakers. Hirsch 
reentered his hometown bringing with him 
a passion to infuse the community with 
three dimensional works of art. Trained to 
work in a variety of media, ranging from 
terra-cotta and plaster, to wood and metal, 
he established a studio on Exchange Street 
and successfully welcomed sculptural 
commissions from private collectors and 

public institutions.
     Over the course of his career, Hirsch 
exhibited his work at the National Acad-
emy of Design, National Sculpture Soci-
ety, Whitney Museum of American Art, 
Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts, 
and in numerous galleries and museums 
in the Southeast. Some of Hirsch’s best 
known work is on permanent exhibition in 
Charleston’s public parks and buildings, 
including bronze sculptures in Washington 
Park, White Point Garden, the Gibbes Mu-

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seum of Art garden, and Charles Towne 
Landing State Park.

     Now Picture This: I’m eighteen years 
old, doing a free headstand on top of a 
twenty-three-foot perch pole balanced 
on my father’s forehead performing on 
Don Amechi’s televised International 
Showtime in Sherbrooke, Canada (1967). 
We share the bill with, among others, 
“The Human Cannonball Act” (the world 

famous Zacchinis). 
     Such was my beginning. Born into a 
first-generation family acrobatic act, my 
father, two brothers, sister and myself - 
billed as “Al Morgan and His Toy Boys,” 
later to be called the “Al Morgan Fam-
ily,” performed throughout New England, 
Canada, and as far south as Tennessee. 
Starting in local bars, we graduated to 
nightclubs, carnivals/state fairs, corpora-
tions, the Boston Garden, Madison Square 
Garden, commercials for unicycles, and 
ended on Don Amechi’s International 
Showtime.
     Morgan has generously made artist 
proof prints available at an affordable cost 
with the proceeds to go to the Mims Gal-
lery Fund.

     The Cameron Art Museum in Wilming-

     An icon of the 1920s, named “the first 
American Flapper” by her husband, Zelda

10, 1948) longed to be known as something 
other than just the wife of writer F. Scott 
Fitzgerald.  For years after their marriage 
and up until her death, Fitzgerald threw her-
self into several creative outlets including 
dance, writing and painting.  This exhibition 
explores the artwork of Fitzgerald with 32 
framed artworks created from 1927 through 
the late 1940s, on loan from the Montgom-
ery Museum of Fine Arts and Ms. Eleanor 
Lanahan, granddaughter of F. Scott and 
Zelda Fitzgerald, along with reproductions 
of historical photographs from the F. Scott 
Fitzgerald Papers of Princeton University 

Library. Parfois La Folie Est la Sagesse 
(Sometimes Madness is Wisdom) comes 
from Fitzgerald herself. This was the title 
she gave to an exhibition of her work at 
the Cary Ross Gallery in New York City in 
1934.
     Fitzgerald’s influence on her husband’s 
writing is well known. In a review of her 
husband’s second novel, The Beautiful and 
the Damned Zelda Fitzgerald quipped, “In 
fact, Mr. Fitzgerald—I believe that is how 
he spells his name—seems to believe that 
plagiarism begins at home.”

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     Photographs by Clemson University art 
faculty member Anderson Wrangle will 
be on display through Feb. 8, 2013, in the 
Thompson Gallery in the Roe Art Build-
ing on the Furman campus in Greenville, 
SC.

