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Bring Me the Head of Gian Carlo Mennoti 

     I’m still calling for news of where the 
head (bust) of Gian Carlo Mennoti is, but 
no news yet from the City of Charleston - 
that seems to have lost it over the years.
     Gian Carlo Menotti was the founder of 
the Spoleto Festivals, both in Charleston 
and Italy? In 1987 some folks hired a well 
known sculptor to create a bust of Men-
noti and they presented it to the City of 
Charleston, but it can’t be located.
     I’ll continue calling for news of its 
finding - until it’s found or someone 
comes up with what the City did with 
it. This could get kind of sticky as May 
comes around and the Festival is in gear. 
People attending the Festival could start 
wondering how the City could be so care-
less or disrespectful.

Let’s Try and Forget About January

     January 2014 was such a nasty visitor 
in the Carolinas. After a wonderful De-
cember, January came in like a teenager 
wondering what to wear the first day of 
school. It’s decent and then it’s cool, then 
it’s decent again, then it’s cooler. Then 
there’s the Vortex and then it’s rain, sleet, 
ice and snow. Enough already! 
     Of course it’s all relative to where you 
live. I was talking to a friend who lives in 
the snow belt of Michigan and they said 
that this year it never stops snowing - it’s 
the lake effect - Lake Michigan that is. 
The day we were talking it was in the 60s 
here and their expected high was going to 
be 3. They had days where they got 10” to 
15” of snow in a day. Their snowblower 
can no longer blow the snow over the 
mountains of snow on either side of their 
driveway. 
     So I guess it’s not so bad here after 

all. But, I’d love to see some consistency 
- one way or another - either decent or 
warmer than normal. I’m not ever going 
to wish it would just stay cold. If I wanted 
that I could just move back to Michigan. 
And the first week in February calls for 
highs in the 60s for a week - here. I just 
hope there’s no Polar Bear Vortex coming 
right behind that.

Paper has Two Themes this Month

      The first theme is that we heard mostly 
from the non-profits about exhibits that 
began in January, but they were just get-
ting around to putting out press releases 
about them in time for our February issue. 
Some don’t last that long so if you want to 
see them you better hurry.
     This seems to happen every year after 
the holidays. Some PR (public relations) 
folks just don’t seem to recover from all 
that time off and some will take another 
month to wake up. A few of these PR 
folks just seem to be in a state of hiberna-
tion most of the time. They think that you 
put up an exhibit, have the reception, and 
then send out publicity.
     Some have the excuse that they are 
unpaid volunteers, but they’re real prob-
lem is that they are untrained in the art of 
PR and by the time I inform them of what 
they need to do - someone else replaces 
them.
     As far as the paid folks go - I don’t 
know what their excuse is - except that 
many wear many hats beyond their re-
sponsibility of doing timely press releases.     
     What’s frustrating to me is that many 
of these folks receive taxpayer funding for 
their general operation, but I don’t think 
it is fair that they continue to get funding 
when they don’t seem to be able to func-

tion properly. If your primary function 
is to present art exhibitions to the public 
and you’re not putting out timely press 
releases about these exhibits to the general 
public - taxpayers are not getting a return 
for their investment. And, I’m not talking 
about local taxpayers, I’m talking about 
all the taxpayers who are chipping in for 
that funding.
     Every non-profit organization who 
is receiving public funding from a state, 
county or city, should be required to post a 
timely public notice of their presentations 
so that the taxpayers in those areas will 
have notice and opportunity to take advan-
tage of what they are paying for.
     I’d be happy if all of them just posted 
timely info on functioning websites, but 
many can barely tell you what they had on 
view several months ago and always have 
a TBA - to be announced message posted 
about what their next exhibit will be, but 
most can’t even tell you what year they 
are working in. There have been a few 
times when I used info that had no year’s 
date on it later to find out the info was 
several years old.
     Don’t get me wrong. There are a lot of 
folks in the non-profit sector that get me 
timely info - every month, it’s just that 
there are just as many, if not more, who 
don’t. If some can, why can’t they all?
      The second theme I noticed was that 
there were a number of photography 
exhibitions being presented. Nine are 
totally photography exhibits and a few 
more group exhibits include photography 
in them. That’s unusual.
     I don’t tend to notice that there are a 
number of exhibits of paintings, sculpture, 
or fine art crafts, but I do notice when I 
see an article about an exhibit of pho-
tography - one after the other. The other 
exhibits just seem to be the norm, but 
once you get past three to four that feature 
photography - that catches my eye. It 
shouldn’t but it does. 
     My background in the arts began in 
photography - the stepchild of the arts. I 
ran a fine art photography gallery once 
- another lifetime ago, so I vowed that I 
would always be a friend to photography continued above on next column to the right

when I started doing an art publication. 
But I quickly learned I can’t make gal-
leries or museums present photography 
exhibits, I could only make sure they got 
their day in the sun with the rest of the 
exhibits when they were being presented. 
And, later I realized I couldn’t even do 
that when the people presenting them 
didn’t inform us of them.
     So I found it amazing that we’re pre-
senting info about nine such exhibits this 
month. There are probably more going 
on - we just didn’t receive a press release 
about them. 

A Special Feature

     We are offering a Special Feature 
this month on Pages 31 & 32, about the 
2014 Clay Olympics which took place in 
Asheville, NC. It only seemed right since 
the Winter Olympics will start this month.
     I did not attend this event, I only saw 
photos and a couple of videos someone 
made of it on a blog I look at every once 
in a while. It looked like the folks were 
having a lot of fun and a few folks were 
winning some welcomed Winter cash.
     Initially I was thinking of featuring 
the top winners’ works on our cover this 
month, until I realized this event was more 
about the pottery process and not about 
finished products, so we then worked 
toward a Special Feature.
     Unfortunately time ran out to get all 
the images identified, but we offer a small 
look at what went on and I suggest view-
ing one of the videos to get a closer idea 
of how these events went down.
     The event is also just another view into 
how potters tend to work within a com-
munity. They work as individuals, but also 
work in a community, unlike many of the 
other areas of the visual arts. They do ap-
prenticeships, they share kiln firings, they 
organize festivals and group shows. They 
just seem to like to gather together - for 
whatever reason. Yet, they don’t seem to 
form as many guilds or organizations as 
other mediums do. It’s kind of like lone 
wolves gathering in a pack.

