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     Art League of Hilton Head on Hilton 
Head Island, SC, will present Arts Ob 
We People: Winter Exhibition and Sale, 
a display of original work by Saundra 
Renee Smith, emerging and leading artists 
that represents the life of Gullah people 
on Hilton Head Island and the surround-
ing community, on view from Feb. 4 - 28, 
2025. A reception will be held on Feb. 5, 
from 5-7pm.
     This annual arts and crafts exhibition 
features the work of local artists’ interpre-
tation of the people, food, dancing, and 
daily living of the Gullah people.
     Saundra Renee Smith is the 2025 fea-
tured artist of this annual Gullah Celebra-
tion. “My work is inspired by the bright

before and during the American Civil 
War. Banknotes of the era often depicted 
slaves as happy workers on the cotton 
plantations. Jones has said he intended to 
demonstrate that banknotes served a pro-
paganda purpose in depicting slavery as a 
natural state of affairs and one on which 
the Southern states’ economies rested. 
Jones recreated these scenes in large color 
paintings, using models and posing them 
as in the original etched images. He exhib-
ited his paintings next to the banknote 
with the original etching.
     More recently, he has created a series 
of paintings, “Lowcountry Gullah Series.” 
He also painted a series featuring the 54th 
Massachusetts Volunteer Infantry, a regi-
ment of Black soldiers that fought for the 
Union Army during the American Civil
