     Whenever there is a major disaster in 
the Carolinas, California is sure to steal the 
spotlight soon after.

The storm caused widespread 
damage, including significant damage 
to downtown Charleston and uninhabit-
able homes in beach towns. Less than a 
month later, on Oct. 17, 1989, the Loma 
Prieta earthquake occurred on the Central 
Coast of California. It happened dur-
ing a national live broadcast of the 1989 
World Series stealing all attention from 
the disaster Hurricane Hugo caused in 
the Carolinas. Remember, Hugo defied 
the logic that hurricanes lose their punch 
when they make landfall - tell that to those 

She has a multicultural background which 
manifests itself in her style and her art.

and Eastern European cultures. Her art 
is unpredictable and uniquely attractive.

     “I begin these pieces by sourcing 
vintage textiles,” Radford shares. “Often, 
they are entrusted to me by women who 
have received them as heirlooms. These 
doily donors know each piece represents 
countless hours of careful work by an 
ancestor, and they want the objects to be 
enjoyed and appreciated. When I incorpo-
rate one of these textiles into my artwork, 
I am putting on display the creative work 
of an anonymous woman. I rarely know 
who the maker is, but I can imagine she 
was a woman not unlike myself.”

my domestic efforts seem to vanish in 
the wind, but the accumulated stitches 
in these doilies remind me that domestic 
repetitions accumulate as well. The results 
of my labors can be seen in the lives of the 
loved ones I care for over time.”
     Each piece in this exhibition is a col-
laboration across time, space, and genera-
tions. By incorporating heirloom textiles, 
Radford reactivates forgotten labor, ensur-
ing that the beauty and skill of women’s 
work continue to inspire and delight.

loss and creation.
     Rocks are ordinary objects, but they 
often carry extraordinary meaning. Many 
of us have picked up, collected, and 
treasured a favorite rock, drawn to its 
weight, texture, or beauty. Vaughn’s glass 
rocks amplify these familiar associations 

while asking us to reflect on their deli-
cate, untouchable surfaces. Like rocks in 
a riverbed, changing and smoothing over 
time, memories tumble through our minds 
over years and decades. They can become 
smoother, but they can also sharpen, grow 
indelible, or fade until they disappear 
entirely.
     This installation is envisioned as the 
first of many, evolving to respond to the 
architecture of each new space it inhabits. 
By blending the personal and the col-
lective, Vaughn invites us to reflect on 
how simple objects can stir deep, lasting 
memories.

     Featuring more than 30 original il-
lustrations, collages and preparatory 
drawings, Storyboard to Storybook offers 
a behind-the-scenes look at how artists 
crafted iconic children’s stories. Span-
ning the 1950s to the 1980s, the collec-
tion explores themes of identity, heritage 
and imagination, reflecting the shifting 
cultural landscape of the time.
     The works are drawn from the Beulah 
Campbell Collection at Appalachian State 
University’s Belk Library Special Collec-
tions, a rich archive of children’s literature 
and illustration. Visitors will rediscover 
beloved stories while gaining a deeper 
appreciation for the artistic process behind 
them.
     The exhibition delves into the intri-
cate stages of book creation, showcasing 
manuscript mock-ups and printer’s proofs, 
which reveal the collaboration between 
authors and illustrators. At the gallery’s 
interactive Storyboard Station, visitors can 
craft their own narratives and explore the 
steps to building a compelling story arc.
     Youth aged 12–18 are invited to join us 
at BRAHM every second Saturday from 
11am until 1pm this winter and spring for 
directed studio time inspired by famous 
artists. Explore new styles and processes 
for making art.

     Many believe that literature serves as 
a window to the world for children, and 
Beulah Campbell embodied that belief 
throughout her life. As a professor of 
elementary education at Appalachian State 
University, she understood the vital con-

nection between illustrations and text in 
children’s books. Over her 40-year career, 
Campbell built a collection of original 
artwork by renowned children’s book 
illustrators, while also fostering a deep 
appreciation for children’s literature in her 
students. Speakers Margaret Gregor and 
Jackie Eagleson will discuss Cambell’s 
legacy and the art she collected.
     Beulah Campbell, an influential educa-
tor at Appalachian State Teachers College, 
championed the artistic value of children’s 
book illustrations. In the 1970s, she began 
curating a personal collection to enhance 
her teaching, focusing on works by Calde-
cott and Kate Greenaway medalists.
     The collection reflects a transformative 
era in children’s publishing, as illustra-
tors embraced themes of social equality 
and cultural diversity. Campbell’s vision 
captured the evolving narrative power 
of illustrations and their role in shaping 
young minds. Today, her collection serves 
as an invaluable resource for exploring 
the intersection of art, storytelling and 
education.
     The Special Collections Research 
Center at Appalachian State University 
formed with the opening of the Carol 
Grotnes Belk Library and Information 
Commons in 2005. The formation united 
three signature collections (W. L. Eury 
Appalachian Collection, Stock Car Racing 
Collection, and University Archives & Re-
cords) and began the development of the 
Rare Books & Manuscripts Collection.
     The core mission of the Special Col-
lections Research Center is to collect, 
preserve and provide access to original 
materials related to our primary collecting 
areas. We promote the use of our collec-
tions through exhibits, instruction, public 
programming, digitization and social 
media. In addition, we house thoughtfully 
curated research collections consisting of 
secondary source material related to the 
Appalachian region and stock car racing.

