ture constructions. Each piece reveals its
own story and seemingly comes alive as
you discover the countless minute details.
His latest work focuses on many aspects
of southern living, including Charleston
single homes and entrances, roadside
motels, Charleston courtyards and other
familiar Lowcountry landmarks. Details
ranging from flickering motel lights and
intricate wrought iron railings to familiar
local sights depict the inimitable spirit of
the South.

Roper’s precise style celebrates the
unique character of each subject and
honors the eclectic mix of architectural
styles that make Charleston’s buildings
so intriguing. Her paintings of Southern
workers chronicle the South’s vanishing
crafts and trades, including the Gullah
basket weavers, oyster shuckers, shrimp-
ers and local fishermen. Her paintings me-
morialize both our past and present, and
document a distinctly Southern lifestyle.

Hamilton has been creating 3-dimen-
sional miniatures for as long as he can
remember.
