Damian Stamer: Ruminations showcases
new work by North Carolina-based contem-
porary painter Damian Stamer. Stamer de-
picts barns, abandoned buildings, and other
vernacular structures of the rural South,
often in large scale.

Damian Stamer (Durham, NC, B. 1982)
received his Master of Fine Arts from the
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill
as aJacob K. Javits fellow in 2013 and his
Bachelor of Fine Arts from the Herberger
Institute of Art and Design and Barrett, The
Honors College at Arizona State University
as a National Merit Scholar in 2007. He
also studied at the Hungarian University
of Fine Arts as a Fulbright grantee, and the
State Academy of Art and Design in Stut-
tgart, Germany as a Rotary Ambassadorial
scholar.

both overwhelmed and spellbound as a
mother, of reconnecting the fragmented
pieces of her identity while the boundaries
between herself and her children are often
blurred.

The Robert Lange Studios in Charleston,
SC, will present Transcendence: Dimen-
sional Gilded Paintings by Savannah based
artist June Stratton, on view: March 3 - 28,
on view from Mar. 3 - 28,2023. A reception
will be held on Mar. 3, from 5-8pm.

Stratton, who partially paints but also
sculpts and layers her work using plaster,
gilding, and oil. Internationally recognized
for her extremely unique techniques in paint
application, she says, “Her process has
evolved over decades” and that she strives
to create works that, “keep your attention
focused on the art and keep your eyes cir-

culating on the painting, which sparks some
feeling or emotion.”

The title of the show, Transcendence,
perfectly describes the artist’s journey from
traditional oil painting to working with
handmade casting molds created from plant
life, specimens, and various possessions.
These objects are carefully cast and then
adhered to each painting. Stratton then
paints or gilds them depending on how she
wishes the texture to interact with a figura-
tive oil painting that she has already begun
to create.

When talking about the discovery of
this process she says, “I was inspired by a
trip to The Art Institute of Chicago several
years ago. I admired a painting called “Saint
George and the Dragon” by Bernat Mar-
torell. He created a relief within his painting
made with fresco-secco plaster and gilded
it in some select areas. This was my “ah ha
moment” where I felt I could enhance my
figurative painting, which I love, with cast-
ing texture that I had been testing for a few
months.”

For this show, Stratton has not only
drawn inspiration from master works but
also from her own childhood. “I have
always liked the making of things. Drawing
was the easiest for me at the time and I was
encouraged. Now I want to express more
than just technique. I deeply want to share
stories of my own or others. I want my
paintings to be timeless.”

To create these timeless pieces Stratton,
who works with live models, says, “Once
I start a photoshoot it becomes more of a
collaboration. The model and I play around
until I think I have the image that screams
out at me to be painted.”

One such image is a stand out in the
show and depicts a young girl with axe in
hand, standing strong, splattered with blood;
the piece is titled “Hickory/Reckoning.”
The richness of the red blood is contrasted
with gold flowers that merge the figure into
an ethereal background.

The painting loosely depicts the story of
Lizzie Borden, a young girl that famously
was tried but acquitted for murdering her fa-
ther and stepmother in the late 1800s. Strat-
ton said, “This painting was hard to paint, as
it was originally based on my own personal
experiences with abuse and harassment. My
protagonist wilds a bloody axe as a cinemat-
ic superhero as she has defeated those who
have wronged her. I do not believe violence
is a way to solve problems but painting it is
a cathartic form of expressing my anger.”

While working on the piece and a num-
ber of paintings for the show, Stratton was
faced with not only historical cruelties but
also confronted with present day events.
She said, “Once I started to hear about the
atrocities against women in Ukraine and
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more acts of violence and repression in Iran,
I felt a responsibility to finish this piece not
just for myself but other people suffering
globally.”

Overall the exhibit, with its unique paint-
ing effects and strong imagery, is inspiring
viewers to take a second look. Gallery
owner Robert Lange says of Stratton’s
work, “Each painting is filled with moments
of heaviness that feel authentic because they
are contrasted by such beauty and light.”
There will be over 10 masterful works in the
show ranging from smaller 12-inch paint-
ings to larger life sized 5-foot paintings.

Robert Lange Studios is a gallery space
run by artist and gallery owners Megan and
Robert Lange. As such, it is dedicated to
the development of an on-going dialogue
between artists from a diverse range of
artistic disciplines at differing levels of their
careers.

Gallery owners Megan and Robert Lange
are committed to providing a forum for art
based on individuals, subjective style and
awareness.

Norvell sympathized with
Adriano’s mission to create the finest cast-
ing studio in Europe along with his desire
to bring the cast glass process into the fore-
front of materials used by the most influen-
tial fine artists. While he plans to continue
the seasonal relationship with Berengo
Studios 1989, Norvell has recently returned
to his hometown of Charleston.

Reuben Bloom has been exploring fine
art photography and time based mediums
for more than 12 years. After graduating
from Winthrop University, in Rock Hill,
SC,in 2011 with a BFA, he relocated to
Charlotte, NC, to work professionally as a
filmmaker. Following a residency program
during the COVID-19 quarantine, Bloom’s
longtime practice of street photography led
him to a sculpture and found-object-based

The exhibition includes over 30 portraits
and related objects from the 1960s to the
present, the exhibition will delve into varied
stories of individuals from across the Gullah
Geechee corridor.

As co-curator Angela Dore notes, “Many
of us identify with the culture in terms of
the sense of place that we have from our
family roots being here and being raised
within the corridor, many of us remain
actively engaged with the cultural practices,
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and others identify with the culture because
of their lineage. For example, their parents
or grandparents may have grown up within
the corridor and passed the dialect, spiritual
beliefs, and foodways down to them. We
still cook like our grandmothers did. We
remember the stories, values, and lessons
that our elders taught us, and we teach those
things to our children.”

An exhibition of portraits was selected as
a way of showing the perseverance of this
culture while also highlighting the individu-
ality within it. While the Gullah Geechee
community has suffered many hardships,
it remains one of the oldest cultural groups
still thriving as a “nation within a nation.”
The diversity of the images presented
embodies the diversity of those who have
called this place home for centuries. In
addition, the exhibition will address how
Gullah Geechee artists portray themselves
and their community in comparison to
portraits painted by outside artists. What do
they consider crucial to their identity in how
they are represented? How are generational
differences represented in these images?
Reflect on these questions and the beauty of
their culture when you explore this exhibi-
tion.

Recent acquisitions and commissions for
the collection at the Coastal Discovery Mu-
seum will be featured along with numerous
loans from regional artists and collectors.
Elizabeth Greenberg, the museum’s Direc-
tor of Exhibitions, notes, “At its core, a por-
trait is meant to capture not just the physical
appearance, but the identity and personality
of a subject.

As anew graduate, Galloway was
encouraged to move to New York City to
study the work of impressionist artists,
which changed the direction of his artistic
focus. After a year in New York, he returned
to East Carolina University and earned his
MA in painting. It was then that Galloway
began painting plein air. His open air paint-
ings are created using oils on either gessoed

paper or canvas. Once he selects a scene
to paint, he returns to the location, at the
same time, day after day, until the painting
is finished. He is particularly interested in
creating a sense of depth where the viewer
can feel as if they are stepping into the
painting. He uses heavy brush strokes with
thick paint which make his plein air paint-
ings very textural.

