North Carolina Museum of Art in 
Raleigh, NC, Features Annual 
Art in Bloom Event

      The North Carolina Museum of Art 
in Raleigh, NC, will present The Time Is 
Always Now: Artists Reframe the Black 
Figure, on view in the East Building, 
Level B, Meymandi Exhibition Gallery, 
from Mar. 8 through June 29, 2025.
     The exhibition features the work of 
23 contemporary African diasporic artists 
from the United Kingdom and the United 
States, with a focus on works of art that 
depict and celebrate the Black figure from 
the perspective of Black artists. Museum 
director Valerie Hillings states, “We are 
thrilled to bring this exhibition to North 
Carolina. It is a powerful and thought-
provoking experience celebrating the 
unique experiences, narratives, voices, 
and perspectives of a remarkable group of 
contemporary Black artists.”
      Curated by British writer and curator 
Ekow Eshun, The Time Is Always Now 
takes its title from an essay on desegrega-
tion by American writer and social rights 
activist James Baldwin. Through their 
work in figuration, artists such as Mi-
chael Armitage, Claudette Johnson, Titus 
Kaphar, Kerry James Marshall, Toyin 
Ojih Odutola, Nathaniel Mary Quinn, 
Amy Sherald, Lorna Simpson, and more, 
illuminate the richness, joy, beauty, and 
complexity of Black life. Themes through-
out the exhibition invite a shift in the 
dominant art historical perspective, from 
“looking at” the Black figure to “seeing 
through” the eyes of Black artists and the 
figures they depict.
      The NCMA is the final venue for 
this exhibition, previously on display at 
the Philadelphia Museum of Art and the 
National Portrait Gallery in London, its 
organizing institution. Bank of America is

     The University of North Carolina @ 
Chapel Hill in Chapel Hill, NC, is present-
ing Triple Take: Dialogues with the Terra 
Collection-in-Residence, on view at the 
Ackland Art Museum, through May 11, 
2025. 
     The Ackland is fortunate to have Amer-
ican paintings on long-term loan from the 
Terra Foundation for American Art. These 
paintings are the centerpieces of the three 
sections of Triple Take: Dialogues with 
the Terra Collection-in-Residence. Each 
section of about twenty objects has dif-
ferent curators, who have gathered works 
from the Ackland that connect in often 
unexpected ways with the Terra Founda-
tion loans.
     This three-part exhibition begins with 
Lyonel Feininger’s Denstedt (1917), a 
powerful and expressionistic view of a 
German village. This painting serves as 
the starting point for an exploration of the 
artist’s achievements across his career, 
curated by Peter Nisbet. Dana Cowen 
explores themes of looking, the mirror, 
and privacy through Archibald Motley’s 
Between Acts (1935). Ammi Phillips’s 
Girl in a Red Dress (c. 1835) and Robert 
Henri’s Sylvester (1914) anchor a selec-
tion of representations of children chosen 
by Lauren Turner and Carolyn Allmend-
inger. This final part of the exhibition 
explores how knowing or not knowing 
the names and biographical details of the 
people depicted can affect our experience 
of the artworks.
     Cumulatively, Triple Take invites the 
visitor to experience the Terra Foundation 
loans in a  new way. The three contrasting 
curatorial approaches show how the Ack-
land’s rich and deep collection can create 

a space for reinterpreting works of art.
      This exhibition is supported in part 
by the Terra Foundation for American Art 
and Laura & Walter Elcock. It was orga-
nized by Peter Nisbet, deputy director for 
curatorial affairs; Dana Cowen, Sheldon 
Peck curator for European and American 
art before 1950; Lauren Turner, associate 
curator for contemporary art and special 
projects; and Carolyn Allmendinger, 
interim director and director of education 
and interpretation.
