children’s learning show about funding) and
All Things MAGA.

I guess the National Endowment of the
Arts will be run by Eric Trump. Why not? It
won’t be long before he’s (dear leader) sit-
ting at his desk signing one of those decrees
that from now on all art will be a reflection
of him - in a positive light only - like those
cards he sells to his followers.

If you’re an artist who thinks politics
is too messy or too below yourself to be
involved in, well you get what you get - and
don’t pitch a fit!

If you are one of those who says they
don’t want to read about this kind of stuff
in an arts publication - don’t read it, you
don’t normally anyway, and don’t down-
load a copy, and you sure as hell shouldn’t
be sending us anything to be included in it.
Hey You! Get off of my cloud!

What You’ll See On Facebook

The other day I was scrolling down my
feed in Facebook when something unex-
pected came up - a post promoting the State
Art Collection, managed by our SC Arts
Commission. Wow, did my blood pressure
kick into high gear. I should have passed it
by, but I just couldn’t, I had to see what this
was all about.

Did you know South Carolina has several
art collections? The SC State Museum has
one and the SC Arts Commission has one
(sort of) but I guess the Arts Commission’s
collection is probably held at the SC State
Museum - that is, what’s not on the walls of
the Arts Commission’s offices and on loan
to other State facilities. The chances of the
public seeing much of this collection is slim
or none or every other blue moon, as the
Arts Commission has provided no space to
put its collection on view to the public - like
a SC (State) Art Museum, much like they
have in North Carolina. I added that little
inside joke as the SC Arts Commission
always says its policies are in line with other
state art agencies, but in many cases they
are not - they are more helter skelter.

So I’'m going to put what I found at this
site promoted on Facebook in regular type
and then some insights I’ve made over the
years in italics. Here we go:

The South Carolina State Art Collection,
1967-2020, Managed by the South Caro-
lina Arts Commission

Info about this collection can be found on-
line at (https://www.southcarolinaarts.com/
direct-programs/state-art-collection/).

Curated by a committee of knowledgeable
art enthusiasts (like Wim Rolfe, Jeffrey Day,
and David Huston), the South Carolina
State Art Collection (SAC) serves as a time
capsule, representing the historic impor-
tance and cultural vitality of the visual
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arts in South Carolina from 1967-2020.
Containing 466 works by 288 South
Carolina artists, the collection serves as an
educational tool to help promote the state
and its cultural resources and to encourage
creativity and support the artists of South
Carolina.

First off, I don’t know how they think this
collection does any of those things in that
last sentence. OK, in the past this selec-
tion committee was made up of artists who
selected other artists to be in the collection
and then members of the committee would
8o off the committee and new members
(some of the artists selected to be in the
collection) would get on the committee, to
return the favor and select works by those
former committee members to be in the col-
lection. It was a “you scratch my back, I'll
scratch yours later” system. A lot of folks in
this collection were college and university
art professors and some of their favorite
students. As I was once told by one of these
professors, “Who else should be in the col-
lection, but us?”

Well, I would think you would find works
by Jim Harrison, an artist voted the most
popular artist in SC, during a SC Arts Com-
mission survey, but he’s not. He was given
the Order of the Palmetto and an honor-
ary doctorate degree from the University
of South Carolina. For what? I guess his
contributions of art. Don’t know that he
did anything else to get those awards. But,
his art is not worthy of being in the Com-
mission’s collection. Or take Elizabeth
O’Neill Verner, an artist from the Charles-
ton Renaissance period. The Art Commis-
sion named its highest award after her, but
she doesn’t have one work in the SC Arts
Commission’s Collection. She was also very
popular with the public. They now call the
award the Governor’s Award.

I challenge you to go check out the list of
artists in this collection and see if you know
who they are and are not struck like me,
more about who has works in and who is
not or has very few works in this collection.
I know there are probably a lot of artists
in SC who think they are somebody, but
not by looking at this list. I know I've done
this arts publication for 38 years and a lot
of the names on the list are not that active,
if they ever were. Some were only here as
an adjunct professor for a few years and
moved on to the next state to get that state’s
awards, but they have works in the collec-
tion.

Artwork Loans

The South Carolina Arts Commission
(SCAC) encourages loans to advance public
understanding of the rich and diverse his-
tory of the arts in South Carolina, and to
enable a wider audience to see and enjoy the
State Art Collection.

Up to five (5) works of art from the State
Art Collection may be loaned to qualified
State institutions for one (1) year. The State
Art Collection will only be loaned to South
Carolina state institutions* that are open
and accessible to the public. Artworks must
be displayed in public spaces. (*I left out a
lot of the boring requirements to get these
five works.)

How many days or hours do you spend
in SC Institutions? Not many I bet, and if
you were there to get your driver’s license,
pay your taxes, or visit a state representa-
tive to lobby them about something - did you
check out the walls or did you spend most
of the time looking at your watch or your
phone? Every blue moon the Arts Commis-
sion puts together an exhibit of just a few
of these works and shows them in some art
facility, but you can’t see even half of the
collection or a quarter in any one place.
The best works will probably be out on loan
- somewhere. South Carolina needs a state
art museum.

New Acquisitions

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The South Carolina Arts Commission is
not currently accepting submissions to the
permanent State Art Collection.

You would think by this statement and
their headline (1967-2020) that no new
works have been added since 2020. But is
that right? A Charleston artist and gallery
owner, Nina Liu, and another anonymous
donor, established The Nina Liu South
Carolina Arts Commission State Art Collec-
tion Fund in 2019. What’s been happening
with that money? And, where did the money
come from to buy all those works of art for
53 years and what happened to that funding
source. Why have they stopped adding to
this collection? Artists in SC didn’t stop
making art.

State Art Collection Recognition Award

To ensure the State Art Collection remains
arelevant and contemporary footprint of
South Carolina’s cultural heritage, the
SCAC will begin in FY27 (July 1,2026)
to induct up to five works of art from each
year’s cohort of fellows into the SAC.

So the artists scratching each other’s
back system is gone and now they will ob-
tain art from the Fellowship winners each
year. That’s not much of a change, the Fel-
lowship game is another - who's in this year
and who'’s out of favor with the Arts Com-
mission. It’s all politics. Is the collection a
footprint of the state’s artists or the SC Arts
Commission’s opinion of what that footprint
should look like? The Arts Commission has
always put their foot on the scales of what is
and what’s not to be considered “good” art
in SC. Shame on them and shame on us for
letting them do it.

This recognition award brings works by
contemporary artists into the State Art Col-
lection as a part of its digital archive. The
SCAC will not own or physically house
these works.

OK, this is a real puzzle. The statement,
“The SCAC will not own or physically
house these works.” Does this mean they

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are no longer buying physical artworks

- just digital copies of works by the Fellow-
ship winners or what? What are they paying
for digital copies? There’s a lot of smoke
and mirrors here. If so, what are they doing
with The Nina Liu Fund and is that for the
collection? Will no other artist get their
physical artwork in this collection? I've
heard of the day the music died, but is this
the end of visual art in South Carolina?

