Work by Pam Winegard

An encaustic painter, Pam Winegard’s
artwork reflects her developing critical
view of social and cultural subject matter
as it relates to the concept of community.
She recently worked on murals with
Charlotte Mecklenburg Schools and the
South Carolina National Guard. The Arts
& Science Council awarded her a scholar-
ship to attend Penland School of Crafts
and she has recently been selected as an
Affiliate Artist-in-Residence at the McColl
Center for Visual Art and a residency at
the Vermont Studio Center.

Isaac Payne explores pedestrian views
of the modern land and cityscape through
draftsmanship, a subtle palette of paint-
ing and drawing media, and combined
surfaces of paper. He is a winner of the
New American Paintings 2010 Southern
Competition, and an Affiliate Artist (2011-
2012) at the McColl Center for Visual Art
in Charlotte, where he also lives.

Work by Sharon D

Janet Lasher’s work emphasizes the
textural and surface qualities of fiber,
textile, and handmade paper. She was
awarded a printmaking residency at the
Penland School of Craft and an Affiliate
Artist residency at the McColl Center for
Visual Art. Lasher is currently an MFA
student at Winthrop University investigat-
ing figurative sculpture. Her work can be
found in private and corporate collections
including the Bernina International Col-
lection in Switzerland.

In her paintings, Sharon Dowell cap-
tures the energy of place and explores the
theme of man vs. nature. Collections in-
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clude the BLT Steakhouse (Ritz Carlton-
Charlotte), Duke Energy, The Renaissance
Hotel-DC, Fidelity Investments, and The
Federal Reserve Bank. An Arts and Sci-
ence Council grant recipient, Dowell is

a CATS Transit light rail and a Bull City
Connector bus transit commissioned artist.
Residencies include the McColl Center for
Visual Art, NES in Iceland, and Ireland’s
Tyrone Guthrie Center.

Work by Terry Shipley

Terry Shipley is a studio artist work-
ing full time in hand built ceramics in
Charlotte since 1999. Her highly decora-
tive pieces often follow a flora and fauna
theme, distinctive in her bold colors and
playful designs. She works primarily on
private and corporate commissions, as
well as participating in exhibitions and
workshop projects. Shipley’s two con-
secutive Affiliate Artist programs with
the McColl Center for the Visual Art has
provided a continuing influence in the
development of her craft.

Jenny Zito-Payne believes we all
share a part of childhood where we have
experienced odd secrets of beauty and
ugliness. Behind the playfulness of her
imagery and paint application lurks frag-
ments of banal domesticity and nostalgia.

Recent shows include The
Green Hill Center for Art in Greensboro,
NC, and Waterworks Center for Visual Art
in Salisburg, NC.

Work by Janet Lasher

Matthew Steele teaches at Indiana
University, is a current McColl Artist in
Residence and has received other numer-
ous grants and awards. His interests lie in
methods of connection, with all of their
complexities. He is heavily motivated by
infrastructure. He is interested in how our
internal technologies are often reflected in
the physical technologies that we produce.
It is Steele’s intent to personify or portray
technologies of the self through depictions
of these utilitarian endeavors.
