      From extensive travel by road and by 
air, Virginia Wright-Frierson has cre-
ated over one hundred paintings framing 
scenes, as if looking through a window, 
across the United States and Canada.

     Wright-Frierson’s broad-ranging career

     “It is a world into itself,” Vitale said of 
miniatures. “I have better control with the 
little ones. You can do more detail and it is 
more controllable.”

     Although her concentration has been in 
miniatures, the canvas size of her endeav-
ors has had a wide range throughout her 

20-year career. No matter the dimensions, 
Vitale’s command of meticulous detail 
and a keen eye for color and scale are 
evident in all her artistic efforts. With her 
work, the viewer is drawn in to examine 
her sharply focused talent.
