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The Thing About ArtFields

I’'m breaking my rule about not mention-
ing ArtFields in this publication until they
come clean on a couple issues, which isn’t
hard since they don’t send us any info on
the event anymore. I’m not sure who they
send info to other than the local Florence
County media. I have a Google Alert set on
ArtFields and not much comes up before the
events begins. It finds a few more mentions
of the event while it’s taking place, but after
it’s over - silence. It’s not the best publicized
event in light of it calling itself the “largest
competition of its kind” - their words, not
mine.

On Page 10 of this issue you’ll find an
article about Kristi Ryba’s installation,
Chapel Of Perpetual Adoration, which will
be part of this years ArtFields. We included
it because Ryba, of Charleston, SC, is our
current Queen of the Carolina Arts Face-
book page. And, we do all we can to honor
our Queens, past and present. Wan Marsh of
Charlotte, NC, was our first Queen. Ryba
became Queen by receiving over 7,524
views on the Carolina Arts Facebook page
which featured one of her works that will
be in this installation. It was a painting
in the style of Medieval and Renaissance
altarpieces which showed President Trump
holding court after his election.

That image matched my political feelings
at the time and I also liked the fact that an
artist expressed their own political feelings
in a work of art, something I don’t see much
from artists in the Carolinas. And, it seems
a lot of other folks enjoyed that artwork too.
Ryba’s image scored over 2,000 more likes
than our previous Queen.

And there is another image in this instal-
lation that I really enjoyed and I'm includ-
ing it here for you all to see. I almost consid-
ered it for another cover, but that would be

breaking another rule and two rules broken
in one month - no no, can’t do that.

What’s my beef with ArtFields you ask?
First off, they are using an attendance figure
of 20,000 people that was gathered from
a hired firm in Columbia, SC, for the first
event. There’s no way to do that with Art-
Fields as there is no admission ticket or gate
that people have to pass through. It’s a made
up number they paid to have. Now they use
it every year.

Second, they refuse to give out info about
the voting process. Since this is a competi-
tion, I think the artists and public should
know how many votes winners received.
The first year [ was told over 5,000 people
registered to vote and then only 2,500 actu-
ally voted - out of 20,000 in attendance.
Spread that out among 400 artists and it’s
logical to think that the winners might have
gotten between 100-500 votes or even less.

The Ella Walton Richardson Fine Art

Lydia Baranov: European Vacation

ArtFields in Lake City, SC, will pres-
ent the Chapel Of Perpetual Adoration,
featuring an installation by Kristi Ryba, on
view in the Lake City Library Community
Center, from Apr. 20 - 28,2018.

This installation will be the first op-
portunity for the public to see this satirical
work about the Trump White House and
our current government.

An installation by Kristi Ryba

Ryba’s work is based on original
Medieval and Renaissance altarpieces
and manuscripts. Since the 2016 election
she saw parallels in these original works
with our current President and political
situation. It was a natural progression to
combine current news, commentary and
especially “tweets” with the religious and
political content of these historical images
from early Western European royalty and
religion. All the gold, elaborate surround-
ings and messages of morality and ethics
corresponded with what was happening in
our government; the gutting of our social
safety net and health care, eliminating
environmental protections, the lack of
restraint in spending money on personal
enrichment and the build up of military
spending and lack of international diplo-
macy to name a few.

Ryba has used the iconography of
Medieval and Renaissance work in her
earlier work about her family and wom-
an’s work. She uses 22k gold leaf and egg
tempera, (grinding her own pigments), on
wooden panels to make this work. In the
Chapel Of Perpetual Adoration, a mock
up of a prayer chapel, she attempts to
expose some of the abuses, failings and
deficiencies of what is happening in our
government. Wikipedia describes “satire
as a genre of literature and sometimes
graphic and performing arts, in which
vices, follies, abuses and shortcomings are
held up to ridicule, ideally with the intent
of shaming individuals, corporations,
government or society itself into improve-
ment. Although satire is usually meant to

be humorous, its greater purpose is often
constructive social criticism, using wit to
draw attention to both particular and wider
issues in society.”

Ryba has degrees from Vermont
College, Montpelier, VT, MFA, and the
College of Charleston, BA, Magna Cum
Laude. She has been a professional artist
for 30 years, exhibiting throughout the
United States. This project was funded
in part by the City of Charleston Office
of Cultural Affairs and the City of North
Charleston Cultural Arts Program and
the South Carolina Arts Commission
which receives support from the National
endowment for the Arts and the John and
Susan Bennet Memorial Arts Fund of the
Coastal Community Foundation of SC.

