Achieving success, he moved back to
Kewaskum, where he continues to live
with his wife and children. A mentor has
been Richard Schmidt as well as John
Singer Sargent. In June, 1998, he won the
Robert Lougheed Memorial Award from
the National Cowboy Hall of Fame’s “Prix
de West.”
