He says, “Peacefulness speaks to me,” and
he loves the quiet landscapes, untouched
by human influence. Initially beginning
his studies in biology with intentions to
enter the medical field, Morgan’s artistic
talents and abilities could not be ignored.
With encouragement from his wife, he
pursued his career as an artist and has now
been painting professionally for more than
10 years. Although he has a slightly looser
style than his father, Morgan continues to
learn from Michael and still watches how
he paints trees, rocks, and clouds, and is
always trying to make a better painting.
Brought up in an artistic environment,
Nicholas Coleman has been painting and
drawing for as long as he can remember.
He has traveled extensively through North
America, Africa, and Europe and New
Zealand. He has found much of his inspi-
ration in his travels, hunting and fishing
along the way. Like his father, Nicholas
attended Brigham Young University,
and has been influenced by the works of
Winslow Homer, John Singer Sargent, the

western work of Frank Tenney Johnson
and Philip R. Goodwin, and especially his
father, Michael Coleman.

Nicholas uses a traditional academic
approach in his painting, and his work def-
initely has a feel of realism as he strives
to make each painting better than the next.
There is a certain amount of spontane-
ity and a slight impressionistic feel to his
paintings that let the viewer participate in
the work. He plans to continue working
hard at what he loves; his father told him,
“you are only as good as your last paint-
ing,” so Nicholas continually strives to
improve his abilities. Never one to miss an
opportunity, he also wants to improve his
etching and sculpting skills.

All of the Colemans have an incredible
gift to paint the beauty of North America,
with realistic and finite detail.
