A true hands-on artist, Steele
believes that craftsmanship and touching
the work are important, taking great care to
design and fabricate the pieces, which can
involve tying thousands of knots. Because
of this unique process, all of her instal-
lations are completely one of a kind and
specific to their site.

Kyle Worthy is an abstract landscape
photographer living and working in Char-
lotte. The action of taking a photograph is

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just the beginning of his extensive develop-
ment process, which involves digitally ab-
stracting the image, printing, and sometimes
even treating the surface with encaustic

to give it a velvety finish. Worthy’s work
deals with themes of memory and time,
specifically with how images of our past
lose detail and specificity as we age away
from them, though they still retain great
significance.
