What is the Fifth Element? Each artist
describes it a little differently - void, spirit,
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thought or path, creative energy, inventive-
ness, intuition, the “here” or center, a signal
that the soul is speaking.

“The guide pointed out a large Japanese
stone lantern and described the 5 traditional
elements in Japanese Buddhism: Earth,
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
