My Season of Disappointment

May used to be a month I looked
forward to with much excitement - in my
life as an editor of a visual arts newspaper.
Personally - it’s a month I also get a little
older. But now I tend to see it through a
series of disappointments - for what could
have been.

Let’s start with the Spoleto Festival
USA, which no longer even makes a
token effort to present visual arts as part
of its “World’s most comprehensive arts
festival”.

All T can think is what would Charles-
ton be like today if the Festival had
continued to present major visual art site
specific installations throughout Charles-
ton and the Lowcounty. Yet, today outdoor
art is virtually non-existent in Charleston

The Piccolo Spoleto Festival is no bet-
ter. It’s been years since we have received
info about their visual art offerings during
this festival - by deadline. It doesn’t do
our readers much good to receive it later
- just before the Festival starts or after
in some cases. It’s a good thing we hear
from a few of the organizers of individual
events or we would not have any info
about any of the visual art offerings.

The only good thing I learned of
Piccolo’s efforts is that it has moved the
annual juried show to the City Gallery at
Waterfront Park. If it stays there it could
become be a major statewide competition.
But the City or the Office of Cultural Af-
fairs would have to step up its efforts on
publicity and I’m talking about advanced
publicity. Not just printing up festival
programs and stacking them up in rooms
unseen by people visiting the city and
region.

Some might say that we should go after
this information. Well maybe, if we had
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the staff of The Post & Courier,but we
don’t and we can’t treat Charleston differ-
ently than any other area of the Carolinas.
This issue is full of info from other areas
- and some as close as North Charleston
who presents their Festival before Spoleto
and Piccolo arrive. They don’t seem to
have any problem getting us their infor-
mation on time for coverage - every year.

I’'m really disappointed in the Halsey
Institutes’ 30th anniversary exhibition.
The choice to present Shepard Fairey with
Jasper Johns instead of works by William
Halsey, the man the gallery is named after,
is just wrong. Fairey is not the kind of per-
son that should be made a model for much
of anything.

Check out Fairey’s bio on Wikipedia.
His problems with Fair Use issues comes
down to - it’s OK for him to use other
artist’s imagery to create his works, but
he’ll sue any other artists who tries to use
his imagery. His legal issues with Fair Use
and graffiti isn’t usually mentioned in his
press releases. Nor is the fact that he left
the greater Charleston area victim to every
wannabe, get famous quick artists who
plaster everything in sight with stickers
like Fairey’s Obey sticker.

I’m wondering if the selection of
Fairey is the reason Spoleto Festival USA
did not claim the exhibit at the Halsey
Institute to be one of their offerings this
year. They didn’t claim exhibits at the
Gibbes Museum of Art either, but was
Fairey’s tarnished reputation a reason or
did they finally just give up totally on the
visual arts and being a comprehensive arts
festival? I don’t know the answer to that
and no one will probably ever say.

I’m also disappointed in Charleston’s
commercial gallery community. We got
some press releases from a few folks, but

not as many as we should have and in
many of those cases it was an individual
artist who sent us the info.

I’ve been covering Charleston’s vi-
sual art community for 27 years and I'm
amazed and disgusted how complacent
it has gotten - thinking that they are still
on top of the visual art community of the
Carolinas, when truth be told, since 2008
it’s been in a steady decline while other
communities in the Carolinas thrive. Some
of that has to do with zero help from the
city, county, and business leaders, which
have allowed what was once an economic
draw to become a - well “it’s a nice place
to visit and the people sure are polite”
kind of place.

It’s sad what has happened to Charles-
ton. Back in 1987, I was working on our
first issue of Charleston Arts during the
Spoleto Festival. One of our first stories
was about a group of folks who were
presenting a bust of Gian Carlo Menotti,
the founder of the Spoleto Festivals, to the
City of Charleston. Today the City can’t
explain what happened to the bust. They
either lost it or threw it out, but I’m not
sure we’ll ever know and they don’t seem
to care.

Hey, don’t get me wrong - I still love
Charleston and there is a lot of great
things going on here in the visual art com-
munity, but the month of May has become
my season of disappointment - for many
reasons. It seems the opportunity to really
be great just always slips away.

ArtFields 2.0

ArtFields should drop the word “Epic”
from its tag line. This competition might
be epic to Lake City, SC, but it is not
epic to SC or the Carolinas. The SC State
Fair’s Fine Art Show presents more art
than ArtFields does every year and all its
entries are from SC. That show is prob-
ably seen by more people - due to it being
a state fair and taking place in Columbia,
SC - a major population area. They may
not give out $100,000 in awards, but does
the money alone make something epic?
No. And, how can you start out epic?

ArtFields is a great effort for such a small
town and hopefully one day it will be
epic, but it’s not epic yet.

And I’m not the only member of the
media that doesn’t think ArtFields is epic.
Media coverage has fallen off - ArtFields
is no longer the shiny new kid on the
block. I’ve seen little advance coverage
of the event other than stories about local
artists who got into the event.

This is a tactic the PR folks at the SC
State Museum used to use to get coverage
in local newspapers. Send them a list of
local artists in the event and they will find
somewhere to put that in the local paper,
but little else is often offered about the
overall event.

Most of the media coverage is taking
place in the Pee Dee area of SC - which
it should be as the event is taking place in
their own backyard.

But how does the media in Louisiana
get excited about an event when only a
few artists - if any, are involved in the
event? And how many folks do you think
are coming from Louisiana to see the
event? It’s one of the basic flaws of the
competition. Artists who live far from
Lake City are at a disadvantage to win
one of the awards based on visitor’s votes
- except in the case of the juried award -
which I predict will always go to an artist
from outside SC - just to keep those other
states in play. Local artists hold the advan-
tage by being able to show up at the event
and lobby for votes.

Now the event offers advance online
registration for voting. I’'m not sure how
this works. I hope there is some way these
folks have to prove they actually came to
Lake City to see the art before they vote
- otherwise they can just look on the Art-
Fields’ website and select their favorites.
This could also be a way to say more peo-
ple came to the event than really did. I'm
hoping this is not the case. But, since the
leaders of ArtFields have yet to say how
many votes last year’s winners received,
I’m not sure how valid this issue will
remain in the minds of the participants. If
they are counting votes - which is para-

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College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, Presents Annual Student Exhibit

The College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, is presenting 2014 Young Contempo-
raries, featuring artwork created by students
at the College of Charleston, on view at
the Halsey Institute of Contemporary Art,
through May 3, 2014. The exhibition was
juried by Maryland based artist Bill Dunlap.

Each spring, current College of Charles-
ton students are eligible to submit their
recent work to the Young Contemporaries,
giving them an opportunity to have their
work chosen by a nationally prominent
juror and exhibit in a professional gallery
setting. The annual exhibition shows off the
brightest talents coming out of the Col-
lege’s School of the Arts, including painters,
sculptors, printmakers, and photographers.
This unique show gives students the op-
portunity to learn how to prepare for future
gallery exhibits and helps them to practice
the type of professionalism necessary for
success in such a competitive field. “The
goal of the show is showing the best of the
best, but also have it take on the flavor of
what the students are producing at this point
in time,” says last year’s juror, Scott Stulen.
He continues, “It’s a little bit of a snapshot,
in certain ways, of what’s happening within
the College.” The Post and Courier calls the
Young Contemporaries exhibit, “One of the
highlights of the year.” This year’s entries
are sure to impress.

Concurrent with Young Contemporaries
will be the Salon des Refusés exhibition,
showing in the Hill Exhibition Gallery
within The Marion and Wayland H. Cato Jr.
Center for the Arts. The origin of the Salon
des Refusés dates to Paris in 1863, when art-
ists who had been rejected from the official
Salon caused such a protest that Emperor
Napoleon III ordered another exhibition
held for them. Among the painters in this
Salon des Refusés were Camille Pissaro,
Henri Fantin-Latour, James M. Whistler,
and Edouard Manet.

For the 2014 Young Contemporaries
exhibition, visiting artist Bill Dunlap was
chosen to select the student works. On
March 14, the Halsey Institute received
504 submissions from 156 students. “We
are thrilled with the quantity and quality of
the work. We received 170 paintings, 95
drawings, 38 mixed media, 59 prints, 75
photographs, 2 videos, and 65 sculptures.”
Dunlap selected 63 works to be on view
within the Halsey Institute galleries. Lo-
cal artist and gallery owner Robert Lange

will determine which accepted works will
receive the seventeen awards and more than
$6.000 in prizes from both exhibitions.

