In
2007, Bettis moved to Asheville, NC, where
he currently resides. He has won numer-
ous awards and his works are in public and
private collections worldwide.

elements of my surroundings. I apply mul-
tiple layers of oil paint, cold wax medium,
marble dust and other elements and then
cut, scratch and smooth with great energy
to let the painting evolve into an abstract
interpretation of these elements.”

Bettis’ process inhabits a state of flux,
which results in works that are surprising
to viewers. “One decision leads to ten oth-
ers and ideas die and are reborn again and
again. This provides for work that is origi-
nal... I don’t like to repeat myself; I want
every painting to be individual and stand on
its own merit,” Bettis explains.

Despite the irony in the title, Bettis
is thoughtful and compassionate with
his work. Each element he constructs is
designed to contribute to a wholesome
composition; no stroke is superfluous. The
painstaking care he takes allows his art to
transcend the eye; seeping gently into the
viewers’ subconscious like the cool wax he
utilizes.
