Farfán says of the occasion: “That day I 
realized that a broken toy is not necessar-
ily an obstacle to play; rather, it is pos-
sibility for creativity, for imagining new 
ways of playing.” She continues: “The 
years have passed swiftly, but still this 
single memory persists for me. If only it 
was possible to turn back time and rebuild 
toys, not only theirs but also my own, then 
the lives and dreams of many, many toys 
might be renewed.”
     Born in Bogatá, Colombia, Diana 
Farfán received her BFA at the National 
University of Colombia and her MFA 
in Ceramics at the University of South 
Carolina. Her 2D and 3D works have been 
shown and received awards in a number 
of exhibitions in places that include Co-
lombia, the United States and Taiwan.
