“Cummings is an outstanding win-
ner of this year’s Prize,” 701 CCA board
chair Wim Roefs said. “She won in a
highly competitive field of contestants
that included two other excellent final-
ists, Colleen Critcher and Jena Thomas.”
Critcher is from Hartsville and was, like
Cummings, selected for last year’s 701
CCA South Carolina Biennial. Thomas
is from Spartanburg, where she arrived
from Florida earlier this year to teach at
Converse College.

As the winner, Cummings received a
six-week, paid residency at 701 CCA; this
solo exhibition at 701 CCA; and an ad in a
national art magazine.
