      “Congratulations to the selected artists. 
Many of the pieces were chosen to achieve 
a unified representation of a whimsical 
colorful nature,” adds Carey.

     “That said, ironically, my selection for 
Best in Show was Mark Chatterly’s Wall, 
which is neither colorful nor whimsical.