convey larger meaning. Drawing from her 
African-American, Scottish and Caribbean 
roots, Clark takes seemingly common ob-
jects such as a piece of cloth or a strand of 
human hair and transforms them into vi-
sual commentary, challenging the viewer 
to embrace the subliminal context.
      Madame CJ Walker, a woman whose 
wealth stemmed from the sale of hair 
products that “bettered” hair for African 
American women, is represented in a 
monumental portrait woven from black 
plastic combs, an object most African 
American women cannot utilize. Flat 
Twist on a Remnant of Idyllic Days, draws 
attention to the issues of race and class 
through Clarks’ co-location of 18th cen-
tury patterned toile cloth interwoven with 
black thread, “flat twist” braids. 
     Clark was born in Washington, DC, 
and has an MFA from the Cranbrook 
Academy of Art. She is currently a 
professor at the Virginia Commonwealth 
University in Richmond, VA, and chair of 
the Department of Craft/Material Studies. 
She serves on the Board of the American 
Craft Council and the Advisory Board of 
the Textile Museum in Washington, DC.
     Clark’s most recent award from the 
United States Artists Fellows program 
accompanies previous honors from the 
Rockefeller Foundation, the Smithsonian 
and the Pollock-Krasner Foundation, 
among others. Material Reflex will travel 
to the Craft and Folk Art Museum in Los 
Angeles May 2013.
     A catalogue accompanies the exhibi-
tion with an essay by Lowery Stokes 
Sims, Curator at the Museum of Arts and 
Design.

     Christine Kirouac’s exhibition Siren 
Fall is an installation joining three sister 
videos; Scuffers, Pink Mist and Engage/
Disengage. Kirouac often uses cinematic 
format to convey her social observations. 
This work captures young girls from 
London, Ontario, interpreting military 
fashion through the filters of suburbia. 
Militarism exists in uniformity and Siren 
Fall presents these girls and environ-
ments according to their own internalized 
aesthetic systems. 
     Kirouac received her MFA from Con-
cordia University in Montreal in 2002, 
and over the past twenty years has held 
several studio and production residencies 
at the Banff Centre for the Performing 
Arts and the Kunst & Complex in Rot-
terdam, Netherlands. Her media instal-
lations, performances and videos have 
exhibited globally in both galleries and 
film festivals. In 2012, Kirouac’s work 
was included in the inaugural exhibition 
of Prime Time at the new Asheville Art 
Museum Media Space in North Carolina 
and she opened a solo exhibition entitled 
Papermen at the Delta Arts Center in 
Winston-Salem, NC.
     Kirouac will present an artist talk Feb. 
28, at 8pm in 119 Rutledge Building.
      Both exhibitions are made possible 
through patron support, the Edmund D. 
Lewandowski Endowment, the Elizabeth 
Dunlap Patrick Endowment and a grant 
from Winthrop’s Global Learning Initia-
tive.

     Clinton Junior College in Rock Hill, SC, 
will present Voices from the Water: The 
Indigo Batik Art of Arianne King Comer, 
on view in the Harry & Becca Dalton Gal-
lery, from Feb. 5 through May 3, 2013. A 
reception will be held on Apr. 18, starting at 
6:30pm.  
     Arianne King Comer uses traditional 
African art forms of batik and indigo dyeing 
to honor the gifts of heritage and healing. In 
1992, King Comer traveled to the Yoruba 
tribal region in West Africa where her con-
nection to the indigo plant was kindled. She 
returned to the states and bought land on 
St. Helena Island in South Carolina to grow 
her own indigo, a plant that yields an inky 
blue dye and was once a leading cash crop 
cultivated in the area’s coastal tidal waters.
     The images in Voices from the Water 
reflect her ancestral discoveries and journey 
from across-the-water places in Africa to 
the Carolina Lowcountry. In 2007 the pro-
claimed “indigo child” traveled to Nairobi, 

Kenya as part of The Charleston Rhizome 
Collective to conduct a textile workshop in 
batik and indigo at the World Social Forum. 
The fabric of her artwork and life is illumi-
nated in the cultural legacy of Indigo Blue. 
Weaving together the roles of arts educator 
and textile artist, King Comer believes that 
art is a healing process that communicates 
peace.

     Upon returning to Rock Hill, where she 
has previously shared her artistic skills 
through the South Carolina Arts Commis-
sion’s arts-in-education program, King 
Comer expresses “I have been reflecting 
lately how exciting it is for me to return to 
one of my favorite stompin’ grounds, with 
so many creative people I so admire....and 
to return through Voices from the Water in 
the New Year at CJC’s Dalton Gallery, gives 
me the opportunity to share my journey of 
almost two decades in SC....who would 
have thought?”