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“World News” website, Zellen presents us 
to ourselves through the media, mediated 
in a variety of ways. Trotman’s approach is 
much more direct and less abstracted, but 
his sculptural works address the corporate 
world with all of its discontents. His larger 
than life human figures are suffused with 
dread, melancholy, or desperation, yet they 
are cloaked in the uniform of the power-
ful.

     Trotman was born in 1947 in Winston-
Salem, NC, received a BA in philosophy 
from Washington and Lee University, and 
for 40 years has maintained a studio in 
western North Carolina. He has received 
two fellowships from the National Endow-
ment for the Arts and four fellowships from 
the North Carolina Arts Council. His work 
is in the permanent collections of The Ren-
wick Gallery (Smithsonian Institution), The 
Columbia Museum of Art, The North Caro-
lina Museum of Art, The Virginia Museum 
of Fine Arts, The Art Museum of the Rhode 
Island School of Design, The Mint Museum 
of Art, The Weatherspoon Art Museum and 
The Museum of Art and Design in New 
York, among others.
     Above the Fold is an exhibition of a 
series of artworks that take their point of 
departure from world news images from the 
New York Times. Included in the exhibi-
tion are gouache on paper paintings, digital 
images, an interactive installation with mul-
tiple animations and an iPad application.
      Above the Fold traditionally refers to the 
upper half of the front page of a newspaper 
where an important story or photograph 
catches the attention of passersby. In the 
digital age it refers to what is visible on 
the screen without scrolling. These images 
proliferate endlessly suggesting that the 
news is entertainment. Zellen calls atten-
tion to this bombardment by creating her 
own over-saturated installation. She begins 
with an image that appears above the fold 
culled from both digital and print media and 
proceeds to alter it in a variety of ways. In 
one series of works she reduces the image to 
its essential pixels distilling the photograph 
into a grid of colors. While the original im-
age is diffused, it never disappears. Through 
a process of layering fragments taken from 
news photographs she builds an abstract 
composition. Images of war, man-made 
and natural disasters and the destruction 
they cause are ubiquitous in the digital 

age. Today one expects instantaneous 
documentation of events as they occur. By 
appropriating this imagery Zellen changes 
its context and therefore the way the images 
communicate and how what they represent 
is understood.
     Zellen is a Los Angeles-based artist who 
works in many media, simultaneously mak-
ing interactive installations, mobile apps, 
animations, drawings, paintings, photo-
graphs, public art, and artists’ books. Zellen 
received a BA from Wesleyan University 
(1983), a MFA from CalArts (1989), and a 
MPS degree from New York University’s 
Interactive Telecommunications Program 
(2009). She is a recipient of an Artistic In-
novation Grant from the Center for Cultural 
Innovation (2011) and a Mid-Career Artist’s 
Fellowship from the California Commu-
nity Foundation (2012). Her installations 
include Transitions, DNJ Gallery, Santa 
Monica, California (2013); The Unem-
ployed, Disseny Hub Museum, Barcelona 
(2011), and Cerritos College, California 
(2009); The Blackest Spot, Fringe Exhibi-
tions, Los Angeles, CA (2008); and Trigger, 
Pace University, New York (2005). Most 
recently, she has been making mobile apps.

     Working mostly in wood, Bob Trotman 
sees his efforts in relation to the vernacular 
traditions of carved religious figures, ships’ 
figureheads, and the so-called “show fig-
ures” found outside shops in the nineteenth 
century. However, as a contemporary artist, 
he wants to create installations that sug-
gest an absurdist office-like arena in which 
we can see, more nakedly than usual, the 
elaborate posturings of power, privilege, 
and pretense that secretly, or not so secretly, 
shape the world we live in. His point of 
view is both sympathetic and critical: those 
with power have much to answer for. If 
there were such a thing as corporate purga-
tory, this is what it might look like.

There is a sense in view-
ing the works that he is referencing John 
Ruskin, then modern day influences take 
over and patches of color seem to push the

words and drawings out of the way, partially 
obliterating them and at times taking over 
the space. 
     Jernigan has also created a set of books 
with his watercolor works for early readers 
called “The Adventuring Set” where “his 
themes harken from days of old with kings, 
inventors, knights in shining armor, and a 
time of discovery. In these books, young 
readers will invent flying machines, dive to 
the depths of the ocean, play games, explore 
strange lands, and meet intriguing charac-
ters from the past.”
     Jernigan states, “I make maps of experi-
ences, stories and places. In Tuscany, I 
surprised a group of wild boar in the dark.  
Walking through South Williamsburg I 
photographed an electric scrawl of graffiti 
on a riverside warehouse. I worked in a 
restaurant and heard pirate and ghost stories 
from early Charleston. I read Cheever and 
couldn’t forget a story about brothers. I 
lived by the ocean and watched the alliga-
tors sun themselves on the bank. I found 
a relic in a darkened corner of the Met. 
In Crete I sat near a small fountain, and 
in Rome I drew the city from an orange 
grove.” 
     “In my work I search for specificity but 
indulge the urge to cover and pour paint and 
ink to obscure,” adds Jernigan. “I hone in 
on details, small moments or pinpricks of 
memory, and then wash them with over-
arching shapes and layers. The result be-
comes a patchwork tapestry of images that 
are half-formed, in parts clear and in others 
stained and masked. This searching process 
creates maps through my memories.”
      Jernigan has received a Ruth Katzman 
Scholarship, Art Students League, 2013, 
was a Joan Mitchell Foundation MFA 
Grant Nominee, 2012, received a Recent 
Graduate Residency, Brooklyn Art Space, 

Brooklyn, New York, July-December 2012 
and the Charleston Scientific and Cultural 
Education Fund Scholarship, 2010 and 
2011. He achieved a Grant and Residency 
in La Macina di San Cresci, Italy, 2010, a 
Salisbury Faculty Professional Develop-
ment Grant, 2009 and a Vytlacil Residency, 
Art Students League, Sparkill, New York, in 
both August 2013 and July 2009.