     Tyler-James Anderson (Asheville, 
NC). Anderson creates functional por-
celain ceramics that push the boundaries 
of traditional pottery. Inspired by nature, 
science, architecture, and mythology, 
Anderson combines wheel-thrown and 
slip-cast techniques with modular molds 
and slipwork to bring his dynamic forms 
to life. Working under the moniker Moon 
Hand Pottery, he uses a vibrant, prismatic 
color palette to craft pieces that are both 
functional and visually striking.
     Wade Asa (Weaverville, NC). Asa’s 
work exists in the subterranean spaces 
between memory, dreams, and imagi-
nation. There is an architecture that 
connects these territories - a collective 
subconscious of creativity, which the artist 
explores by way of symbolism and my-
thology. Following this process, Asa often 
finds both personal and universal meaning 
and resonance in a finished piece begun 
with simple inspiration, unrestrained by 
elaborate intention.
     Anna Bryant (Asheville, NC). Bryant 
is an abstract, figurative artist focusing 
on relief printmaking. Her work explores 
themes of human connection, drawing 
inspiration from moments of spiritual and 
physical synergy. Through this explora-
tion, Bryant captures the essence of accep-
tance, empathy, and healing, reflecting the 
beauty and complexity of relationships.
     Anna Buckner (Valle Crucis, NC). 
Buckner is an interdisciplinary artist and 
educator exploring the boundaries of 
painting, language, textile patterning, new 
media, and emerging modes of teaching 
and learning.

     The works in this exhibition reflect 
Buckner’s deep interest in textiles and 
quilting traditions. Her focus centers on a 
single quilt pattern known by a wide range 
of names, including log cabin, log house, 
rail fence, and chevron log cabin. All of 
these names describe the same pattern 
which begins with a small piece of fabric 
in the center and grows in a spiral as fab-
ric strips are added.
     Christa Capua (Asheville, NC). Capua 
brings her background in mixed-media 
art and career as a psychotherapist to her 
work in digital collage. These dual paths 
allow her to explore themes of narrative, 
memory, and the sacred, bridging the 
organic with the unconscious. Capua uses 
the malleability of the digital medium to 
create worlds that feel both microscopic 
and vast, reflecting the sacred geometry 
found in both dust particles and galaxies- 
each containing multitudes.
     Daniel Coffey (Asheville, NC). Cof-
fey’s bonsai work blends traditional Japa-
nese aesthetics, rugged American forms, 
and whimsical styles into an avant-garde 
interpretation of the traditional plant-
based art form.
     Coffey trained during a multi-year 
apprenticeship under Junichiro Tanaka, 
fourth-generation owner of Aichien 
Bonsai Nursery in Nagoya, Japan. Upon 
returning to the US, he interned at the 
National Bonsai & Penjing Museum in 
Washington, DC, under former curator 
Jack Sustic.
     Lauren Crowe (Boone, NC). Crowe 
draws inspiration from the rural land-
scapes of her western North Carolina 
home capturing fleeting moments that 
reflect the region’s beauty. Her deliberate 
printmaking process embraces mindful-
ness, inviting both planned intention 
and unexpected outcomes. This slower, 
handmade approach creates textures and 
imperfections that lend each piece its own 
character.
     Crowe’s work serves as a bridge 
between the natural world and personal 
experience. Each print invites viewers to 
reconnect with nature and explore their

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     The Florence County Museum in 
Florence, SC, has partnered with the 
Smithsonian American Art Museum to 
bring Fighters for Freedom: William H. 
Johnson Picturing Justice, starting Feb. 4, 
and continuing through Aug. 10, 2025. A 
reception will be held on Feb. 13, begin-
ning at 6pm. Both the exhibition and 
reception are free for the public to attend. 
     This exhibition marks the first national 
tour of the magnum opus by William 
Henry Johnson (Florence, SC) entitled 
Fighters for Freedom. Johnson painted 
the series in the mid-1940s, creating a 
pantheon of historic and contemporary 
leaders who fought for the freedom of 
individuals worldwide. The exhibition 
of 25 works showcasing Johnson’s later 
iconographic style is on loan from the 
Smithsonian American Art Museum and 
features works rarely exhibited outside 
our nation’s capital.
     According to the Smithsonian, “By 
almost any standard, William H. Johnson 
(1901–1970) can be considered a major 
American artist. He produced hundreds of 
works in a virtuosic, eclectic career that 
spanned several decades and continents. It 
was not until very recently, however, that 
his work began to receive the attention it 
deserves.”  
     Stephen Motte, the Curator of Inter-
pretations & Collections at the Florence 
County Museum, holds Johnson’s contri-
butions to 20th-century American Art in 
high regard saying, “William H. Johnson 
can fairly be considered South Carolina’s 
most significant 20th-century artist. Many 
art historians may be tempted to give that 
credit to Jasper Johns, who is certainly 
better known, but there’s a big difference. 
The subject matter and vision of Johnson’s 
mature art in the 1940s were connected 
directly to South Carolina, whereas Johns’ 
was not.” 
     “The artworks in this exhibition are not 
just among Johnson’s best, they encap-
sulate what separates great art from good 
art… that they are so intrinsic to the mo-
ment and circumstances of their creation 

that they could never be expressed better 
in another media or in a different way at 
a different time, by any another person,” 
adds Motte.
     Fighters for Freedom: William H. 
Johnson Picturing Justice was organized 
by the Smithsonian American Art Mu-
seum. Generous support for this project is 
provided by Art Bridges, with additional 
support provided by Trustees of the Flor-
ence Museum, Florence County Museum 
Foundation, and Eastern Carolina Com-
munity Foundation Florence County 
Museum Civil Justice Fund. 
     The Florence County Museum exists to