Oftentimes certain color relationships or
textures observed in the natural environ-
ment while hiking in the forests and along
the shorelines of the lakes of South Carolina
or the marks of man in the environment
may trigger or influence choices made
during the creative process. I feel that my
paintings represent a synthesis between
certain aspects of the visual environment
and the intellectual and emotional responses
encountered in the creative process of paint-
ing itself,”

“The newer pieces are from a series that
I began about twelve years ago exploring
various techniques and materials that [ have
been layering together and combining with
a mixture of mediums. How this happens
varies somewhat but I can tell you that I
combine free flowing gestural marks with
watercolor, acrylic monoprints on Japanese
papers, inkjet transfers of drawings, found
objects, comic pages, watercolor washes,
various acrylic mediums such as gloss
medium, crackle paste, block out medium
and gum arabic.”

New Exhibitions

The Richardson Family Art Museum
in Spartanburg, SC, is presenting two new
exhibitions including: Materiality and the
Divine: Baroque art across Europea,on
view through May 21,2023, and Helen
DuPre Moseley: Painter, Author, Roller-
Coaster Fan and Air Stewardess on Flying
Saucers, on view through May 21,2023.

Materiality and the Divine: Baroque
art across Europea includes works from
Wofford’s own collection along with gener-
ous loans from the Bob Jones University
Museum and Gallery, and explores the dy-
namic and revolutionary art of the Baroque
era in Europe. The deeply moving art of
this period, C. 1600-1750, with its dynamic
and often monumental compositions, deep
color, realistic detail and dramatic light,
reflects seismic changes happening across
Europe during a time of religious upheaval
and global exploitation.

In this exhibition, viewers will find art
from five countries. Baroque has its roots
in Italy, emerging as a logical extension of
16th century artistic trends, but is quickly
embraced by artists from France, Spain,
Flanders and the Netherlands. While, across
Europe, Baroque art shares certain stylistic
similarities, the art of different countries
mobilizes artistic drama toward different
ends. In Italy, Spain, France and Flanders,
the art reflects the Catholic church’s desire
to increase the power of Christian stories. In
the Protestant Dutch Republic, on the other
hand, artists catered to a wealthy, bourgeois
audience who wanted to reflect their beliefs
and their prosperity in portraiture and in
two relatively new genres of art, landscape
and still life.

One of the chief reasons this exhibition
has been hung is to allow Wofford art his-
tory students to research and write about art
works, understanding their material reality
as well as the stylistic and cultural trends
they reflect. We encourage gallery visitors
to come back throughout the spring to see
the students’ research develop. Their first
texts will be condition and stylistic analy-
ses, followed by short essays placing their
chosen works into cultural context.

Helen DuPre Moseley: Painter, Author,
Roller-Coaster Fan and Air Stewardess
on Flying Saucers, is also on view at the
Richardson Family Art Museum.

worthy of recognition as an artist, writer and
community leader in Spartanburg, and she
would have agreed. She certainly believed
her life was worth documenting, as she
collected stacks of diaries, scrapbooks, art-
works, stereoscopes and short stories, which
are now held in the Spartanburg County
Library’s Archives.

Interestingly though, Moseley did not
begin her artistic career until the 1940s and
claimed this to be just a “hobby.” She was
formally untrained, yet not a stranger to
the world of art. Her sister, Grace Dupré,
was a portraitist practicing in New York,
painting subjects including Supreme Court
justices and President Harry S. Truman.
Moseley remained in Spartanburg for the
entirety of her life, but was nevertheless just
as distinguished in New York as in South
Carolina since her brushwork was displayed
on programs for the Philharmonic.

Moseley’s work has been exhibited
through various museums and universities
such as the Mint Museum in 1947, the Civic
Art Gallery in 1948, Converse University,
the University of South Carolina, the Spar-
tanburg Art Gallery, the Gibbes Art Gallery
in Charleston, the Sandlapper Gallery, Pied-
mont Interstate Fair, the Junior League and
the National Arts Club, and she often had to
show work as part of the artists guild. Given
this, art was not merely a hobby for Mo-
seley, especially since she was a founding
member of the Spartanburg Artists Guild.

These images display her “creatures,”
which she brings from her imagination
and childlike influences to the real world,
allowing her to step outside the boundaries
of traditional Southern art and create works
that are wonderful and unique.

The installation is part of the “Interven-
tions Series”, a new series at the Mint in
which contemporary works are placed
amongst permanent collection installations
to create a critical dialogue between past
and present.

The history of humanity is a story of
movement - groups migrating over land

and water, carrying their ancestral practices
with them. Traces remain, even when a tribe
has moved on or hostile outsiders try to
erase those traditions. Stories and symbols
integrate, creating cultural strata that create
a timeline of all who lived on a land. The
maps and explanations throughout museum
galleries illustrate this - sometimes overtly,
other times subtly.

Rosalia Torres-Weiner began her story
in Mexico City and then emigrated north to
the United States, first to Los Angeles and
then east to Charlotte, where she has lived
for over 25 years. Self-taught, she started
as a mural artist and has since developed a
studio practice that encompasses traditional
painting, theater performance, arts educa-
tion, and augmented reality. She balances
technological innovation with the ancient
symbols of her Latinx heritage, melding

indigenous and European traditions.

Over the last decade, Torres-Weiner
has increasingly focused on the stories of
other travelers, especially undocumented
children living in the United States. She
has developed arts programs specifically to
help young people process the trauma that
develops from extended periods of anxiety -
and for many, the loss of one or both parents
because of deportation. Torres-Weiner now
calls herself an “ARTivist”, the better to
encompass her role as artist, muralist, and
social activist.

“I wanted to bring arts to our commu-
nity, especially now that people are afraid
to go out to buy groceries and bread,” said
Torres-Weiner. “My idea is to bring the arts
to underserved neighborhoods and provide
art workshops, especially for children. Art
is powerful and not just to hang on the wall.
It’s a weapon to express our stories.”

Torres-Weiner created the term “ARTiv-
ist “as a way to combine her passions of
art and activism. Her colorful designs have
become her signature. Her desire to take art
into underserved communities has become

her guiding light. As a home mural designer,

she traded her commercial artist van for an
art studio, and eventually went mobile with
an art truck. The Red Calaca Mobile Art
Studio allowed her to take art to the people,
often visiting immigrant communities
where many lived in fear. Children would
enter the mobile art studio, interact with
the art and create pieces of their own. She

operated the Red Calaca Mobile Art Studio
to much success for three and a half years.
However, Torres-Weiner will be retiring the
truck this summer. The truck will live on as
a tool for art students at Winthrop Univer-
sity.

Harvey B. Gantt Center in
Charlotte, NC, Offers Works
From the Permanent Collection

The Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-
American Arts + Culture at the Levine Cen-
ter for the Arts in Uptown Charlotte, NC,
is presenting FuturePresent: Acquisition
Highlights from the Permanent Collection,
currently on view. The exhibition examines
the Harvey B. Gantt Center’s legacy of
collecting.

Since the organization’s inception in
1974, the Gantt Center has primarily built
its collection from works gifted to the insti-
tution. Over the decades, John and Vivian
Hewitt collected paintings, prints, and draw-
ings from artists near and far. And in 1998,
Bank of America acquired the collection
from the Hewitts and pledged it to the then-
named Afro-American Cultural Center.

The Hewitts’ stewardship culminated
in a collection of artwork by 19th and 20th
century masters including Romare Bearden,
Elizabeth Catlett, and Henry Ossawa
Tanner. Although the media and scale of
creations by African-American artists have
evolved, the Gantt Center’s focus for its
collection remains the same - to build on
the cultural foundation of John and Vivian
Hewitt by supporting future masters and
creative leaders of African-American art
and art history.

FuturePresent embodies this idea
through the presentation of works that are
pioneering in their concept and execution.
Artists such as Stacy Lynn Waddell and
Radcliffe Bailey push the boundaries of the
traditional canvas and frame while Phillip
Thomas explores landscapes and societal
themes through a contemporary lens. From

John and Vivian Hewitt’s collecting past, to
the institution’s present mission, this exhibi-
tion visualizes the future of art at the Gantt
Center and beyond.