Now you might be thinking, Tom you
need to get some answers out of the Art
Commission and I'm saying, I've wasted
enough of my time trying to get the truth
out of those folks over the years, so go do
your own asking - if you care. Most won’t
as there is no SC Art Museum, so they are
not missing out on anything but some cash,
and any good artist can just sell their work
to the general public. Jim Harrison and
Elizabeth O’Neill Verner did, and are still
doing it long after their deaths. Besides,
the folks at the Arts Commission are what
I call wordsmiths. They can bend the truth
like metal with the words they use. And, if
you don't ask the right questions - they don’t
volunteer answers, even though they know
what you want to know.

I can hear my doctor now, “Tom, let it
pass, let it pass, it’s not worth it”.

Well Doc, there are some things you just
can't let pass without saying something.
This art collection was maybe a good idea
at first, but after a number of years when no
facility was planned to house and display
this collection, it should have been stopped
and what they had already collected trans-
ferred to another non-profit arts facility - if
anyone wanted it.

From the beginning there was no curator
involved to make sure purchases represent-
ed a real artistic footprint of the art being
created in South Carolina at any one time.
And the selection committees had no focus
other than making sure their friends and
colleagues made it in so they could later be
selected by them. In the past they had to hire
a big name curator to put shows together
and justify the works being presented. As
time marched on the concept of having an
art collection became nothing but a big

distinct in subject and approach, share

a profound sensitivity that speaks to the
stillness and beauty found in both human-
made and natural worlds.

For the show Walsh said, “Pairing
painters with a shared direction, allows
you to discover the subtle similarities and
differences within the work. And, in some
ways, that’s what art is all about, isn’t it?
Finding those little things in the world
that allow you to open-up your palate and
hone your capacity for flavor.”

All artists have their own process for
creation, and just like handwriting, their
brush strokes become distinct. Walsh said,
“The surface quality of a painting is pretty
important. These paintings are heavily
layered, and I spend a lot of energy getting
the surface exactly right. I like to inter-
weave passages of thin washy paint, thick
dollops of opaque paint, paint drips, and
areas scuffed with sandpaper, newsprint,
or cardboard.”

Scheifflee adds that the process of
selecting the image is also personal. He
said, “The process for selecting a subject
is unique to all of us, I think it’s based on
memory, nostalgia, interest and ultimately
what just makes for a good painting. If a

scene is important to you and makes you
feel something, more often than not, those
feelings will be transferred to the viewer.
Usually, a scene is not able to be painted
without small or large changes being
made, but some are and when that hap-
pens, it’s special. I like to think those al-
terations are what makes a piece unique.”

This collaboration will transform the
gallery into a serene and immersive space,
replacing chaos with the tranquility of
nature and the stillness of quiet.

problem as to what they could do with it and
I’'m sure that’s why it has been ended.

For some artists in South Carolina,
getting into this collection or receiving
a fellowship is a false measuring stick of
their artistic career. I've heard that some
artists feel their career would be considered
incomplete without reaching one or both of
these goals, and that is just sad.

In my opinion, in my 38 + years of being
involved in SC’s visual art community the
SC Arts Commission is not a friend of all
artists working and living here. They select
who they will help based on them having
to be a non-profit and passing some sort
of grade which will pass muster with their
friends in other arts agencies, they spend
a lot of time and effort keeping up with the
Jones and in most cases they fall far short of
even keeping up.

They do not provide help and opportunity
to the average artists by not providing skills
training, exhibit opportunities, and helping
them to become self-sufficient. Many of
the groups they fund are just not cutting it
and probably never will. Giving money to
groups who are just getting by isn’t doing
any good in South Carolina. The visual
artists need more and I don’t think they will
ever get it under the current system.

Think of what all that money they spent
on this collection could have done build-
ing up the needs of those other non-profits
in SC’s art community. Some could have
more than one paid staff member, some
could update their websites, and some could
publicize the activities they present. But why

start dreaming now - they probably would
have given the money to the performing arts
groups anyway. Oh well.

- allows viewers to experience the beauty
of each site from an almost first-hand
perspective.

Butcher’s unique technique enables
him to capture a breathtaking amount of
detail within his images. He shoots with
an 8 x 10 wooden large-format view cam-
era from the 1940s, creating an extraor-
dinary depth of field through a synthesis
of wide-angled lenses and a small lens
opening. His large negatives, combined
with orange and blue filters and a longer-

The Hickory Museum of Art in Hick-
ory, NC, will present two new exhibitions
including Indigenous Ancestral Memory:
Virgil Ortiz, on view in the Museum’s
Entrance, Shuford & Coe Galleries,
from Mar. 1 through Aug. 31, 2025, and
Indigenous Ancestral Memory: Catawba
Nation, on view in the Museum’s Third
Floor Mezzanine Gallery, from Mar. 1
through Aug. 31,2025. Receptions for
both exhibits will be held on Mar. 1, be-
ginning at 7pm.

Cochiti Pueblo artist Virgil Ortiz
continues his REVOLT 1680/2180 saga
at Hickory Museum of Art with a brand
new chapter. The artist draws inspira-
tion from the most successful Indigenous
uprising against a colonizing power in
North American History, the 1680 Pueblo
Revolt. Ortiz keeps Cochiti pottery tradi-
tions alive but transforms them into a
contemporary vision that embraces his
Pueblo history and culture and merges it
with apocalyptic themes, science fiction,
and his own storytelling.

Ortiz brings his narrative to life at
HMA through immersive projection and
sound, augmented reality, traditional Co-
chiti pottery, monumental contemporary
pottery, and surprises being debuted at
our Museum. This exhibition encourages
repeat visitation as you engage with the
story and meet the rebellion’s protago-
nists.

Ortiz has developed 19 groups of
characters that represent the 19 Pueblos
that still remain. HMA'’s storyline high-
lights Tahu, leader of the Blind Archers.
The beautiful, evocative Tahu reflects
the strength, power, and resilience of the
Pueblo women.

Ortiz describes Tahu: “Tahu is pur-
posely blinded by the oppressors for her
combat prowess. She recruits a ‘spirit
army’ and relentlessly battles the enemy
[the colonial oppressors]. Tahu is a Pueblo
superhero. Her example leads young peo-
ple to seek the truth and defeat their fear.
Tahu is inspired by and honors Pueblo
women, including my late mother. Women
keep the stories of our people, our tradi-
tions, and ceremonies alive. Our mothers
teach us to face adversity with a positive
outlook. We have endured because we
face our fears, both real and imagined.