Carving the Acanthus Leaf
a How To Book by Mary May

European trained classical woodcarver,
Mary May, has completed her first book
Carving the Acanthus Leaf. May has had
the honor of studying with various master
European woodcarvers to learn the clas-
sical styles of woodcarving and ornamen-
tation. She has written a highly detailed
book on how to draw and carve this classi-
cal design that has been part of architec-
ture and ornament since ancient times.

For woodworkers focused on classi-
cal Western ornament, there comes a time
they will inevitably encounter the acan-
thus leaf, learn it, master it and incorpo-
rate it into their own designs.

The long history of the acanthus leaf
in decorative arts and architecture can be
traced to ancient Greece. It was embraced
by the Roman Empire, passed through
the Byzantine Empire and the Middle
Ages, and was rediscovered during the
Renaissance and Baroque periods. It has
remained the most commonly carved
decorative element throughout history.

Students of classical, Western orna-
ment will discover that learning to design,
shape and incorporate this motif into their
designs is a true rite of passage. Whether
you’re a professional woodworker, ar-

chitect, hobbyist, designer or one simply
captivated by classical design and orna-
mentation, there is much to discover about
this mysterious and enduring leaf.

With its first appearance being the mul-
tiple curling leaves on the Corinthian capi-
tal, this magnificent design has changed

The
process of removing the layers nature has
deposited on his “patients” inspired him to
put down layers on board or canvas then
remove parts creating a painting or sculp-
ture as he prefers.

and evolved through nearly all art periods,
and has remained a significant histori-

cal ornament even today. In this book,
May walks you through the evolution of
the long historical path of the acanthus
leaf design, gives an overview of getting
started with woodcarving, offers personal
stories of her carving journey, and dem-
onstrates through hundreds of drawings
and photographs and step-by-step instruc-
tion how to draw and carve 13 different
historical styles of the acanthus leaf.

This book is not just for woodcarvers,
but can be enjoyed by designers, histori-
ans, sculptors, and anyone with an interest
in learning about this design motif that has
been so prevalent in our design for nearly
2500 years. Video lessons and resin study
casts that go with the various designs in
the book are available at (www.marymay-
carving.com) where she also offers an
online woodcarving school with over 300
different instructional videos.

Alook inside the book

The beauty of woodworking first
captured Mary May’s heart while she was
traveling Europe during her early college
years. After returning home to Minnesota,
May studied for three years with European
master carver Konstantinos Papadakis,
who taught her the traditional, old-world
techniques and styles of classical Euro-
pean woodcarving. After studying with
Papadakis she returned to Europe; first
to Greece then to the City and Guild’s

College in London, England, to learn from
other master carvers.

May has worked as a professional
carver her entire adult life and - in ad-
dition to commission work - May now
writes articles and teaches classes all
over the world and via video through her
website.

May now lives in Coastal South
Carolina and loves to spend time with her
family and assorted pets.

Editor’s Note: This book of over 300
pages, with hundreds of photos and
hundreds of illustrations will teach you
how to carve, and it seems that once you
can carve the acanthus leaf, you should
be able to carve anything. I’ve never seen
a book with so many photos and illustra-
tions with detailed text showing you how
to learn woodcarving and carve this leaf
design that has been incorporated into

so many decorative designs. And you
might pay at least $50 for an introductory
carving class where you learn to carve
your name in a block of wood. With Mary
May’s book you’ll learn about the history
of woodcarving, tools and how to use
them, and once you’ve caught the bug for
woodcarving, you’ll be on your way to
carving the acanthus leaf.

Julia Elizabeth Tolbert: Her Paintings
through the Eyes of Woman, is an exhibi-
tion of paintings by South Carolina-born
artist Julia Elizabeth Tolbert (1911-1978),
features works that are reflective of what
life was like for a female artist in the
early 20th century. Curated by Wofford
student Julie Woodson, the exhibition is a
culmination of Woodson’s gender studies
capstone and serves in conjunction with
her yearlong art history honors research,
which centered on the artist herself.

The exhibition includes 23 of Tolbert’s
best paintings, which were fully restored
and added to Wofford’s permanent col-
lection in 2017, thanks to the generosity
of Dr. Thomas W. Tolbert *67 and Judith
Klasen Tolbert *77. Additional funding
was provided by Joseph M. and Angela S.
Tolbert, according to Youmi Efurd, curator
and cultural arts coordinator at Wofford.
Most of the paintings had been stored in
barns for a half-century.

Tolbert, active from the 1930s through
the mid-1950s, studied under Lamar
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Work by Julia Elizabeth Tolbert

Dodd, namesake of the University of
Georgia’s Lamar Dodd School of Art. She
was largely unknown until recent years
because she rarely showed her works and
was not interested in selling them. Wof-
ford became the largest holder of her art
in 2011 when two generations of Tolberts
donated nearly the entire life-work corpus
— including paintings in oil, watercolor
and gouache as well as drawings, prints,
jewelry and ceramics — the college’s per-
manent collection. The Gibbes Museum
of Art in Charleton, SC, and Hargrett Rare
Book and Manuscript Library at Universi-
ty of Georgia Libraries also hold examples
of her work.