These annual exhibitions are jointly
produced by the Halsey Institute, the Studio
Art Department, and the Student Visual Arts
Club at the College of Charleston School of
the Arts.

Bill Dunlap is an artist who divides
his time between Western Maryland and
New York City. His work has been shown
extensively in galleries and museums across
North America and Europe, including recent
solo shows at the University of Maryland
and at galleries in Boston, Denver, and San
José. Recent group shows include galleries
in London, New York, and Los Angeles. His
work is included in several permanent col-
lections, including the library collection of
the New York Museum of Modern Art and
recent acquisitions by the Universities of
Wisconsin and Maryland. His work was re-
cently featured in an exhibit at the Museum
of Fine Arts in Boston, and he is currently
engaged in a large-scale ongoing commis-
sion from the University of Maryland to
paint murals on barns across the state. He
and his work have been featured widely
in print, television, radio, and on many art
blogs. He has also worked as an illustrator,
and his images and cartoons have appeared
in magazines and newspapers nationwide.

Robert Lange received his BFA from
the Rhode Island School of Design before
moving to Charleston to open Robert Lange
Studios, a fine art gallery representing 16
contemporary painters from around the
country.

As a painter, he specializes in realist
painting, particularly of people, emphasiz-
ing narrative moments. Through his work,
he wishes to ignite a sense of joy with
paintings that records the inspiring mo-
ments that abound. His most notable bodies
of work, Measure (2009) and Go (2010),
were nationally recognized and internation-
ally collected. Lange has been featured in
numerous magazines, including the cover of
American Art Collector and Art Magazine,
and in New American Paintings.

On Thursday, May 1, starting at 6pm
there will be a gallery walk-through with
participating artists.

Takes Place Throughout North
May 2-10,2014

Charleston, SC -

The annual North Charleston Arts
Festival kicks off on May 2 and concludes
on May 10,2014. Now in its 32nd year, the
nine day event has matured into one of the
most comprehensive arts festivals in the
state, drawing thousands of residents and
visitors to experience the talents of national,
regional, and local artists and performers
in the areas of dance, music, theatre, and
visual, media, and literary arts. Nearly 200
festival offerings are scheduled to take place
in a variety of venues throughout North
Charleston, SC, and the surrounding area,
including libraries, community centers,
schools, businesses, civic auditoriums, and
parks.

of 53 entries by artists from across the state.
The selection was made by a review panel
appointed by the Cultural Arts Department
who judged the entries based on quality,
originality, appeal to festival patrons from a
broad range of backgrounds, and ability to
convey the spirit of the festival as a public
celebration of arts and culture.

According to Farris, Gullah Islander Toss
honors the traditions of the Gullah-Geechee
culture and is also an attempt to draw a
greater focus to what he calls “a celebra-
tion of history.” “You will see elements
like dance and rejoicing with references to
important cultural elements like the land,
cast net making, trowing and artistic tradi-
tions,” he explains. The piece is composed
of a number of layers that involve design
elements such as Adinkra symbols, paint
drips, and paint embellishments. The
dynamism of these elements represents
the passing of time and movement into the
future. As with many of Farris’ other works,
the piece makes reference to specific Gullah
traditions and historic elements while blur-
ring the boundaries between traditional and
contemporary modes of representation.

Amiri Geuka Farris received his Masters
of Fine Art in Painting, with his BFA in
Ilustration and Graphic Design, from the
Savannah College of Art and Design. He
is currently a Professor of Fine Arts at the
University of South Carolina-Beaufort, in
Beaufort, SC. Farris is known for dynamic,
powerful artwork that combines an alluring
blend of vivid colors, layered textures, and
a signature use of Adinkra symbols. The
images of Sea Island culture that are evoked
in his work introduce viewers to uplifting
moments and insight into his contemporary
view of culture. At the heart of Farris’ artis-
tic vision is the desire to capture the essence
and tell the history of the Gullah-Geechee
people and their way of life. His dedication
to that vision was rewarded in 2012 when
he was the co-recipient of a very prestigious
award for preservation from the National
Trust for Historic Preservation.

In addition to the Smithsonian Museum
of American Art, Farris’ work has been
exhibited and displayed in permanent col-
lections nationally and internationally. He
was named the 2008 “Artist of the Year”
by the historic Penn Center on St. Helena
Island, SC, and is the current artist-in-
residence at the Gullah Museum of Hilton
Head Island, SC. His client list includes
numerous cultural, educational, and com-
mercial organizations including the Telfair
Museum of Art, The Savannah Children’s
Museum, Hilton Head/Bluffton Chamber
of Commerce, Youth Opera International,,
the Gullah Museum of Hilton Head Island,
Historic Penn Center Landmark, Savannah
Jazz Festival, Heritage Jazz Festival, The
Boys & Girls Club, The Coastal Discovery
Museum, and many others.

Carolina’s Beaufort campus, is open by
appointment.

Corrigan Gallery in Charleston,
SC, Features Works by J oe Walters

The Corngan Gallery in Charleston,

SC, will present Look Back, featuring new
works by Joe Walters, on view from May 2
through June 10,2014. A reception will be
held on May 2, from 5-8pm. Walters revisits
his earlier work and gives us a look back
over time with layered references.

Born in 1952 in Kentucky, Walters
earned a MFA from East Carolina Uni-
versity and began working in Rock Hill,
SC,in 1989. He moved to Charleston in
1995 and has been hard at work ever since.
This critically acclaimed and successful
artist’s sculptures (and works on paper)
appeal across the board - his work is easy to
relate to by all. His works look like metal,
but aren’t, nor are they realistic, yet, well,
maybe they are. Using readily available
materials such as wire, mesh, sometimes
aluminum foil and a polymer clay, with
glue sand and paint involved, Walters says,
“Most of the things I work with I get at the
Lowe’s or the hardware store,” Walters says.
“My process has always been pretty eccen-
tric. It’s also very flexible and forgiving.”

Walters’ intriguing animals and insects,
at times separate, other times presented in a
tableau or a large installation, are reminis-
cent of the past - relics, abandoned objects,
something forgotten or ignored. Walters’
works either appear to be rusted metal or
are bluish, “ash gray, the pieces looking a
bit like something frozen in time and place
by a volcanic eruption,” as described by
arts writer Jeffrey Day. Walters puts the
creations together in site-specific installa-

tions that “metaphorically address issues
involving human relationships with nature.”
The artist creates organic forms that morph
into abstractions that are often presented
as unit constructed with spiral forms as the
basis. The connection of the sculptures and
their shadows indicate an interdependence
that relates to that of all living things.
Walters has works in the collections
of the Medical University of South Caro-
lina, Charleston, SC; Kemper Museum of
Contemporary Art, Kansas City, MO; the
University of Florida School of Veterinary
Medicine, Gainesville; Emory University
conference center, Atlanta, GA; Monsanto
Corporation, Chicago, IL; Hartsfield At-
lanta International Airport; the Miami Zoo,
Miami, FL; British Airways, New York;
Palmetto Bluff, in Bluffton, SC, and a Costa
Rican resort. He has shown at the Mint
Museum of Art, The Weatherspoon Art Mu-
seum, Jacksonville Museum of Modern Art
and the Southeastern Center for Contempo-
continued above on next column to the right

rary Art and Art (Basel) Miami.

Walters is the recipient of the Southern
Arts Federation/NEA Regional Fellowship
in Sculpture (1995) and the South Carolina
Art Commission Visual Arts Fellowship
(1994) and is part of the adjunct faculty at
The College of Charleston.

“The biggest change [in my sculptures]
in the last few years is they’ve become
more abstracted and more expressive,”
Walters says. “There’s a more lyrical aspect
to them... .” His early inspiration was the
natural world that surrounded him in eastern
Kentucky, supplemented by Lowcoun-
try marshes and blackwater rivers of our
region.

The Corrigan Gallery presents art with
a future instilled with intellect. Varied,
thoughtful, provoking works are pre-
sented in an intimate space for the viewing
pleasure of all. With 26 years of Charleston
art experience, the gallery owner, Lese
Corrigan, provides a fresh alternative to the

Redux Contemporary Art Center
(Redux) in Charleston, SC, is proud to
present Worthless Matter, a solo exhibi-
tion by Hollis Hammonds. The exhibi-
tion will open with an artist’s talk and a
reception on Friday, May 16, 2014, from
5-8:30pm; both the talk and reception
are free and open to all. The exhibit will
continue through June 28, 2014. Ham-
monds will complete site-specific work of
found objects and wood veneer during a
short residency, and will be present for the
reception.