Work by Arianne King Comer

     The Mint Museum Uptown in Char-
lotte, NC, will present Sociales: Débora 
Arango Arrives Today, on view from Feb. 
23 through June 16, 2013. 
     The Medellín-born painter Débora 
Arango, who died in 2005 at the age of 
98, was one of the pioneers of modern Co-
lombian art. She is considered one of the 
most important and controversial modern 
artists of her time. Although her work is 
well regarded today in her native country, 
Arango had to fight against the conserva-
tive elite’s prejudice throughout her life 
due to the political and social context of 
her paintings about the non-official civil 
war of the 1940s and 1950s, la época de 
La Violencia (1946-1963). Today, these 
paintings constitute an important site of 
collective memory.
     Arango’s work displays a sharp, 
perceptive, and courageous attitude, as 
she presented any political event in Latin 
America as if they were sociales (society 
columns). Her work clearly does not make 
use of “political correctness” as a strategy 
of dissemination and permanence.
     This is the first show by Arango in the 
United States. She did not consider herself 
liberal or revolutionary, but she was criti-
cal of the society of her time and believed 
that art should be involved with the real 
world. Arango referred to herself as an 
“expressionist” to describe her strong 
desire to interpret reality through her 
own uncensored personal sensitivity and 
sensibility. At the beginning of the 1940s, 
Arango started to produce works about 
social concerns exploring themes such 
as prostitution, poverty, women’s issues, 

historical events, violence, and injustice, 
for which she is also known today.
     This exhibition includes the most 
emblematic works from every stage of her 
career and is accompanied by a scholarly 
bilingual catalogue with color illustra-
tions. It is curated by Oscar Roldán, Chief 
Curator at Museo de Arte de Medellín, 
Colombia. Sociales: Débora Arango Ar-
rives Today was organized by Museo de 
Arte de Medellín (MAMM), Colombia, in 
collaboration with the Museum of Latin 
American Art (MOLAA), Long Beach, 
CA, for its US tour.

Both artists will combine their 
interests in mythology, journeys, transfor-
mation, and notions of magic to create a 
large, interactive wall piece for the Levine 
Children’s Hospital.
     Joyce Scott is the Knight Artist-in-
Residence. Blending popular culture with 
her ancestry, Scott creates provocative and 
confrontational works of art that address 
contentious political and social issues 
such as gender, race, and class struggle.  
     Erin V. Sotak, the UNC Charlotte 
Artist-in-Residence, is a storyteller whose 
work is narrated through the use of 
symbolic colors, iconic objects, cultural 
references, and historical allusions.
     Mel Chin, the Knight Artist-in-Res-
idence is known for the broad range of 
approaches in his practice, his work is 
largely motivated by political, cultural, 
and social circumstances.

     The Lark & Key Gallery and Boutique 
in Charlotte, NC, will present Flourish: 5 
Year Anniversary Show, on view from Feb. 
1 through Mar. 30, 2013. The opening re-
ception will be held on Feb. 1, from 6-9pm. 
     After five years, two locations and the 
occasional call looking for a locksmith, 
Lark & Key rings in a new year with 
Flourish - a mixed media group exhibit.  
The gallery, which was opened in 2008 by 
husband and wife team Duy Huynh and 
Sandy Snead is celebrated for its diverse 
selection of paintings and functional 
artwork from local, regional and national 
artists. With an eye towards the slightly 
whimsical, the subtly surreal and quiet 
nature; the walls are filled with stories to 
ponder and dreamscapes to get lost in. 
Handmade, one-of-a-kind pottery and 
jewelry rounds out the selection. Believ-
ing that quality art should be accessible 
to all, Lark & Key focuses on providing 
something for everyone - whether first time 
buyer, long-term collector, gift seeker or 
fine craft scavenger.
      Flourish, the gallery’s first exhibit of 

and Dawn Rentz explore natural imagery 
along with the passage of time in their 
artwork. Angel borrows ornamental 
motifs found in history to create patterned 
paintings that are reminiscent of vintage 
wallpaper, their surfaces rich in color and 
texture. Baker, sketches plants through 
their cycle of growth, decal and renewal, 
in preparation to create work that interprets 
and expresses the delicate balance of urban 
and botanical forms.