     The Coastal Discovery Museum on Hil-
ton Head Island, SC, is presenting Finding 
Freedom’s Home: Archaeology at Mitchel-
ville, on view through Mar. 31, 2014.
      The exhibition highlights the town 
of Mitchelville’s rich history and recent 
archaeological discoveries. Mitchelville, 
founded in 1862, was home to several thou-
sand former slaves from area plantations.  
This town was one of the first self-governed 
Freedmen’s communities in the United 
States.
      In 2012, Talbert, Bright and Ellington, 
airport engineering consultants for Beaufort 
County, hired the cultural resources consult-
ing firm of Brockington and Associates 
to investigate a portion of historic Mitch-
elville that will be affected by expansion 
of the Hilton Head Island Airport runway. 
Archaeologists found evidence of possible 
houses, several barrel wells, a large refuse 
pit, and recovered more than 20,000 arti-
facts. These artifacts represent the personal 
belongings, tools, and household goods of 
Mitchellville’s former residents and remind 
us of their efforts to make a new world for 
themselves as free people.
“In many ways, archaeology is as close to 
the personal stories of these people as we 
can get … the things we find in the ground 
are actual tangible evidence of what they 
are using and that tells their story,” said 
Archaeologist Scott Butler.

     “The role of Archeology in telling past 
histories is no more so evident than in the 
emerging story of the Mitchelville settle-
ment,” says Michael Marks, CEO Coastal 
Discovery Museum. “This is an important 
piece of the early history of Hilton Head 
Island and, it is a history that should be told 
to all who visit here. The Coastal Discov-
ery Museum is honored to play a role in 
presenting this story via the thought provok-
ing exhibition created by Brockington and 
Associates. It is our hope that those who 
experience this exhibition will walk away 
with a better understanding of how archeol-
ogy can help us all understand and learn 
about earlier cultures.”
      “There is such an extensive history 
that exists here in Beaufort County, and 
the artifacts found in this exploration of 
Mitchelville prove this history. I’m proud 
that we have been able to be part of these 
findings and were able to put more pieces to 
the puzzle when it comes to learning about 
the daily lives of those living in Mitchel-
ville 150 years ago,” says Beaufort County 
Council Chairman Paul Sommerville.
      The results of the investigations and 
many of the objects recovered during the 
excavations will be presented in a new 
exhibition sponsored by Beaufort County, 
the Federal Aviation Administration, and the 
SC Aeronautics Commission.

     Among the works that brought Rubins 
early recognition are large drawings made 
of heavy paper coated with graphite. Con-
structed in parts, these works “perform:” 
cantilevering from walls and ceilings, wrap-
ping around corners, and twisting in balletic 
movement, they defy the usual parameters 
of their genre and convey contradictory im-
pressions of mass and lightness. In wizardly 
and paradoxical fashion, Rubins’ large-scale 
installations make bulky, pre-fabricated 
boats and plane parts seem delicate and 
nearly weightless. Further characterizing 
her work are a co-mingling of the muscular 
and the graceful and the combination of 
formal muster and conceptual wit. 
     Rubins’s work has been discussed in 
terms of the environment, recycling, and 
consumerism but in the end it defies cat-
egorization. In her essay for the exhibition 
catalogue, noted art critic and author Nancy 
Princenthal points out that Rubins does 
not set out to make literal statements about 
these topical issues but, rather, strikes “a 
practiced balance between sublime disaster 
and joyful regeneration.” Rubins is attracted 
to the beauty and potential of the airplane 
parts and boats that she uses: they are the

From the Greek 
meaning dark blue impression, cyanotype 
is a simple photographic process involving 
a lightsensitive solution that is coated on a 
paper or cloth support onto which the image 
is then printed by exposure to ultraviolet 
radiation. 

he took of his own grandmother he printed 
as a cyanotype. As collaborators, Weil and 
Betancourt use leaves, trees, birds and other 
elements of the natural world as inspiration. 
They have pushed the boundaries of the tra-
ditional cyanotype, constructing large-scale 
collages and inserting three-dimensional 
objects, and printing on both paper and 
fabric.
     The lush, Prussian blue, Betancourt 
remarks, makes the cyanotype “the most se-
ductive of photographic processes because 
of the…color that seems to be so deep that 
you can’t help but stare.” Additionally, Weil 
has collaborated with various calligraphers, 
bookbinders and handmade paper-makers 
to produce her series of limited-edition 
artist’s books, Livres d’Artistes, published 
by Vincent FitzGerald & Co. In her Livres, 
Weil’s etchings, drawings, paintings, paper 
cuts and gold leaf accompany stories and 
poems by Rumi, Gertrude Stein and James 
Joyce, among others.
     Founded by artists in 1948 in Asheville,

and frank engagement with the personality 
in front of his lens, the gelatin silver prints 
point to his extraordinary compositional 
skill, his eye for detail, and his compulsive 
desire to document the world around him. 
Taken together, these photographs survey 
the scope of Warhol’s aesthetic interests 
and demonstrate the reach of his curious, 
far-roaming eye.”
     Photographs by Dr. Harold Eugene 
“Doc” Edgerton (1903-1990), on loan form 
the collection of photography displayed 
courtesy of the Hickory Museum of Art 
are also on view. We know Edgerton best 
for his photos of splashing milk drops and 
speeding bullets or “the man who ‘stopped 
time.’” He made the invisible visible and 
became a source of inspiration to engineers, 
scientists and photographers worldwide.
     Edgerton was born in Fremont, NE, 
and attended the University of Nebraska-
Lincoln. After graduating, Edgerton married 
Esther May Garrett in 1928. They had 
three children:  William, Robert, and Mary 
Louise.
     Edgerton began graduate studies at MIT 
in 1926 and became a professor of electrical 
engineering at MIT in 1934. In 1966 he was 
named an Institute Professor, MIT’s highest 
honor.  In addition to using a stroboscope 
to study high speed mechanical motion, 
he was inspired to point his stroboscope at 
everyday phenomena that were too bright 
or dim or too fast for traditional photogra-
phy. (A stroboscope is an instrument used 
to make a fast moving object appear to be 
slow-moving or stationary.) 
     A pioneer in strobe photography, Edger-
ton used this technique to capture images 
of balloons bursting or the impact of a 
bullet hitting an apple for example. These 
photographs were not only beautiful, but 
astonishing to scientists and popular culture 
alike because they revealed never-before-
seen details of high-speed phenomena.