     Francis Marion University in Florence, 
SC, is presenting two exhibitions includ-
ing: Common Ground, featuring works by 
Katherine Rumminger, and Dueling Identi-
ties: An Exploration Within and Beyond 
Twinship by Haleigh Lennox Brewer, both 
on view in the Kassab Gallery of the Hyman 
Fine Arts Center, through Feb. 20, 2025.
     Katherine Rumminger grew up in 
Piedmont, SC, and attended Wren High 
School. Her passion for art and creating 
grew throughout her primary and secondary 
school years. She earned her Bachelor of 
Fine Art degree in May 2021 and her Master 
of Fine Art degree in May 2024, both from 
Lander University. 
     Rumminger specializes in sculpture and 
continues to create artwork that involves 
commonplace, representational forms 
constructed out of steel. She loves to teach 
and has taught Art Foundations classes at 
Lander University. When she is not creating 
in the studio or teaching, she enjoys travel-
ing, spending time in nature, and going to

own memories and stories. By capturing 
the ephemeral - moments of light, shadow, 
and quiet beauty - Crowe creates works 
that encourage reflection and connection.
     Sarah Jones Decker (Marshall, NC). 
Decker says, “A week before the storm, 
our community felt vibrant and alive.”
     Marshall, NC, was forever changed by 
Hurricane Helene, as the river’s relentless 
floodwaters destroyed buildings, busi-
nesses, and treasured spaces. For weeks, 
residents dug out their town from the 
muck while documenting the devastation 
in real time. Photographer Sarah Jones 
Decker turned to the wet plate collodion 
process, building a makeshift darkroom in 
her Subaru and creating a series of tintype 
portraits - a historical technique also used 
during the 1916 flood.
     The black-and-white images form a 
time capsule of resilience, document-
ing artists, workers, and dreamers who 
embody the heart of Marshall. Each por-
trait was created collaboratively, free of 
charge, as Jones Decker invited subjects 
to choose their locations and share their 
stories. The resulting work serves as both 
a collective memory and a tangible sym-
bol of hope, reflecting the quiet strength 
of a town navigating its rebuilding and 
reimagining.
     Neil Goss (Asheville, NC). Goss’s 
practice blurs the boundaries of art, craft, 
and design. His work centers on tradi-
tional backstrap weaving - a method used 
since the Bronze Age - tying his art to 
ancient processes and Indigenous Ameri-
can cultures. Viewing the Earth as the 
ultimate art supply store, Goss responsibly 
forages materials like barks, nuts, food 
waste, and rusted objects for natural dyes. 
Sustainability is central to his practice; his 
materials are designed to be biodegradable 
and leave no toxic trace.
     Asher Holman (Asheville, NC). 
Holman grew up in San Francisco and 
discovered glassblowing at 16 through 
Public Glass, a local arts nonprofit. Drawn 
in by the dynamic community of art-
ists, the physicality of the medium, and a 
fascination with the mesmerizing molten 
material, he began pursuing a career as a 
glass artist. He earned his BA in studio art 
with a focus in glass from Centre College 
in Kentucky.
     After graduating, Holman relocated to 
Asheville, where he worked as a profes-
sional glass artist for six years, collaborat-
ing with studios and independent artists 
while developing his own work. In 2022, 
he began the process of opening his own 
studio, Small Batch Glass, which became 
publicly operational in February 2023.
     Jane Jaskevich (Weaverville, NC). 
Jaskevich’s mystical stone sculptures 
explore the balance between the con-
scious and subconscious, the ancient and 
modern, and the symbolic and literal. As 
a direct carver, Jaskevich draws directly 
onto the stone, allowing her hands and 
tools to follow the creative process as it 
unfolds.
     Jaskevich’s inspiration often begins 
with the human form. A piece of wood 
may suggest drapery, or a broken stone 
might resemble a silhouette, sparking an 
exploration of shape and gesture. Her 
intuitive process embraces discovery, 
blending deliberate thought with uncon-
scious creativity.
     Chris Jehly (Asheville, NC). Jehly was 
born in Santa Rosa, CA. He received his 
BA in printmaking at Sonoma State Uni-
versity in 2006 and MFA in printmaking 
from Columbia University in 2011.
     He currently works primarily in wa-
tercolor though his practice encompasses 
acrylic and spray paint as well as mixed 
media. He takes inspiration from the sur-
rounding landscapes throughout Western 
North Carolina. These paintings confront 
the devastation wrought by Hurricane 
Helene in Asheville, NC. 
     The work documents the ravaged 
and now unfamiliar landscape through 
firsthand observations, photographs, and 
memories. Objects and landmarks trans-
form into menacing heaps, swooning trees 
adorned with plastic and metal detritus, 
vehicles rendered into muddied, skeletal 