Queens University in Charlotte, NC, is
presenting ENGAGE US! Art for Social
Change, featuring works by local Latin-
American artists, on view in the Bank of
America and Loevner Galleries, located in
the Sarah Belk Gambrell Center for the Arts
and Civic Engagement, through Apr. 14,
2023.

The exhibition explores the works of
Charlotte-based artists and activists of
Latin-American descent who work with
varied mediums, all of whom have distinct
styles and artistic messages which reflect
their diverse backgrounds and perspectives.
These are artists whose work is informed
by their immigrant status and upbringing
in homes which synthesized the cultures of

their countries of origin with new experi-
ences wrought from the community they’ve
found in Charlotte. Notably, the artists
showcased in this exhibition use their work
to express their identity, and as a mode of

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activism. Exhibition artists include: Nico
Amortegui, Edwin Gil, Irisol Gonzalez and
Rosalia Torres-Weiner.

Exhibition artist Edwin Gil notes that
he uses his work “to help others to heal,”
and to connect between cultures, with
pieces like his current Human Land-
scapes series, which reflects his experienc-
es as a “human transplanted into another
culture,” but also invites the viewer to see
the beauty in differences between culture
and history. Our differences in tradition
and background are not dividing factors,
but unifiers. We all must learn from each
other.

Exhibition artists Irisol Gonzalez and
Rosalia Torres-Weiner allow their per-
sonal experiences to influence their work,
as well, though they focus instead on their
diverse backgrounds as women. Gonza-
lez’s mural Lavarse Las Manos, ques-
tions the gender roles and traditions
conventional to Latin-American culture,
communicating through the piece’s scale
and gazes of the women the emotionally
fraught history of a woman’s labor.

Works by Edwin Gil

Torres-Weiner utilizes a practice she
calls “Artivism,” to involve her work in
the processes of civic and community
engagement, ranging from accessible,
mobile art workshops to her series The
Dreamers, which platforms the stories of
DACA individuals utilizing an augmented
reality program.

Important is the personal perspective of
Colombia-born exhibition artist Nico Am-

ortegui, who employs a myriad of medi-
ums to express his creative family history
and experiences living in the United States
from the late 1990’s onward. Amortegui’s
current focus is on large-scale paintings
on canvas or wood panels and working
with found-object elements.

Amortegui takes an external perspec-
tive on traditional views of women in his
work, specifically in the piece Wonder
Woman Melting, which underscores the
“interconnected relationship of women’s

issues, no matter the country.”

Each artist was selected for the unique
storytelling quality of their work, rang-
ing from the persona to the historical
and political. These artists express their
histories and traditions resiliently, synthe-
sizing them with newfound experiences
in the charged landscape of contemporary
America. As makers, they underscore the
importance of community and activism,
each advocating for empathy and under-
standing. Present in this show is a sense
of unity, incredibly important in an era so
defined by division.

The exhibition was curated by Siu
Challons-Lipton, Executive Director of
Art, Design & Music in collaboration with
Michele Shaul, Director of The Center for
Latino Studies at Queens University of
Charlotte.

Central Piedmont Community College in
Charlotte, NC, will host a panel discussion
and reception featuring the muralists Ro-
salia Torres-Weiner, Felicia Sutton and tech-
nology executive, Ben Weiner, at the Parr
Center Theater, on Mar. 22,2023, at 3pm,
with a reception to follow the discussion.

In the spring of 2022, Central Piedmont
Community College selected two local
artists, Rosalia Torres-Weiner and Felicia
Sky Sutton, to create a large-scale mural
honoring the past history of the college,
documenting the present, and reflecting the
aspirations of Central Piedmont students for
the future. In celebration of the completion
of the mural project, Central Piedmont will
host a panel discussion with the muralists
and technical executive, to share their expe-
rience, inspiration, and process creating the
mural. The panel discussion is open to all
Central Piedmont students, employees, and
members of the community. We invite all
attendees to join us after the discussion for
areception in the lobby of the Parr Center
Theater.

The Central Piedmont Mural of His-
tory spans 13’ x 98’ on the first floor of the
184 ,000-square-foot Parr Center. Its place-
ment benefits from the nearby dining space,
which is flooded with natural light thanks to
the floor-to-ceiling glass windows that over-
look the Charlotte city skyline. The mural
demonstrates the college’s commitment to
the fine arts and its support for the creative
culture of its surrounding community.

The mural illustrates the history of the
college in three compositional layers. A
historical layer on the bottom in muted
tones represents the College’s early years.
A colorful, middle layer highlights student
stories and tells the story of the advance-
ment of educational programs and Central
Piedmont’s expansion to multiple area
campuses. The equally colorful top layer,
purposely left abstract, represents the future
of the College and all its possibilities.

Visitors to the mural will enjoy the added
element of augmented reality (AR) built
into the mural’s metadata. The RedCalacAR
app, available for IOS and Android devices,
allows the viewer to interact with the mural
through the power of technology. The AR
design provides the viewer with the oppor-
tunity to enjoy various animations, listen to
student stories, songs and poetry and learn
more about the history of Central Piedmont.

Torres-Weiner and Sutton are both
former Central Piedmont students, and
were chosen from a highly skilled pool of
applicants to work collaboratively with cur-
rent students, faculty, and staff to create an
interactive mural. The mural covers a large
wall in the dining area of the Parr Center on
Central Campus. The Parr Center serves as

the student services hub and includes a new
campus library, a 450-seat theater, a rooftop
terrace, a 1,100- square-foot art gallery, and
a makerspace for students to explore careers
and creativity.

Rosalia Torres-Weiner is an artist, activist
and community leader in Charlotte. Her art
captures the themes, colors, and rich sym-
bolism of her native home of Mexico. She
took her first steps toward a creative career
by taking graphic design courses at Central
Piedmont. After operating a successful
interior arts business, Torres-Weiner shifted
the focus of her work from commercial art
to art activism in 2010, by using her art to
document social conditions and to raise
awareness about issues affecting immigrant
communities such as family separation,
access to public education, racism, and
moving beyond common stereotypes.

Her work is featured in the permanent
collection of the Smithsonian Anacostia
Museum and has been exhibited in a variety
of venues, including the McColl Center for
Arts and Innovation, Levine Museum of the
New South, the City of Raleigh Museum,
the Latin American Center for Arts Gal-
lery, the Birmingham Civil Rights Institute,
and the Mexican Cultural Institute at the
Mexican Embassy in Washington, DC. Her
story “The Magic Kite” was adapted by The
Children’s Theatre of Charlotte.

Felicia Sky Sutton is an educator, mural-
ist, and multimedia artist who believes art
creation and art education are an important
pathway to self-empowerment. Working
with paint, video, digital illustration, and
most recently animation.

She captures the essence of her subjects
and tells stories through colorful portraiture,
symbolism, and visual metaphors. Sutton
is passionate about the use of public art
to empower, build, and strengthen com-
munities, and to bring new life to forgotten
spaces. She attended Central Piedmont’s
dual enrollment program before transferring
to and graduating from Appalachian State
University with a bachelor’s degree in art
and visual culture. Her work has been in
anumber of group and solo exhibitions in
Boone, NC; Charlotte and, most recently,
in Philadelphia. In addition, she has been
published in multiple publications and
magazines.

SC, Features an Exhlbltlon of Woven Art

The University of South Carolina at
Lancaster in Lancaster, SC, is presenting
Woven Together: Fiber Art within Special
Collections, showcasing a wide variety of
fiber arts, on view in the Duke Energy Gal-
lery, at the USC Lancaster Native American
Studies Center, through Aug. 9,2023.