One of the most revolutionary potters
of his time, Ortiz’s works have been ex-
hibited in museum collections worldwide,

including the Design Museum Den Bosch,
Fondation Cartier pour I’ Art Contempo-
rain, Triennale Milano, Smithsonian In-
stitution, Denver Art Museum, Lowe Art
Museum in Miami, and the Autry Muse-
um in Los Angeles. His latest exhibition,
1 AM: Indigenous Ancestral Memory at
Hickory Museum of Art, is a testament to
his global influence and visionary artistry.
Ortiz, the youngest of six children,
grew up in a creative environment in
which storytelling, collecting clay, gather-
ing wild plants, and producing figurative
pottery was part of everyday life. His
grandmother Laurencita Herrera and his
mother, Seferina Ortiz, were both re-
nowned Pueblo potters and part of an on-
going matrilineal heritage. “I didn’t even
know it was art that was being produced
while I was growing up,” he remembers.
Ortiz keeps Cochiti pottery traditions alive
but transforms them into a contemporary
vision that embraces his Pueblo history
and culture and merges it with apocalyp-
tic themes, science fiction, and his own
storytelling.

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tral lands along the banks of the Catawba
River dating back at least 6,000 years.
Before contact with the Europeans it is
believed that the Nation inhabited most
of the Piedmont area of South Carolina,
North Carolina and parts of Virginia.
Early counts of the Catawba people made
by Spanish explorers estimated the popu-
lation of the tribe at the time as between
15,000-25,000. After settlers arrived in
the area, two rounds of smallpox deci-
mated the tribe’s numbers, and by 1849
the once large group was down to under
100 citizens. Now there are currently over
3,300 enrolled members of the Nation.
The Catawba have a long history and a
rich culture that lives on today.

An unbroken chain of pottery produc-
tion has helped preserve a cultural identity
that was nearly lost after European settle-
ment. Traditionally, women made pot-
tery; but when the population declined so
severely, everybody had to make pottery.
This activity helped maintain community
traditions and is now one of the purest
folk art forms in this country.

Utilizing clay dug near the Catawba
River, the Catawbas’ methods of produc-
tion are nearly unchanged since the Wood-
land (1000 B.C.E.—600 C.E.) and Missis-
sippian (600-1600 C.E.) periods. It is the
oldest continuously practiced traditional
art form found east of the Mississippi
River. This unbroken tradition helped pre-
serve the cultural identity of the Catawba
and restore their Federal status that was
taken during the Termination Act.

Catawba pottery is handbuilt using tra-
ditional coiling techniques. Handles and

legs are attached by riveting, pushing the
attachment through a hole pierced in the
pot. This technique creates features that
will not break-off easily. Once pots are air
dried, the surface is scraped even with a
piece of bone, antler, or a knife and then
burnished to a shine with a smooth river
stone (or other favorite object). Decora-
tion, if desired, is then incised into the sur-
face. Firing is often in two stages. A fire
is built in a pit and the pots placed near it
to heat. Then the warmed pots are placed
in the pit to complete the process. Smoke
from the burning wood creates distinctive
patterns on the surfaces of the pots. Glazes
are not used.

Work y Ayana Ross
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SOCO Gallery in Charlotte, NC,
Features Works by Anne_ Buckwalter

SOCO Gallery in Charlotte, NC, is pre-
senting a solo exhibition of new gouache on
panel and gouache on paper works by Anne
Buckwalter: Still Life At Home, on view
through Apr. 9,2025. This is Buckwalter’s
first exhibition with SOCO Gallery.

Still Life at Home is a meditation on the
small pleasures of rural life, and the inter-
section of domesticity, interiority, and erotic
imagination. The paintings focus on the
rituals of housework and daily rural living.
Seasons change, as seen in the background
of the compositions, but there is a striking
loyalty to the serenity of an interior world
despite an ever-changing exterior one.

Living in rural Maine, Buckwalter found
that “in the undistracted stillness, there
is the invitation to obsess, to fantasize, to
burrow inwards and see how deep you can
go.” This body of work calls attention to
the artist’s close-looking at simple details
mixed with unexpectedly provocative
subject matter.

Strawberry Jam depicts a scene where
a steaming pot sits on the stove beside a
bowl of softened strawberries. On the shelf
above, a nude statuette can be seen among
mugs, a candle, and a patterned pitcher. “I
see my work as a kind of exercise in making
what is boring erotic, and what is erotic
boring,” says Buckwalter. Her childhood
home was full of Pennsylvania Dutch folk
art, decorative crafts, painted furniture, and
textiles. These items bring her a sense of
comfort and finding their way into her cur-
rent home and into her paintings, create an
ideal environment for these juxtapositions
to occur.

Buckwalter strives to create work where
viewers can comfortably engage with a
potentially uncomfortable subject. She is
interested in normalizing sex and sexual-
ity, appreciating it as a meaningful topic
deserving of intellectual attention, and
de-sensationalizing it by situating the erotic
within the context of the everyday.

Figures are not always seen in her inte-
riors, but when they are, they are cropped
or shown through a door in the background
of the work in a way that conceals their
faces, and sometimes even their gender.
Their actions, therefore, take precedence. In
Knees in the Moonlight, a couple’s legs are
seen entangled in bed while in Snowstorm
Breakfast, a female figure nude from the
waist down enjoys a meal of eggs, toast, and
avocado as snow falls outside.

Pretzel Day displays a variety of objects
across a large kitchen that only hint at the
homeowner’s actions. While some items are
explicit, others make viewers question what
is and what is not meant to be suggestive,

achieving Buckwalter’s intention to blur the
lines of sexuality and its perception.

Anne Buckwalter’s creative practice
explores female identity and the coexis-
tence of contradictory elements. Inspired by
the folk art traditions of her Pennsylvania
Dutch heritage, her work arranges disparate
objects in mysterious domestic interiors and
ambiguous spaces. By imagining obscure
narratives that embrace paradoxes, her
paintings delve into questions about the
body, femininity, sexuality, and desire.

Buckwalter is the recipient of a 2020-
2021 Pollock-Krasner Foundation Grant,

a 2020 Idea Fund Grant, and a 2016 Joan
Mitchell Foundation Emerging Artist Grant.
She has been an artist-in-residence at the
Galveston Artist Residency, Vermont Studio
Center, Studios at Mass MoCA , Hewnoaks
Artist Colony, and Banff Centre for Arts and
Creativity.

Her solo exhibition, Manors, opened at
the Farnsworth Art Museum in February
2025. Her exhibition history includes the
Portland Museum of Art, Portland, ME;
Woodmere Art Museum, Philadelphia, PA;
Boston University Gallery, Boston, MA;
The Painting Center, New York, NY, and
others. Her paintings have been highlighted
in New American Paintings, Juxtapoz, Hy-
perallergic, and The New York Times, and
included in the collections of the Institute of
Contemporary Art Miami; Aishti Founda-
tion, Lebanon; Zuzeum, Latvia; X Museum,
Beijing; Art Museum of West Virginia, and
Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts.

Buckwalter’s writing has been featured
in McSweeney’s Internet Tendency. She is
represented by Rachel Uffner Gallery (New
York, NY), Pentimenti Gallery (Philadel-
phia, PA), Micki Meng (San Francisco,
CA), and Rebecca Camacho Presents (San
Francisco, CA). She currently lives and
works in Durham, Maine.