Jim Creal will present an Artist’s
Talk at 7pm on June 21, for The South
Carolina Coastal Lithograph Project in
the Richardson Family Art Museum. The
original mission of the project was to
create a lasting body of lithographic work
devoted to capturing the mood, spirit and
rich diversity of South Carolina’s coastal

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habitats and some of their extraordinary
indigenous creatures. In the exhibit, Creal
augments the original project to including
not only the hand-produced original litho-
graphs as originally envisioned but also
adds his documentary site/habitat photo-
graphs to flush out telling the visual story
of the coast’s magnificent and increasingly
endangered ecosystem. The project is
Creal’s way of sharing the visual story and
magnificent beauty of South Carolina’s
coastal habitats, their combined signifi-
cance as a vital ecosystem under stress
and their value as a national treasure that
needs to be preserved for future genera-
tions.

Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, Offers New Exhibit

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art
in Charlotte, NC, is presenting Wrestling
the Angel, an exhibition that examines
how religion and sacred art appear in
work made by seemingly secular, avant-
garde artists, on view in the Fourth-floor
Gallery through Sept. 9, 2018.

The examples on view critically inves-
tigate the role of religion and spirituality
as both a social component and as a visual
language often implicitly present in daily
life, even if the image is not explicitly
referencing the original religious source.

Religious practices and spiritual con-
templation have been integral to object-
making throughout recorded history.
Many disciplines study the practice, but
most stop abruptly with the modern era.
Yet numerous artists over the last two cen-
turies have acknowledged that a religious
upbringing, spiritual practice, or sacred
art impact their work, whether overtly
or obliquely. This effect can be seen in
diverse ways - aesthetically, thematically,
and formally.

Often these religious elements have
intertwined with a larger social and politi-
cal project. In times of uncertainty, reli-
gion offers another path of comfort, guid-
ance, and reprieve. There are numerous
examples of artists investigating spiritual
practices to find respite in traumatic times
or to bring a deeper empathy to their prac-
tice. These artists hoped to incorporate the
use of contemplative practices to support
a sense of empathy in their work that reso-
nated outward into their audiences.

In 1943, Alfred Manessier sought ref-
uge with Trappist monks during the Nazi
occupation of France; their ascetic, medi-
tative lifestyle offered him a new direction
and he infused his work with similar tran-
quility, presented in his paintings included
in the exhibition. In the same period, Ma-
nessier’s contemporary Jean Bazaine, who
also incorporated Christian themes into
his abstract compositions, organized pro-
test exhibitions in France against the Nazi
occupation. Bazaine believed in the power
of abstract art to unite diverse cultures
against the divisive German government.
Other artists on view sought non-Western
sources. Mark Tobey and Sam Francis, for
example, explored Tao and Zen Buddhist
practices that affected both how they lived
their lives and marked their canvases.

Some artists investigated the role
of organized religion in social conflict.
Using traditional stories and symbols,
these artists sought reconciliation. Marc
Chagall, Jean Bazaine, Georges Rouault,
and Sandrow Birk looked to tomes such
as the Bible and Qur’an to explain the
religious intolerance sweeping their
cultures. In the years between World War
I and World War II, French artist Georges
Rouault looked to the story of Christ in

a series of 58 lithographs entitled Mis-
erere, all of which will be on view. With
somber tones and gestural brushstrokes,
Rouault detailed this story of sacrifice as a
way to remind audiences that the Passion
was meant to ameliorate suffering, not
perpetuate it. In this way, artists presented
religious and spiritual traditions as tools
that can reinforce values of social justice,
not undermine them.

Still others juxtaposed details from
religious art with topical references to
examine the relationship between tradi-
tional practices and contemporary life.
When Andy Warhol presented his icons
of Marilyn Monroe (on view), Jacqueline
Kennedy, and Elizabeth Taylor, he merged
publicity photos and tabloid blow-ups
with the icon of saints that filled his vision
when he attended daily Mass through
his childhood. Many artists explore the
transition of moral education from Sunday
school to Sunday matinees. Contemporary
artists like Tom Thoune included in the
exhibition ask what it means when chil-
dren learn a moral code from Walt Disney
- “if you don’t have something nice to
say, don’t say anything at all” - instead
of Bible verse - “Do unto others as you
would have them do unto you”?

These explorations can be less litera -
consider Niki de Saint Phalle with art on
view that incorporates decorative motifs
from religious architecture to evoke the
symbolism of these forms when they cross
over from a religious context into secular
life. In each case, these artists address
how spiritual pursuits manifest themselves

a level of culpability be assigned to them
as well?