Exploring consumerist culture through
evidence of accumulation, hoarding and
collecting, piles of rubble permeate the
works of Hammonds. Growing up in
semi-rural Kentucky, the youngest child
of depression era parents, her surround-
ings were those of cold war stockpiling,
nick-knack collections, and junk-yard
recycling. After surviving a house fire
in her teens, piles of burnt keepsakes
created a lasting impression on her, of
the impermanence and worthlessness of
superficial possessions. Ranging from
documentary studies of storms and storm
damage, to elaborate drawings of trash
heaps and landfills, to sculptural wall
installations of crashing waves; her works
often illustrate imaginary piles of debris
left after fictional natural and man-made
disasters. Post-apocalyptic in nature, her
recent and past works deal with memory,
material consumption, waste, catastrophe
and superficial loss.

Hammonds has been living and
working in Austin, TX, since 2007. She
received her MFA from the University
of Cincinnati in 2001, and her BFA in
drawing from Northern Kentucky Univer-
sity in 1998. Her work ranges in media
from drawing to painting, to video and
sculptural installations. Hammonds has
exhibited her work throughout the US

including solo exhibitions at the Museum
of Art at Southern Mississippi University
in Hattiesburg, MS; the Hiestand Galleries
at Miami University in Oxford, OH; Flex
Space, Pump Project Satellite Space in
Austin, TX; Texas Tech University in
Lubbock, TX; and the University of St.

She is deeply
inspired by the richness and contemporary
feel the technique produces. The knife lets
her use paint strokes to show spontaneity
and movement in her work. Orcutt paints
quickly, alla prima, using texture and bold
color to capture her subjects without per-
fecting form. Her goal is not to reproduce
a landscape or still life with precision, but
to translate the creative concepts into an
artistic image.

“I’ve always loved the drama of thickly
applied paint, the sculptural quality, the pu-
rity of the colors. The response from people
who view the work has been very positive,”
says Orcutt.

Depictions of Charleston across the
watery expanse of its harbor with interpre-
tations of skies and water reflections, low
country flora and fauna in all their glory
and wild flowers or bouquets that convey
a sense of peace, quiet joy or even solitude
are favorite subjects of the artist.

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series of sixteen prints made in collabora-
tion with master printmaker Bill Goldston
at Universal Limited Art Editions in New
York. This selection emphasizes many of
Johns’ recurrent motifs and themes over the
past 30 years including flags, the face/vase
optical illusion, targets, galaxies, gestures
from American Sign Language, and frag-
ments of works by famous artists such as
Picasso, Holbein, da Vinci, George Ohr, and
others. Through a special arrangement with
the artist and ULAE, we are able to borrow
some of Johns’ most iconic works for this
exhibition.

Born in 1930, Johns spent his childhood
in South Carolina, and briefly attended the
University of South Carolina before moving
to New York in 1948. After meeting Robert
Rauschenberg, Merce Cunningham, and
John Cage, his work pulled away from
the Abstract Expressionist style that was
prevalent at that time, and he embraced a
new kind of artmaking based on the premise
of re-presenting the familiar in surprising
ways. Johns’ work complicates the relation-
ship between the subject and its depiction
in a work of art. Johns has had one of the
most illustrious careers of any American
artist, with major exhibitions at New York’s
Museum of Modern Art; the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, New York; the National
Gallery of Art, Washington, DC; the Centre
Pompidou, Paris; the Kunstmuseum Basel,
and, most recently the San Francisco Mu-
seum of Modern Art, to list a few.

Johns was longtime friends with William
Halsey, the Charleston artist for whom the
Halsey Institute was named.

According to Shepard Fairey, his new
work is a “celebration and critique of Amer-
icana with an emphasis on gas stations, gas
and oil logos, and iconography as a part of
what literally and metaphorically drives
America in good and bad ways.” He will
show a group of paintings, works on paper,
and screen prints within the main gallery
space at the Halsey Institute. In conjunction
with the Halsey exhibition, he will create
a series of large-scale murals in locations
throughout Charleston.

Born in 1970 in Charleston, this will
be Fairey’s first major exhibition in his
hometown.

Beginning in the 1980s with an obsession
with skateboard culture and a sticker cam-
paign that went viral, Fairey has become
one of the most visible street artists in the
world. His seemingly ubiquitous Obama
HOPE poster helped bolster his career and,
arguably, President Obama’s, and the Na-
tional Portrait Gallery in Washington, DC,
acquired it for their permanent collection.
Straddling the realms of fine, commercial,

and street art, Fairey’s work resists easy
classification. The artist exploits the gaps
between these genres to produce works
that frequently take on social and politi-
cal issues. Fairey has become an articulate
advocate for free speech and progressive
ideas.

Fairey’s work is included in the collec-
tions of the Smithsonian Institution, the
Los Angeles County Museum of Art, the
Museum of Modern Art in New York, the
Museum of Contemporary Art San Diego,
the National Portrait Gallery in Washington,
DC, and the Victoria and Albert Museum in
London.

While the Halsey Institute is best known
for showing the work by emerging and
mid-career artists, director Mark Sloan says,
“I want to highlight the accomplishments
of two native sons as a way to demonstrate
the fact that important contemporary art can
originate anywhere.” Both Fairey and Johns
have had a long association with the Halsey
Institute and this exhibition brings these two
celebrated artists together for the first time
in their home state.

Internationally acclaimed filmmaker
Brett Novak has been commissioned to
produce a video about Fairey’s Charleston
project, which will be shown to the public
during the exhibition. Novak will follow
the development of Fairey’s exhibition
from conception to completion, including
the installation of the outdoor works in
Charleston.

Art League of Hilton Head Offers
Works by Janis Wilson Hughes

The Art League of Hilton Head on Hilton
Head Island, SC, will present Cycles of
Vitality: Ceramic Sculpture by Janis Wilson
Hughes, on view in the Walter Greer Gal-
lery, at the Arts Center of Coastal Carolina,
from May 8 through June 1,2014. A recep-
tion will be held on May 8, from 5-7pm.

Hughes’ work draws inspiration from
various cycles in nature: seasons of planting
and harvesting, the migration of birds, the
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ebb and flow of the tide, changing phases of
the moon, and our own arc from infancy to
old age. With the Appalachian woods as her
childhood playground, Hughes watched the
forces of nature both build up and tear down
life in an endless cycle. Today the themes of
Hughes’ work encompass both celebrating
the protective shells of latent, dormant life
personified in her seed pod sculptures as
continued on Page 17

well as exploring the open spaces created
through the weathering of time as embodied
in her Traverse pots.

“Life is filled with inevitable and
interdependent cycles of vitality”, says
Hughes. The work included in this show
explores vitality through the use of many
nature inspired forms including botanical
pods, shells, and soaring or sedentary birds
that are sculpted from stoneware clay and
finished with earthy surface treatments.

Hughes creates each piece by hand and
uses numerous techniques to construct
textured surfaces from adding flowing
slip or soft clay to forms to using wood
carving tools to sculpt surfaces. Areas of
raw clay are left exposed, and colors are
applied sparingly using underglazes, stains,
engobes, and custom glazes. The scale of
work ranges from petite shell sculptures that
hang on the wall to floor standing seed pod
totems several feet in height.

Hughes explains, “Although I study
nature for inspiration, my forms are fanciful
archetypes and not literal interpretations.
They are meant to suggest questions,
entertain, and renew connections through
familiarity. When people contemplate my
work I hope it rekindles the awareness
which has gone dormant in so many of us
that we are very much part of nature and not
apart from nature.”

Janis Wilson Hughes considers herself a
native of Johnson City, TN. In 1998 Hughes
obtained a degree in Chemical Engineering
with an Environmental specialization from
Auburn University. After graduation she

relocated to Wisconsin to begin an eleven
year career as a scientist and engineer.
While struggling to find fulfillment in that
career, she began her journey with clay.
Over the course of several years Hughes
studied under numerous talented potters
from around the country through workshops
and classes. She built her own studio in
2004 after moving to Georgia, and in 2009
Hughes left the corporate world to pursue
pottery fulltime. She is now a fulltime
ceramic artist and owner of Evolution
Stoneware Pottery, LLC.

In 2012, Hughes solidified her creative
vision for her body of nature inspired sculp-
tural work during a fruitful artist residency
as a Fellow at the Hambidge Center for
Creative Arts and Sciences. While Hughes’
primary focus is on making art, she also
teaches her techniques through workshops,
articles for pottery magazines, short videos,
and full length instructional DVDs.