Julie Guyot’s 
contemporary pottery combines nostalgia 
and pattern through the use of slip transfers 
and laser decals.
     An exhibit with textile references would 
not be complete without fiber art.  Jen 
Swearington (of Jennythreads) fills that 
spot with her one-of-a-kind scarves.  Each 
scarf is created using hand dyed fabrics 
and her hand printed original illustrations, 
pieced together and finished with serged 
seams.

Robert Motherwell (1915-1991), GESTURE IV

     The Ciel Gallery in Charlotte, NC, 
will present Color!, featuring the work 
of Tina Alberni and Wanda Hanson, as 
well as Ciel partners, on view from Feb. 1 
through Mar. 30, 2013. A reception will be 
held on Feb. 1 and Mar. 1, from 6-9pm. 
     Cuban-American Alberni’s mixed 
media paintings are heavily influenced by 
her third-world living experiences, result-
ing in the series Urban Isolation. Grow-
ing up in South America, and Miami, 
Alberni explores the current condition of 
overcrowding coupled with an increasing 
dependence on virtual worlds in place of 
human connections.
     “With this work, I hope to reawaken 
a connection between our own isolation, 
social interactions, chaotic lives and our 
sense of belonging,” says Alberni.
“I try to reel-in sensations of smells, 
textures, peeling paint, impacting colors 
and personal sensations that are perhaps 
forgotten or lost because we’re so busy 
with our urban lives. The ultimate goal is 
to work out the general disconnect.”
     Alberni’s trademark is deeply layered 
work combined with saturated color. 
“Color has a way of healing my body and 
soul,” says Alberni, citing Quechua weav-
ings and textiles, extensive travels, nature 
and the stories of life as her inspiration.

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     The Reynolda House Museum of Ameri-
can Art in Winston-Salem, NC, will revive 
the romance and fascination of Hollywood’s 
Golden Era in the 1920s and ‘30s with Star 
Power: Edward Steichen’s Glamour Pho-
tography, an exhibition opening on Feb. 23 
and continuing through May 19, 2013.
     Considered some of the most striking 
creations of 20th-century photography, 
the more than 100 selected photographs in 
this exhibition constitute a body of work 
of unequalled brilliance by the first great 
American fashion photographer.
     Edward Steichen was already a famous 
painter and photographer on both sides of 
the Atlantic when, in early 1923, he was 
offered possibly one of the most prestigious 
and certainly the most lucrative position in 
photography’s commercial domain that of 
chief photographer for Condé Nast’s influ-
ential and highly-regarded magazines.
     For the next 15 years, Steichen would 
take full advantage of the resources and 
prestige conferred by the Condé Nast 
empire, putting his exceptional talents, 
prodigious energies and modernist sensi-
bilities to work dramatizing and glamor-
izing celebrities such as Gloria Swanson, 
Katherine Hepburn, Gary Cooper, Martha

     When the models in Steichen’s Vogue 
and Vanity Fair cover photographs of the 
1920s and ’30s were posing in fashions 
by Chanel and the House of Worth, the 
women of Reynolda were likely perusing 
the pages of those same publications, find-
ing inspiration for their own wardrobes. In 
Star Power: Edward Steichen’s Glamour 
Photography, the museum will display 
dresses, hats, shoes and jewelry from the 
museum’s costume collection alongside 
Steichen’s iconic black-and-white gelatin 

silver prints. 
      “Katharine Smith Reynolds and Mary 
Reynolds Babcock had great appreciation 
for haute couture,” said Allison Slaby, the 
museum’s curator.