     By the time of his death at 86, Edgerton 
had developed many practical applications 
of high-speed and multi-flash photography.  
He developed night time aerial photogra-
phy used in WWII and important technol-
ogy to document nuclear explosions. He 
also developed sonar and side-scan sonar 
technology to scan the sea floor for wrecks.  
With this equipment he helped locate the 
USS Monitor off Cape Hatteras in 1973.  
He also worked with Jacques Cousteau for a 
number of years and developed techniques 
and equipment for deep sea photography.  
Cousteau dubbed his friend “Papa Flash.” 
He claimed to be a scientist first, but his 
photographs were so artistically engaging 
as to become photographic icons in our 
cultural history.  
     Ansel Adams (American Photographer, 
1902-1984) wrote Edgerton to congratulate 
him on his retirement from active teaching, 
“You have shown us new vistas and have 
revealed new configurations in the infinite 
matrix of time and space.”

     The Columbia Museum of Art in 
Columbia, SC, will present Japan and the 
Jazz Age, a new exhibition showcasing the 
spectacular craftsmanship and sophisticat-
ed design of Japanese Art Deco, a popular 
design style of the early 20th century char-
acterized by bold lines and simple shapes. 
The exhibition, in the Lipscomb Family 
Gallery, opens on Feb. 7, and remains on 
view through Apr. 20, 2014.
     Also on view in the Mamie and Wil-
liam Andrew Treadway, Jr. Gallery 15, 
is the exhibition, Meiji Magic: Imperial 
Porcelain from Japan, through May 18, 
2014. 
     Japan and the Jazz Age is the first 
exhibition of its kind in the United States, 
exploring the artists’ ingenuity and love of 
the materials. This exciting show features 
nearly 130 dramatic examples of Art Deco 
in a wide variety of objects including 
sculpture, photography, ceramics, lacquer, 
glass, wood furniture, jewelry, textiles, 
graphic design, painting and woodblock 
prints.   
     The exhibit features a dynamic range 
of material, allowing visitors to discover 
this rich period in world history and visual 
culture. This exhibition recreates the en-
ergy and excitement of the Art Deco age 
in Japan between the two world wars-from 
the 1920s to 1940s. The artists celebrated 
in this exhibition transformed the tradi-
tional motifs in Japanese art to reflect their 
more cosmopolitan lifestyle while captur-
ing the rapidly changing and modernizing 

Japanese culture during the Jazz age, 
including flappers and music halls.
     “Most people know about the Jazz 
Age in New York and Paris, but not in 
Japan,” says CMA curator Victoria Cooke. 
“This exhibition gives you a glimpse at a 
moment in history when Japanese culture 
was influenced by the Western love of 
improvisational music, joyous dancing, 
fast trains, and city skylines with sleek 
skyscrapers.”
      This beautiful and historically fasci-
nating exhibition tells the story of how the 
traditional transformed into the modern.

With extraordinary skill and creativ-
ity, Japanese artists married the urbane 
decorative styles emerging in Europe with 
revered forms of the past: geisha became 
1920s flappers; ancient origami cranes 
turned into sleek, gold statuettes; kimono 
morphed into emblems of fashion chic. 
Art Deco injected new style into every-
thing from traditional woodblock prints 
and textiles to sculpture. The contradic-
tions of this epic era in world history of

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the 1920s and 1930s, and the astonishing 
innovation that can result from a clash 
between the old and the new are evident in 
Japan and the Jazz Age.
      “We are so pleased to bring this 
unique exhibition of beautiful art deco 
from a fascinating period in Japanese his-
tory to our visitors,” says CMA director 
Karen Brosius. “These pieces bring to 
life an exciting time of growth, innova-
tion, and transition that we do not always 
think about occurring simultaneously in 
Japan and the West. Our visitors will find 
an interest in some aspect of the diversity 
and range of the collection on display-be 
it music, fashion, animals, or other-there 
is truly something for everyone to delight 
in here.”

      After years of shogun rule, in 1868 Japan 
was once again ruled by an Emperor. He 
took the name Meiji which means “en-
lightened rule”. This period is called the 
Meiji Restoration and lasted until 1912. 
The government realized that Japanese arts 
and crafts could be exported to answer the 
Western curiosity about Japanese culture 
and to help stabilize the Japanese economy. 
The province of Satsuma was a particularly 
important producer of porcelains and stone-
ware during this rich period of production.
      The Satsuma ceramic pieces in this 
exhibition represent the characteristics that 
attracted collectors in the West as well as 
at home in Japan. The artists painted with 
delicate brushes, applying tiny strokes of 
enamel on the ceramic surface. Their com-
positions were intricate and highly detailed 
scenes of Japanese life. Each piece is unique 
with designs that tell stories about Japanese 
customs, the landscape, and life at court and 
in the countryside.
     These images captured the imagination 
of turn of the century collectors just as they 
do today. The level of detail requires close 
study to uncover all the nuances of each 
piece. Through them, the viewer can be 
transported into a fantasy world of ancient 
Samurai and festivals under blooming 
sakura trees in Japan’s parks.
     This exhibition is sponsored by Walda

      The Columbia Museum of Art is 
a charitable non-profit that celebrates 
outstanding artistic creativity through 
its collection, exhibitions and programs, 
interacting in ways that engage the mind 
and enrich the spirit.