remains. The painted images emerge like 
the rubble itself, both recognizable and 
falling into visual limbo.
     Lori Brook Johnson (Bakersville, NC). 
Johnson’s work reflects her deep ties to 
her Appalachian roots and the dualities of 
her upbringing. Her art explores themes of 
generational trauma, healing, and memo-
ry, rooted in the complex realities of coal 
mining communities.
     Johnson’s mark-making process is 
rhythmic and meditative, uncovering the 
beauty and individuality of lives often 
misunderstood. By holding space for grief 
and healing, her work invites viewers 
to see beyond stereotypes and honor the 
unspoken stories of Appalachian commu-
nities.
     Kenn Kotara (Asheville, NC). Kotara’s 
mixed-media practice explores the manip-
ulation and interpretation of space. Rooted 
in a fascination with structure, networks, 
and abstraction, Kotara creates works that 
engage both two- and three-dimensional 
space. Layers of forms, symbols, and 
visual elements challenge viewers to find 
connections within complexity.
     Kotara’s work pushes traditional 
boundaries, activating both real and illu-
sionary depths of field. His compositions 
weave personal interpretations, vague 
stimuli, and visual entanglements into 
dynamic narratives that encourage deeper 
engagement.
     Joseph Pearson (Asheville, NC). 
Pearson believes art is a powerful tool 
for healing. In his work juxtaposing the 
devastation of Hurricane Helene with 
depictions of children at play, he explores 
themes of resilience, joy, and hope. Chil-
dren represent a potential for a brighter 
future.
     Pearson is an award-winning artist with 
over 45 years of professional experience. 
His artistic journey began at age 4, even-
tually leading him to Jackson State Col-
lege (BS, 1969) and professional training 
at the Art Students League of New York, 
where he studied under a full scholarship 
for five years. After serving in the Army 
as an Illustrator, he worked at Stennis 
Space Center in Mississippi while further 
refining his skills. Pearson later earned a 
Master of Education from William Carey 
College, also under full scholarship, and 
has since received numerous grants.
     Peter Roux (Asheville, NC). Roux 
works primarily in oils but also creates 
drawings and monotypes. Using nature as 
his subject, he explores not only natural 
forms but also how we experience the 
world around us. In an era where we 
encounter more images daily than at any 
other time in history, Roux examines how 
the language of imagery influences our 
perception of the natural world. He views 
all images as windows - with predeter-
mined edges, sizes, and layers of informa-
tion - and seeks to explore these param-
eters within his work.
     Recently, Roux has focused on land-
scapes, clouds, water, and trees, combin-
ing representational approaches with 
elements of abstraction. Areas of marks 
and flourishes serve as reminders that his 
pieces are not the things they depict but 
instead reflections of the experience of 
seeing them.
     Akira Satake (Asheville, NC). Born 
in Osaka, Japan, Satake moved to the US 
in 1981 and established himself as both a 
musician and a potter. After relocating to 
North Carolina in 2003, Satake founded 
Akira Satake Ceramics and embraced pot-
tery as his primary artistic passion.
     For Satake, creating pottery is a col-
laboration between artist, clay, and fire. 
He draws inspiration from natural forces- 
wind-sculpted sands, weathered rocks, 
and patinated walls - seeking to reveal 
the beauty inherent in randomness. Fire 
plays a critical role, transforming the clay 
in unpredictable ways that Satake both 
embraces and celebrates.
     Through his work, Satake honors the 
natural world and the imperfect beauty 
of the handmade. Each vessel reflects a 
dialogue between intention and chance, 
inviting viewers to appreciate the simplic-

ity and depth found in forms shaped by 
both human hands and natural forces.
     Ricardo Tejeda (Asheville, NC). At age 
20, with no prior experience,  Tejeda be-
gan working for a small print and design 
firm in Fort Lauderdale, FL. Immersing 
himself in the tactile nature of print, he 
spent eight years as a pre-press technician 
before shifting his focus to design and 
photography. In 2021, after years of free-
lancing and a role as Senior Production 
Artist at an Asheville print firm, Tejeda 
launched Show and Tale Creative.
     Through Show and Tale Creative, 

Tejeda is recognized for ethereal, dream-
like landscape photography. Often draw-
ing inspiration from his favorite films, his 
images embody a cinematic quality while 
calling for environmental conservation. 
For Tejeda, photographing nature is both 
a personal exploration and a vision of a 
world where humans exist harmoniously 
with the environment, leaving it better for 
future generations.

      Rumminger says, “Common Ground is 
a collection of handmade steel and mixed 
media sculptures depicting familiar imagery 
in uncanny ways. Objects such as a clock, 
a compass, a pillow, and a teacup are sur-
realistically configured, forming metaphors 
about interpersonal relationships and 
day-to-day life. Through Common Ground 
I seek to better understand myself and relate 
to others. Through common objects I seek 
common ground.”
      Haleigh Brewer is a North Carolina 
based photographer who uses her medium 
to explore narratives through visual stories. 
Her work delves into the intersections 
of personal and collective experiences, 
capturing the nuances of human emotion, 
interactions, and relationships through her 
lens.

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     Brewer graduated from the University of 
North Carolina at Chapel Hill in 2020 with 
a BFA in Studio Art and a minor in Global 
Cinema. She received her MFA in Studio 
Art with an emphasis in Photography from 
East Carolina University in 2024. Currently, 
Brewer shares her passion for photography 
as a teaching instructor at East Carolina 
University and Pitt Community College.
      Brewer  says,“Being an identical twin, 
I struggle to find my individuality outside 
of my twinship. The bond I have with my 
sister is unmatched to any relationship in 
this life. People often neglect to view me as 
a separate person within my twin relation-
ship. I feel conflicted about possessing 
aspects that pertain to me that are not within 
my twinship. I have faced many challenges 
on my own which has helped me to under-
stand and accept that I am strong enough to 
navigate this world independently.” 
      “While I love being an identical twin 
and sharing the same interests in many 
things, at the same time, I want to be my 

own person,” adds Brewer. “I explore these 
tensions by making photographs with the 
use of still-life to symbolize aspects of our 
relationship. My research explores how 
twins are depicted and treated in society 
and how the challenges of being a twin are 
overlooked. Our relationship is far more 
intricate than many choose to understand. 
Growing up as identical twins, we were 
expected to be the same and independence 
was not encouraged.” 
      “This body of work aims to confront 
these issues and bring awareness to the 
complexities of twin identity and twin 
relationships; and to expand the conversa-
tion of this underrepresented topic. These 
photographs speak to the broader challenges 
of defining oneself.”