This exhibition gives guests a look
at some never-before-seen and rarely
seen hand-woven creations from Native
American Studies Collections. The exhibit
includes regalia, fingerweavings, leather-
works, beaded items, moccasins, jewelry,
and more.

“The goal was to highlight fiber arts
that people may not have seen from our
collection yet, as well as the artists who
made them,” said Elisabeth Avelar, Center
Special Projects Coordinator, who curated
the exhibit along with Center Assistant
Curator and Program Assistant Sharon
Simmers-Norton. “The items we have
selected showcase beautiful works from an
array of Indigenous artists and I think each
piece represents the broad genre known as
fiber arts well.”

One of the unique woven items exhibit-
ed is a reed basket cradle, made by Marilyn

Harrison in 1995 during a class taught by
basket maker and former Center Artist-
in-Residence Faye Greiner. The cradle,
exhibited along with a handmade blanket
and pillow, was used by the artist’s own
daughter when she was an infant.
Another item, which has never been
displayed and was donated to Special Col-
lections in the late 1990s, holds a special
significance to Simmers-Norton.

“My favorite piece in the exhibit is the

child’s regalia, which was made by my
great-aunt Brenda Sanders-Sigmon,” said
Simmers-Norton. “She made it in the early
nineties for my cousin and it was later
passed down to my daughter, who wore it in
the late nineties.”

Visitors may recognize a quilted wall-
hanging by JoAnn Bauer in Woven Togeth-
er, which was briefly displayed for a limited
time in the Center’s galleries after reopen-
ing from the COVID-19 closure. A wooden
barn quilt based on Bauer’s original textile
work can also be seen in the Center’s 10th
Anniversary exhibit in the Back Gallery,
This is Us: Native American Studies at the
University of South Carolina Lancaster .

The Center is a 15,000 square foot
facility in historic downtown Lancaster.
Guests will have the opportunity to tour
the NAS Center’s gallery spaces, archives,
classrooms, and archaeology, language, and
audio-visual labs. Home to the world’s larg-
est collection of Catawba Indian pottery, the
NAS Center will offer exhibits of regional
Native American Art, classes and programs
focused on Native American history, cul-
ture, archaeology, folklore, and language.

Florence County Museum in
Florence, SC, Offers Exhibitions
Focused on General Franc1s Marlon

The Florence County Museum in Flor-
ence, SC, is pleased to present two sig-
nature exhibitions about General Francis
Marion in conjunction with South Caro-
lina’s recognition of the American Revo-
lutionary War Sestercentennial. On view
is LEGEND: Francis Marion in the Pee
Dee, in the Special Exhibits Gallery, and the
Museum’s Education Gallery will feature
a multi-dimensional exhibition highlight-
ing archeological sites alongside the lore of
the Snow’s Island Community. Inspired by
Steven D. Smith’s book, Francis Marion
and the Snow Island Community, and the
artwork of James H. Palmer, both on view
through Aug. 13,2023

LEGEND focuses on important 19th cen-
tury American artworks depicting Marion
and his militia during the Revolutionary
War, and how these artworks contributed
to the legend that surrounded Marion in the
early decades of American Independence.

“It is the first exhibition of its kind,” says
museum curator Stephen W. Motte.

Artworks will include the famous paint-
ing Marion Inviting a British Officer to
Share His Meal, by South Carolina artist
John Blake White, on loan to the exhibition
from the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston.

Also on loan to the exhibit is Marion
Crossing the Pedee, by American painter
William T. Ranney. This is the largest of
Francis Marion history paintings created
during the 19th century, and is on loan from
the Amon Carter Museum of American Art
in Fort Worth, TX.

“These paintings are the two great-
est contributions to the Marion legend in
American art,” says Motte, “but they are not
alone. The exhibition contains work from
other significant artists who were interpret-
ing the Marion story. What is unique about
all of them together is that they are firmly
set in the Pee Dee, linking the Marion leg-
end directly to us.”

One of the most intriguing items on loan
to the exhibition is a recently re-discovered
painting from the private collection of the
Oakland Club in Pineville, SC, just minutes
away from Marion’s final resting place in
Berkeley County. “The representation of
Marion and the symbolism are completely
unique”, says Motte.

“In this part of the state we have become
so familiar with Marion that we tend to
think of him as a local hero, but when you

look at the historical, literary, and artistic re-
cord it becomes obvious that from the 1820s
to the 1880s, Marion was much larger on
the cultural stage. He was a national icon
because of his military activities here,”
Motte says.

“Although paintings are a significant part
of the exhibition, it is not just about art,”
Motte adds.

The exhibition also incorporates artifacts
recently recovered from archaeological sites
associated with Marion’s local military ac-
tivities in the Pee Dee. These artifacts were
recovered during archaeology conducted in
the early 2000s by Francis Marion Univer-
sity’s Trail Commission.

This exhibition will be the first time
these artifacts have been publicly exhibited.

Francis Marion University’s James
Rogers Library is also contributing some
significant documents to the exhibition,
including Marion’s original officer’s com-
mission papers.

In addition to LEGEND, The Mu-
seum’s Education Gallery will feature a
multi-dimensional exhibition highlighting
archeological sites alongside the lore of
the Snow’s Island Community. Inspired by
Steven D. Smith’s book, Francis Marion
and the Snow Island Community, and the
artwork of James H. Palmer, viewers will
be asked to consider the setting, characters
and the invisible communities of untold
stories. The exhibition aims to encourage
and develop digital and critical literacies.

A portion of the exhibition is funded by a
SC250 Education Grant.

Aiken Center for the Arts in Aiken, SC,
Offers Works by Charleston, SC, Artists

The Aiken Center for the Arts in Aiken,
SC, will present Interwoven: The Art of
Indigo and Silver, curated by Brandy Culp,
featuring works by Jack Alterman, Kaminer
Haislip and Madame Magar, on view from
Mar. 30 through May 3, 2023. A reception
will be held on Mar. 30, from 6-8pm.

The exhibition brought together three
contemporary artists - a silversmith, textile
designer, and photographer - and a curator
in 2018 at City Gallery located in Charles-
ton, SC. Curator Brandy Culp worked
with Jack Alterman, Kaminer Haislip, and
Madame Magar to weave a story based on
their artwork and the Lowcountry’s deep
culture both past and present. Haislip and
Magar are now bringing a second version of
this exhibition to Aiken Center for the Arts
situated in historic downtown Aiken, SC.

This exhibition explores the intersec-
tion between the past and present while
recognizing that ultimately contemporary
art and craft must be rooted in its own time.
Inextricably linked, indigo and silver are
transformative as raw materials, imbued
with symbolism that transcends time and
cultures, and embedded within the early
cultural fabric of the Carolina Lowcountry.
Although inspired by Charleston’s cultural
heritage, each artist brings unique contem-
porary perspective and original artwork
to the exhibition. Interwoven will include
silver hollowware, flatware and jewelry,
textile art, and artist renderings.

Kaminer Haislip is the only practicing
female silversmith in Charleston that con-
tinues to employ traditional metalworking
techniques and tools that have been used for
centuries. As a contemporary silversmith,
she is inspired by as well as carrying forth
the city’s long-standing silversmithing
tradition - the silver and metals manufactur-
ing trade was vital to Charleston’s economy
from the eighteenth through the early-
twentieth centuries. With a nod to the past,
she is most inspired by today’s domestic
rituals and enhancing daily life through the
creation of functional handcrafted objects
that are entirely contemporary in form.