Morganton, NC, Celebrates Murals
Focused on Art, Community, and
Economic Growth - Mar. 7 & 8, 2025

This March, Morganton will celebrate
art, culture, and community as TOSS
unveils three stunning murals created by
regional artists in partnership with the
Community Mural Institute (CMI). TOSS, a
program of The Industrial Commons, is an
art studio founded by local artists and arts
educators. TOSS has led this project from
conception to completion with commu-
nity volunteers dedicating countless hours
through input, decision making, artists
housing, and collaborative painting. The
three murals, which explore the concepts
of identity, opportunity, and belonging
in Burke County, will be unveiled with
unique ribbon cuttings on Mar. 7 and 8,
2025. These murals depict Women at Work,
Rural Futures: Pathways to Thriving, and
Celebrating the Deaf Community.

In the US, the arts and culture sector is a
$1.1 trillion industry, representing 4.3% of
the nation's gross domestic product (GDP).
In Burke County, we have plenty of room
for growth. Currently, less than 1% of our
workforce is employed in Arts, Entertain-
ment, and Recreation. In a letter of support
for this project, Alan Wood, President/CEO
of Burke Development Inc., shared: “The
success of this project will not only broaden
access to public art in Burke, but the train-
ing program for local muralists will result in
sustainable employment for the participat-
ing individuals.” By positioning Morganton
as a hub of creativity and innovation, this
project aligns with The Industrial Com-
mons' mission to promote community resil-
ience and equitable economic development.

More than just beautifying neighbor-
hoods, this project highlights the role of
public art in economic development and
creative placemaking. Through TOSS’ part-
nership with the CMI, 24 artists from across
North Carolina and neighboring states have
gained skills in large-scale mural creation,
project management, and community
engagement. This initiative amplifies the vi-
sion and voice of Appalachian communities
while building a corridor of creative talent,
now numbering 40 artists in Kentucky, West
Virginia, Virginia, Georgia, North and South
Carolina, and who have been trained by
CMI and its founders, GoodSpace Mural.

While community murals are popular,
few programs provide artists with a stipend
to learn how to make them through demo-
cratic decision-making and community-
centered design. CMI’s training combines
online and classroom instruction, hands-on
learning, and professional mentorship for
artists, using the “GoodSpace Method,”
which utilizes the indirect polytab mural
technique.

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This experience not only impacts our
community, but also the artists who are be-
ing trained by CMI. Artists who participated
in the first round of TOSS murals explained
the impact on their careers and broader
lives. Sachi Dely, shared, “My experience
with CMI was life-changing. I made con-
nections and learned a new skill that I can
carry on long after the program is over.”
Mia Loia stated, “I truly enjoyed so many
aspects of this residency. It has been one of
the most impactful experiences I have been
a part of since moving to NC. I have no
doubt it will influence the way I engage as a
public artist for the rest of my career.”

During the beginning stages of the
project, artists learned to engage commu-
nities and gather input for the design. In
May 2024, three artist teams held Com-
munity Input Meetings with over 120 Burke
County residents to better understand and
conceptualize each theme by focusing on
collecting personal stories and experiences.
You can read more about the input and deci-
sion making process for each mural on our
website.

Burke County residents were able to
participate in bringing the murals to life
firsthand in July, 2024, through a Paint
Party at Forest Hill Elementary School.
TOSS invited the community to participate
in the mural production process by using
a paint-by-number technique on polytab
fabric. Over 240 community members
attended. Britt Ruhe, Co-Director of the
Community Mural Institute, shared: “Com-
munity paint parties are one of our favorite
parts of this process. You don’t need to have
any experience - just show up with your
family and friends, ready to help! Once the
murals go up, you’ll be able to point to a
section and say, ‘See that part right there? I
painted that!’”

Successes rarely come without chal-
lenges. TOSS faced a few roadblocks along
the way, including:

Site Selection - Securing mural loca-

tions without historic approval requirements
caused delays. Two sites, over 70 years

old, required reports for the North Carolina
State Historic Preservation Office, adding
unexpected time constraints. The big lesson
here: plan extra time and always have a
backup plan.

Defining the Scope - the mural themes
were focused broadly - "Women at Work,"
"Celebrating the Deaf Community," and
"The Future of Work" - to allow for com-
munity input. The richness of shared history
made narrowing designs difficult, leaving
some input behind. This reinforced the
importance of clear creative constraints. To
honor all contributions, they archived input
on their website.

Weather Delays - Hurricane Helene
disrupted the installation and ribbon-cutting
in October, forcing timelines to be adjusted
for safety.

From Mar. 1-7, artists will install the
murals, piecing panels together like perma-
nent wallpaper, refining and overpainting
seams. If you’re nearby, drive by to see the
progress!

To sustain this impact, TOSS is devel-
oping a documentary and K-12 curriculum
exploring cultural care, entrepreneurship,
and local history. The murals will also be
featured in the Hometown Walkabout Tour,
another program of The Industrial Com-
mons, fostering ongoing dialogue about the
community.

intimate partner violence in their lifetime,
making this exhibition’s message of healing
and resilience particularly vital to our com-
munity.

A com-
bination of paint and quilting are patched
together to capture these seemingly small
moments that reflect the happiness, pride
and depth of motherhood. These mo-
ments are depicted in an illustrative style
that distills the essence of its subjects.
Subtle clues of the subject’s identity are
exposed whether it be the strong emphasis
on hair to allude to the blackness of the
subjects or patterning within their cloth-
ing. In many ways each piece serves as
self-portraiture as they are moments that
have evoked an emotional response from
the artist.

Adams comes from a lineage of quil-
ters and creatives. The practice of quilting
allows Adams to work from home within
the chaos of raising two daughters. Her
girls, Zoe and Norah, are able to experi-
ence these moments and witness the
process of translating life into art through
their mother’s lens. Adams has created
heirlooms that memorialize these specific
points in time for the Adams and provide
a tangible means of holding onto these
moments.

The quilts themselves breakdown art
institution norms by bringing together
painting and craft. These objects give the
viewer the sensation of warmth, comfort
and home.

Bloom For Yesterday in essence is a
love letter to Adams’ younger self. As
products of divorce and troubled youths,
both Rachel and Ryan are dedicated to
providing a life for their girls that is full
of adventure, creativity and love. In many
ways they are able to experience things
for the first time alongside their girls and
in return their own inner child is able to
blossom in ways they didn’t know they
were capable of. On a broader scale the
work serves as a reminder of Black joy.
As a Black family living in Maine it is

not often Black families are represented
enjoying the Maine landscape. These mo-
ments provide a narrative of joy despite
the hardships people of color endure.

This spring Adams alongside her
husband and creative partner will install
a mural at the Worcester Art Museum in
Massachusetts.

Adams says, “T am interested in
distilling personal memories and experi-
ences into abstractions.

These shapes, icons, and portraits are
patched and pieced together as a way of
documenting family connections.”