These are questions Dunavant intends
the viewer to consider and respond to.
She hopes the viewer will walk away
with a further understanding of the reality
necessary to seek justice in cases of sexual
assault and reflect on what justice actually
means...and whether it is attainable.

Edmari Hernandez Silen: A/[Hogar, a
solo exhibition by artist Edmari Hernan-
dez Silen, on view from Apr. 9 - 13, 2018.

Hernandez’s original place of birth is
Arecibo, Puerto Rico, but she has spent
most of her life in Jacksonville, FL.. She
was born into an Army family, which al-
lowed her to travel to various places such
as Germany, Italy, Alaska, North Carolina,
Texas, and Florida. Learning to live in a
bilingual home and in a trilingual culture,
she discovered at a young age that draw-
ings were a universal visual representa-
tion of subjects that could be understood
across languages and culture. She is fluent
in Spanish and English. Hernandez earned
a Bachelor of Fine Arts from the Univer-
sity of North Florida concentrating on
Painting, Drawing, and Printmaking, with
a minor in Art History. She is a Master
of Fine Arts candidate at the University
of South Carolina studying Painting and
Printmaking.

Hernandez’s work explores her con-
nection with the aquatic environment of

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the ocean as it sways her on a metaphoric
journey home, to the islands of Puerto
Rico and the tropical waters that reach
from the West Indies to Florida. A visual
narrative unfolds her life experiences as
they relate to her home, the sea: investi-
gating specific influential life events such
as discovering local coral reefs, almost
drowning in a rip current, dreaming of the
sea, and snorkeling in the past two years.
Accumulated layers of paints and prints
convey large seascapes, obscuring depths
in the distance, while certain features
closer to the foreground are emphasized
with fluid clarity. Although some of the
seascapes appear desolate and drowned
in blue, corals, aquatic plants, and fish
endure throughout most of the pictured
environments.

Because the ocean is a part of Her-

nandez’s home, she has seen firsthand
environmental degradation humans have
caused to the oceans and wishes to raise
awareness of the importance of aquatic
ecosystem as it relates to human life. In
retaliation to this climate change, the
ocean has also become a destructive
force to her home on land. No matter the
circumstances, whether from near-death
experience to the destructive path of
hurricanes, she will always find herself
returning to the sea. Hogar is the Span-
ish meaning of “home,” which is central
focus of the work. By adding the letter ‘a’
to the word, it changes to ahogar, mean-
ing “to drown.” The artist’s intention is to
submerse the viewer within the seascapes.

Work by Chad Penner

Superpower explores the relationship
between the idea of American exception-
alism and America’s intimate relationship
with and affinity towards violence in
drawings that combine violent imagery
and satirical commentary. Penner al-
legorizes these concepts using popular
superheroes, specifically Captain America,
Superman, and Wonder Woman, which
function as symbols of an idealized
America. These superheroes epitomize
the superhero genre’s emblematic theme
of resolution through conflict, paralleling
America’s own historical and cultural as-
sociation with violence. The synthesis of
the iconography of American superheroes
with the pressing issues of sociopolitical
unrest and systemic violence results in
artwork that questions idealistic notions of
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America and its relationship to violence.
Penner grew up in Roanoke, VA, sur-
rounded by the Appalachian Mountains of
southwest Virginia. He received his BA in
Art and Visual Technology with a concen-
tration in drawing from George Mason
University in 2015. Penner’s work exists
at the intersection between drawing, art
history, comic book history, and contem-
porary politics.

Work by Joshua Knight

Joshua Knight will present a solo exhi-
bition, on view from Apr. 23 - 27, 2018.

“My work deals with self-reflection.
Through a series of self-portraits, I try
to fulfill a question asked by my supe-
riors, colleagues, and also myself, ‘why
portraits?’ To answer this question, I first
have to take a step back to view myself
physically and internally to uncover my
true self. My exploration has lead me
to my beginning, my childhood,” says
Knight, “where I was neglected the love
of a mother, the protection of a father,
the wholeness of a family, and my native
American heritage. My parents were alco-
holics, drug abusers, and my father would
abuse my mother. Their actions forced my
siblings and I into foster care, where we
were split up and thrown from home to
home, which created abandonment issues,
trust issues, openness and self-worth. My
experiences aren’t a crutch to me, but a
blessing that has pushed me to be better
than where I came from.”

“My name is Joshua Knight. I was
born and raised in South Carolina. [ am
from a small town called Dillon, where 1
adopted art within my last three years of
high school. I attended Coastal Carolina
University, where I concentrated mainly
on painting. I applied to graduate school
in an attempt to increase my knowledge
and discipline in portraiture and the arts
in general. While in graduate school, I
have branched out from not only being
a 2-D artist, but also a 3-D artist with an
emphasis in Ceramics. Graduate school
has left me indebted to a great group of
professors,” adds Knight.