Hughes has been featured on the cover
of Clay Times Magazine and print articles
in Pottery Making Illustrated Magazine
and the Ceramic Arts Daily website. Her
work is carried in several galleries, and
her work has been included in more than
thirty exhibitions across the United States.
Hughes currently resides in Alpharetta, GA,
a suburb of Atlanta, with her husband and
two dogs.

We’ve decide to
revisit them from time to time.

A Few Words From Down Under
Post Modern Art & Ants

by Judith McGrath, first run in our June
Issue 2006

The other day I got an e-mail from an
emerging artist who participated in an
annual exhibition of work by art students.
She wanted to thank me for the kind
words I had to say about her exhibit in my
review. To tell the truth, I couldn’t help
but make a positive comment; her work
was well thought out, executed with skill
and neatly placed in a shaded grassed area
of the gallery grounds. At first glance it
could be easily interpreted as an innocent
narrative that everyone can relate to; ants
marching single file toward a picnic set-
ting. However, should the viewer make
a subtle mind shift while viewing the
installation, they’ll find a potent political
statement.

The way the artist encrypted her com-
ment rocked me, and I continue to think
back on her exhibit and find different
avenues that lead to her intended reading
of the piece. The artist invited viewers to
look beyond the surface of the work to
find a hidden truth. With respect for her
intention, I did not to divulge the artist’s
message in my review however I did
make a cryptic reference to its meaning.
Besides the thank you, her email assured
me I had correctly interpreted her art.

The statement made by the exhibit is
not as important as how the artist used her
art in the way it was originally intended;
to communicate something of importance
via an ordinary image. By doing this she
successfully links today’s contemporary
art practice to the long forgotten purpose
for making art, which is to inform the
general populace. I haven’t seen any kind
of message in student work in a long time.
Art students who are celebrated by those
ensconced in art academia are often too
self indulgent to have much to say about
anything beyond ‘ME’.

From its inception, the visual arts con-
sisted of pictures and arbitrary symbols
to provide a means of communication,
first between man and his gods then the
ruling classes and their minions. Priests
instructed their flock by decorating
churches, inside and out, with images of
God and Gospels, and symbols for heaven
and hell. Peasants and warriors recognized
their lords and leaders via family crests
and emblems of status emblazoned on
banners, armour and personal jewellery.
Merchants used signage consisting of im-
ages of their wares that were identifiable
to the illiterate. Colours, flowers, objects,
animals, and figures in specific poses had
underlying meanings that were understood
by all. A simple example would be a sign
decorated with a man in white armour
astride a prancing horse and carrying a
shield bearing a tankard and a bed to indi-
cate “The White Knight Inn’.

Pictorial art continued to communi-
cate to the learned and illiterate alike,
even during the political, industrial and
social changes of the 19th Century. These
changes were noted and reflected in the
variety of movements we collectively call
Modern Art, which commenced around
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the mid 1800’s. During the 20th Century
Modern Art evolved into Modernism, a
reaction to speed and greed, and finally
Post Modernism that is not so much an art
style as a plethora of critical and rhetorical
validations for various, sometimes vacu-
ous, experiments in method and media.
The Art Establishment was born and
immediately closed ranks to the public by
declaring only They knew what constitut-
ed Art. The new art cognoscenti consid-
ered the intellectual/emotional concept
that provided the impetus to make ‘art’
more important then the actual art object.
It was a mind-set that relegated pictorial
communication to cartoonists and graphic
artists while Fine Artists need only pres-
ent a verbal validation for the object
painted, purchased or picked off a tree and
placed on the wall or floor. This concept
effectively dismissed the need to learn
traditional eye/hand art skills. I recall how
one well celebrated art graduate haunted
junk shops and second hand stores buying
up all the old hobby painting, paint-by-
number pictures, string art, even varnished
completed jig-saw puzzles to display in an
exhibition. I forgot the name of the show
and the artist but do remember the ques-
tion I repeatedly asked myself; how can

a person be an Artist without having any
Artistic skills? Perhaps it was a ‘I think
therefore I am, an artist’ kind of philo-
sophical thing.

When Fine Artists lost the plot, well
skilled and creative Graphic Artists came
to the fore. Modern Graphic Artists are
employed by religious, political and cor-
porate entities wanting to manipulate the
mind-set of the masses. And they do it as
well as, if not better then, Fine Artists ever
did in the dim, dusty past. Pictures and
symbols were then, and are now, a valu-
able tool that can sell everything from sal-
vation to hotels, political ideologies to fast
food. Graphic Artists are in demand, as a
digital photograph, line drawing, unique
image or new symbol can be etched on
the mind. Our approval or disapproval of
the image will lead us to or away from the
person/place/thing it identifies.

Unfortunately the Art Establishment
sees the pictorial power of today’s Graph-
ic Artist as ‘low brow’ or ‘propagandist’
and certainly ‘not art’. They encourage
Fine Artist to rise above the selling, tell-
ing, instant recognition aspect of graphics
and produce convoluted works of intellec-
tual significance. In the past, symbols and
objects were empowered by their recog-
nition and understanding by the masses.
Today Fine Artists’ exhibitions run in
tandem with catalogues or forums that tell
us what we’re looking at. Post Modern
art needs to be verbally validated as it has
effectively disconnected Fine Artists from
what art was, is and should continue to be
about; communication.

And then I saw the ants exhibit, and I
felt like the tide just may be turning. There
were other works in the exhibition that
also seemed to suggest students were tired
of art rhetoric and wanted to put a voice
back into paint and well-crafted objects.
The exhibit that rocked me involved large
segmented ants, beautifully constructed of
wood and wire and painted white. In Aus-
tralia termites are called White Ants, and
the phrase ‘to white ant” something means
to undermine it, destroy it. The picnic set-
ting with its basket and blanket, plates and
glasses, food and wine, were all painted
black. The black land of plenty was being
invaded by those who would ‘white ant’
their lifestyle. It was a lesson in history, a
warning for present, and a lesson in good
art for the future.

I felt even more satisfied when the
artist said my comments gave her the in-
centive to continue with her art. Now that

really rocked me!

Neely’s work reflects
this in that her works are breathtakingly

beautiful in color, composition, and applica-
tion.

With two art degrees, Linda Luster has
worked as an illustrator, a photographer, and
a director of exhibits for the North Caro-
lina Museum of History. Although horse
training had been a passion, she is now a
devoted equestrian artist and only trains
occasionally. Her work has been featured
on the cover of the Chronicle frequent times
and as an artist has been voted overall as be-
ing one of the magazine’s favorites. Luster’s
work shows the emotional connection and
intimate knowledege of her subject indica-
tive of a life devoted to horses.

Tucker Bailey grew up in northern Min-
nesota. and it was there that she developed
her love of nature. Horses became a part of
her life at an early age and remain so. She
worked at a foundry for a few years learning
the art of bronze casting and that experi-
ence proved valuable to this day. Doing
both painting and sculpting lends a fresh
perspective to each new piece she works on.

Equestrian portrait artist Jan Lukens has
been awarded a painting exhibition at the
Smithsonian Institute in Washington, DC,
for winning top honors in a national portrait
competition. His work has been featured on
the covers of The Chronicle of the Horse,
and in the pages of The Artists’ magazine,
The Equine Image, The Canine Image, Ink,
and Show Circuit. His equine portraiture is
outstanding and distinctively different.

Ann Malphrus resides in Greenville, SC,
and although she showed a strong interest in
art early on, she chose to spend her time first
in the barn and then in Veterinary School.
Career and family meant that her interest
in horses and art would be put aside for
years, until 2012 when her lifelong dream
of melding those two interests materialized
in a week long class on sculpting the horse.

Caldwell Arts Council in Lenoir, NC,
Features Works by Thomas Sayre

The Caldwell Arts Council in Lenoir,
NC, will present New Works by Thomas
Sayre: From Golden Valley to Edgemont,
on view from May 2 - 30,2014. A reception
will be held on May 2, from 5-7pm.

Most well-known locally for his 2012
sculpture “Across the Grain” in downtown
Lenoir, Sayre is also an internationally
renowned sculptor, artist and designer

Sayre says, “For almost three decades
my work as an artist has played with ideas
about human control versus serendipity (or
what some would call chance), the relation-
ship between human-made objects and the
natural landscape, as well as the differences
between person-built versus nature-built
forms.”