     The Green Hill Center for NC Art in 
Greensboro, NC, is presenting the exhibit 
Two Artists, One Space - Andrea Donnelly 
and Heather Lewis, curated by Edie Car-
penter, featuring works by these two emerg-
ing women artists. The exhibition opens on 
Feb. 1, with a reception from 6-9pm and 
continues through Mar. 24, 2013. 
     Andrea Donnelly and Heather Lewis, 
individually create process-oriented works 
that invite the viewer to experience them as 
both physical and mental spaces. Donnelly’s 
wall-size weavings representing figures in 
meditative poses or imprints of the art-
ist’s body are created by a time consuming 
process called “warp weaving”. Donnelly 
unweaves her work and re-weaves it, creat-
ing many layers in her final piece. 
     Carpenter explains, “Donnelly’s wall-
sized weavings representing figures in 
meditative poses or imprints of the artist’s 
body evoke a sensory response to the physi-
cal act of weaving as the viewer approaches 
or passes between suspended woven 
panels. This labor-intensive approach, 
lends Donnelly’s figures a tension between 
the psychological and the physical, and a 
resonating interiority that is revealed by the 
matrix of the cloth.”  
     Donnelly received her undergraduate 
degrees from North Carolina State Univer-
sity in Psychology and Art & Design. She 
received an MFA in Fibers from Virginia 
Commonwealth University. Her innovative 
weaving has gained national and interna-
tional attention, with her highly lauded May 
2012 show, Binary, at the Philadelphia Art 
Alliance and her most recent presentation 
in Green Hill Center’s annual Winter Show 
exhibition. Additionally, she has shown 
in numerous group shows since 2007 and 
eight solo or two-person shows.
     Heather Lewis’s installations investigate 
the drawing medium through stenciling, cut 
paper, and light projections which transform 
the silhouettes of everyday objects into new 
contexts. Her interest in industry becomes 
more exploratory and abstract. 
     “Growing up in Trinidad next to a large 
oil refinery meant that shadows and industry 
were part of my world. Living in Northern 
Europe later emphasized the role of electric 
power and light in daily life,” states Lewis, 
“Seven years as a production potter gave 
me experience of small scale manufacturing 
and the commercial world... but looking for 

more creative opportunity, I then obtained 
a BFA and MFA…As a fine artist my 
interest in industry is more exploratory and 
abstract.”  
     Lewis obtained both her BFA and MFA 
from the Duncan of Jordanstone College of 
Art and Design at the University of Dundee, 
Scotland. Her work has been in numerous 
solo and group shows both nationally and 
internationally, including The Royal Scot-
tish Academy, Edinburgh, Scotland. 
     Since Green Hill Center’s earliest days, 
women have been a driving force as lead-
ers, artists, and supporters. “Women affect 
change. They multitask. They take care of 
many. They accomplish much. They think 
about the world differently. They create 
different visual narratives,” says Laura Way, 
Executive Director and CEO of Green Hill 
Center, “Not unlike these two emerging fe-
male artists who bring fresh and innovative 
approaches to their work - they are leading 
their fields.

especially evocative and I find myself 
continually exploring the materials, visual 
language, and emotions that embody cy-
clical transformation.” More specifically, 
Crump is intrigued by human response 
to the inevitable changes that occur 
both within and around us. The series of 
sculptures in Strange Chemistry consid-
ers human reception to birth, decay, and 
desire as informed by the fragility of one’s 
own existence.
      Crump’s works are characterized 
by unusual–often ephemeral–materials 
ranging from gathered plant and animal 
remains to ultra-violet light. She deliber-
ately selects transient matter in an attempt 
to mirror human experience–to remind 
herself, and the viewer, that we, too, are 
fleeting. Crump is certain to explain that 
her works are not exercises in morbidity:  
“On the contrary, I see the contemplation 
of mortality as a means to celebrate the 
beauty of existence.”
      Crump received a BA in Studio Arts 
from Trinity University in 2011. Over the

past few years, her work has been exhib-
ited throughout the state of Texas, and she 
has been the recipient of several merit-
based scholarships and grants. Recently, 
she was an artist in residence both at 
I-park in Connecticut and at the Hambidge 
Center in Georgia. Crump currently lives 
and works in Houston. Strange Chemistry 
is her first solo exhibition.
     Greg Carter’s works, consisting of 
wall and floor sculptures made largely 
from found objects, owe much to North 
Carolina’s long tradition of handmade folk 
arts. Playfulness, color, and fun are central 
to Carter’s pieces.
     Carter has worked and taught in the 
Triangle for more than twenty years. 
During this time, he has been involved 
internationally with the establishment of 
the “cyberpunk” movement (from which 
he got his “cyberpig” moniker). More 
recently he has returned from the digital 
world with a new respect for the simple 
object, which he now creates from dis-
carded trappings of material life.
     Mary Kircher’s work is an interpreta-