     The 701 Center for Contemporary Art 
in Columbia, SC, is presenting Jan Ban-
ning: Down and Out in the South, on view 
through Mar. 2, 2014.
     The exhibition includes 24 large photo-
graphs portray homeless people in Colum-
bia, Atlanta and Mississippi in a dignified 
manner, free of clichés, with aesthetic and 
artistic qualities that have made the Dutch 
photographer’s work world-renowned. The 
portraits are a reminder that “the homeless” 
are individuals. The exhibition adds to cur-
rent discussions about homeless people in 
Columbia.
      Selections from interviews that Ban-
ning conducted with homeless people in 
the exhibition will be available during the 
exhibition on a computer and through a QR 
code for smart phones.
      Banning’s project began during his 2010 
residency at 701 CCA, when he photo-
graphed homeless people in Columbia. He 
expanded the project to include Atlanta, 
GA, and the Mississippi Delta, producing 
a book and exhibition that has generated 

widespread attention in both Europe and the 
United States. 701 CCA is the first to pres-
ent the complete exhibition in the United 
States.
     “I photographed people who are home-
less as I would photograph any other mem-
ber of society,” Banning says. “That implied 
not seeking out the most picturesque people 
I could find, with beards and hats, and 
leaving out the typical paraphernalia, such 
as shopping carts and sleeping bags. My 
approach also implied not photographing 
them in dramatizing black and white — 
imagery so often associated with portraits 
of homelessness. Instead of presenting them 
as The Other, and thus, by default, different 
from us, I wanted to photograph them in a 
studio setting, against a neutral backdrop, 
focusing on their individuality rather than 
on stereotypes. In essence, I want to show 
who they are rather than what they are 
labeled [to be].”
     “In Columbia,” Banning adds, “I worked 
with an outreach worker of a homeless

organization. We approached people on 
the streets, in parks, and in the library, for 
example. The outreach worker would intro-
duce me and explain what I was doing. If 
the person consented to the brief interview 
and to having their photograph made, we 

would go immediately to my make-shift 
studio and start right away, without any 
clean-up or other aesthetic arrangements.”
     Banning (b. 1954, The Netherlands) is 
among Europe’s most prominent photog-
raphers. He gained worldwide recognition 
with one of his previous exhibitions and 
books, Bureaucratics, which was shown in 
museums and galleries in some 20 countries 
on five continents, including in 2010 at 701 
CCA. Banning’s work is in the collections 
of the Rijksmuseum Amsterdam, Atlanta’s 
High Museum, the Museum of Fine Arts 
in Houston, the Museum of Photographic 
Arts in San Diego and many other public 
collections. Among his many awards is the 
World Press Photo 2004 for Documentary 
Portrait Series.
     701 CCA is a non-profit visual arts center 
that promotes understanding, apprecia-
tion and enjoyment of contemporary art, 
the creative process and the role of art and 
artists in the community. The center also 
encourages interaction between visual and 
other art forms.

     The University of South Carolina’s 
McKissick Museum in Columbia, SC, is 
presenting, Photography of the Rural South, 
on view through May 10, 2014 in the Mu-
seum’s 3rd floor lobby. 
      The exhibition is a product of the course 
of the same title offered by the Institute for 
Southern Studies and the Department of Art. 
It is a unique course that instructs students 
with no prior experience in photography 
about the theory and practice of photogra-
phy. As part of its training, the course asks 
students to work together in groups to create 
photographic studies of rural communi-
ties around North and South Carolina. It 
introduces students to the long history of 
photographic and documentary projects of 

the South, and provides opportunities to in-
teract with internationally acclaimed artists 
and photographers.
     Working on individual projects as part of 
a group, students learn about the significant 
relationships that develop between an indi-
vidual and a community.

     The show will feature Nodine’s current 
works of encaustic painting on panel and 
prints of encaustic monotypes that contain 
wax, pigment, graphite on Japanese rice 
paper. 

tic medium to “take a magnified look at 
surfaces and patterns that develop in nature, 
particularly in thick liquids. Viscid, having 
an adhesive and sticky quality, is central to 
many of the pooling patterns cast in molten 
hot wax and cooled into rigid layers. Colors 
reflect elements of the natural world and the 
transformation of aging,” says Nodine. 
     Additionally, Nodine works with the 
central theme of Memory, “as related to re-
cord, trace elements, or the vestige of some 
past… [resulting] in various forms that may 
be objective or non-objective.” Through 
the process of the encaustic, the build-
ing and unfolding of the work is all in the 
details, “Attention to surface with detailed 
foundation layers places an emphasis on 
the appearance of work…[to] reveal ideas 
and images that emerge in both anticipated 
and unexpected ways, but destination is 
never the same twice. There is no map, no 
definitive ending or preconceived plan of 
travel, only a sense that something waits to 
be revealed,” says Nodine.

     After many years of using acrylic based 
mediums Nodine became dissatisfied with 
the synthetic and plastic barrier quality of 
the material. Seeking a more satisfying 
solution, she came to wax for its malleabil-
ity and aesthetic qualities, “I was drawn to 
the cerebral and physiological breadth of 
beeswax that has a rich history of applica-
tion, symbolism, mystique and direct ties to 
the natural world,” says Nodine, who began 
using the process of heated-wax, Encaustic 
to create work. The term Encaustic itself 
is derived from the Greek work, “Enkaus-
tikos” which means “to heat” or “to burn.” 
The medium consists of beeswax mixed 
with resin to impart hardness, which can 
embed various marks, materials, textures 
and pigments. Encaustic paint can cool in 
minutes allowing additional layers to be 
added quickly, building low or high surfaces 
that can be carved, molded or shaped.
     Nodine’s current work uses the encaus-

Carolina’s treasures. His vivid, dazzling 
watercolors and potent acrylics, produced in 
his Unique Gallery and Frame Shop in Or-
angeburg, SC, unfold like a history lesson 
and reveal the personalities of his subjects. 
“I want my paintings to have meaning to 
all people who see them and enjoy them,” 
says Gordon. “I think you will agree that 
my art celebrates the unforgettable heri-
tage, history, and culture that we have all 
experienced.”
      His gallery is as much a museum of 
Southern culture as it is a building that 
houses Gordon’s paintings. Among his 
current works is a large canvas filled with 
brilliant reds and oranges. At first glance, it 
appears to be a young woman hanging out 
laundry and dreaming of her life.

They 
are made to be held close and understood in 
private meditation. Even those works that 
cannot be physically held, but only admired 
through a glass case in a museum collection, 
exert a hold on the viewer quite distinct 
from that of larger scale works. Mod-
est, lovely, and desirable - small artworks 
are exciting for prodding the psyche into 
believing that the possession of a precious 
thing is within the realm of the possible.