MJ Sharp’s fascination with preserving the 
human relationship to night and darkness.
     As a Fulbright Scholar to the UK, MJ 
Sharp collaborated with a nocturnal ecolo-
gist who is also concerned about escalating 
light pollution and our loss of night and 
darkness. Archaeologists in Cornwall have 
newly discovered evidence that prehistoric 
peoples visited ancient megalithic sites in 
low light or at night. Sharp was intrigued 
and set out to photograph these ancient sites 
at night, hoping that it “might be restorative 
for present-day people who have lost access 
to their evolutionary birthright of experienc-
ing darkness and night.” 
     Craven Allen is pleased to show and of-
fer the first printed work from this important 
body of images, which up to now have only 
been seen as projections, most recently in 
her solo show at the College of Wooster 
Art Museum in Ohio. Also on display for 
the first time will be still lifes from the past 
from the past five years, and select night 
landscapes that have not been previously 
shown.
     In the two decades that MJ Sharp has 
been exploring “the dark and the liminal” 
in her photography, the increasing effects 
of light pollution have only strengthened 
her connection to this unique photographic 
approach. “A vanishingly small percent-
age of our evolutionary time as human 
beings has been spent in artificial light” she 
explains, “now, for a large percentage of 
the world’s population, the experience of 
night is quickly becoming a boutique and 
exceptional one.”
     This is MJ Sharp’s second solo exhibi-
tion at Craven Allen Gallery.

they inspire is, in fact, quite similar,” adds 
Sharp. “Long looking and the resultant long 
exposures produce a kind of intermediate 
reality that is not available in real time. I 
experience most of my subjects as dark and 
undifferentiated monochromes, but when 
I’m lucky, the alchemy of photography 
turns them into luscious and detailed scenes 
that invite immersion and contemplation.” 
      An East Tennessee native, photogra-
pher MJ Sharp has been happily based in 
Durham, NC, for most of her adult life. She 
worked closely with writers and report-
ers on both short and longform journalism 
stories as the staff photographer and photog-
raphy editor at the Independent in Durham 
for most of the 1990’s.  During much of 
that time she also freelanced regionally for 
the New York Times, the New York Times 
Magazine, PBS’s Frontline, the Columbia 
Journalism Review, and the Ford Founda-
tion, among others.  She taught at the Center 
for Documentary Studies at Duke Univer-
sity from 2012 — 2022 and helped found 
the Duke Faculty Union. She has done 
personal art and documentary photography 
for the past twenty years, culminating in a 
Fulbright Scholar Award in 2021/2022 to 
the University of Exeter, UK, where she 
collaborated with nocturnal ecologist Dr. 
Kevin Gaston to explore the effects of light 
pollution. 
     Sharp’s artwork is included in the col-
lections of the Akron Art Museum, the 
Asheville Museum of Art, the Cassilhaus 
Collection, The Henry-Copeland Art Col-
lection at UNC-Chapel Hill, the Nasher 
Museum of Art at Duke University, the 
North Carolina Museum of Art, and the 
US-UK Fulbright Commission Art Col-
lection (London), as well as many private 
collections.

     MJ Sharp offered the following state-
ment, “I started photographing exclusively 
at night just over 20 years ago, and the 
drive to spend time in quiet, dark places 
and wait for them to reveal themselves feels 
even more relevant today. The “attention 
economy” is a concept that goes back over 
50 years. Psychologist and economist Her-
bert Simon went on to posit that “a wealth 
of information creates a poverty of atten-
tion,” a societal ill that has exploded in the 
years since.”
     “While a moonlit prehistoric quoit in 
Cornwall and a dimly illuminated botani-
cal study in Durham would seem to have 
little in common, the focused attention

     Gallery C in Raleigh, NC, is presenting 
Works from the Estate of Harry DeMaine 
(1880-1952), on view through Feb. 28, 
2025. 
     Harry DeMaine was born in Liverpool, 
England in 1880 and grew up in Bolton 
Abbey, Yorkshire. His formal arts edu-
cation began at the Liverpool City Art 
School, which then brought him to study 
painting and printmaking in London.
This experience led DeMaine to continue 
his education at the Académie Julian in 
Paris, where he began to exhibit in salons, 
initiating his career as an artist.
     During the first World War, DeMaine 
volunteered with the American Field Ser-
vice, an ambulatory force of youths that 
aided the French Army. His service con-
tinued when he joined the British Expedi-
tionary Force and fought with the King’s 
Royal Rifle Corps. Upon being discharged 
from active service near the end of the 
war, Harry DeMaine made America his 
home and became a naturalized citizen. In 
1926, he re-met Lucy MacDonald (whom 
he had previously known from the Field 
Service), and they married soon after in 
1928.
     Settling in New York, he began to ex-
hibit widely in both individual and group 
shows, receiving prizes for watercolors 
and oil paintings alike.
     Additionally, Harry DeMaine became 
a member to a number of organizations; 
among them were the New York Watercol-
or Society and the American Watercolor 
Society, for which he held leadership 
positions, as well as the Salmagundi Club, 
the National Academy of Design and the 
Rockport Art Association.
     Although DeMaine was based in New 
York, much of his subject matter and 
inspiration came from time spent at Cape 
Ann and The Rocky Neck Art Colony in 
Gloucester and Rockport, MA.