Milliner turned textile artist Leigh
Magar has established a small-batch label
that combines art, fashion, history, and per-
formance. The “Seed to Stitch” project was
inspired by her sea island home’s Indigo
history; both rich and tangled. The story of
a young girl; Eliza Lucas Pinckney, who
had the vision of planting indigo and with
the work of the enslaved, it was made into a

cash crop in South Carolina during the mid
1700s. She interweaves design and nature
with her local garden where indigo is grown
and then used to create one-of-a-kind col-
lections. Her work includes hand-dyed and
hand-stitched garments and goods, textile
art, and installations. Magar is inspired by
traditional and simple sewing techniques,
such as quilt making, rag quilting, and hand
sewn-textiles, which she interlaces with
contemporary, non-traditional elements.

In addition, Haislip, and Magar will
create a collaborative installation for the
exhibition inspired by the silhouette and
miniature - art forms with long-standing
Lowcountry traditions. Providing a modern
look at historically significant mediums,
these artists are transforming materials im-
portant to Charleston’s cultural fabric into
contemporary art and inspiring appreciation
of waning craft traditions among future
generations. Interwoven: The Art of Indigo
and Silver will be a unique showing of
silver and textile art as it relates the theme
of indigo and silver.

Columbia Museum of Art in
Columbia, SC, Offers Exhibition

of Islamic Art

The Columbia Museum of Art in Colum-
bia, SC, is presenting Reverent Ornament:
Art from the Islamic World, on view through
May 14,2023.

Organized by the Huntington Museum
of Art and toured by International Arts &
Artists, Washington, DC, the exhibition
offers some 45 works with which to explore
the arts and crafts traditions and scientific
innovations of Iran, Egypt, India, Syria, and
Turkey from the 10th to the 19th centuries.

What was in Western culture historically
considered the Near Eastern world - rough-
ly, a vast stretch of regions including India
and the Asian countries to its west - is a
vivid patchwork of many different peoples,
languages, and traditions, with a history
stretching back to Neolithic times. Com-
prising works of fine glassware, ceramics,
metalwork, painting, weaponry, weaving,

and much more, Reverent Ornament shares
timeless Islamic art that celebrates everyday
life, history, and culture.
The works, all of which come from the
collection of Drs. Joseph and Omayma
continued above on next column to the right
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Touma, include objects meant for palaces
as well as ordinary homes, evoking a rich
vision of daily life and highlighting the
humanism, scientific advancements, artistry,
and reverence of the people who used and
created them, many of whom belong to
groups that have been historically maligned
and misrepresented in much of Western
culture. While these objects showcase the
artistic output of a wide array of societies,
they share certain visual commonalities
shaped in part by the prevailing cultural
and religious practices of Islam and cross-
cultural exchange among many dynamic
groups.

Though the vast stretch of regions that
fall under the umbrella of the “Islamic
world” were shaped to some extent by the
practice of Islam, the region sometimes
called SWANA (South and West Asia and
North Africa) has always encompassed
vibrant places where people from many re-
ligious groups intermingle. It is for this rea-
son that the Toumas chose to include in their
collection objects that reflect belief systems
outside of the Muslim faith, to include
copies of sacred Hindu texts and Christian
icons. Such objects, like those for Christian
or Jewish patrons, were at times created by
Muslim craftspeople, again underscoring
the fact that despite their different ways of
worship, these groups have more that unites
than divides them.

“While the individual pieces are daz-
zling in their elaborate ornament, the great
strength of this exhibition is in its diversity
and its power to open minds and reinforce
connections,” says CMA Curator of Educa-
tion Glenna Barlow. “Each of the works
on view speaks volumes not only about the
culture it came from but the connections
between them - universal values of creative
exploration, innovation, and reverence that
unite us, all in objects that are beautiful to
behold.”

MclIntosh is an accomplished South
Carolina artist and painter known for large
bodies of thematic work inspired by her
specific interests and life experiences. She
is the owner of Laurie McIntosh Art in
Camden, SC, a working studio she founded
in 2016. She was previously a member of
Vista Studios/Gallery 80808 in Columbia,
SC.

Linocut reduction is a relief printing
process in which the artist carves a reverse
image in a block of linoleum. The image is
inked in a single color and printed on paper.
The artist then carves an additional layer,
applies a different color, and prints again.
The process is repeated until all color layers
are applied. Because the process does not
allow an artist to adjust a prior layer, the
process is sometimes referred to as “suicide
printing.”

“Gatherings is a result of navigating the
isolation of the past three years and cel-
ebrating our coming out of it,” said McIn-
tosh. “My family enjoyed being together
during that time, spending time gathering
crabs and fish, growing tomatoes, and doing
the things outdoors that we love. It kept us
busy.”

MclIntosh notes her family’s most trea-

sured times are sharing that bounty with
dear friends, which is reflected in the col-
lection. “Being able to gather with people
again and enjoy homegrown and home-
caught food, tell some tall tales, drink a cold
beer, and have a laugh is what my family is
all about.

Laurie Mclntosh is a South Carolina na-
tive who earned a BA in Fine Art from the
University of South Carolina.

He organized
the southern printmakers into the Southern
Graphics Council and served as its first
president. In his free time, he traveled the
world as a part of the Palmetto Master Sing-
ers. Saunders managed to accomplish all of
this while continuing to work as a prolific

and acclaimed artist in his own right.

While he built his career in South Caro-
lina, Saunders’ passion for horses began in
his childhood growing up in west Tennes-
see.

“I can remember my grandfather put-
ting me on his large riding horse named
Prince and walking me around the yard,”
says Saunders. “We were moving slow, but
I thought we were really going! As I got
older, I would saddle up my horse Charlie
and take off across the farm to the west.
Sometimes [ would ride all day.”

“When Boyd first approached me about
this exhibition, I immediately knew it was
the perfect fit,” says Executive Director,
Dolly Patton. “When you see one of Boyd’s
pieces you get to engage on so many differ-
ent levels. At face value, they are beautiful,
but you also see so many different elements
of equestrian culture and history woven
into them. Of course - it’s also difficult not
to be captured by the incredible talent that
produced them.”

Barbara Francois creates acrylic art
inspired by Australian Aboriginal Dot Art,
nature, philosophy, and the world of energy
she experiences around her. Her work is
about the energetic connection to spirit,
other human beings, and all life forms. The
paintings depict energy flowing through
matter, energy flowing through color, and
various energies weaving together.

“This energy around us is palpable, it
is playful and it is important,” Francois
explains. “It tells us who we are, where we
are headed and about our connection to
nature and to others. It is life-affirming and
life-giving and connects us to our common
feeling of divinity.”

Montagne Handwoven is now a second-
generation family business. Lyn Sterling
Montagne first established an Atlanta-based
custom weaving business in 1982. An artist
and educator whose work has been col-
lected by the Mint Museum and the Georgia
Council for the Arts, her vision for the busi-
ness was to work in partnership with clients
to design and create custom handmade rugs
that would be beautiful and functional.

Michael and Zuzana Montagne began
working with Lyn in 2010. They moved
the primary production to their new home
in the Smoky Mountains of North Caro-
lina. Montagne Handwoven remains true
to its roots, combining traditional weaving
techniques with complex but delicate use of

color to create rugs that are at once timeless
and modern.

“Our rugs are continually evolving as we
are inspired anew by the world around us.
The natural world consistently informs our
color palette, and most recently the kilims
of Northern Iran have had a profound effect
on our design.”

For the last several years Lyn Sterling
Montagne has been working on a series of
linen tapestries inspired by observations of
common patterns and natural complexity.
“These are images grounded in my South-
ern experience living under a large canopy
of trees,” says Montagne. “Silhouettes with
light obliterating lines are encoded into my
being.”

Each artist mentions meditative weav-
ings between nature and various energies in
their works. We hope you enjoy the visual
results of these weavings.