The Ackland is fortunate to have Amer-
ican paintings on long-term loan from the
Terra Foundation for American Art. These
paintings are the centerpieces of the three
sections of Triple Take: Dialogues with
the Terra Collection-in-Residence. Each
section of about twenty objects has dif-
ferent curators, who have gathered works
from the Ackland that connect in often
unexpected ways with the Terra Founda-
tion loans.

This three-part exhibition begins with
Lyonel Feininger’s Denstedt (1917), a
powerful and expressionistic view of a
German village. This painting serves as
the starting point for an exploration of the
artist’s achievements across his career,
curated by Peter Nisbet. Dana Cowen
explores themes of looking, the mirror,
and privacy through Archibald Motley’s
Between Acts (1935). Ammi Phillips’s
Girl in a Red Dress (c. 1835) and Robert
Henri’s Sylvester (1914) anchor a selec-
tion of representations of children chosen
by Lauren Turner and Carolyn Allmend-
inger. This final part of the exhibition
explores how knowing or not knowing
the names and biographical details of the
people depicted can affect our experience
of the artworks.

Cumulatively, Triple Take invites the
visitor to experience the Terra Foundation
loans in a new way. The three contrasting
curatorial approaches show how the Ack-
land’s rich and deep collection can create

a space for reinterpreting works of art.
This exhibition is supported in part
by the Terra Foundation for American Art
and Laura & Walter Elcock.

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Craven Allen Gallery in Durham, NC,
Features Works by Damlan Stamer

Craven Allen Gallery in Durham, NC,
will present Twins, featuring works by
Damian Stamer, on view from Mar. 8
through May 8, 2025. A reception will be
held on Mar. 8, from 5-7pm.

Twins features a selection of paintings
exploring Damian Stamer’s life as an
identical twin, and how that identity inter-
sects with his experience of memory and
place. “I have long experienced the subtle
dance between mirror and self - a relation-
ship marked by both profound similarity
and unique divergence” he explains. “This
exhibition transforms that lifelong dy-
namic into a visual exploration that delves
into the psychological depths of what it
means to see oneself in another.”

Stamer continues his practice of using
Artificial Intelligence as part of his artistic
process. To supplement his own memory
of a scene, he will input a text description
of a moment from his childhood as he
recalls it into an Al program, generating
images that range from the familiar to
the uncanny. Using these as inspiration,
Stamer paints in oil on board with his
unmistakable brushstrokes, beginning
as sweeping gestural marks at the edges
of the composition that come together
to form expertly rendered interiors and
landscapes.

Stamer says his paintings “... are

layered conversations between organic
memory and digital possibility, invit-

ing viewers to contemplate not only the
intimate bond between twins but also the
broader dialogue between human creativ-
1ty and emergmg technology

Stamer has quickly become one of
the region’s most important artists, with
paintings in notable museum, corporate
and private collections. Museum exhibi-
tions include Ruminations, a solo show at
the Gibbes Museum of Art in Charleston,
SC; Altered Land at the North Carolina
Museum of Art in Raleigh, NC, and Area
919 at Duke University’s Nasher Museum
in Durham.

Stamer offered the following state-
ment, “Twins is a deeply personal medita-
tion on duality, reflection, and the unseen
layers that define our identities. As an
identical twin, I have long experienced the
subtle dance between mirror and self—a
relationship marked by both profound
similarity and unique divergence. This ex-
hibition transforms that lifelong dynamic
into a visual exploration that delves into
the psychological depths of what it means
to see oneself in another.”

“The creative process behind Twins is
as much about collaboration as it is about
introspection,” says Stamer. “I began by
entering a childhood memory containing
the word Twins into DALL-E 2, an Al
image generator, to produce reference im-
agery that resonates with the abstract and
multifaceted nature of duplication. These
images, emerging from an algorithm’s
unpredictable interpretation, provided me
with a reservoir of visual cues that oscil-
late between the familiar and the uncanny.
They serve as the initial spark that informs

each painting I create. Similarly, the title
of each painting contains the prompt that
created its reference image.”

“In reinterpreting these digital render-
ings onto panel, I embrace both me-
ticulous technique and the spontaneity
inherent in working with Al-generated
forms,” adds Stamer. “This dual approach
mirrors the twin experience: one part de-
liberate human expression, the other part
the unpredictable reflection of machine
learning. The resulting works are layered
conversations between organic memory
and digital possibility, inviting view-
ers to contemplate not only the intimate
bond between twins but also the broader
dialogue between human creativity and
emerging technology.”

“Twins thus becomes a metaphor for
the multiplicity of identity in the digital
era. It interrogates how our internal land-
scapes - shaped by shared histories, inti-
mate bonds, and personal memories - are
simultaneously mirrored and transformed
by the external forces of technologi-
cal innovation. In this series, the artist’s
deeply sentient and intuitive brushwork
stands in stark contrast to the algorithmi-
cally driven, non-sentient suggestions of
an Al collaborator, creating a space where
human emotion and digital computation
converge and transform one another.”

“Engagement with these works en-
courages an exploration of the complex
layers of selthood, prompting questions
about where one identity ends and another
begins (as the boundaries between human
and Al become blurrier by the minute).
The reflective surface of every painted
image reveals not merely a twin of some
kind, but a portal to a deeper understand-
ing of how identities are constructed in an
increasingly interconnected, algorithmi-
cally influenced world,” says Stamer.

Damian Stamer (b. American, 1982)
received his Master of Fine Arts from the
University of North Carolina at Chapel
Hill as a Jacob K. Javits fellow in 2013
and his Bachelor of Fine Arts from the
Herberger Institute of Art and Design and
Barrett, The Honors College at Arizona
State University (where he studied paint-
ing with Craven Allen Gallery artist Bev-
erly Mclver) as a National Merit scholar
in 2007. He also studied at the Hungarian
University of Fine Arts as a Fulbright
grantee, and the State Academy of Art and
Design in Stuttgart, Germany as a Rotary
Ambassadorial scholar.

Damian’s contemporary paintings ex-
plore themes of memory and loss through
formal and conceptual approaches. De-
tailed architectural forms reminiscent of
his childhood memories of the South are
combined with gestural brushstrokes that
push and pull the images into existence.
The artist lives and works in Durham, NC.

Metal sculptor, Jason Smith, has cre-
ated a variety of large and small-scale
sculptures for this show. Smith combines
found objects with metal that he has cut,
welded, and forged, to create sculptures of
great balance, strength, and beauty. Smith
writes, “As an artist, [ am driven by the
belief that spirit resides in the overlooked
and the ordinary. My work is a journey of
transformation, where I take found objects
- discarded fragments of the world - and
reforge them into metal sculptures that
embody tranquility and mindfulness.”

Smith sees his sculptures as “invita-
tions to pause, to breathe, and to find
harmony in the interplay of strength and
softness, chaos and calm.”