James Berry will present a solo exhibi-
tion, on view from Apr. 30 through May
4,2018.

“My work deals with relationships. Vi-
sually the relationship is between the two
different materials used together to create
a single unified piece. For this body of
work I have used heat and open flame to
produce a parasitic effect between the two
materials where one material (the ceram-
ic) affects the other (wood) adversely,”
said Berry. “In the more cerebral sense the
different materials are stand-ins for people
and the relationships we have with one
another. Our relationships are in constant
state of flux, changing based on any num-
ber of conversations, misunderstandings,
emotions and emotional ties, situational
issues, and many other variables. While
this project explores a categorically nega-
tive part of relationships, it allows me to
question aspects of all relationships in my
experience.”

USC-Lancaster Native American
Studies Center in Lancaster, SC,

Offers Two New Exhibitions

A coastal tribe believed to be among
some of the first indigenous people to be
reached by the first Europeans, the Pee
Dee were once a sizeable community
whose population dwindled due to settle-
ment. Though they have quietly survived
by adapting to the settlers’ ways of life,
the Pee Dee lately have experienced a re-
surgence in their culture and identity, part
of which can be seen in the Center’s new
exhibit, Kahes’ vkus Tvin Vehidi: Re-
turn of the Pee Dee.

Curated by members of the Pee Dee
Indian Tribe, the exhibit will be on view
through Feb. 2019.

“Kahes’vkus Tvm Vehidi: Return of the
Pee Dee is the third exhibit to be created
for the Center by a South Carolina tribe
or tribal group. “Our goal is that when
someone walks into our exhibit, they will
be walking into the history of our tribe
and come to the realization that we’re
still here,” said Chief Pete Parr. “So many
people have said to me, ‘the Pee Dee
Tribe is extinct.” We want to show that the
Pee Dees were here, as far as history can
tell, back in 1567 when the Spanish met
them.”

“Fish Net” by Chief Pete Parr

In the exhibit, visitors can expect
to see traditional, historic items take on
a contemporary art form. These items
include jewelry made from shells, regalia,
a rabbit stick (a throwing stick used to
hunt rabbit or other small game), and a
blow gun with feather darts. The exhibit
also displays gourds and emphasizes the
important role they play in Pee Dee cul-
ture, from being used as drinking vessels,
storage for seeds or other items, and as a
device to keep fishing nets afloat.

The exhibit also includes the tribe’s
history, a map of South Carolina high-

lighting the Pee Dee region, a statement
by Chief Parr, a video of dances by
members of the Pee Dee tribe, and a time-
line honoring past Chiefs since the tribe
became chartered in 1976.

Kahes vkus Tvm Vehidi: Return of the
Pee Dee also explores key moments in
early Pee Dee history, such as the Rac-
coon Company of riflemen. Recruited by
Captain John Alston during the Ameri-
can Revolution, the Raccoon Company
consisted of Pee Dee riflemen who served
under General Francis Marion. Despite
their name being synonymous with the
northeastern geographic region of South
Carolina, Parr says the Pee Dee have lived
across the entire state but began moving
when the settlers introduced new houses
with windows and multiple rooms. These
new types of homes were in contrast to the
Pee Dee’s traditional one-room dwellings
that were made with an oval frame usually
covered with brush or skins.

“We started on the East Coast, worked
up into the woodlands, and stayed in the
woodlands until the settlers came,” he
said. “When the settlers came, we had to
come out of the woods because they were
taking the woods for their houses. We had
to adapt to their type of living, where we
had lived in houses made out of poles, cat-
tails, bulrush, and bark.” Having to “come
out of the woods” dramatically reduced
the group. “Our people were almost killed
because we were some of the first people
hit by the settlers,” said Parr. “We were on
the coast, they came in and wanted land.
They had to move us, so we either were
killed off or moved off.”

Some Pee Dee moved either to Geor-
gia or North Carolina while others moved
out west to live with the Sioux. Those
who remained became farmers in order
to assimilate, learning the settlers’ culture
while trying to still honor their own. Parr
says it was not uncommon in those days
for many Pee Dee to claim Scots, Irish,
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German, or any other ancestry in order
to retain rights or privileges since Native
Americans could not own anything at the
time.