Sayre continues, “[The exhibit] From
Golden Valley to Edgemont marks an endur-
ing interest, spanning for 30 years, in the
rural structures of this area and how they re-
late to their natural landscape. From my first
house built in northern Rutherford County
to now, I have a fascination with how
abandoned rural structures (barns, fences,
and houses) poignantly return to the earth
over time. The scraped tar pieces are about
the rhythm of nailed-up boards and the light
shining through from behind, of surfaces
which come to life as they weather, and
visual patterns which are more interesting
as they bend and twist away from their once
crisp ‘rectilinearity.” While all completed
in 2013, these works span back to drawings
done decades ago.”

The earthcast wall pieces express a
similar tension between the human tool and
the texture, color, and resistance of the earth
into which the castings are made. Related
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Work by Thomas Sayre

to Across the Grain, the large earthcasting
at the intersection of Harper and Church
Streets, these smaller works are cast against
wet earth which has been hammered,
whacked, and poked with various tools to
create the pattern.

“It is a pleasure to be back in Caldwell
County in the landscape which has so af-
fected my work all the way from Golden
Valley to Edgemont.”

show the disconnection we now have with
nature.”

Harrison’s pieces develop very gradu-
ally, with many layers of collage, then
paint, then wax, and over again. Harrison
says, “An artist is continually making de-
cisions in the process of making, but also I
find myself thinking about what prompted
me to work with these shapes - and as 1
work and think, my intent strengthens
and an explanation emerges. This body of
work is about the visual cues which we as-

similate into decisions about identity.”
Harrison continues, “My favorite way
to work is in series, making multiples with
a consistent set of parameters. This series
has a constant size (10” x 10”) and I’'m
using symmetrically cut papers for the
collage. Because I'm working on several
pieces at the same time, my paper palette
and my paint palette also stay fairly
consistent. I find that once these choices
are made, I’m able to work with abandon,
making decisions quickly.” This gives a
definite sense of freedom to the images.

North Carolina Pottery Center
in Seagrove, NC, Features
Works by Neolia Cole Womack

The North Carolina Pottery Center in
Seagrove, NC, will present Neolia, Keeper
of the Cole Tradition: A Retrospective, cu-
rated by Dr. Terry Zug, on view in Gallery
[ & 11, from May 10 through July 26,2014.
A reception will be held on May 10, from
noon-2pm.

This exhibition will explore the extraor-
dinary range of forms and richly colored
glazes produced by the Sanford Coles
over the last 80 years. The focus will be on
Neolia Cole Womack, who was only seven
when her father, Arthur Ray Cole, moved
to Sanford in 1934 to take advantage of the
customers travelling on Route 1, then the
main north-south road through the state.

Like so many Coles, Neolia was born
into the clay. “Daddy had a pottery shop,”
she recalls, “and I just grew up in it. When
I was a kid and everything, I stayed in the
shop more than I did in the house, because
I enjoyed that better than I did housework.
I hate housework!” She was selling her pot-
tery by the time she was 11 or 12, and then
went to work fulltime right after she gradu-
ated from high school in 1944. She worked
alongside her father and her brother Foister,
and after her father’s death in 1974 ran the
shop with her sister Celia and grandson
Kenneth George.

Neolia has faithfully followed the advice
on pricing she received from her father.

“Daddy always used to say, you make a
piece of pottery and you put a high price on
it, it’s sitting there six months later. If you
put it down at a lower price, you can sell
seven of them. It’d be a whole lot better to
have that quick, fast nickel coming in than
it would that slow dime.” Moreover, Neolia
has no interest in making art pottery. “I’d
rather make things that people can put out
and use and cook with and bake with. And
use for flower vases.”

Sadly, the years have caught up with
Neolia, and the old shop is now closed. But
Neolia deserves recognition for an extraor-
dinary career and for maintaining the Cole
pottery tradition in often difficult times. In
fact she has already won the prestigious
North Carolina Heritage Award, which
recognizes the great traditional artists of our
state. Now she can take her place in history

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alongside the other great women potters of
her family, Nell Cole Graves and Dorothy
Cole Auman.

Kevin Brown, maintains the Sanford Cole
legacy.

The simplest thing in this life is to breathe
and when we’re knocked out of breath
and swallowed by this life it’s hard to find
direction and control when all we need to do
is find the surface. In one word my wife de-
scribes the last three years as transcendent.
To rise above and find the surface, to show
others the love in Christ she’s found and to
share it with others while being surrounded
in darkness.”

Sure they had to make
the jury cut, but that’s not hard when you
are being judged by folks who are already
in the “insiders” club we all know exist in
the art world.

To enter you have to think you have
a chance to win. And, when artists stop
thinking that - look out Artfields.

Columbia Museum of Art
in Columbia, SC, Features Two
Exhibitions Focused on Animals

The Columbia Museum of Art in Colum-
bia, SC, announces two special exhibitions,
Animal Instinct: Paintings by Shelley Reed
and Cheer for the Home Team: Animal
Mascots from the Collection, on view
concurrently from May 16 through Sept. 14,
2014. Animal Instinct illustrates animals in
exquisite detail in the tradition of Old Mas-
ter painting - but with a contemporary twist
- while Cheer for the Home Team explores
the power and symbolism that animals
have to rally our spirits and camaraderie.
Both shows offer delightful and fascinating
visual experiences to inspire and educate all
audiences as the CMA continues to fulfill its
mission to bring to the Midlands excep-
tional exhibitions of fine art.

The CMA is the first museum to present
a career retrospective of American artist
Shelley Reed. Animal Instinct: Paintings
by Shelley Reed is an impressive selection
of approximately 40 large-scale black and
white paintings of animals, including a
wall-length mural. These oils on canvas are
based on Old Master paintings where ani-
mals often stand in for people and are used

to create visual parables about the strengths
and failings of human nature. Animals in
lush, gorgeous paintings communicate
with each other, flirt with each other, and
consume each other. Reed is an unexpected
painter because she does not use color in her
current work, although she started out as a
colorist. Her palette shrank as she became
less interested in exploiting color and more
interested in exploring the meaning of Old
Master paintings.

“Reed’s art is unexpected,” says CMA
Chief Curator Will South, “because she
works exclusively in black and white where
the tradition of animal painting has been all
color. She also works on a very big scale.
The combination of silvery, shimmering
surfaces and huge canvases makes us feel
like we’re looking at old Hollywood mov-
ies; only here the animals are the stars.”

Reed not only makes Old Master paint-
ings feel contemporary by making them
large and dismissing color, but she focuses
on the contrasting mixture of wildness, as
represented by tigers, lions, birds, and other
animals, with high culture. She is fascinated
with how human beings tend to understand
the world in terms of themselves, yet wild
animals have their own natures. She ex-
plores this complexity in both complicated
narratives and simple animal portraits. The
result is that we readily identify animals that
boast, strut, threaten or attract other animals
and at the same time realize that despite
being the subjects of fine art, wild animals
resist civilization. It is not their nature.

The art says they fit in, and so Reed has a
built-in tension to her narratives. The grand-
est narrative in the show is a 47-foot-long
mural entitled, In Dubious Battle, where a
panorama of fighting, playing, and posing
unfolds. The mural, with its cast of charac-
ters and dynamic action, feels like a silent
movie where we get to invent the story

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along with the animals and the artist.

“The rewards for looking at the art of
Shelley Reed are many,” says South. “We
are awed by her expert control of paint, and
entertained by the high-energy composi-
tions she puts together. And, beyond all that,
we think about the ideas embedded in these
wonderful pictures: how civilized are we,
really? Are we not animals too, of a differ-
ent stripe? Her paintings say we are.”

Reed is represented by the Sears-Peyton
Gallery in New York. She has had solo
shows in New York, Toronto, and Boston
and has participated in many group shows
around the country. The School of the
Museum of Fine Arts, Boston has awarded
her both the 2005 Maud Morgan Award
and a Traveling Fellowship in 2013. Reed’s
work can be found in public and private
collections including: Boston Museum of
Fine Arts, Lila Acheson Wallace Collec-
tion, Bank of Boston, Rose Art Museum,
Danforth Museum, and the DeCordova
Museum and Sculpture Park. The artist is
based in Boston.

Cheer for the Home Team: Animal Mas-
cots from the Collection is a family-friendly
exhibition comprised of 41 works from the
CMA collection featuring animals that serve
as college mascots. The exhibition explores
the qualities of certain animals that make
them popular as symbols of luck to lead
their schools to victory on the field, like the
fighting gamecock and the tiger. A diversity
of objects is drawn from all aspects of the
collection, including European paintings,
American folk art, and Asian ceramics. The
exhibition features a number of the Mu-
seum’s Audubon prints, as well as works
by Eugene Delacroix, Romare Bearden,
Edmund Yaghjian, Constantine Manos, and
Sigmund Abeles. Many of these pieces are
being shown for the first time in a number
of years.