tion of wilderness themes reflected in 
the weaving and dyeing process. During 
her time as a Regional Emerging Artist-
in-Residence, she has taken two paral-
lel paths in exploring weaving and dye 
techniques. One path has been a discovery 
of moving her artwork off of the grid and 
capturing nature’s inspiration, the other 
has been technique driven by refining her 
woven shibori technique.

     The NC Museum of Natural Sciences 
in Raleigh, NC, will present Natural Hab-
itats, featuring work of North Carolina 
artist/illustrator/author, Anne Marshall 
Runyon, on view in the Nature Art Gal-
lery, from Feb. 1 - 24, 2013. A reception 
will be held on Feb. 1, from 6:30-9pm.
     These works on paper illustrate the 
range and diversity of natural habitats in 
North Carolina. “I love to learn about and 
illustrate our natural habitats,” Runyon 
says. “Habitats fascinate me with their 
complex stories about so many intercon-
nected lives.”
     Runyon begins with a pencil sketch 
done in the field and then studies pho-
tographs and specimens. She frequently 
consults scientist and naturalists for help 
in understanding the behaviors and rela-
tionships she observes in nature. 
     “Many talented scientists, naturalists, 
writers, editors and fellow artists are my 
teachers.” Runyon then develops a com-
position in India ink on Bristol paper us-
ing watercolor washes to create the large 
elements of ground, sky and water. She 
then adds details in ink and colored pencil 
as needed. Runyon’s habitat illustrations 
are similar to time-lapsed photography in 
that they show all the wildlife one might 
see in a given habitat over a longer period 
of time. It underscores the value of these 
habitats to all the species that depend on 
them and each other.  
     The exhibit will also include paper 
sculptures of wild animals like those 
Runyon creates each month for Wildlife 
in North Carolina magazine. They are 
extensions of her illustrative work into 
the third dimension and creating them are 
like, as she says, “drawing with scissors.” 
She sketches the animal in several differ-
ent poses first, then cuts one of the poses 
on scrap paper allowing ample volume 
to form it in space. It is a process that 
is more abstract and one that requires a 
certain amount of trial and error. Runyon 
is often drawn to species that are under-
appreciated like slugs, fungi, moles and 
snakes.
     Runyon is author and illustrator of The 
Sheltering Cedar, (2008,) a picture book 

set on Ocracoke Island, NC, where she 
spent many summers exploring the natural 
world. She illustrated North Carolina’s 
Wild Places, A Closer Look, a popular 
classroom book about North Carolina’s 
natural habitats. A regular illustrator for 
Wildlife in North Carolina magazine, she 
won 1st place in the Society of Children’s 
Book Writers and Illustrators, in the 2008 
Illustration Category of Magazine Merit 
Competition. Her work is used frequently 
to illustrate environmental education pub-
lications and is included in the Mountains 
to Sea permanent exhibit in our Museum. 
     Runyon maintains active memberships 
in the Guild of Natural Science Illustrators 
and the Society of Children’s Book Writ-
ers and Illustrators. She earned a Bach-
elors of Arts  in Studio Art from Carleton 
College in Northfield, MN, and a Master 
of Arts in Design from the University of 
Minnesota.

agrarian economy. Many potters adjusted to this 
lower demand by creating wares that were more 
aesthetically appealing – objects that consumers 
would want to live with in their homes. Numerous 
factories from Vermont to Ohio to South Carolina 
produced “fancy” wares: objects that might still 
have practical functions—such as pitchers, 
vases, or flasks—but were notable primarily for 
their attractive shapes. Porcelain factories also 
began to proliferate during this period, produc-
ing high-quality wares that catered to the tastes 
of more affluent consumers.