“Everything is 9” x 12” or smaller. Many 
of the works are quite small - just two or 
three inches across in some instances. These 
include mosaics, musical instruments, and 
paintings. A number of these, such as the 
paintings of imaginary snuff bottles, incor-
porate small art within the body of the main 
work. In these I have incorporated prints of 
an ancient Chinese art language, known as 
Zhuan, or seal script. This adds a literary 
dimension to the art so that the work can 
be “read” as well as visually experienced. 
Other instances of dual artistic purposes are 
the sculptural musical instruments, which 
can be heard as well as seen.”
     “What import may an exhibition of small 
works with ancient derivations have for 
the present? I hold that we live in an age of 
limitations, with an increasing population 
putting pressure on dwindling resources. 
If art marks the epoch, then visual art on a 
small scale is apropos. With this in mind, 
the paintings and other small works I am 
presenting here are on the scale of computer 
screens, i-phones and i-pads. So what may 
appear to be ancient, is in fact very contem-
porary. It is visual art in the dimensions of 
the lowest common denominator of public 
perception - experienced, observed, then 
neatly tucked away.”

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     The North Carolina Clay Club held its 
second annual Clay Olympics at the Odys-
sey Center for Ceramic Arts in Asheville, 
NC, on Wednesday, Jan. 8, 2014. (They 
meet the second Wednesday of the month 
from 6 -8:30pm.) The purpose of the event 
was simply to gather and decompress with 
local potters for some fun and good-natured 
competition after a busy holiday season.
     “This is the second year in a row that 
Mellie Mae Lonnemann and I (John Britt) 
organized the event and Odyssey Center 
hosted it, providing wheels, full use of their 
fantastic studio and refreshments for every-
one. In addition, Highwater Clay provided 
300 pounds of Raku clay for the event.”
     The competition included 6 events: 
1) Largest cylinder (10 pounds of clay in 10 
minutes)
2) Fastest thrower (1 pound balls of clay in 
8 minutes)
3) Blindfolded throwing (largest cylinder 
with  3 pounds in 10 minutes)
4) Team throwing (largest cylinder with 
3 pounds with two people, only one hand 
from each person in 10 minutes) 
5) Largest handbuilt coil pot (10 pound of 
clay in 10 minutes)
6) Ugliest face jug (premade jugs blanks in 
8 minutes)
     Anyone could participate in the events 

and sign-ups started in mid-December. The 
number of participants ranged from 12 to 
20, with the most popular being the Face 
Jug completion. 
     The face jug competition was organized 
by Rob Withrow, from Brasstown, NC, 
near the J.C. Cambell Folk School. He and 
John Britt made the jug blanks ahead of 
time so everyone had a blank canvas to start 
with. Competitors get clay and, sometimes, 
cracked porcelain cups to insert as “teeth.” 
Withrow is used to hosting face jug events 
as a part of his business which usually 
involves making face mugs with groups 
of people which he then fires and deliv-
ers several weeks later. It is a purely fun 
competition which is judged by the crowd 
for the “ugliest.”
     Clay Olympics started out as a complete-
ly non-prize event last year but, at the last 
minute, Dr. Tish Ballance and Melissa, who 
run a thriving dental office in Waynesville, 
NC, and other members of the Clay Club, 
generously donated funds so the club could 
offer $50 for each first place, which was a 
great surprise for all the potters.
      This year Dr. Tish Ballance and Melissa 
upped the ante, giving $100 gift certificates 
at Highwater Clay for first place. This 
spurred other members to raise additional 
prize money for 2nd and 3rd places by post-

ing a request on the (Ncclayclub.blogspot.
com). An additional $450 was raised from 
local potters and pottery schools, such 
as Haywood Community College and 
ArtsCentered in Bakersville, NC. Twenty 
other donors also contributed from as far 
away as Washington, DC.
     One of the most entertaining events 
was the team throwing competition, which 
required great communication between 
the parties throwing - one slip-up and the 
cylinder would be ruined - so potters had to 
be both patient and controlled. It came as no 
surprise that the winners of this year’s event 
were Steve and Becky Lloyd, who have 
been married 25 years. 
     Newcomer, JD Carter, from Morganton, 
NC, won the fastest thrower with 27 bowls 
in 8 minutes. He was also the youngest 
winner and gives us hope that young potters 
will continue to sign up and that the compe-
tition will be even fiercer in years to come.
     Another event of note was the larg-
est thrown vessel, which was won by 
Gabriel Kline, director of the Odyssey 
School. Coming in a close second was Joey 
Sheehan, who joined the competition four 
minutes late and yet almost over took Kline.
     The event was so successful that next 
year Clay Club hopes to add another event: 
Conceptual Exhibition. This event will 
involve having a conceptual art exhibit in a 
virtual gallery in the contestants mind and 
then they will take 90 seconds to describe 
this exhibition. The best description will win.

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      The Brookgreen Gardens Creative Edu-
cation Department has scheduled programs 
that will educate visitors and students about 
the influence of Gullah Geechee culture to 
the rice heritage of the Lowcountry commu-
nity and America. Sojun tu Gullah Geechee, 
or Sojourn to Gullah Geechee, a traveling 
exhibit from the Geechee Kunda Center, Ri-
ceboro, GA, will be housed in Learning Lab 
One of the Lowcountry Center Complex 
through Mar. 16, 2014.  
     The exhibit showcases the Gullah 
Geechee Rice Culture with storyboards, 
photographs, artifacts, tools, relics, and 
implements from noon to 4:30pm daily. 
The exhibit and lecture series are free with 
Garden admission.
     “Rice production in Georgetown County 
and throughout the Gullah Geechee Cultural 
Heritage Corridor, in South Carolina, great-
ly shaped and influenced American culture 
through the technological skills, lifestyles, 
and culture of Gullah Geechee people and 
their enslaved West African ancestors,” said 
Ronald Daise, Vice President for Creative 
Education. “This exhibit artfully will allow 
visitors to engage in a historical journey. 
Hopefully, it will leave viewers informed 
and inspired.” Daise also is former chair-
man of the Gullah Geechee Cultural Heri-
tage Corridor Commission.  
      The exhibit will be seen by third graders 
of Georgetown and Horry Counties who 
visit during Brookgreen’s annual Gullah 
Gullah Days field trip event on Feb. 3-7 and 
Feb. 10-14.  
      Exhibit components include information 
about the language, spiritual life, enslave-
ment, and resilience of Gullah Geechee 
people. “Viewers will leave with an under-
standing of the African presence in America 
and the growth and perpetuation of African-
isms in our country,” said Jim Bacote of the 
Geechee Kunda Center. His family hails 
from Riceboro, GA.  
     “To me, the enslavement tools are the 
most meaningful artifacts. They’re a sober-
ing reminder of Gullah Geechee people as a 
‘stolen people.’ Our ancestors had com-
munity life, culture, arts, and religion before 