     Harry DeMaine devoted his summers 
to those picturesque rocky shores, and was 
passionate about depicting their rugged 
mystique. With broad strokes and luscious 
earthy colors, he brought the environs of 
the Northeastern US to life. American 
Art News (now the publication ARTnews) 
once described his watercolors as hav-
ing the ability to “exhale the atmosphere 
of the locale.” The synergy between 
industrialization of the harbor and the 
strong personality of the adjacent natural 
environment provided DeMaine plenty to 
explore through his work, and he captured 
the region’s charm beautifully. According 
to a Washington Post review, he “trans-
ferred to America…the lyrical quality of 
the English landscape.”
     Harry DeMaine died in 1952. In addi-
tion to Gallery C, Harry DeMaine’s work 
can be found in the permanent collections 
of the Museum of Fine Arts in Boston, 
the Bevier Collection at the Rochester 
Institute of Technology, and the Cape Ann 
Museum in Gloucester, MA.

tion to sustaining her career as a painter and 
printmaker, McCallum pioneered art education 
in the South, teaching at the Gibbes Art Gallery, 
Telfair Academy in Savannah, Newberry Col-
lege, and the College of Charleston. In 1960, 
she became the first professional Curator of Art 
Education at the Gibbes. Johns graduated as 
the valedictorian of his 1947 class at Edmunds 
High School, which was known as Sumter High 
School until the 1939-1940 school year. After 
attending the University of South Carolina, he 
relocated to New York City, where he gained 
prominence in the mid-1950s for his paintings 
of American flags, targets, alphabets, and 
numerals (“things the mind already knows,” as 
Johns famously said). He is considered one of 
the most influential painters of the Post-World 
War era and America’s preeminent living artist. 
McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High 
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After 
studying architecture and biology at Clemson 
University, he joined his knowledge of the 
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver, 
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique 
sculptures that fool the eye and defy grav-
ity. His works are found in major public and 
private collections, most notably at Brookgreen 
Gardens and the Greenville County Museum 
of Art. Ongoing - Watermedia in the Age of 
Wyeth. When he was only 20, Andrew Wyeth 
(1917 – 2009) enjoyed a sold-out exhibition 
of his watercolors at New York City’s Macbeth 
Gallery in 1937.

Though Krisel may not be a household name 
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a 
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920, 
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a 
young age. He attended the American Artist 
School in New York city as a teenager where 
he met renowned modern artists, including 
Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his 
abstract style. After studying architecture at 
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949, 
he received his graduate degree from Illinois 
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following 
year, he began working for architectural firm 
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger 
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new 
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing 
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to 
design the spray fountain outside of the facility 
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning 
water. He then went on to design the Trident 
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos 
building on Wofford College’s campus.

The story of Black Mountain College 
(BMC) has grown to mythical proportions since 
the liberal arts school officially closed its doors 
in 1957. Countless books, exhibitions, and 
artworks have been created to capture what it 
was like to live and learn at this singular college 
and to chart its unparalleled cultural legacy. But 
before this exhibition and accompanying book, 
nobody had written about the farm at BMC in 
any great detail. Built on more than a decade’s 
worth of deep, original archival research, "The 
Farm at Black Mountain College" exhibition 
constitutes a deep new history of BMC. By fo-
cusing on the farm, the exhibition sidesteps the 
popular paradigm of approaching BMC through 
its famous faculty and students, and instead 
offers a new cast of characters, one that in-
cludes mostly students, women, and farmers. It 
spotlights the importance of collaboration, both 
on campus among students, faculty, and faculty 
families, and in the community with farmers 
and organizations in nearby cities and towns. 
Finally, the exhibition shows what happens 
when communal living is no longer communal, 
and offers a detailed account of the final dark 
days of the college, a dramatic and often dan-
gerous story.

inger. This final part of the exhibition explores 
how knowing or not knowing the names and bio-
graphical details of the people depicted can affect 
our experience of the artworks.

Privileg-
ing experimentation and uninhibited modes of 
expression, Surrealism produced radical new 
techniques and visual forms that continue to 
inspire artists today. Celebrating the 100th 
anniversary of the publication of the Surreal-
ist Manifesto, the Bechtler’s new exhibition, 
Chance Encounters: Surrealism Then and Now, 
pairs examples of historical Surrealism from the 
museum’s collection with works by contempo-
rary artists whose practices extend the legacies 
of Surrealist exploration. Paying tribute to 
the inclusive and international scope of the 
movement, the exhibition includes Max Ernst, 
Meret Oppenheim, Rufino Tamayo, alongside 
Heri Dono and Naudline Pierre, and includes 
loans from local private and public collections. 
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 
is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler, 
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland 
who assembled and inherited a collection of 
more than 1,400 artworks created by major 
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated 
it to the public trust. The Bechtler collection 
comprises artworks by seminal figures such as 
Alberto Giacometti, Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely, 
Max Ernst, Andy Warhol, Alexander Calder, Le 
Corbusier, Sol LeWitt, Edgar Degas, Nicolas 
de Stael, Barbara Hepworth and Picasso. Only 
a handful of the artworks in the Bechtler col-
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Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-Ameri-
can Arts & Culture, Levine Center for the Arts, 
551 S. Tryon St., Charlotte. Through Aug. 
17 - “Cherry, Khalif Tahir Thompson,” is the 
first institutional solo exhibition in the United 
States, features eight large-scale paintings that 
explore themes related to identity, memory, 
and emotion. Imbued with a sense of nostalgia 
yet charged with a contemporary energy that 
bridges the tangible and the imagined, Thomp-
son creates layered compositions that invite 
viewers into intimate spaces, drawing from the