As Rachel Carsen wrote, “There is a
deeply seated response to the natural uni-
verse, which is part of our humanity.”

Since its inception, Tryon Fine Arts
Center has been the creative driving force
for performances, exhibits, arts education,
and community partnerships in the Foot-
hills.

Appalachian State University in Boone,
NG, is presenting FLUX: Signe Stuart, on
view in the Hodges Gallery at the Turchin
Center for the Visual Arts, through June 3,
2023. A reception will be held on Mar. 3,
from 5-9pm.

Stuart says, “Flux alludes to natural and
manmade networks from rivers, neural
pathways and quantum fields to systems
of transportation and communications,
everything interconnected and in flux. My
visual vocabulary emphasizes line: single
lines emerging from material; low relief line
patterns forming flux fields and networks of
relationships.

Recent cut paper works, drawing/sculp-
ture hybrids, generally consist of two or
more overlapping panels hung away from
the wall to create shadows. The cut paper
works have evolved into achromatic works,
unintentionally referencing the unified field
theory of everything. Light is an auxiliary
medium, creating subtle and changing
thresholds between the visible and invis-
ible.”

Beginning in the early 1960s, Stuart’s
professional career has now spanned more
than sixty-five years. Her approach to art
making has always relied on experimenta-
tion and rule breaking. Using the materi-
als and form of painting, she breaks away
from the standard rectangle and concepts of
framing. For the artist, a sheet of paper is a
metaphorical slice of time and space, a con-
text in which to construct ideas about the
connections and intersections of conscious-
ness with matter and energy.

The vibrant apparel on display is by Tim
Bridges of Knoxville, TN, a lifelong fiber
artist whose clothing designs are contempo-
rary reinventions of patterns found in Roco-
co and Art Deco architecture, incorporating
references to Appalachian quilting patterns
and stitching. Bridges typically works with
used/recycled denim for its suppleness, hid-
den charm, and strength.

He states, “Denim has demonstrated
a willingness to be transformed, both in
appearance and texture, creating a beauti-
ful finale between the way it was originally
designed and the way it looks after I have
reinvented its form into a jacket, a handbag,
a skirt, and/or perhaps a dress or even throw
pillow. Much like a painter or sculptor, my
designs can be recognized in my finished
clothing, as much of each piece is hand
stitched with reflective attention to details,
such as thread colors and weight, embel-
lishments such as beads, unique buttons and
closures, and most importantly, interesting
patterns within patterns.”

Melissa Engler and Graeme Priddle share
their woodworking studio in Grovewood
Village in Asheville, NC.

Glass artist Ken Carder has
worked with ceramic artist Lisa Stinson
on installations created primarily from
ceramics.

University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill, NC, Offers Works
From Peck Collection

University of North Carolina at Chapel
Hill, NC, is presenting Focus on the Peck
Collection: Water in Seventeenth-Century
Dutch Landscapes, on view at the Ackland
Art Museum, through Apr. 30, 2023.

During the seventeenth century, the
Dutch Republic undertook intensive land
reclamation projects using a complex
system of dikes and drainage to increase
their land mass. This resulted in the creation
of new inland lakes, rivers, and a system of
canals used for commerce, transportation,
and leisure. Looking to the natural world for
inspiration, Dutch artists depicted water in
all its forms - from broad seascapes to lakes,
rivers, canals, and even ditches, often dem-
onstrating the wide range of human activity
undertaken on or alongside waterways.
This Focus on the Peck Collection installa-
tion features works by Esaias van de Velde,
Salomon van Ruysdael, and Jacob van
Ruisdael, three generations of artists who
each depict an important aspect of water
and its uses.

In January 2017, the Ackland Art Mu-
seum received its largest gift to date when
Sheldon Peck (UNC-Chapel Hill, BS ‘63,
DDS “66) and his wife Leena donated their
extraordinary collection of 134 mostly
17th-century Dutch and Flemish master
drawings, as well as significant funds for the
stewardship of the collection, new acquisi-
tions, and an endowed curatorial position
in European and American art before 1950.
At least one example from the collection is
always on view at the Museum, but because
these works of art on paper are light-sensi-
tive, we rotate a select number of drawings
with other objects from our permanent col-
lection in an ongoing display called Focus

on the Peck Collection.

Sheldon Peck, a native of Durham, NC,
is a double alumnus of the University,
receiving his undergraduate degree from
Carolina in 1963 and his doctorate from
the UNC School of Dentistry in 1966. He
and Leena enjoyed distinguished careers
as prominent orthodontic specialists and
educators in the Boston area.

The Peck Collection started as a collabo-
ration between Sheldon and his late brother
Harvey and continued as a joint interest
shared with Leena. The result of over 40
years of exceptional connoisseurship, sci-
entifically rigorous analysis, and dedicated
pursuit, the Peck Collection stands as an
internationally significant achievement.
Sadly, Leena Peck passed away in January
of 2019, followed by Sheldon Peck in April
of 2021.

North Carolina Museum of Art in
Raleigh, NC, Features Works by
Michael Richards & Ruth E. Carter

This spring, the North Carolina Museum
of Art NCMA) in Raleigh, NC, will host a
pair of exhibitions celebrating the accom-
plishments of two African American artists,
Michael Richards and Ruth E. Carter.

Presented Mar. 4 through July 23,2023,
Michael Richards: Are You Down? is the
largest-ever solo exhibition and first touring
museum retrospective of this artist, whose
career was tragically cut short when he died
in the World Trade Center terrorist attacks
on September 11,2001. Richards’s moving
tribute to the Tuskegee Airmen, Tar Baby
vs. St. Sebastian (1999), is currently on
view in the Global Contemporary galleries
at the NCMA, and has been a visitor favor-
ite, on continuous display since 2003. This
retrospective will feature another version of
the sculpture, and will also present several
recently conserved artworks, including
the exhibition’s namesake Are You Down?
(2000).

Ruth E. Carter: Afrofuturism in Costume
Design, open from Apr. 1 to Aug. 6,2023,
presents intricately designed costumes from
popular movies, including Amistad, Do
the Right Thing, Malcolm X, Selma, and
Black Panther. The exhibition dives into
the Academy-Award winner’s research,
process, and incredible craft.

“We are excited to present these two
exhibitions highlighting the work of these
trailblazing artists,” said Valerie Hillings,
museum director. “Tar Baby vs. St. Sebas-
tian (1999) has been an NCMA favorite
for years, and we cannot wait to introduce
visitors to more of Michael Richards’s
powerful and diverse body of work. Ruth
E. Carter’s influence cannot be understated,
and it is fortuitous that we can share with
our visitors her iconic work near the release
of her latest project, the costumes for Black
Panther: Wakanda Forever; seeing her art-
istry go from the big screen to the museum
galleries.”

Michael Richards: Are You Down? is
the first museum retrospective of Michael
Richards’s artwork, exhibiting his exten-
sive sculpture and drawing practice. Of
Jamaican and Costa Rican lineage, Richards
was born in Brooklyn in 1963, raised in
Kingston, and came of age between post-
independence Jamaica and post—civil rights
era America. Richards used the language of
metaphor in his art to investigate racial in-
equity and the tension between assimilation
and exclusion. Flight and aviation were cen-
tral themes for Richards, who explored the
concepts of freedom and escape in his work.
His artwork gestures toward both repres-
sion and reprieve from social injustices, and
the simultaneous possibilities of uplift and
downfall, often in the context of the historic
and ongoing oppression of Black people.

Significant points of reference for Rich-
ards include the Tuskegee Airmen - the first
African American pilots in United States
military history who served in World War II
- and the complexity of their triumphs in the
face of segregation. Other important influ-
ences include cultural, religious, and ritual
stories from African, African American,
Jamaican, and Judeo-Christian traditions, as
well as Greek mythology.