Jude Lobe is an artist who enjoys
working with many different types of me-
dia, and she will be exhibiting both sculp-
tures and paintings in this show. Lobe
writes that her new collection presents “an
expression of the Native American phi-
losophy of interconnectedness, balance,
and respect for nature, manifesting in both
my totemic sculptures and my endangered
landscapes.” Her totems are intended to
bridge the ancient and the contemporary,
serving “as both a narrative and a conver-
sation” through the use of bold expression
and thoughtfully crafted details.

Lobe’s endangered landscape paintings
are done in the minimalist style, allowing
the viewers “to infuse their own emotions
into the landscape.” She hopes that they
will serve a dual purpose of encouraging
the viewers to consider the interconnect-
edness of all things while reminding us to
respect the fragile balance we share with
our surroundings.

Martha Danek’s painted gourd sculp-
tures and mixed-media assemblages are

inspired by an awareness of details, both
in nature and in the everyday items from
our lives. Danek writes, “I looked back at
the meanings assigned to flowers during
Victorian times, as well as the symbol-
ism that many cultures have connected

to animals, for inspiration in creating

this collection of gourd sculptures. I love
the images that our title, “Tapping into
Spirit”, evokes - I believe that there are
messages of inspiration all around us, and
that our lives are enriched when we allow
ourselves to notice them.”

Danek’s mixed-media wall sculptures
incorporate found objects, such as old
washboards or pieces of barn wood, to
create sculptures that reflect different
aspects of contemporary life. The found
objects themselves are already filled with
history and potential symbolism; Danek
enjoys marrying these objects with small
paintings and sculptures of her own mak-
ing, creating assemblages that nod to the
past while representing life today.

The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts is
owned and operated by 21 local artists
and represents these established artists
exhibiting contemporary fine art and fine
craft.

Inspired by the Abstract Expres-
sionist painters, Ray also draws from the Dada
and Fluxus movements.

in various media by Corrie McCallum (1914 —
2009), Jasper Johns (born 1930), and Grainger
McKoy (born 1947), all of whom graduated
from high school in Sumter, SC. McCallum, a
Sumter native, graduated in 1932 from Sumter
High School, after which she enrolled at the
University of South Carolina, and later studied
at the Boston Museum School of Art. In addi-
tion to sustaining her career as a painter and
printmaker, McCallum pioneered art education
in the South, teaching at the Gibbes Art Gallery,
Telfair Academy in Savannah, Newberry Col-
lege, and the College of Charleston. In 1960,
she became the first professional Curator of Art
Education at the Gibbes. Johns graduated as
the valedictorian of his 1947 class at Edmunds
High School, which was known as Sumter High
School until the 1939-1940 school year. After
attending the University of South Carolina, he

relocated to New York City, where he gained
prominence in the mid-1950s for his paintings
of American flags, targets, alphabets, and
numerals (“things the mind already knows,” as
Johns famously said). He is considered one of
the most influential painters of the Post-World
War era and America’s preeminent living artist.
McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After
studying architecture and biology at Clemson
University, he joined his knowledge of the
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver,
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique
sculptures that fool the eye and defy grav-

ity. His works are found in major public and
private collections, most notably at Brookgreen
Gardens and the Greenville County Museum
of Art. Ongoing - Watermedia in the Age of
Wyeth. When he was only 20, Andrew Wyeth
(1917 — 2009) enjoyed a sold-out exhibition

of his watercolors at New York City’s Macbeth
Gallery in 1937. The young artist was heralded
for revitalizing the medium, and his career was
launched. Over the next 72 years, as his meth-
ods evolved from broad abstracted washes of
color to the intricate hatching of his signature
drybrush technique, Wyeth firmly established
his mastery of modern watermedia, which may
include watercolor, gouache, tempera, acrylic,
or ink (and combinations thereof). Selected
from the GCMA permanent collection, this exhi-
bition offers the opportunity to witness Andrew
Wyeth'’s artistic evolution over time and invites
comparison with other accomplished waterme-
dia luminaries who worked during Wyeth’s life.

He also became associated
with the American Artist Group designing
Christmas cards, an occupation which he kept
up throughout the majority of his artistic career.
Krisel was a distinguished artist, architect, and
teacher as well as a loving father and husband.
Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including

Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at

the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

of about twenty objects has different curators,
who have gathered works from the Ackland that
connect in often unexpected ways with the Terra
Foundation loans. This three-part exhibition
begins with Lyonel Feininger’s Denstedt (1917),
a powerful and expressionistic view of a German
village. This painting serves as the starting point
for an exploration of the artist’s achievements
across his career, curated by Peter Nisbet. Dana
Cowen explores themes of looking, the mirror,
and privacy through Archibald Motley’s Between
Acts (1935). Ammi Phillips’s Girl in a Red Dress
(c. 1835) and Robert Henri's Sylvester (1914)
anchor a selection of representations of children
chosen by Lauren Turner and Carolyn Allmend-
inger. This final part of the exhibition explores
how knowing or not knowing the names and bio-
graphical details of the people depicted can affect
our experience of the artworks. Through July
13 - "Processing Systems: Bonding by Sherrill
Roland". In the exhibition, monumental square
grids of multi-colored numbers dominate the exhi-
bition space like giant sudoku puzzles. To create
them, artist Sherrill Roland reclaims United
States Federal and State Correctional Identifica-
tion Numbers and repurposes them through what
he considers to be a systematized portraiture
making technique. The grids on view act as logic
exercises that scramble and rework the former
correctional IDs of the artist and his father. The

resulting wall drawings create theoretical portraits
of the two subjects. The shared system em-
ployed to create the two works emphasizes the
various bonds shared by these family members
at the same time that the formal qualities of the
drawings evoke lone figures bound by cells.