“If you’re Native, they’d take some-
thing away from you,” said Parr. “We had
to adapt and become what we weren’t to
be able to survive. We’re retuning, we’re
actively returning from the old beginning
and making a new beginning because we
have the tools now, we have the educa-
tion, we have the knowledge that we can
write down.” In this “return” of the Pee
Dee culture, Parr says he hopes the exhibit
reflects the humble pride of who the Pee
Dee are and their ability to persist and
advance their culture for future genera-
tions. “We survived 200 and some years
of being pushed, buried, and yet we’re
coming back out of the ground,” said Parr.
“We’ve been revived and this is what our
exhibit, I hope, shows.”

Lumbee artist Jessica Clark and Otoe-
Missouria-Cherokee artist Tom Farris
offer their contemporary, artistic perspec-
tives of issues facing Native Americans
today in the new exhibit, Tradition, Fam-
ily, & Pop Culture: The Artwork of
Jessica Clark and Tom Farris, on view
through Aug. 31, 2018. The exhibit
features several new paintings and mixed
media pieces created especially for the
exhibit.

“The work in the exhibit addresses cur-
rent issues and images of Native Ameri-
cans,” said, Brittany Taylor-Driggers
Curator of Special Collections and Galler-
ies. “It’s an exhibit where we are pushing
the boundaries of what this community
is used to and the types of stereotypical
images of Native Americans that they are
used to.”

Jessica Clark earned a Bachelor of Art
in Studio from the University of North
Carolina at Pembroke and a Master of
Fine Arts in Painting from the Savannah

College of Art and Design. She currently
teaches Visual Arts in a North Carolina
high school and also works part time at
UNC Pembroke teaching Figure Drawing.
Her work has been exhibited in numerous
shows across the Southeast and is includ-
ed in the collections of the Museum of the
Southeast American Indian in Pembroke,
NC, the Savannah College of Art and
Design in Lacoste, France, and the Federal
Reserve Bank in Charlotte, NC.

Since graduate school, Clark’s paint-
ings have focused on Lumbee and South-
eastern Native American culture. Clark,
who says that agriculture has a huge
presence in the region of North Carolina
where she lives, has been able to trace her
ancestry back 300 years to family believed
to have been farmers. Some of the pieces
in the exhibit show her aunt and grand-
mother working in garden, shelling peas,
or cutting corn. Another piece shows her
aunt and cousin planting collards.

“The works are part of a series I call
Lumbee Family Values because it portrays
my family and our everyday interactions
like gardening,” she said. One of the
pieces featured in the exhibit is Clark’s
self portrait, with comments people have
said to her regarding her skin color, hair,
or other physical features painted in silver
throughout the portrait. “People say they
want to see it in person,” said Clark.
“They want to lean in and read what I
have written and figure it out. Hopefully
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it will make them think the next time they
meet somebody and try to fit them into
this little box.”

Clark says that some artists such as
Shepard Fairey, who created the iconic
“Hope” poster for Barack Obama’s 2008
presidential campaign, are now using art
expressly for the purposes of activism,
meant to be shared for use in protests or
marches. “People are starting to see that
artists can reach people through art instead
of music or performances,” said Clark.
“Now you have a lot of artists creating
these artworks and sharing them, not nec-
essarily to get rich of it, but sharing online
and wanting people to use it. Standing
Rock really changed that.”

Tom Farris has served as the Assistant
Director of the Oscar Johnson Foundation
and Native Art Center, Creator and Man-
ager of the Cherokee Art Market, Owner
and Operator of the Standing Buffalo In-
dian Art Gallery & Gifts, and is manager
of Exhibit C Gallery & Gifts.

His work appears in numerous private
collections and has recently been added to
the permanent collection of the Heard Mu-
seum in Phoenix, AZ, The Sherwin Miller
Museum of Jewish Art in Tulsa, OK, the
Eiteljorg Museum in Indianapolis, IN, and
the Sam Noble Natural History Museum
in Norman, OK. Farris’ work has been
exhibited at the Smithsonian Institution’s
National Museum of the American Indian.

“Alot of my work is derivative of my
culture I grew up in,” said Farris. “A lot
of what I do also has to do with universal
issues for Native Americans, such as the
concept of encountering Pan-Indianism as
an ignorance and historical moments that
are important to Native culture in general.
It’s not limited to my tribe but I do draw
on that quite a bit.” Farris says he often
uses pop icons to express Native themes
and Native cultures in his work. “One
piece in particular I just finished plays on
the pop iconography of the Indian Motor-
cycles logo and incorporates that image
and references Indian oppression since
1492, said Farris. “I actually really love
vintage kitsch, Native advertising and I

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like to take those appropriated images and
utilize them to convey a more appropriate
Native concept.”

Along with using popular references,
Farris also has incorporated the Cherokee
language in several of his previous works.
One painting recreates the 1966 Bat-
man logo by translating he title into the
Cherokee. Another piece displays a Native
American man wearing a Superman suit
and cape with the Cherokee syllabary’s
symbol for “S” displayed on the suit.