“This exhibition has such a wide variety
of objects and animals that every visitor
will find something to love,” says CMA
Curator Victoria Cooke. “It is fun to learn
more about the history of animals in art, but
also the stories of the mascots and how they
were chosen by the colleges and universi-
ties.”

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Sports fans have a good time identifying
the mascots for various teams across the
US, while children, animal lovers, and fine
art enthusiasts revel in the various styles
and assortment of wildlife portrayed in the
pieces. Visitors learn about the history of
mascots for college sports teams as well as
some of the unlikely and unusual mascots
that have come to lead the rallying cry for
their schools.

Both of these exhibitions are simply fun
for all ages and educational as well. Free
multimedia TAP tours for children focus-
ing on animals in both Animal Instinct and
Cheer for the Home Team are available to
guide and teach families when they visit
the shows. The CMA offers other free, fun
family-friendly activities related to the
exhibitions, such as art explorer backpacks,
interactive components in the Education
Gallery, scavenger hunts, art classes, and
gallery guides.

Continental Ceramics Competition at Con-
cordia University where he also received
an Honorable Mention. Ziegler has served
as a clay mentor for the Potter’s Coun-
cil. He received the Kiln God Residency
Award at the Watershed Center for the
Ceramic Arts, and he was featured in the
PBS television show Broadstrokes.

In creating her marionettes, puppets
and dolls, Diana Farfan begins a discourse
on the human condition, self-image, the
projection of self, and the revelation of hu-
man emotions.

The Balantine Adult Fantasy series “has
been considered a high-water mark in fan-
tasy publishing...It also featured cover art
by illustrators such as Gervasio Gallardo,
Bob Pepper, Robert LoGrippo, and David

Other notable projects included the origi-
nal package illustration for Cape Cod Potato
Chips, artwork for Celestial Seasonings Tea,
and a poster for ABC for the 1984 Summer
Olympics.

Much of Logrippo’s current work is
genre painting: scenes of daily life from the
city, nostalgic country stores with pumpkins
in front, boats sailing in the harbor. Yet,
many of the scenes are fantastical. Hidden
elements within the works play cat and
mouse with the viewer’s expectations. His
interpretative map of Charleston is a prime

example. A closer inspection of the aerial
view of the city shows cows grazing on the
battery, a sea serpent in the harbor, a balloon
of nudists, and a double self-portrait of
Logrippo, once as a plein-air artist painting
the cows on the battery, and again hustling

a portfolio of his work into an art gallery
downtown. Impishly tongue-in-cheek, the
work elicits smiles and winks.

Spartanburg Art Museum
Organizes Public Art Exhibit Along
Main Street in Spartanburg, SC

No Vacancies is a public art exhibi-
tion taking place along Main Street in
downtown Spartanburg, SC, on view
through July 31, 2014. This exhibition is
the culmination of a community-wide col-
laborative process that fills vacant spaces
with visual art. The artwork was created
by over 35 art and design students from
Converse College, Presbyterian College,
USC Upstate and Wofford College - all in
Spartanburg. What started as an impres-
sion for a new comer progressed into a
collection of vibrant impressions for the
entire community.

The Spartanburg Art Museum has a
rich history contributing to Spartanburg’s
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cultural landscape. Today, with a new
Executive Director Elizabeth Goddard,
the museum is undergoing some strategic
changes to better serve the community.
Exhibiting art work outside of the mu-
seum walls is a new intention and direc-
tion for the exhibition program. Goddard
recently said, “Inclusion is one of the
main charges about the arts as a whole.
It is the responsibility of arts and cultural
leaders to design programming that is ac-
cessible to all citizens.”

No Vacancies began as an observa-
tion during a walk along Main Street in
early September when Goddard landed in

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Spartanburg. “I was walking around get-
ting my bearings and noticed many vacant
and dark spaces along Main Street. How
do you transform empty space into portals
of visual excitement for everyone who
passes by?” You fill them with art work.

The first meeting with college profes-
sors was in Nov. 2013. Nine professors
from Converse, Wofford, USC Upstate
and Presbyterian College came to the
Spartanburg Art Museum to discuss the
concept and began charting the course.
Professors wove the concept into their
spring curricula for their students across
disciplines. Four commercial real estate
brokers and commercial property own-
ers were generous enough to provide
these talented students real life exhibition
experience by allowing them to install
artwork within their empty windows. That
generous group includes, Andrew Babb,
Greg Graham, Foster Chapman and Tim
Satterfield.

The levels of community support have
been tremendous. When members of the
Spartanburg Young Professionals heard
about No Vacancies in late winter, they
quickly added the project to a downtown
spring cleaning initiative they were previ-
ously planning. On the morning of Mar.
22,2014, more than twenty SYP volun-
teers came with brooms, sponges, squee-
gees and buckets and cleaned the interior
and exterior of a variety of commercial
spaces, including all of those designated
for No Vacancies. It is not every day that
you have diverse sectors of the commu-
nity from non-profit, commercial and pri-
vate business, higher education and young
professionals come together to assist in a
public art exhibition.

“One of the reasons I love public art,

it’s 100% inclusive, it lives in the every-
day experience of those walking or driv-
ing down a street. It provides an unexpect-
ed surprise to people who have never been
to an art museum or gallery. Art is for
everybody and that is good cultural stew-
ardship.” No Vacancies received a One
Time Project Grant from the South Caro-
lina Arts Commission earlier this spring.
Goddard commented, “Support from the
state level is a wonderful confirmation that
this type of project is providing a relevant
experience to not only a group of students
and a place, but for hundreds if not thou-
sands of viewers.”

The professors who have worked with
groups of students this spring semester
include: from USC Upstate, Jane Nodine,
Dawn Dickins and Michael Dickins;
from Wofford College, Kris Neely; from
Converse College Greg Mueller and Jane
Hughes, and from Presbyterian College,
Ann Stoddard. Converse Sculpture Profes-
sor, Greg Mueller said,” This has been a
wonderful opportunity for our sculpture
and interior design students to partner on a
specific project. We divided students into
two teams across disciplines. Early in the
semester students presented concepts and
worked through the design process. Hav-
ing them work in a collaborative manner
has been a great learning experience for
them.”

Spartanburg Art Museum
Features Works by Randy Shull

The Spartanburg Art Museum in Spartan-
burg, SC, is presenting Out of Line, a solo
exhibition by Randy Shull, on view through
June 20,2014.

The exhibition will leave you with a lot
of things to think about. This is not your
traditional exhibition of paintings and
sculptures. Out of Line is a body of work
that continues Shull’s central exploration
of place and dislocation using the contour
shape of the USA. With over twenty large
scale mixed media pieces this exhibition
presents an expanse of ideas that encour-
ages a process of inquiry.

Living and working in both Asheville,
NC and Merida, Mexico, the artist moves
between countries several times a year. This
routine of travel has given the artist many
opportunities to observe the predominance
of staying in line. Shull explains how one
stays in this line for security, that line for
passport control, this line for citizens, that
line for foreigners, etc.”

Shull writes in his artist statement, “We
are trained to stay in line beginning in
preschool. The reality of staying in line
throughout our lives is something I am ad-
dressing in this body of work. Which side of
line are we on? How did we get there? Can
you look over or under the line? Step over
the line? Step out of line? What does the
line define? When do lines become walls?”

Elizabeth Goddard, Executive Director
of the Spartanburg Art Museum, became
aware of Shull’s work by way of a catalogue
of Shull’s Channeling the USA when she
first started her position back in the fall.

“It took me about a minute once I began
turning those pages when I knew this artist
was perfect for the exhibition program at
SAM. It’s contemporary work, which can
be challenging for viewers who think of fine
art as traditional oil paintings and bronze
sculptures”. Goddard knows that artwork
created today can be made out of any type
of material and it can seriously push the
boundaries of traditional materials, which
Shull does with such large paintings Blurred
Interpretation and Simultaneous Pattern.

“The method in which the artist painted
these forms was an incredibly inventive
process — a process I am not revealing at the
moment,” Goddard said.