and after captivity for the enrichment of 
America. The exhibit documents our tech-
nological skills, ingenuity, and endurance.”
     Complementing the exhibit is “The 
Reign of Rice Lecture Series” on one 
Saturday per month through May. “The 
lecture series is designed to educate about 
the complexity of Gullah Geechee heritage 
through the production of rice,” Daise said.  
Guests will learn about freshwater tidal rice 
production in West Africa, rice-related food 
ways, as well the artistic, sociological and 
archeological ramifications of rice culture.    
     Featured presenters and topics are:
     On Feb. 15, Jessica Harris, Ph.D., 
Queens College/ CUNY, cookbook author 
and culinary historian, will present “Caro-
lina’s Gold: The Rice AND The People.” 
     On Mar. 15, Louis Nelson, Ph.D., Uni-
versity of Virginia, will present “Carolina 
Gold.” 
     Brookgreen’s Gullah Geechee Program 
Series will feature “Priscilla’s Posse: A 
(Simulated) Press Conference about Gul-
lah Heritage” on Feb. 19, 26, and Mar. 5. 
Through songs, lectures and photographs, 
Ronald Daise, Brookgreen’s Vice Presi-
dent for Creative Education recounts the 
historical visit of Thomalind Martin Polite 
of North Charleston to Sierra Leone, West 
Africa in May 2005. Polite is the 7th-gener-
ation descendant of “Priscilla,” a 10-year-
old Sierra Leonean who was captured as a 
slave in 1756 and brought to a rice planta-
tion in South Carolina.

     Textiles can be an expansive and expres-
sive material that can be used to create 
works of art that are unclassifiable within 
the categories used by most art critics.

These depictions 
of the nasty results of mankind’s weak-
nesses are interpretations of how a medieval 
printer would be struck by our society in the 
context of his understanding of the Seven 
Deadly Sins. These prints illuminate the 
societal ills of contemporary life and yet tie 
us back through time to all mankind.  
     In one of the prints, entitled Red Hot 
Lust, printed in 2012, the medieval frame-
work shifts to form a heart, the universal 
symbol of love, or its darker side, lust.  
Stereotypes of lust are imbedded throughout 
the print juxtaposed with images borrowed 
from contemporary male fashion ads and 
classical art images of Goya and Rodin. 
Woven into the lace around the edge of the

print are the symbols for man and woman. 
The “nastygram” part is that the punishment 
for lust is to burn in hellfire and brimstone.  
Viewing this print takes the viewer on a trip

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back through time, as it did for the artist as 
she was hand carving, rubbing and pulling 
this print. All of these medieval nastygrams 
show that life was not pretty if one is on the 
wrong side.
     Janette K. Hopper is an active painter and 
printmaker living in Wilmington who was 
raised in Idaho in an active outdoor family.

Work by Norm Richardson

     NC Wesleyan College in Rocky Mount, 
NC, is presenting Documentary Pho-
tographs of Visionary Artists and Their 
Working Environments, by curators William 
Arnett and Everett Mayo, and photographer 
Ronald Sowers, on view in the Four Sisters 
Gallery, of the Dunn Center for the Per-
forming Arts, through Apr. 26, 2014.
     In 2013, Vollis Simpson died at 94. 
He was North Carolina’s most famous 
self-taught visionary artist and is known 
world-wide by visitors who have made the 
“pilgrimage” to his Lucama worksite to see 
his monumental “whirligigs”.  Recently, the 
enlightened community of Wilson, NC, has 

found funding and taken pains to move and 
restore Simpson’s aging kinetic sculptures 
to a convenient public location in down-
town Wilson. In fact, they have an annual 
“Whirligig Festival”. However, what we 
have lost forever in Vollis Simpson’s death 
is that dynamic old man’s wit and wisdom, 
cats and dogs, and friendly welcome at 
his cluttered workshop; that is why photo 
documentation is our window back and is 
American art history.
      Photo documentation sometimes is the 
only historical record of an artist’s work. 
The Four Sisters Gallery is dedicated by its

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mission to the preservation and interpreta-
tion of self-taught visionary art and some 
of the gallery’s artists are long dead and 
have left no material trace of their life’s 
work.  Fortunately, Vollis Simpson made 
his kinetic sculpture with welded steel and 
aluminum and we have significant quantity 
of his artworks establishing his visionary 
harnessing of wind and motion; he was also 
a wonderfully colorful and photogenic sub-
ject as attested in Ron Sowers photographs 
on view in the gallery. 
     Rocky Mount native William S. Boyd 
died in 1999. He lived in a non-descript 
rental house, except he carefully detailed 
his interior space with cryptic symbols 
and simulacra [objects that look like some 
familiar thing but are fabricated out of 
unexpected alternate materials]. Nothing 
he made had permanence; everything was 
taped together and highlighted with magic 
marker. Scotch tape was his most impor-
tant working material. Scotch tape was not 
permanent and it made no holes in the walls 
of his rented house; Boyd was afraid he 
would lose his rental deposit or be penalized 
if he made his work permanent. Everything 
he made was cerebral and had visionary 
significance, from the form he designed to 
the colors selected. For such concern for the 
ephemeral, it is ironic how his obsession 
with green was important to him; it was the 
color of resurrection and eternal perma-
nence. Boyd’s story is complex, an essay is 