This exhibition celebrates the 
work of artist Robert Ebendorf, one of the most 
influential artists in the studio jewelry movement, 
beginning in the 1960s to today. The exhibition 
features more than 180 works of jewelry, met-
alwork, drawings, and archival materials drawn 
from the Porter • Price Collection designed by 
Ebendorf, as well as faculty and graduates of the 
metal design program at East Carolina University. 
Ebendorf’s work combines exceptional crafts-
manship, acquired through traditional training in 
gold- and silversmithing, with the inventive use 
of found objects and other alternative materials 
such as acrylic and ColorCore. “Objects of Affec-
tion” follows the evolution of Ebendorf’s designs 
from Scandinavian modernism of his early 
work to his first use of found objects, including 
tintype photographs in the 1960s; juxtapositions 
of colored acrylic and precious metals in the 
1970s; use of found newspaper and other textual 
elements in the 1980s; his pivotal incorporation 
of animal parts in the 1990s; and the remixing 
and further development of many of these ap-
proaches in the 21st century. Delhom Gallery, 
Through June 8 - "The Delhom Service League: 
50 Golden Years". The Delhom Service League 
(DSL) provided a half-century of generous sup-
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port and impactful initiatives to The Mint Museum, 
helping to fund the acquisition of more than 200 
works of art in the Mint’s collection. The exhibition 
celebrates the Delhom Service League’s enthu-
siastic support for the Mint by proudly displaying 
significant works funded or gifted by the affiliate 
group, plus selected publications, photographs 
and other memorabilia. In 2022, the Delhom 
Service League made the difficult decision to dis-
solve as a Mint affiliate. The league nevertheless 
remains an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and 
its many contributions rightly deserve the mu-
seum’s never-ending recognition and gratitude. 
Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North 
Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs 
to pitchers, candleholders, and vases, “turning 
pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft tradi-
tions in North Carolina. For more than 200 years, 
members of the Cole family have been potting 
in central North Carolina — Randolph, Moore, 
Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six generations 
of Coles, and no fewer than 18 individuals, are 
represented in The Mint Museum’s permanent 
collection. More than 60 highlights of their wares 
are included in the installation “The Cole Fam-
ily: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One 
reason for its long-term success is that making 
pottery has so often been a family tradition in the 
state. Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing, 
and firing clay objects to their sons, and in later 
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught 
their children, and so on through the decades. 
These family dynasties not only helped to keep 
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity 
in techniques and craftsmanship, as well as 
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding 
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of 
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history 
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn 
North Carolina into one of America’s centers 
for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and 
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary 
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection". 
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc 
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising 
functional and sculptural objects made between 
the 1980s and today, the show features work 
by artists either born or residing in Great Britain, 
including established “contemporary classics” like 
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate 
Malone.  Several recently-gifted works from the 
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler, 
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the 
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint 
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British 
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its 
scope and quality. The collection numbers over 
2,000 objects and includes important examples 
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware 
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from 
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century 
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea, 
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in 
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others. 
Individual works in the collection are exceptional 
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration. 
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth 
and early twentieth centuries represented a time 
of extraordinary growth for the American glass 
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich 
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben 
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass 
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and 
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many 
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American 
Glass" showcases objects by these and other 
American glass companies, illustrating the variety 
of forms and styles that prevailed during this 
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be 
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded 
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from 
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of 
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts 
holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The African 
continent is remarkable in its geographic, social, 
political, and cultural diversity. This impressive 
diversity is reflected in the visual arts through a 
variety of media and forms including ceramics, 
masks, textiles, sculptures, prestige staffs, and 
shrines. With exceptional loans from private col-
lectors and The Mint Museum’s own collection of 
African Art, the museum is pleased to announce 
the expansion of its presentation of Arts of Africa, 
thereby providing visitors a more in-depth, 
meaningful, and exciting overview of African art. 
Heritage Gallery, Ongoing - Feature works of 
art, archival documents, and photographs docu-
menting the growth and evolution of the museum, 
from its beginnings as the original branch of the 
US Mint to its founding as an art museum to the 

present and beyond. Ongoing - "Art for the Mil-
lions: WPA Prints" and "Carolina Clay," featuring 
a display of colorful wares made between 1920 
and 1950 as potters from NC adapted their works 
to a market economy. "Art of the United States," 
featuring contemporary works from the Mint's 
permanent collection, including works by Romare 
Bearden, Maud Gatewood, John Biggers Juan 
Logan, Tarlton Blackwell, Radcliffe Bailey, Kojo 
Griffin, and others.

Over the decades, 
the two photographers have created revealing, 
poignant, and powerful images that examine the 
intersection of contemporary life and centuries-
long practices throughout North and South 
America. Craft + Design Galleries, Ongoing 
- "Craft in the Laboratory: The Science of Making 
Things," is the first installation in the Southeast to 
explore how craft artists and designers use sci-
ence and math concepts when creating works of 
art. Presented by Müller Corporation, Craft in the 
Laboratory also celebrates a reinstallation of the 
Mint’s Craft + Design Galleries—the first since 
2010.

In 
this exhibition, visitors will learn how, through 
adaptability and innovation, the EBCI has 
combated attempts to eradicate, remove, and 
assimilate its people and remained on the 
Qualla Boundary - 57,000 acres (0.00067661% 
of the original Cherokee territory) which is 
owned by the EBCI and held in trust by the 
federal government. Ongoing - Welcome to 
a sweeping history of the Cherokee Nation, 
engaging and oftimes heart-rending, from ice 
age beginnings to present-day life and culture.  
In the brushstrokes of this fascinating heritage, 
you’ll discover the warp and weft of treaties, 
the roots of a naturalistic language, artifacts of 
particular periods, great figures and heroes and 
entrancing stories of a civilization along with 
the Cherokee’s distinctive values and ways of 
being in the world before and after “the Trail 
of Tears.” The museum offers courses and 
workshops that combine scholarly content with 
voices of Cherokee people and experiences on 
the Qualla Boundary. A perfect place to begin 
exploration of Cherokee heritage and tradi-
tions is the Museum of the Cherokee Indian in 
Cherokee, North Carolina. Visitors are greeted 
at the entrance by a 20-foot hand-carved statue 
of Sequoyah, the inventor of the Cherokee 
alphabet. An interpretive site for the Trail of 
Tears National Historic Trail, this state-of-the-art 
facility traces the story of the Cherokee from 
the earliest inhabitants of the area 11,000 years 
ago to the present. An extensive exhibit of 
artifacts and photos is enhanced with comput-
er-generated holograms and other imagery, 
sound, and special effects that leave a lasting 
and haunting impression on the visitor. The mu-
seum gift shop is rich in Cherokee tradition.