Richards merged worlds in his art, bring-
ing together spiritual and historical refer-
ences with popular culture. His recurring
interest was in both the everyday and the
transcendent, and how to bring them into
conversation with each other. Centering

his own experience, Richards also used his
body to cast the figures for his sculptures,
which often appear as pilots, saints, or both.
Inextricably connected to the moment of

its making in the 1990s, Richards’s work

- engaging Blackness, flight, diaspora,
spirituality, police brutality, and monuments
- remains timely and resonant decades after
its creation.

An Academy Award—winning costume
designer, Ruth E. Carter has dressed film
and TV actors in ways that have defined
generations. Her art adds dimensionality,
flair, and culture to the characters she helps
envision. Her vibrancy and attention to
detail in costuming is integral to translating
stories of race, politics, and culture to the
big screen. From humble roots in Mas-
sachusetts, Carter has been helping style
the Afrofuturism movement, an aesthetic
movement connecting African diaspora
culture with science and technology, for
almost 40 years.

Designing pieces for films such as Black
Panther, Malcom X, Selma, and Do the
Right Thing, Carter has created costumes
for legends Oprah Winfrey, Denzel Wash-
ington, Chadwick Boseman, Eddie Murphy,
Angela Bassett, Forest Whitaker, and more.
The exhibition features more than 60 of
Carter’s original garments while also show-
casing her immersive process and extensive
historical research that imbue every project
she brings to life.

Ruth E. Carter: Afrofuturism in Costume
Design was organized by Julia Long.

But
faced with the title of the show, she “antici-
pated the fast approaching deadline, and had
to calmly breathe... a lot... and wait for the
ideas to rise out of attention to the moment.”
“Sometimes the inspiration just isn’t there.
Sometimes the muse is missing. Sometimes
the glass or the kiln won’t cooperate.” Her
work for this show reflects her continued
experimentation with glass as it is broken,
fragmented, crushed and melted again and
again.

Working in this technique enables Hope
to create more painterly images, unlimited
colors and a variety of textures. It is a slow
process. Each firing in the kiln can be as
long as 24 hours and each piece is fired
4-6 times before it is cleaned and polished.
“I began to see these ‘down times’ as the
breath taken and the space between bursts

of activity. In the silence of the kiln the
many broken pieces became fused into a
whole piece again. Just as in life, creation
and healing began in the quiet and rest when
I would patiently, intentionally...breathe.”

When photographic montage artist
Catharine Carter thinks about the title of
this show, Breathe she is “reminded how
often we go through our busy day without
stopping to take a breath and check in with
our feelings. It is in those moments when
I stop and take a breath, the act of inhaling
and exhaling can put me in touch with my
thoughts and allow me to be open to inspira-
tion.”

“My art starts with recognizing an
especially prominent or troubling thought
or feeling that makes me wonder why it
has my attention. My piece Open Book
celebrates how a great story can spark your
imagination. In Bubbles I was thinking
about the fragility of life and Omen is the
representation of a foreshadowing feeling.”

(the People’s Print Workshop), commonly
known as the TGP, in Mexico City. Com-
mitted to the progressive idealism of the
Mexican Revolution, the artists of the TGP
worked together to create prints, posters,
flyers, and other works on paper aimed at
educating the widest possible audience
about the social issues of their day. Fun-
damental to their artistic production was

a democratic group process of collective
critiques and negotiated decision making. In
fall 2022, students in two UNCG art history
courses came together to study the history
and output of the TGP, as well as collabora-
tively curate this installation. The layout of
artworks in the galleries, the texts presented
alongside them, and a supporting timeline
of Mexican history were all generated by
the students through a process of individual
readings and presentations, group discus-
sions and critiques, multiple small-group

Contemporary Art considers the diverse ways
contemporary artists use animal imagery to
address humanity’s interconnectedness with

the natural world, exploring themes of tradition,
politics, science and aesthetics to investigate the
ways we use this imagery to tackle human con-
cerns. Gallery 2 & 3, Through Mar. 5 - "Chaos
to Order: Greek Geometric Art from the Sol
Rabin Collection". This is the first major museum
exhibition in the United States to focus on Greek
art during the Geometric period (c. 900-700 B.C.)
in more than 25 years. It is the first exhibition

of its kind to focus on the aesthetics of Greek
Geometric art and to demonstrate that stylistic
principles in visual art during the Geometric
period reflect a characteristically Greek idea of
“the beautiful” (kallos). A new visual vocabulary
developed during this period — one that stressed
clarity, balance and symmetry. These design
principles may appear contemporary, yet they
provided the foundation for all subsequent Greek
art. The collection presents new evidence that
re-examines the contributions and innovations of
Geometric art and its enduring legacy throughout
classical antiquity. The show features 57 objects
drawn from The Sol Rabin Collection, considered
the most important Geometric Greek collection

in private hands. This exhibition is organized by
the Museum of Fine Arts, St. Petersburg. Mar.
17 - Oct. 15 - "Damian Stamer: Ruminations".
The exhibition showcases new work by North
Carolina-based contemporary painter, Damian
Stamer. Stamer depicts barns, abandoned build-
ings and other vernacular structures of the rural
South often in large scale, and his heavily layered
canvases blur the line between abstraction and
representation as they seek to express the sol-
emn beauty of the old and overlooked.

decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition -
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious
portrait miniature collections in the United States.
Containing more than six hundred objects, the
collection spans nearly two hundred years and
represents the work of over a hundred artists.
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances

of loved ones in the age before photography.
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and
in viewable storage drawers featured minia-
tures include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale,
Pierre Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George
Engleheart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6,
Permanent Exhibition - "20th Century American
Regionalism and the Charleston Renaissance".
At the turn of the twentieth century, American
artists looked to their European counterparts and
beyond as they developed identifiably Ameri-
can artistic movements. Two particularly strong
influences during this time period were French
Impressionism and Japanese woodblock prints.
Another prevailing theme during this period

was the growing interest in American subject
matter. American regionalism and social realism
played important roles in the development of art
in Charleston, which flourished as a destination
for artists, particularly during the years of 1915

to 1945 a period now known as the Charleston
Renaissance. Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibi-
tion - "Modern and Contemporary". Modern and
contemporary art in America encompasses a
wide range of styles, subject matter, and media.
As a whole, the diversity of modern and contem-
porary art reflects the rich and varied heritage of
our nation and the lowcountry region.

Founded in 1773, is America’s
first museum. Textile Gallery, Through June

The
Museum’s collection celebrates the natural and
cultural history of the South Carolina Lowcoun-
try. Today, the Museum'’s collections, which
include over 2.4 million objects, are unmatched
in their interpretive value to South Carolina his-
tory and the nation. Part one of America’s First
Museum: 250 Years of Collecting, Preserving,
and Educating began on Dec. 17, 2022, and
displays objects that span its impressive his-
tory. As a key seaport in the American South,
the Museum’s collections came in from every
corner of the globe before they took on a more
Lowcountry South Carolina focus in the 20th
century. Opening mid-2023, part two of the
exhibit will showcase a church pew made by

South Carolina was the
wealthiest of the thirteen rebellious colonies
and Charleston was its key port to maintain

its trade with the outside world. The British
would make three attempts against the city
during the Revolutionary War. Their defeat at
the Battle of Sullivan’s Island on June 28, 1776
was a crucial patriot victory, which convinced
many that independence could be achieved.
The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile, was the
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longest siege of the Revolutionary War and the
largest battle in South Carolina. These events
and others are chronicled in the new exhibit,
which will also features artifacts and period
images that have not been exhibited at the
Museum before.