This exhibition
celebrates the work of artist Robert Ebendorf,
one of the most influential artists in the studio
jewelry movement, beginning in the 1960s to
today. The exhibition features more than 180
works of jewelry, metalwork, drawings, and
archival materials drawn from the Porter * Price
Collection designed by Ebendorf, as well as
faculty and graduates of the metal design
program at East Carolina University. Ebendorf’s
work combines exceptional craftsmanship,
acquired through traditional training in gold- and
silversmithing, with the inventive use of found
objects and other alternative materials such as
acrylic and ColorCore. “Objects of Affection”
follows the evolution of Ebendorf’s designs from
Scandinavian modernism of his early work to his
first use of found objects, including tintype
photographs in the 1960s; juxtapositions of
colored acrylic and precious metals in the 1970s;
use of found newspaper and other textual
elements in the 1980s; his pivotal incorporation of
animal parts in the 1990s; and the remixing and
further development of many of these approach-
es in the 21st century. Delhom Gallery, Through
June 8 - "The Delhom Service League: 50
Golden Years". The Delhom Service League
(DSL) provided a half-century of generous
support and impactful initiatives to The Mint
Museum, helping to fund the acquisition of more
than 200 works of art in the Mint’s collection. The
exhibition celebrates the Delhom Service
League’s enthusiastic support for the Mint by
proudly displaying significant works funded or
gifted by the affiliate group, plus selected
publications, photographs and other memorabilia.
In 2022, the Delhom Service League made the
difficult decision to dissolve as a Mint affiliate.
The league nevertheless remains an indelible
part of the Mint’s history, and its many contribu-
tions rightly deserve the museum’s never-ending
recognition and gratitude. Ongoing - "The Cole
Family: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters".
From crocks, jars, and jugs to pitchers, candle-
holders, and vases, “turning pots” is one of the
oldest and richest craft traditions in North
Carolina. For more than 200 years, members of
the Cole family have been potting in central North
Carolina — Randolph, Moore, Lee, and
Montgomery counties. Six generations of Coles,
and no fewer than 18 individuals, are represented
in The Mint Museum’s permanent collection.
More than 60 highlights of their wares are
included in the installation “The Cole Family: A
Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One reason
for its long-term success is that making pottery
has so often been a family tradition in the state.
Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing, and
firing clay objects to their sons, and in later
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught
their children, and so on through the decades.
These family dynasties not only helped to keep
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity in
techniques and craftsmanship, as well as
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn
North Carolina into one of America’s centers for
handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contempo-
rary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
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the 1980s and today, the show features work by
artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-col-
ored earthenware from Derbyshire, Staffordshire,
and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the
ceramics collection in the museum’s Decorative
Arts holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa".The
African Art Gallery has been re-envisioned. We
have some exciting updates from Mint Museum
Randolph! Thanks to the collaboration with Lisa
Homann, associate professor of art history at
UNC Charlotte, and guest curator of the
reinstallation, the African Art galleries have been
refreshed with a renewed focus on provenance
and a deeper exploration of the collection. The
reinstallation offers fresh perspectives, examining
the works through the lenses of global connec-
tions, domestic experiences, and ceremonial
masquerades, while considering how Western
perceptions have historically shaped African art.
A standout feature of the transformation is the
2024 commission of a Kimi Masquerade
Ensemble by artist David Sanou, created in
Burkina Faso with fully documented prove-
nance—an exceptional addition to the collection.
This is an ongoing project, and we look forward to
continuing our collaboration with Homann and
others to share new insights as they unfold.
Heritage Gallery, Ongoing - Feature works of
art, archival documents, and photographs
documenting the growth and evolution of the
museum, from its beginnings as the original
branch of the US Mint to its founding as an art
museum to the present and beyond. Ongoing -
"Art for the Millions: WPA Prints" and "Carolina
Clay," featuring a display of colorful wares made
between 1920 and 1950 as potters from NC
adapted their works to a market economy. "Art of
the United States," featuring contemporary works
from the Mint's permanent collection, including
works by Romare Bearden, Maud Gatewood,
John Biggers Juan Logan, Tarlton Blackwell,
Radcliffe Bailey, Kojo Griffin, and others. "Art in
the Americas," featuring paintings, precious
metalwork, sculpture, furniture and decorative
arts from the 17th through the 19th centuries
illustrate the unique culture that emerged from
the Spanish colonization of the Americas.

The exhibi-
tion aims to bridge the gap between museums,
galleries, and studios by showcasing thought-
provoking works by the emerging artists living or
working in the Southern United States. The name
"Coined in the South" refers to both The Mint
Museum'’s origins as the first branch of the U.S.
Mint, as well as the act of inventing. Many of the
works selected for the "2024 Coined in the South"
exhibition reflect on personal narratives and
cultural histories. The exhibition transcends any
singular aesthetic, theme, or medium, striving to
mirror the rich diversity and creative spirit of the
Southern arts community. Jurors who helped se-
lect works for this exhibition include: Marshall N.
Price, PHD, Chief Curator and Nancy A. Nasher
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and David J. Haemisegger Curator of Modern
and Contemporary Art, Duke University; Victoria
Ramirez, PHD, Executive Director, Arkansas
Museum of Fine Arts; and Stephanie J. Woods,
Assistant Professor, Interdisciplinary Art, Univer-
sity of New Mexico. Through Mar. 2 - "Kenny
Nguyen: Adaptations". Adaptation is defined

as “the process in which a living thing changes
slightly over time to be able to continue to exist
in a particular environment.” Kenny Nguyen
feels this process materialized within himself, his
lineage, and his methodology of making. Born
and raised on a coconut grove in the Bén Tre
province of Vietnam, the artist lived a quiet rural
life and later moved to the States at the age of
19. This dispersion from his homeland mapped
a new internal geography—a subtle double-con-
sciousness that the artist works with— traversing
the spiritual and physical, the contemporary and
historical.

over 50 photographs that present an overview

has been building a significant portfolio of works
by Mexico City-based photographers Graciela
Iturbide and Maya Goded. Over the decades,
the two photographers have created revealing,
poignant, and powerful images that examine the
intersection of contemporary life and centuries-
long practices throughout North and South
America. Craft + Design Galleries, Ongoing

- "Craft in the Laboratory: The Science of Making
Things," is the first installation in the Southeast to
explore how craft artists and designers use sci-
ence and math concepts when creating works of
art. Presented by Miller Corporation, Craft in the
Laboratory also celebrates a reinstallation of the
Mint’s Craft + Design Galleries—the first since
2010. Co-curated by the Mint’s Senior Curator
of Craft, Design, and Fashion Annie Carlano

and Assistant Curator for Craft, Design, and
Fashion Rebecca Elliot, "Craft in the Laboratory"
includes 100 works from the Mint’s collection
that are made from precious metals, wood, steel,
polymers, and even agricultural waste, that em-
phasize the preciseness of science used to craft
works of art. Made by nationally and internation-
ally renowned artists, the objects are organized
by material and subject throughout the galleries.
Now - The Mint Museum’s new four-story instal-
lation "Foragers" offers a transcendent experi-
ence while celebrating the tradition of women as
makers and providers. Unlike anything ever seen
at The Mint Museum before, Brooklyn-based art-
ist Summer Wheat’s "Foragers" is a monumental
piece of public work of art spanning 96 windows,
four stories, and 3,720 square feet at Mint Muse-
um Uptown’s Robert Haywood Morrison Atrium.
The myriad of vibrant panels that give the illusion
of stained glass and celebrates the tradition of
women as makers and providers. "Foragers" is
part of a larger exhibition "In Vivid Color," which
brings together four innovative contemporary
artists—Wheat, Gisela Colon, Spencer Finch,
and Jennifer Steinkamp—who create works
celebrating the power of color and its ability to
permeate the space around us. Their work is
juxtaposed with a selection of paintings and
works on paper, drawn primarily from The Mint
Museum’s permanent collection, which show-
case artists’ more traditional exploration of color.
Ongoing - The Mint Museum Uptown houses the
world renowned collections of the Mint Museum
of Craft + Design, as well as the American Art and
Contemporary Art collections and selected works
from the European Art collection. The building
also includes a café, a Family Gallery, painting
and ceramics studios, classrooms, a 240-seat
auditorium, a Special Events Pavilion with
outdoor terrace, and an expanded Museum Shop
specializing in crafts of the Carolinas.