“Alot of what I do usually incorpo-
rates Cherokee language because we’re
one of the few tribes with our own written
language and I like to utilize and visualize
mediums to convey our language, which
not a lot of other tribes can do,” said Far-
ris. Both artists hope visitors are left with
a more well-rounded view of modern Na-
tive Americans rather than a stereotype.

“It’s not all straight black hair, high
cheekbones, or dark skin,” Clark said.
“We come in all shapes, sizes, and col-

“So much of our country sees Na-
tive Americans as a historical context,”
said Farris. “That’s generally the level
of education presented to them — it’s
what Indians were and not so much what
Indians are. I’m hoping that people will
see we exist today and that I’'m able to
utilize the images of the dominant culture
to turn around and show my perspective
of things.”

The Penland School of Crafts in Pen-
land, SC, will present several new exhibits
including: I dwell in Possibility, featuring
works by fifteen artists represented will be
teaching workshops at Penland, on view
in the School’s Main Gallery; GATHER
| Eat, Drink, Enjoy, which showcases
elegant, functional glassware by Courtney
Dodd and Nickolaus Fruin, on view in
the Focus Gallery; and the Lucy Morgan
Gallery presents a selection of work by
dozens of Penland-affiliated artists.

The year’s first exhibition at the Pen-
land Gallery is a collection of work by art-

ists who, in the words of gallery director
Kathryn Gremley, “have erased divid-
ing lines or untethered themselves from
material and creative constraints.” Titled /
dwell in Possibility, after a poem by Emily
Dickinson, the exhibition includes work in
ceramic, glass, metal, painting, photogra-
phy, printmaking, and wood with consid-
erable mixing of media. The fifteen artists
represented will be teaching workshops at
Penland School of Crafts in 2018.
Walking into the exhibition, visitors
will be greeted by a three-foot tall, pre-
cisely rendered image of a young woman
- leaves and geometric shapes float by her
continued above on next column to the right

in the foreground. The piece can easily be
mistaken for a painting, but closer inspec-
tion reveals that it is made entirely from
embroidery thread. The artist, Ruth Miller,
spends about a year stitching one of these
pieces.

Photographer Dan Estabrook is repre-
sented by a series of tintypes, which are
images created on a metal plate. Although
tintypes have traditionally been treated
simply as a type of photograph, this artist
has chosen to also approach them as metal
objects. Using a jeweler’s saw, he care-
fully cuts up different tintypes and recom-
bines them to create metal collages.

A cast-iron teapot by Frankie Flood,
who is a faculty member at Appalachian
State University, has a surface texture that
looks like the inner surface of tree bark,
while the surface of a wooden platter by
Matthew Hebert has been carved into a
3D image of a manhole cover. And an
animated video by Noah Saterstrom is
accompanied by several of the paintings
he used to create it. These are just some of
the wonders and possibilities presented in
this exhibition.

Brim is a metal artist work-
ing in western North Carolina who uses
traditional and innovative blacksmithing
techniques to produce work that mimics
the look of soft fabric. Statom is a sculp-
tor, glass artist and painter who is best
known as a pioneer of the contemporary
glass movement for his life-size glass
ladders, chairs, tables and small-scale
glass houses. McCauley is known for his
pottery, narrative sculpture and “George’s
House of Clay Wednesday Night Video
Series” on Instagram and YouTube.

AFAS/Red Dog Gallery in Winston-
Salem, NC, will present Branching Out:
Asian Brush Paintings, featuring works by
Barbara Rizza Mellin, on view from Apr.
6-30, 2018. A reception will be held on
Apr. 6, from 7-10pm.

“I was thrilled to receive the 2017 Art-
Pop Award from the Arts Council,” says
Mellin. “The interest that the billboard has
garnered led me to consider creating new
Chinese Brush Paintings for an exhibit.”
This show will feature almost 50 new
works.

“What I love about Asian Brush Paint-
ing is the simple elegance of the natural
subjects, plus the real and apparent spon-
taneity of the process,” claims Mellin.
“Less is more. A few strokes can capture
the beauty of a blossom or the fragility of
a falling leaf.” She explains that there is a
meditative quality to the process. Mellin
creates each image at one sitting, with
no preliminary drawing. “The idea is to
capture the natural essence of the subject
rather than a detailed botanical copy,” she
says.

Mellin uses traditional Chinese bam-
boo brushes that allow her to create the
thinnest lines and broadest areas of color
with just one brush. The blacks are de-
rived from Chinese or Sumi ink sticks that
she grinds with water onto an ink stone,
producing various viscosities of ink. Other
colors come from Chinese watercolor
paints that are richer in tone and more

opaque than “regular” watercolor paints,
but not as thick as gouache.