The scale in which Shull works is
impressive. His smaller paintings aver-
age 6’ and the larger works start at 8’. The
largest work Saving Grace is a mixed media
piece that spans 12’. The works balance on
the fulcrum of humorous and serious. For
example the iguana skin stretched over the
shape of America in a piece titled, Reptiles
Have Small Brains, is a mix of natural his-
tory, curiosity and why not? And then on the
other hand the ominous work, Brooder is vi-
sually the darkest work in the exhibition and
has the densest use of materials. Brooder is
a mesmerizing tangle of ropes and objects,
some order is represented at the edges of the
piece, but the dense dark composition tends
to keep the eyes centered and searching the
interior space.

“I tend to gravitate towards work that has
some ties to contemporary culture; politi-
cal, social, economical or environmental.
As with all contemporary art, your inquiry
about the work begins with what you al-
ready know”, Goddard said. For example
with Out of Line, the portal of inquiry is,
what do you know about the contour shape
of the USA? What do you know about the
materials Shull uses in his work? These ba-

sic questions will offer each viewer a unique

and individual response to the artwork. That
plurality of responses is exactly how the
world works. We each have our impressions
and conceptions and they are all valid and
respected. Shull states, “Combining a wide
range of materials in this exploration I am
questioning the notion of what art is.”

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RIVERWORKS Gallery in Greenville,
SC, Offers Works by Amanda McCadams,
Jeremy Hughes, and Justin Rabideau

RIVERWORKS Gallery in Greenville,
SC, is presenting Reassigned, an exhibi-
tion of works by Amanda McCadams,
Jeremy Hughes, and Justin Rabideau,
curated by Robert Giese, on view through
May 29, 2014. A reception will be held on
May 2, from 6-9pm.

These three artists all recycle or reuse
materials, imagery or ideas in ways that
reassign meaning. Each artist challenges
the viewers’ associations with the original
subjects and influences our interpretation
of the new products. Amanda McCadams
is a photographer whose work focuses on
reassignment through technical innova-
tion. She is currently making chromogenic
color prints of abandoned payphones.
These images are made with her mo-
bile phone creating an interesting case
of documenting an obsolete technology
with the very technology that caused its
obsolescence.

Jeremy Hughes’ paintings reuse and
transform concepts and technology. He
begins by photographing women, usually
friends and acquaintances, then he creates
a painting from the photograph, but he in-
fuses appropriated pop-culture references.
This reassignment creates a completely
new product with its own narrative,
changing the meaning of the original pho-
tographs, the associations with the women
and the associations with the pop-culture
references.

Metamorphosis is a major theme in
Justin Rabideau’s sculptural work. By
recycling discarded building materi-
als into new sculptures, he reassigns a
delicate, poetic meaning to the materials,
while retaining a connection to the past.
The viewer is then left to contemplate the
meaning of the new work and that mean-
ing’s associations with the history of the
material.

Amanda McCadams lives and works in
Nashville, TN. She is currently an Interac-
tive Web Designer and formerly she was
Department Chair of Photography and
Digital Film & Video at the Art Institute
of Tennessee.

He has taught painting and drawing for
the University of Georgia and the State
University of New York, Oswego.

Greenville County Museum of Art
Features Future Acqulsltlons & More

Impressionism, the first bombshell
launched against academic tradition,
defined light as color, becoming the first
modern language of paint. Sun-drenched
and spontaneous, the 40 American Impres-
sionist paintings from the GCMA collection
found in the exhibition Legacy of Impres-
sionism: Languages of Light invite viewers
to consider the ideas and techniques that
opened the door to modern visual expres-
sion. The exhibit is on view through Sept.
21,2014

Ten future Museum acquisitions are
featured in the exhibition. These paintings,
each with a Southern connection, explore
variations on the theme of Impressionistic
light. All ten paintings are supported by the
Museum’s annual fundraising campaign,
Art for Greenville, which culminates in a
unique celebration of Greenville’s gener-
osity: the Antiques, Fine Art and Design
Weekend, to be held Oct. 17-19,2014.

One of the most advanced painters and
teachers working at the beginning of the last
quarter of the 19th century was Kentucky
born Frank Duveneck (1848-1919). After
enrolling in the Royal Academy of Munich
at the age of 22, the precocious young artist
progressed rapidly, and a host of talented
American expatriates were drawn to him
and his own fledgling Munich school.

Future masters of American Impression-
ism, including William Merritt Chase and
John H. Twachtman, joined the “Duve-
neck Boys,” as the group became known,
traveling and painting with their mentor
in Germany and Italy through the latter
half of the 1870s. Duveneck’s masterful
Steps of the Riva, circa 1880, is one of his
finest achievements and depicts the watery
highway of St. Mark’s Basin, the venerable
stone facades and grand promenade of the
Riva degli Schiavoni.

Another Kentuckian, Andrew Thomas
Schwartz (1867-1942) took classes with
Frank Duveneck at the Cincinnati Art
Academy before attending the Art Students
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Frank Duveneck (1848 - 1919), Steps on the Riva,
circa 1880, oil on canvas

League in New York. Schwartz became
one of the most acclaimed architectural

muralists in the United States, enjoying suc-
cess with public and private commissions.
Bathers, circa 1920, conveys his mastery of
large-scale compositions and is typical of
the artist’s panoramic treatment of the land-
scape imagined from an aerial perspective.

Augustus Koopman (1869-1914), a na-
tive of Charlotte, NC, attended the Penn-
sylvania Academy of the Fine Arts before
moving to Europe in 1887. Koopman’s
grand Self Portrait, circa 1907, was prob-
ably completed during one of his excursions
to Venice or nearby Chioggia, and stands as
a summation of his years of portrait paint-
ing. Literally larger than life (the artist’s
passport described him as only 4 feet, 8/2
inches tall), it is a tour de force that orches-
trates muscular draftsmanship and unusual
deep, glowing color combinations.

Having lost his father early in the Civil
War, Gaines Ruger Donoho (1857-1916)
was taken by his mother from the Missis-
sippi cotton plantation where he was born
to Vicksburg. After the war the family
settled in Washington, DC, and Donoho was
educated and later employed as a draftsman
in the Office of the United States Architect.
Drawn to a career as an artist, Donoho
frequented artist communities in the Paris
suburbs, such as Barbizon near the Forest of
Fontainebleau. Consistently reflecting the
distinct influence of the Barbizon painters,
Donoho’s work of the period is marked by

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subdued colors and less radically expres-
sive brushwork than typical Impressionist
examples.

Mississippi-born Kate Freeman Clark
(1875-1957) left her native Holly Springs,
chaperoned by her mother, to enroll at the
Art Students League. Over the next 20 years
she studied with some of the most important
teachers of the era, including John H. Twa-
chtman and William Merritt Chase. She left
the Art Students League for Chase’s new
school in Manhattan and spent six summers
with him at Shinnecock. When Clark began
submitting her plein air landscapes to com-
petitive exhibitions, she enjoyed significant
success, showing at the National Academy
of Design, the Carnegie Institute, and other
major museums. Some scholars speculate
that she exhibited under the gender-neutral
name of “Freeman Clark” to avoid a pre-
sumed anti-female bias. Most likely, how-
ever, she concealed her identity because of
pressure from her family, who discouraged
her aspirations for an independent career as
a professional artist.

While the American South contrib-
uted the considerable talents of its native
artists, it also inspired visiting painters
with its exotic landscape and indigenous
culture. Charleston, SC, with its picturesque
Lowcountry environs became a popular
destination for a number of American
Impressionists immediately before and after
World War I.

Alson Skinner Clark (1876-1949) was
one of the earliest Impressionists to visit
Charleston. His sojourn there in the spring
of 1917 produced radiant treatments of such
sacred and profane subjects as St. Mi-
chael’s, Charleston and Philadelphia Alley.
Clark’s contemporaneous paintings drew
timely attention to Charleston’s precious
architectural assets.

Alfred Hutty (1877-1954) and Ivan
Summers (1886-1964), two Midwestern-
born artists working in the Woodstock, NY,
art colony, found that Charleston provided
gainful seasonal employment and a respite
from hard Northeastern winters. Before
he began teaching at Charleston’s Gibbes
Museum School in 1920, Hutty had already

achieved acclaim for his sun-drenched
Impressionist landscapes, typified by Snow,
Woodstock, circa 1920. After finishing the
1924 session, Hutty relinquished the Gibbes
position to Summers, who taught during the
winters of 1925 and 1926. During his short
tenure in Charleston he finished a few small
oils of colorful gardens and modest rural
settings, such as Plantation Cabin, Charles-
ton, circa 1925, that were richly rendered
with classic Impressionist brushwork.