available. All photographs were taken by 
famous folk art curator William Arnett in 
1998.
     The last group of photographs are 
selected from a portfolio made in 1976; it 
features the hand-painted signs and recur-
ring image of a riverboat that surrounded 
the veterinary hovel of the hermit Pauline 
Meinstereiffel [a.k.a. Pauline Francis after 
St. Francis, patron saint of God’s animals].  
Afraid she would be taxed for money that 
she didn’t have, afraid she would be inter-
fered with by the state, she hand-painted 
warnings and visionary spiritual wisdom in 
signage that was ironically intended to draw 
attention to her hilltop solitude and mission. 
Meinstereiffel was a self-taught veterinar-
ian and ministered to all sorts of animals, 
either born birth-defected, become sick, or 
suffered trap or hunting wounds; many were 
bed-ridden, missing legs, blind or terminal 
with cancer; she fed and cared for them all 
in her make-shift hospital…and wanted 
no interference from the authorities.  In 
homage to her late father, a riverboat pilot, 
she painted the riverboat on the exterior of 
an abandoned farmhouse she owned, also 
a billboard that blew down as often as she 
stood it up. Meinstereiffel’s paranoia was 
valid; the state did come take her away and 
bulldozed her animal hospital.

     The project features works by nation-
ally and internationally acclaimed photog-
raphers Alec Soth, Hank Willis Thomas, 
Hiroshi Watanabe, Alex Harris, Frank 
Hunter, Kate Joyce, Elizabeth Matheson, 
Leah Sobsey, and Jeff Whetstone, and video 
artist Ivan Weiss. Beginning with the Bulls’ 
home opener on April 8, 2013, the artists 
converged on the stadium to document all 

72 home games.
     Bull City Summer is a collaborative 
effort. In May CAM Raleigh will open 
an exhibition of photographs and video 
work that resulted from the project, and in 
April American Tobacco Campus’s Crowe 
Lobby Gallery will host new photographs 
not included in the NCMA or CAM shows. 
By displaying different parts of the project 
at different times and in different locations 
in the Triangle, the collaborators hope to 
engage the community more broadly.

of Art,” says Museum Director Lawrence

fascinating project portraying the tradi-
tions, community, and art of baseball—all 
documented in photographs by some of the 
finest local and international artists—I knew 
the Museum had to be involved.”
     The exhibition offers a subtle yet power-
ful group study of the obsessive routines 
and crafts of baseball, including those seen 
in the stands, in concessions, and behind the 
scenes.
     Project director Sam Stephenson de-
scribes Bull City Summer as “a portrait of 
the art and craft and grit of baseball and the 
community that revolves around it.” Ex-
plaining what inspired this project, Stephen-
son says: “My last project, the Jazz Loft 
Project, involved documenting a building, 
too. Rather than the Durham Bulls Athletic 
Park, it was a legendary jazz haunt in New 
York City in the late 1950s and 1960s. I was 
ready to document something here and now, 
not New York 50 years ago. Bull City Sum-
mer emerged from that impulse.”
     Highlights of the exhibition include:
     Alec Soth’s portraits, such as Center 
Field #1 and Crystal, reveal the solitary 
nature of baseball by focusing on the play-
ers in the outfield and the fans who choose 
to sit near them.
     Made in collaboration with a group of 
photographers and their iPhones, Hank Wil-
lis Thomas’s giant group portraits are titled 
to reflect his endeavor: A Futile Attempt to 
Take a Portrait of Everyone Who Attended 
the Last Regular Season Game.
      Frank Hunter’s dramatic skyscapes, such 
as Light in a Summer Night #3, capture the 
power of nature and the magic of twilight as 
it settles over the stadium.
      Kate Joyce’s uncanny grid of 30 prints, 
Impact of the Ball and the Outfield Wall, 
Part I, depicts dents and marks left by line 
drives on the famed “Blue Monster” left 
field wall at the Durham Bulls Athletic Park.
     “Here’s an opportunity to ‘suspend play’ 
and look at baseball through the lens of

casting Company. “We’re grateful to Sam 
Stephenson and the NCMA and CAM 
for this opportunity to both celebrate and 
contemplate Durham Bulls baseball.

Think of a Ma as the space between... Pots 
are formed from clay, though the space 
inside them is the essence of the pot. Satake 
and Zaretsky understand the importance of 
negative space that surrounds an object. Its 
use has a dramatic impact on the mood and 
tone of their finished work in this exhibi-
tion.
      “For me, the act of creation is a col-
laboration between myself, the clay and 
the fire,” say Akira Satake. “Collaboration 
means finding what the clay wants to be 
and bringing out its beauty in the way that 
the beauty of our surroundings is created 
through natural forces. Undulations in sand 
that has been moved by the wind, rock 
formations caused by landslides, the crackle 
and patina in the wall of an old house; all 
these owe their special beauty to the random 
hand of Nature. The fire is the ultimate 
random part of the collaborative equation. 
I hope the fire will be my ally, but I know 
it will always transform the clay in ways I 
cannot anticipate.”
     “I’ve always been fascinated with 
textiles and the influence they have on our 
culture,” says Barbara Zaretsky. “Inspired 
by the things around me—color, movement, 
light, nature, architecture and design—I

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the plot. I’ve read the story many times and 
it always makes me tearful. The Nursing 
Chair is my interpretation of the need to 
nurture and the need to be nurtured that the 
grandmother, daughter-in-law and grand-
daughter in the story are dealing with.”

     Sculptor Lynn Wartski was also inspired 
by Driving to the Moon. Her piece, Driving 
in Reverse, is a mixed media art doll. “The 
story simultaneously looked forward to a 
trip, and backwards in the life of the main 
character ...  It highlighted individuals, like 
an old boyfriend, and objects, like an old 
car, that may serve as major mileposts in 
one’s life. My figure Driving in Reverse is 
driving ahead while keeping one eye on her 
rear view. She is keenly aware of time pass-
ing in her head, and seems to have some-
thing locked up in her heart.”
     Jill Collins McCorkle is an American 
short story writer and novelist. She gradu-
ated from University of North Carolina in 
1980, where she studied with Max Steele, 
Lee Smith, and Louis D. Rubin - and from 
Hollins College with an MA. She has been 
awarded the Dos Passos Prize for Excel-
lence in Literature, the North Carolina 
Award for Literature and the New England 
Booksellers Award.