tion, Art on Paper, as well as a few of the many 
UNCG departments that currently incorporate 
the museum’s collection into their pedagogy. 
The Bob & Lissa Shelley McDowell Gal-
lery, Through Apr. 26 - "Crip* | Artists Engage 
with Disability."v This group exhibition features 
contemporary artists who engage with experi-
ences and understandings of disability. They do 
so by thinking about the ways that one’s personal 
experience of disability always intersects with 
other aspects of their life. Some of the artists in 
the show identify as disabled and some do not, 
but each has a relationship to at least one identity 
that is not perceived as normal. Too often, such 
artists are expected to “perform” these identities 
by making images of themselves. While those 
images can help diversify the art world, they can 
also pigeonhole artists, flatten our interpretations 
of their work, and make the distinctions between 
“normal” and “not-normal” more rigid. Artists 
whose work is featured in the exhibition include:

Portraits are 
often taken at face value - as accurate represen-
tations of a person’s appearance, sometimes 
removed by decades or centuries. But portraits 
are often the products of delicate negotiations 
between artist and subject. Sometimes they flat-
ter, exaggerating the sitter’s beauty or rich attire. 
Sometimes they capture the subject engaged in 
his or her occupation, whether pausing during 
study or painting in his or her studio. Sometimes 
they celebrate an auspicious occasion, such as 
a recent engagement or the imminent birth of a 
child. This exhibition features three centuries of 
portraits of men and women, Black and White, 
solitary and companionate, classic and modern. 
“Good Impressions” was mounted to mark the 
recent conservation treatment of John Singleton 
Copley’s 1762 “Portrait of Mrs. Daniel Rogers” 
(Elizabeth Gorham Rogers) in the collection of 
Wake Forest University, and Reynolda House’s 
recent acquisition of Kwame Brathwaite’s 1973 
photograph “Changing Times”. West Bedroom 
Gallery, Through Oct. 19 - "Leigh Ann Hall-
berg: Phenoms". In her “Phenoms series”, artist 
Leigh Ann Hallberg creates large-scale abstract 
paintings inspired by her journey through local 
landscapes, including the Reynolda landscape. 
Hallberg, who has taught painting at Wake Forest 
University since 1999, chose a square format for 
the series, which she says leaves the viewer’s 
understanding of the work open - the abstract 
painting is neither portrait nor landscape. Instead, 
it is a pretend space in which the viewer is able 
to reconsider and reimagine their experience 
of nature through the works. Hallberg employs 
a variety of color palettes and metal leaf. She 
uses the medium of watercolor in order to pull 
out its inherent qualities of flow, dripping, and 
puddling, which she considers nearly indexical 
with substances of the natural world: water, soil, 
and vegetation. In fact, most of the watercolor 
pigments are derived from materials found in the 
earth. The metal leaf invokes the idea of time and 
its passage, as the viewer’s perception of the leaf 
(reflective, a void, a light) shifts over the course 
of the day, under various lighting conditions and 
viewing angles. The works in the “Phenoms 
series” represent Hallberg’s felt resonance with 
and sense of wonder about the natural world. 
East Bedroom Gallery, Through Dec. 31 - "Still 
I Rise: The Black Experience at Reynolda". 
“Into a daybreak that’s wondrously clear / I rise.” 
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still I Rise,” published in 
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience 
in the face of oppression. In the 1980s, Angelou 
used Reynolda as her stage, sharing words of 
humanity, survival, and triumph. But before her, 
numerous Black lives impacted and intersected 
with the story of Reynolda. “Still I Rise: The 
Black Experience at Reynolda” examines the 
lives of the Black women and men who helped 
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow 
era working estate into a museum for American 
art. From 1912 through the 1950s, during one of 
the most repressive climates for Black people in 
North Carolina history, Black men and women 
navigated Reynolda’s segregated spaces—farm-
ing the land, constructing buildings, and working 
as domestic staff within Reynolda’s walls. During 
this era, segregation, the exploitation of Black 
labor, and laws that regulated Black behavior 
affected the lives of all individuals in the Reyn-
olda story, whether at Reynolda or at the R.J. 
Reynolds Tobacco Company. While the struggle 
for equality did not end with the Civil Rights Act 
of 1964, the story of Reynolda pivoted to one of 
a public cultural institution. When it opened its 
doors in 1967, Reynolda’s intersection with Black 
lives shifted as the young, fledgling museum 
provided a venue for Black artists to celebrate 
their art. Artists such as Jacob Lawrence, Ro-
mare Bearden, and Maya Angelou transformed 
the historic setting into a stage for their art and 
teachings. Through art, letters, photographs, and 
audiovisual recordings, “Still I Rise: The Black 
Experience at Reynolda” examines Reynolda’s 
complicated past in a space designed for reflec-
tion and healing. This exhibition has been made 
possible in part by the National Endowment for 
the Humanities. East Bedroom Sleeping Porch, 
Ongoing - Featuring a condensed version of the 
fall 2023 exhibition “Smith & Libby: Two Rings, 
Seven Months, One Bullet”. This semi-permanent 
exhibition presents a fascinating look at an 
unsolved shooting that rocked the Reynolda 
estate and made national headlines in 1932. Like

most family homes, Reynolda House witnessed 
its share of tragedies, none more shocking than 
the death by gunshot of Zachary Smith (“Smith”) 
Reynolds, youngest child of R.J. and Katharine 
Smith Reynolds.