Comprised of
artwork from the 1930s to the 1990s, "Our Own
Work, Our Own Way" champions a roster of art-
ists whose aesthetic achievements transcended
convention and invigorated the South’s modern
milieu.

culture because of their lineage. For example,
their parents or grandparents may have grown
up within the corridor and passed the dialect,
spiritual beliefs, and foodways down to them.
We still cook like our grandmothers did. We
remember the stories, values, and lessons that
our elders taught us, and we teach those things
to our children.”

The selection of objects displayed il-
lustrates how Bresler’s eye for collecting craft not
only draws attention to nature and artists’ interest
in it, but also accentuates her role as a natural
collector with an intuitive ability to identify themes
and ideas that speak to one another.” Judith S.
Moore Gallery, Through May 15 - "Luzene Hill:
Revelate". An enrolled member of the Eastern
Band of Cherokee Indians, Luzene Hill advocates
for Indigenous sovereignty—linguistically, cultur-
ally, and individually. "Revelate" builds upon Hill’'s
investigation of pre-contact cultures has led Hill
to the idea of Ollin in Aztec cosmology. Before
Europeans arrived in North America, Indigenous
societies were predominantly matrilineal. Women
were considered sacred, involved in the decision-
making process, and thrived within communities
holding a worldview based on equilibrium. Ollin
emphasizes that we are in constant state of
motion and discovery of information. Adopted

as an educational framework, particularly in
social justice and ethnic studies, Ollin guides
individuals through a process of reflection, action,
reconciliation, and transformation. This exhibi-
tion combines Hill's use of mylar safety blankets
alongside recent drawings. Capes constructed of
mylar burst with energy and rustle with subtle, the
shining material a signifier of care, awareness,
displacement, and presence. Though Hill works
primarily and sculpture, drawing has increas-
ingly become an essential part of her practice as
she seeks to communicate themes of feminine
and Indigenous power across her entire body of
work. The energy within her drawings extends

to the bursts of light reflecting from her capes or
the accumulation of materials in other installa-
tion works.

Legacy of Pattern and Decoration". In the past
50 years in the United States and beyond, artists
have sought to break down social and political
hierarchies that include issues of identity, gender,
power, race, authority, and authenticity. Unsur-
prisingly, these decades generated a recon-
sideration of the idea of pattern and decoration
as a third option to figuration and abstraction

in art. From 1972 to 1985, artists in the Pattern
and Decoration movement worked to expand

the visual vocabulary of contemporary art to
include ethnically and culturally diverse options
that eradicated the barriers between fine art and
craft and questioned the dominant minimalist
aesthetic. These artists did so by incorporating
opulence and bold intricacies garnered from such
wide-ranging inspirations as United States quilt-
making and Islamic architecture.

The subject of
this ongoing exhibition is craft history — that of
the Southern Highland Craft Guild and the Studio
Craft Movement. Wells Fargo of Asheville has do-
nated Hardy Davidson’s Carvings to the SHCG's
Permanent Collection. Hailing from Swannanoa,
NC, woodcarver Hardy Davidson became a Guild
Member in 1944 and was awarded Life member-
ship in 1973. The Bank of Asheville commis-
sioned these carvings sometime between 1930
and 1940, according to Hardy Davidson’s great
nephew, Glen Campbell. Aimost eight decades
later, the carvings have found a new home at the
Folk Art Center on the Blue Ridge Parkway.

In the words of then director Evan
Turner, the show was to give "an indication of the
range of pleasures and possibilities attendant to
the study of Far Eastern art". Separate sections
of the installation focus on the benefactors Smith
Freeman and Austin Scarlette, Jeffrey and Carol
Horvitz, Gene and Susan Roberts, Richard D,
Pardue, and the late Charles Millard. Through

This exhibition focuses on the Ackland’s recent
acquisitions of sculpture created since 1980,
supplemented by a handful of loans from Crystal
Bridges Museum of American Art and from the
distinguished collection of James Keith Brown
‘84 and Eric Diefenbach. It looks at ways in which
contemporary sculpture productively continues
the lineage of contravening traditional “single-
object-on-a-pedestal” conventions, especially
through unexpected placement (ceiling, floor,
wall, wall and floor together), language, reflectiv-
ity, accumulation, and other strategies. In the
title, “good” and “bad” do not refer to aesthetic
quality or formal success. Instead, the adjectives
are intended to evoke how works that seemingly
misbehave (“behave badly”) by flouting, ignoring,
or subverting customary decorum can achieve an
emotional depth and resonant beauty character-
istic of good art. Artists in the exhibition include
Carl Andre, Michael Ashkin, Martin Creed, Urs
Fischer, Eero Hiironen, Roni Horn, Mel Kendrick,

Annette Lemieux, Senga Nengudi, Amalia Pica,
Sopheap Pich, Do Ho Suh, Stella Waitzkin, Tom
Wesselmann, and Aaron Wilcox. Through Apr.
30 - "Focus on the Peck Collection: Water in
Seventeenth-Century Dutch Landscapes." Dur-
ing the seventeenth century, the Dutch Republic
undertook intensive land reclamation projects
using a complex system of dikes and drainage

to increase their land mass. This resulted in the
creation of new inland lakes, rivers, and a system
of canals used for commerce, transportation,

and leisure. Looking to the natural world for
inspiration, Dutch artists depicted water in all its
forms—from broad seascapes to lakes, rivers,
canals, and even ditches, often demonstrating
the wide range of human activity undertaken on
or alongside waterways. This Focus on the Peck
Collection installation features works by Esaias
van de Velde, Salomon van Ruysdael, and Jacob
van Ruisdael, three generations of artists whom
each depict an important aspect of water and its
uses. In January 2017, the Ackland Art Museum
received its largest gift to date when Sheldon
Peck (UNC-Chapel Hill, BS ‘63, DDS ‘66) and his
wife Leena donated their extraordinary collection
of 134 mostly 17th-century Dutch and Flemish
master drawings, as well as significant funds for
the stewardship of the collection, new acquisi-
tions, and an endowed curatorial position in Eu-
ropean and American art before 1950. Through
May 28 - “Ghost of a Dream: Aligned by the Sun
(Through the Revolution). In a time of travel bans,
immigration debates, climate change, and a glob-
al pandemic, the artist team “Ghost of a Dream”
has created their multi-faceted project “Aligned by
the Sun” in an effort to bring hope to our collective
experience and unify our fractured planet. To as-
semble the footage necessary for this endeavor,
“Ghost of a Dream” has collaborated with artists
in over 220 nations by asking them to capture

a short video of the sunset. All but seven of the
195 countries recognized by the United Nations,
as well as many non-UN nations and territories,
are represented by these videos. These videos
provide the source material for many iterations of
the project, including large installations, video col-
lages, and still-image composites. Through July

of Rhonda Morgan Wilkerson ‘86 (PHD)." Since
2018, the Ackland has exhibited five long-term
installations of works from Rhonda Wilkerson’s
distinguished collection of African art. These
have focused on an individual artist, on types of
objects, and on specific functions.

60 highlights of their wares are included in the
installation “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters”. One reason for its long-term
success is that making pottery has so often been
a family tradition in the state. Fathers taught the
art of forming, glazing, and firing clay objects to
their sons, and in later generations also to daugh-
ters, who in turn taught their children, and so on
through the decades. These family dynasties not
only helped to keep the potting craft alive, but
ensured continuity in techniques and craftsman-
ship, as well as introduced artistic innovations in
succeeding generations. “The Cole Family: A Dy-
nasty of North Carolina Potters” presents a visual
history of “turned pots” and the family that helped
turn North Carolina into one of America’s centers
for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between

the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone.

The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period.