But what about their capacity to produce gestures
with cultural significance, to hold the tangible
marks of living and aging across time, or to be
wounded and healed? This exhibition presents
the work of artists who address these broader
themes and others. Collectively, theirimages and
sculptures explore human experiences that are
at once universal and unique: vulnerability and
strength, social expectations and self-determina-
tion, hopes and memories, love and loss.

Following the success last academic year of the
collection exhibition, Making Room: Familiar Art,
New Stories is Making Connections: Art, Place,
and Relationships. Building on the museum’s
desire to engage its audiences in more personal
and meaningful ways, this installation of works
from the collection showcases the Weatherspoon
as an academic museum with deep connections
to and relationships with its campus, Greens-
boro, and broader communities. Back in 1941,
the Weatherspoon was founded with the goal of
serving as a teaching resource specifically for
UNCG'’s department of art. Over the course of its
80+ years, the museum’s mission has expanded
to serve many more. Objects included in this
iteration of collection highlights showcase the
Weatherspoon'’s relationship over the years with
various art collectors, UNCG fine art alumni and
faculty, Greensboro community leaders, artists
who taught at Black Mountain College and those
who exhibited in the museum’s signature exhibi-
tion, Art on Paper, as well as a few of the many
UNCG departments that currently incorporate
the museum’s collection into their pedagogy.
The Bob & Lissa Shelley McDowell Gal-

lery, Through Apr. 26 - "Crip* | Artists Engage
with Disability."v This group exhibition features
contemporary artists who engage with experi-
ences and understandings of disability. They do
so by thinking about the ways that one’s personal
experience of disability always intersects with
other aspects of their life. Some of the artists in
the show identify as disabled and some do not,
but each has a relationship to at least one identity
that is not perceived as normal. Too often, such
artists are expected to “perform” these identities
by making images of themselves. While those
images can help diversify the art world, they can
also pigeonhole artists, flatten our interpretations
of their work, and make the distinctions between
“normal” and “not-normal” more rigid.

Northwest
Bedroom Gallery, Through Oct. 20 - "Good
Impressions: Portraits Across Three Centuries
from Reynolda and Wake Forest". Portraits are
often taken at face value - as accurate represen-
tations of a person’s appearance, sometimes
removed by decades or centuries. But portraits
are often the products of delicate negotiations
between artist and subject. Sometimes they flat-
ter, exaggerating the sitter’s beauty or rich attire.
Sometimes they capture the subject engaged in
his or her occupation, whether pausing during
study or painting in his or her studio. Sometimes
they celebrate an auspicious occasion, such as
a recent engagement or the imminent birth of a
child. This exhibition features three centuries of
portraits of men and women, Black and White,
solitary and companionate, classic and modern.
“Good Impressions” was mounted to mark the
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recent conservation treatment of John Singleton
Copley’s 1762 “Portrait of Mrs. Daniel Rogers”
(Elizabeth Gorham Rogers) in the collection of
Wake Forest University, and Reynolda House’s
recent acquisition of Kwame Brathwaite’s 1973
photograph “Changing Times”. West Bedroom
Gallery, Through Oct. 19 - "Leigh Ann Hall-
berg: Phenoms". In her “Phenoms series”, artist
Leigh Ann Hallberg creates large-scale abstract
paintings inspired by her journey through local
landscapes, including the Reynolda landscape.
Hallberg, who has taught painting at Wake Forest
University since 1999, chose a square format for
the series, which she says leaves the viewer’s
understanding of the work open - the abstract
painting is neither portrait nor landscape. Instead,
it is a pretend space in which the viewer is able
to reconsider and reimagine their experience

of nature through the works. Hallberg employs

a variety of color palettes and metal leaf. She
uses the medium of watercolor in order to pull
out its inherent qualities of flow, dripping, and
puddling, which she considers nearly indexical
with substances of the natural world: water, soil,
and vegetation. In fact, most of the watercolor
pigments are derived from materials found in the
earth. The metal leaf invokes the idea of time and
its passage, as the viewer’s perception of the leaf
(reflective, a void, a light) shifts over the course
of the day, under various lighting conditions and
viewing angles. The works in the “Phenoms
series” represent Hallberg’s felt resonance with
and sense of wonder about the natural world.
East Bedroom Gallery, Through Dec. 31 - "Still
| Rise: The Black Experience at Reynolda".

“Into a daybreak that's wondrously clear / I rise.”
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still | Rise,” published in
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience
in the face of oppression. In the 1980s, Angelou
used Reynolda as her stage, sharing words of
humanity, survival, and triumph. But before her,
numerous Black lives impacted and intersected
with the story of Reynolda. “Still | Rise: The

Black Experience at Reynolda” examines the
lives of the Black women and men who helped
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow
era working estate into a museum for American
art. From 1912 through the 1950s, during one of
the most repressive climates for Black people in
North Carolina history, Black men and women
navigated Reynolda’s segregated spaces—farm-
ing the land, constructing buildings, and working
as domestic staff within Reynolda’s walls. During
this era, segregation, the exploitation of Black
labor, and laws that regulated Black behavior
affected the lives of all individuals in the Reyn-
olda story, whether at Reynolda or at the R.J.
Reynolds Tobacco Company. While the struggle
for equality did not end with the Civil Rights Act
of 1964, the story of Reynolda pivoted to one of
a public cultural institution. When it opened its
doors in 1967, Reynolda’s intersection with Black
lives shifted as the young, fledgling museum
provided a venue for Black artists to celebrate
their art. Artists such as Jacob Lawrence, Ro-
mare Bearden, and Maya Angelou transformed
the historic setting into a stage for their art and
teachings. Through art, letters, photographs, and
audiovisual recordings, “Still | Rise: The Black
Experience at Reynolda” examines Reynolda’s
complicated past in a space designed for reflec-
tion and healing. This exhibition has been made
possible in part by the National Endowment for
the Humanities. East Bedroom Sleeping Porch,
Ongoing - Featuring a condensed version of the
fall 2023 exhibition “Smith & Libby: Two Rings,
Seven Months, One Bullet”. This semi-permanent
exhibition presents a fascinating look at an
unsolved shooting that rocked the Reynolda
estate and made national headlines in 1932. Like
most family homes, Reynolda House witnessed
its share of tragedies, none more shocking than
the death by gunshot of Zachary Smith (“Smith”)
Reynolds, youngest child of R.J. and Katharine
Smith Reynolds. Soon after midnight on July

6, 1932, Smith was shot on a sleeping porch at
the family’s country estate. Smith died later that
morning. Smith’s wife Libby Holman and Smith’s
childhood friend and secretary Albert “Ab” Walker
wre ultimately charged with first-degree murder.
In a stunning reversal, the case was dropped
before coming to trial. To this day, it is not known
whether Smith Reynolds, 20-year-old heir and
renowned aviator, died by suicide, accident or
murder.