Mellin works on two types of surfaces:
natural, hand-made papers and up-cycled
acid-free mat board. The thick, 100% cot-
ton, handmade Nujabi paper absorbs color
beautifully, giving a soft, delicate, natural
look to the artwork. Handmade Lokta
paper, made from the bark of the Daphne
or Lokta plant (in the Laurel family)
comes from Nepal. Mellin loves the rough
texture and natural imperfections of these
handmade papers. She has also recently
started using up-cycled pieces of acid-free
mat board in a variety of sizes. The mat
board reacts in an almost opposite manner
to the natural papers. The firmer surface
allows for very little absorption, so the
colors mainly rest on the surface, giving
them a bit more intensity and vibrancy.

She received her BFA in painting from
UNC-Greensboro and her MPS in art
therapy from Pratt Institute (NYC). Other
educational influences include clay sculp-
ture at Penland School of Crafts (NC),
post-graduate psychotherapy training
at the Institute for Expressive Analysis
(NYC), and graduate work via a Fulbright
Memorial Fund teacher grant for study
in Japan. Rural and urban landscapes
in Japan, India, Mexico, England and
throughout the US have particular impact
on her art.

In New York City, Fuller worked in
clinical and educational settings as an art
therapist and learning specialist, including
adult inpatient and outpatient psychiatry,
and with all ages of children with gifts and
disabilities. She created a working studio
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for exhibiting artists in psychiatric treat-
ment (Brooklyn and Staten Island), and
a three-volume poetry-and-art project for
South Bronx middle schoolers.

“There is tremendous joy in paying
attention to the outer world and its showy
variations, and the matchless thrill of nav-
igating the internal landscape,” explains
Fuller. “One’s discoveries are connections
to pre-existing laws and truths, infinite
coloration and pattern, the dream-within-
the-dream realm.”

Fuller has exhibited in museums and
galleries in New York City and North
Carolina, and is currently represented in
the Open Exhibition 2018 at the St. Barbe
Museum and Art Gallery in Lymington,
England. Her work is also included in col-
lections of the Weatherspoon Art Museum
(Greensboro, NC), the South Carolina
Cotton Museum, and private collections.
She has received several US grants and
scholarships.

to the community in April 1980. Unfortunately,
in October of 1981, a fire destroyed the old
building leaving only the portico with four
columns as a remembrance.

American photographer Imogen Cunningham
was an extraordinary technician who produced
deeply poetic work. In the 1930s she joined the
West Coast Group f.64, which included Ansel
Adams, Henry Swift, and Edward Weston.
Instrumental in the struggle for the acceptance of
photography as a legitimate art form, Cunning-
ham was also a social activist, documenting the
beat movement of the 1950s and the counter-
cultural revolution of the late 1960s. Throughout
her career, Cunningham valued the importance
of light, form, and pattern in her compositions.
Her pioneering use of platinum printing and
often of double exposures are still of interest to
contemporary photographers. Cunningham, who
died in 1976, remains one of the most popular
and innovative photographers in the history
of the genre. The exhibition was organized by
the Imogen Cunningham Trust in association
with Photographic Traveling Exhibitions, Los
Angeles, CA. Through Apr. 22 - "Renée Cox:
Soul Culture," showcasing a new series of works
from pioneering photographer Renée Cox. With
this mesmerizing exhibition of one video and 11
mixed-media photographic collages, Cox aims
to inspire transcendence and provide a space
where people of color know no limits.

He spent much of
his time copying the Louvre’s Rembrandts and
Tintorettos and finally made a decisive switch
to painting in 1938. Initially he followed the
Cubists, constructing latticed compositions that

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incorporated the ordered structure of architec-
ture. His style changed, however, as Europe
inched closer to war. Manessier chose religious
subjects because they seemed as elusive and
vast as the natural world. Towards the end of
his life, he reflected on his 40 years of painting
spiritual themes, saying they “were at my fin-
gertips and at the same time, infinite.” Fourth-
Floor Gallery, Through Sept. 9 - "Wrestling
the Angel," an exhibition that examines how
religion and sacred art appear in work made

by seemingly secular, avant-garde artists. The
examples on view critically investigate the role
of religion and spirituality as both a social com-
ponent and as a visual language often implicitly
present in daily life, even if the image is not ex-
plicitly referencing the original religious source.
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art
is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler,
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland
who assembled and inherited a collection of
more than 1,400 artworks created by major
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated
it to the public trust. The Bechtler collection
comprises artworks by seminal figures such as
Alberto Giacometti, Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely,
Max Ernst, Andy Warhol, Alexander Calder, Le
Corbusier, Sol LeWitt, Edgar Degas, Nicolas
de Stael, Barbara Hepworth and Picasso.