Another art colony denizen, Wilson Ir-
vine (1869-1936), visited Charleston around
1930. By the time he visited Charleston,
Irvine had developed an unusual technique
that mimicked the effects of light refracted
through a prism. He applied this method to
Charleston street subjects found in the his-
toric district as well as to Lowcountry genre
scenes he observed at the Cheeha-Comba-
hee Plantation, a parcel of 10,000 acres that
was assembled and purchased in 1929 by
industrialist Frederic B. Pratt, President of
Pratt Institute in Brooklyn.

The natural beauty of the Lowcountry’s
rivers, lagoons, ancient live oaks, and
brilliant azalea gardens repeatedly drew
William P. Silva (1859-1948), a native of
nearby Savannah, GA. Silva dedicated him-
self to painting at the age of 48. He studied
French Impressionism firsthand in Paris,
exhibited there, and, although he settled
permanently in the Carmel, CA, art colony
in 1913, he was active throughout his career
in the Southern States Art League and often
returned to paint in the picturesque coastal
areas of South Carolina and Georgia. Remi-
niscent of Monet’s famed studies of hay-
stacks and cathedral facades, Silva’s Sunrise
Through the Fog, Runnymede, 1931, was
one of a series of Lowcountry plantation
paintings that explored in endless variations
the atmospheric effects of heat and humid-
ity on color and form.

The Greenville County Museum of Art is
located in the center of downtown Green-
ville’s cultural campus, Heritage Green.

Burroughs - Chapin Arts Museum
in Myrtle Beach, SC, Offers Works
Focused on Australlan Crater Art

The Franklin G. Burroughs Simeon
B. Chapin Art Museum, in Myrtle Beach,
SC, is presenting Track of the Rainbow
Serpent: Australian Aboriginal Paintings
of the Wolfe Creek Crater, which will be on
display through Sept. 14,2014.

In the Western Desert of Australia is a
massive crater nearly 3,000 feet in diameter,
created by a meteorite believed to have
weighed some 50,000 tons. Aboriginal
Australians called the crater Kandimalal; in
their “Dreamtime” (i.e., creation) legends,
the crater had been formed by the passage
of a rainbow snake out of the earth. Identi-
fied as a meteor crater in 1947 by American
geologist Frank Reeves, the crater - one of
the continent’s most acclaimed geologic
features - is now known as Wolfe Creek
Crater.

When Reeves’ daughter, anthropologist
Dr. Peggy Reeves Sanday, first visited the
crater in 1999, she learned that it was part of
the traditional territory of several Aboriginal
groups - but that, as “traditional owners” of
the crater, they were forbidden from speak-
ing openly of their sacred knowledge of
the site. They did, however, agree to share
their stories through collaborative paint-
ings. Sanday’s quest for a perspective on the
meteor crater evolved into an exploration of
Aboriginal aesthetics and cosmology, where
the Rainbow Serpent plays a pivotal role
as the primary creative agent of not only
the crater but of all features of the natural
environment.

Out of this collaboration came an exhibi-
tion titled Track of the Rainbow Serpent:
Australian Aboriginal Paintings of the
Wolfe Creek Crater. This exhibition was
organized by the University of Pennsylva-

nia of Archaeology and Anthropology from
the collection of Peggy Sanday.

Curated by Dr. Sanday herself, the ex-
hibit comprises 19 paintings which portray
the “Dreamtime” stories of the origins of
the Aboriginals’ ancestral lands, with most
describing the creation of the crater. Works
by different artists portray subtle variations
in the story, depending on who is doing the
telling. Commentary by the curator explains
and interprets these stories.

The Aboriginal paintings in the exhibi-
tion, painted in acrylic on canvas, were cre-
ated in a range of sizes, shapes and colors,
from vibrant to earthy. Some offer images
that bring the viewer in from an aerial
perspective. Also included are regional Ab-
original art and stories not directly related to
the Wolfe Creek Crater but rich in the native
people’s complex worldview.

Dr. Sanday is Professor Emerita of
Anthropology at the University of Pennsyl-

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vania. She is the author of several books,
including Aboriginal Paintings of the Wolfe
Creek Crater: Track of the Rainbow Serpent
(2007); Women at the Center: Life in a
Modern Matriarchy (2002), based on her
studies of the Minangkabau tribe of Indone-
sia; and several works on the anthropology
of gender.

This method allows me the
most expression because different parts are
all done at different times. For example, a
typical landscape composition might have
twenty different trees. Painting all the trees
during the same session will tend to create
too many similarities and thus a boring
composition. Patience and time allows my
paintings to reflect my varying emotions

and moods and in a strange way create a
sense of balance and harmony in what are
sometimes very detailed and confusing
compositions.”

Mullen learned to paint by being im-
mersed in art for most of his life. His father
taught art at the college level for over three
decades and continues his passion in his
retirement.

I was most in-
trigued by this Fifth Element of Void. Void
represents spirit, thought, creative energy
and inventiveness. In the Navaho culture,
their fifth direction (read: element) repre-
sents the ‘here,’ or the center.”

This past year has been a struggle for
Lloyd to find her way through some physi-
cal challenges that temporarily limited her
ability to turn wood and she needed to find
new ways to express her creativity. Wood-
turning was set aside, and photography
took the lead. Then, says Lloyd, “a chance
encounter led to my discovery of Kumi-
himo braiding and braided jewelry design.
Once I let go of the need to control the
uncontrollable, I was able to release the
creative energy and inventiveness resident
in my inner spirit, in that Fifth Element of
Void. The discovery and exploration of the
ancient art of Kumihimo braiding gave me a
new voice.”

“In this new year, I am back to woodturn-
ing, with a renewed energy and passion.
And the discovery of Kumihimo that
energized that creative emptiness last year
has taken on a life of its own. Kumihimo
design is filled with endless possibilities. Of
course, photography continues to influence
my everyday life. Some days it is just hard
to know what to do first, it’s such a bless-
ing.”

Work by Arianna Bara

Metalsmith Arianna Bara, brings together
all five elements in her jewelry. “The metal
is extracted from the earth, air (wind) is
needed to fuel the flame (fire), which is used
to connect metal to metal. Water is used to

cool metal after heating. The fifth element,
creative energy or inspiration, is what the
metalsmith contributes to the process.
My pieces for the Fifth Element show
are inspired by the five elements and the
characteristics attributed to each. The Fire
element, for example, represents energy and
passion, and the stones and metal textures I
used in my piece reflect that.”

Bara describes one of the pieces for the
show: “In the pendant I created for Spirit,
I paired a glowing champagne pearl with
an agua nueva agate, and set them on a
swirling sterling silver arched background.
To me this piece is about the energy of the
creative process.”
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Work by Pat Merriman

For painter Pat Merriman, the Fifth

Element is a signal of the soul speaking.
“It seems to come at the beginnings - like
a blank canvas or a fresh sheet of paper; or
during transitions of anxiety about which
path to take - like shape versus color deci-
sions. And finally, perhaps, when an artist
knows a piece is finished. Maybe it is also
the ‘Aha’ moment that mindfully moves

me, the artist, on a new path.”

Her reading led Merriman to the philoso-
phy of ancient Chinese poet and philoso-
pher Lao-Tzu, who wrote: “Accept what is
in front of you without wanting the situa-
tion to be other than it is. Study the natural
order of things and work with it rather than
against it, for to try to change what is only
sets up resistance.... If we watch care-
fully, we will see that work proceeds more
quickly and easily if we stop ‘trying,’ if we
stop putting in so much extra effort, if we
stop looking for results. In the clarity of a
still and open mind, truth will be reflected.
...In other words: Simply be.”

Says Merriman, “Often when painting, I
get lost in time — in the zone — which is the
process of painting without inner criticism.
On the following day comes the critique,
though often it is minor: redrawing some
lines, heightening some color splashes,
accenting or softening edges. When, on day
one or two, I play with colors and shapes, I
am in the Fifth Element.”

Founded in 2006, the Hillsborough
Gallery of Arts (HGA) is owned and oper-
ated by 22 local artists.

beauty of an ultimately destructive organ-
ism,” says Flanders. “Using pattern, repeti-
tion, and layered color I seduce the viewer,
luring them into a garden of exotics. Chosen
for their exotic beauty, non-native species
regularly escape their confines. Unfortu-
nately, they often thrive and ultimately take
over, becoming invasive, choking out native
forest plants and animals and undermining
natural ecosystems. The result is a global-
ized landscape that means an inexorable
death for native species.”
