The City of North Charleston, SC, will
present two new exhibits including: I Want
to Eat the Earth You Walk On, featuring
works by Shelby Corso and Summer Fun,
featuring oil paintings by Caroline Mor-
ris, both on view at the Park Circle Gallery
from July 5 - 29,2023.

In her exhibit, I Want to Eat the Earth
You Walk On, Shelby Corso explores the
transmutations of feminine desire.

Ron Herzog has been working with wood
for over 22 years. He creates his beautiful,
unique pieces using a process known as
intarsia. The art of intarsia dates back to at
least the fifteenth century and is a wood-
working technique using interlocking pieces
of wood of different species for color, grain
and texture. The pieces are cut, shaped
individually, and fitted together to achieve
the desired design. Herzog is a graduate of
University of Illinois and a veteran Army
pilot.

Selma Andrews creates beautiful and
whimsical jewelry from polymer clay.
Some elements are hand sculpted in a
free-form style, while others are created
using the millefiori techniques of tradi-
tional glassmaking to form this lightweight
material into complex, colorful “canes”
with patterns running through their entire
length. The canes are then sliced and used to
create intricate designs for her bold, colorful
beads, barrettes, and broaches.

This exhibition will explore some of
the distinctly different approaches and
philosophies of art collecting by prominent
Charlotte-based collectors Judy and Patrick
Diamond, Nina and James Jackson, Christy
and Quincy Lee, and Cheryse and Christo-
pher Terry. This dynamic group will present
arange of collector theory, methodology
and objects made by Black artists from their
private collections.

In 2018, the National Art Services

est online art marketplace. In the article,
Beard categorized all art collectors into
four general groups: The Connoisseurs, The
Enterprising Collector, The Trophy Hunter,
and The Aesthete. The four Charlotte-
based collectors featured in The Vault have
distinctly different approaches and phi-
losophies of art collecting that mirror this
framework.

The Enterprising Collectors

Cheryse and Christopher Terry might
not have always considered themselves
collectors but their research-based archi-
val practice says otherwise. The Terrys
are true custodians of the history, culture,
and nuanced narratives of the artists in
their collections. They feel as though they
have a distinct duty and responsibility to
protect Black artists and to preserve Black
culture. They believe that art history is just
too important to be left to art historians. As
enterprising collectors, “their goal is to de-
stabilize the canon, challenge the ancient re-
gime and define (and increasingly redefine)
art history through collecting.” The Terrys
will exhibit their collection of over 30 afro
picks, hundreds of magazines, records, toys,
advertisements and other culturally specific
and historic ephemera in The Vault.

The Trophy Hunter

Christy and Quincy Lee have amassed

an incredible collection of works by Black
artists. Their home is a museum of rare his-
torical, artistic, and cultural interests. When
touring their home, I was awestruck by the
remarkable talent, history and legacy on
every wall, and hearing a detailed account
of how each piece was procured. The Lees
are active at auctions and hunt as a matter of
sport. “This group leverages their art to do
big things (like take over a large company)
during their lifetimes, and uses their art to
create a legacy after death.” The Vault will
feature works of the Lees by artists Albert
Wells, Charles Alston, Bryan M. Wilson,
Juan Logan, Antoine Williams, and J. Stacy
Utley.

The Connoisseurs

What started as a casual hobby grew into
a spark for the Judy and Patrick Diamond,
making them connoisseurs whose collecting
has “developed over time through relentless
efforts and devotion.” The Diamonds have
spent the last 48 years amassing a collection
of Black art that includes works by some of
the greatest artists of the 20th century, in-
cluding Romare Bearden, Elizabeth Catlett,
and Jacob Lawrence. They buy methodi-
cally, and rarely, as an investment. They are
privy to the market, incredibly knowledge-
able, and maintain great friendships with
the artists whose work they collect. In this
exhibition, they will share works by Hale
Woodruff, Jeanne Moutoussamy-Ashe,
John Tweedle, Margaret Burroughs, Eliza-
beth Catlett, and Nellie Ashford.

The Aesthete

Nina and James Jackson are very sup-
portive patrons of the arts. They frequent
museums for openings and events, but tend
to prefer the shop to the galleries. “These
unique individuals possess an innate eye
and tend to be more aesthetically aware of
the world around them.” They are driven by
a visceral response to an object. They are
not motivated by the status of financial gain,
but prioritize storytelling and personal his-
tories. For The Vault, The Jacksons will be
sharing paintings by Thomas James “T.J.”
Reddy, prints by Kerry James Marshall, and
a collection of over 50 Black Santa Claus
dolls and figures.

Bechtler Museum of Modern
Art in Charlotte, NC, Features
Works From the Collection

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, is offering various works
from its collection this Summer including:
Europe in the Age of Picasso, 1900-1973,
on view in the Museum’s Fourth Floor Gal-
lery; Yasumasa Morimura: Eg6 Sympdsion,
also on view in the Museum’s Fourth Floor
Gallery; and Sculpture from the Bechtler
Family Collection, on view in the Mu-

seum’s Third Floor Gallery.

Pablo Picasso (1881-1973) is widely
celebrated for his remarkably multifaceted
art practice, which kept pace with the rapid
technological and cultural developments
of the 20th century and often influenced or
anticipated attendant shifts in artmaking.

As museums and galleries around the

world mark the 50th anniversary of the
Spanish artist’s death, the Bechtler is
pleased to present Europe in the Age of Pi-
casso, 1900-1973. Drawn entirely from the
museum’s holdings, this exhibition brings
together 125 works by over 50 artists who
were active in Europe alongside Picasso
and shared his dedication to innovation and
experimentation.

The trove of 20th-century European art
in the Bechtler’s collection provides a dy-
namic context for the art world that Picasso
inhabited and profoundly impacted. A quick
survey of the seven decades represented in
the exhibition reveals the pace of dramatic
change that defined the period. At the outset
of the century, Edgar Degas created his
signature Impressionist pastels captur-
ing fleeting sensations of physicality and
movement. In 1918, Le Corbusier devel-
oped a structured visual vocabulary based
on streamlined, machine-like forms. Dada
and Surrealist artist Max Ernst conversely
embraced irreverence and irrationality over
order and reason.

From the 1930s through the 1960s,
Barbara Hepworth made pioneering ad-
vancements in abstract sculpture. After the
Second World War, CoBrA artist Karel Ap-
pel painted exuberant compositions using
bold colors and frenzied lines. In the 1960s
and 1970s, Daniel Spoerri and Dieter Roth
created assemblages out of everyday objects
and foods, Niki de Saint Phalle sculpted her
voluptuous, vibrant “Nanas” celebrating the
female form, and Victor Vasarely experi-
mented with geometry and color to produce
mind-bending optical effects.

Yasumasa Morimura: Ego Sympdsion
is on view in the Fourth Floor Gallery.

Over the past forty years, Japanese artist
Yasumasa Morimura has explored construc-
tions of identity and representation in his
photography, film, and performance work.
Through skilled use of makeup, costumes,
props, and digital manipulation, Morimura
transforms himself into renowned artists,
iconic works of art, and influential historical
figures, primarily from the Western canon.

One of the most celebrated contempo-
rary photographers of the late 20th century,
he has photographed himself in the guise
of Johannes Vermeer’s Girl with a Pearl
Earring (1665), a variety of famous works
by artists such as Francisco Goya, Frida
Kahlo, and Edouard Manet, and recogniz-
able portraits of Albert Einstein, Marilyn
Monroe, and Mao Zedong, among others.
These elaborately restaged pictures are at
once an homage and a critique, and wryly
confront complex issues concerning self
and nationhood, cultural appropriation,
celebrity, gender, and authorship.

In Egé Symposion, Morimura’s first

feature-length film, he stars as eleven artists
celebrated for their self-portraits - in order
of appearance: Leonardo da Vinci, Albrecht
Diirer, Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio,
Diego Veldzquez, Vermeer, Rembrandt van
Rijn, Elisabeth Louise Vigée Le Brun, Vin-
cent Van Gogh, Frida Kahlo, Andy Warhol,
and, finally, himself.

In a series of vignettes with Morimura
reciting the voice-over narration, the artistic
protagonists contemplate aspects of their
lives and their impulses for artmaking. Both
playful and poignant, Ego Sympdsion more
broadly questions how art history is scripted
and rehearsed. “These are questions that
do not have ready answers,” Morimura
remarks. “Various truths are no doubt con-
cealed in the paintings that have been left
for us. On the other hand, a painting can be
seen as a fake, something caked with false-
hoods and misunderstandings. A painter’s
testimony is at once a confession of a hid-
den truth and an attempt to overwrite their
life with a false statement.”

Sculpture from the Bechtler Family
Collection is on view in the Third Floor
Gallery. The Bechtler Museum of Modern
Art is the only museum in the Southern
United States dedicated to European and
American Modern Art and its legacies. Cap-
turing a remarkable era of art history from
the collection of the Ziirich-based Bechtler
family, the Bechtler Museum of Modern
Art collection includes works by some of
the most important and influential figures of
modernism. Featuring 28 key works of art
and nine sculptures from The Bechtler Col-
lection, this intimate exhibition is displayed
throughout two of the museum’s galleries.

Sculpture from the Bechtler Family
Collection features nine three-dimensional
artworks selected from the Bechtler family
collection featuring artists, including Max
Bill, Eduardo Chilida, Max Ernst, and Sol
LeWitt.

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Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-
American Arts & Culture in Charlotte,
NC, Offers Works by Stephanie J. Woods

The Harvey B. Gantt Center for Afri-
can-American Arts & Culture, at Levine
Center for the Arts in Uptown Charlotte,
NC, is presenting Stephanie J. Woods:
where the sun shines, on view through
Oct. 29,2023.

Organized by the Harvey B. Gantt Center
where the sun shines is an immersive
dreamworld created by Stephanie J. Woods.
The artist transports the viewer between no-
where and everywhere, like a liminal space
enveloping the senses. In this world, the sun
always shines, the walls whistle, and Venus
and Serena Williams play a never-ending
tennis match in the sky. Inspired by the
yellow walls of her childhood bedroom and
the message Woods wrote on her bedroom
door, where the sun shines is a new body of
work that contains photographs, sculptures,
textile works, and an immersive floor and
video installation.

During Woods’ sojourn in Africa attend-
ing the prestigious Black Rock Senegal
artist residency, founded by renowned
artist Kehinde Wiley, she was mesmerized
by the colors of the local fashion, and the
board games played on the streets which
reminded her of playing checkers with her
papa. where the sun shines honors Woods’
memories growing up in Charlotte. Memo-
ries of school lunches, acts of adultification,
playground games, and fathers encouraging
their baby girls to shine.

Accompanying the works on display is a
sound collage by sample-based visual artist,
Johannes Barfield, and a ceramic installa-
tion made in collaboration with ceramicist
Chantel Bollinger.

This exhibition features a unique floor in-

University of South Carolina in
Columbia, SC, Features Works by

John E. Dowell

“Following the Sound” by John E. Dowell

The University of South Carolina in
Columbia, SC, is presenting Paths to Free-
dom, featuring digitally-edited photographs
which examine enslaved people’s relation-
ship to cotton fields by John E. Dowell, on
view in McKissick Museum’s second floor
North Gallery, through Dec. 16,2023. The
SC Humanities supported this project with a
Mini Grant.

This exhibition is guest curated by
Dr. Frank M. Martin, an art historian and
curator who currently serves as Visiting
Professor in the History and Theory of Art
at South Carolina State University.

In his exhibition Paths to Freedom, Phil-
adelphia-based artist John E. Dowell uses
digitally enhanced photographs of cotton
fields to evoke the experiences of enslaved
people as they sought their freedom from
bondage. This body of work started with
Dowell responding to the question, “What
would an enslaved person feel and think
the night before escaping bondage? Where
would they get the strength and courage to
start such a dangerous journey?”

Dowell began his studies at the Tyler
School of Art at Temple University in Phila-
delphia with an initial interest in sculpture,
but he shifted and developed a passion for
printmaking and ceramics. Dowell received
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his BFA in 1963, graduating with honors.
He later received a fellowship to the Tama-
rind Lithography Workshop in Los Angeles,
California, where he honed his collaborative
lithographic printing technique and printed
for the likes of Josef Albers, Sam Frances,
Nathan Oliveira, and Louise Nevelson
among other renowned 20th century artists.
Dowell continued his studies in print-
making and drawing at the University
of Washington, Seattle, WA, earning an
MFA in 1966. He served on the faculty of
Temple University’s Tyler School of Art
for 42 years, from 1971 to 2013, including
a stint at the campus extension in Rome,
Italy. An artist and master printer, Dowell’s
prints, paintings, and photographs have
been featured in more than 50 one-person
exhibitions and represented in the perma-
nent collections of 70 museum and public
collections.

Dr. Frank Martin, a scholar in art history
and native South Carolinian, brings his
experiences and knowledge to the exhibi-
tion as curator. Martin will place cotton
in the context of its historical importance
and its place in African American visual
culture. He will facilitate several events in
conjunction with the exhibition, including a

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documentary screening, a discussion with a
scholar of African American history, and a
panel discussion with Dowell. Together, the
exhibition and events will engage audiences
in thoughtful considerations of how cotton,
the institution of slavery, and the southern
experience, both historically and presently,
are intimately intertwined. For details check
back with the Museum from time to time at
(http://artsandsciences.sc.edu/mcks/).

The Columbia Museum of Art in Colum-
bia, SC, will present Tina Williams Brewer:
Stories of Grace, on view through Sept. 3,
2023, only at the CMA.

Organized by the CMA, Stories of Grace
showcases the work of Pittsburgh-based
fiber artist Tina Williams Brewer, who cre-
ates densely layered, highly symbolic story
quilts that explore African diasporic history
and ancestral heritage.

The first major museum survey of the
artist’s work in the Southeast, this career-
spanning exhibition features roughly 45
works drawn from both public and private
collections as well as brand-new work that
will debut in Stories of Grace, fully divulg-
ing the scope and richness of Brewer’s
multilayered practice.

“It’s been a privilege to work with
Brewer in the leadup to this exhibition,”
says CMA Curator Michael Neumeister.
“The themes she engages in her art are
deeply tied to South Carolina and its history.
It will be a joy for our audiences to look
at this region anew, through the eyes of a
remarkable artist.”

For four decades, Tina Williams Brewer
(b. 1949) has created quilts that tell stories
of vision and grace. Her approach to art
is shaped by personal experiences and an
intuitive connection with the past. Brewer
relates her quilts to lukasa, traditional
memory boards created by the Luba culture
of the Democratic Republic of the Congo.
Like lukasa - objects that are ritualistically
employed to recount history and evaluate
the future - Brewer’s work conceptually
links the processes of teaching and remem-
bering.

Born in West Virginia, Brewer studied
ceramics and advertising at the Columbus
College of Art and Design, Ohio, before
settling in Pittsburgh in the early 1970s.
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She was introduced to quilting through her
participation in local crafts groups, where
she quickly gained facility with patchwork
techniques. While the steady and contem-
plative act of sewing allowed the artist

to balance her creative energies with the
demands of motherhood, the medium also
held personal meaning - her family had
quilted for generations, engaging a South-
ern tradition that is particularly resonant

in African American communities. Like
family members before her, Brewer worked
primarily with scraps, utilizing fabrics and
garments that were readily available. The
impulse to “make something out of noth-
ing,” as Brewer describes it, was a way of
honoring her heritage.

From the outset, Brewer transformed
traditional quilting patterns and patchwork
techniques - including log cabin and Jacob’s
ladder designs - into a unique idiom that
incorporates African symbolism. She began
incorporating figural patterns and combin-
ing found fabrics with family heirlooms,
newspapers, and photographs. Her methods
expanded alongside her interests in African
and African American history, subjects that
she examines through a range of traditional
symbols, original motifs, and globally
sourced textiles.

Brewer’s work is further inspired by her
travels, including a formative trip to Ghana
and extensive time spent at St. Helena
Island in the South Carolina Lowcountry.
The artist was stimulated by the island’s
rich Gullah tradition and the accounts of a
formerly enslaved population that quickly
established self-sufficiency against all odds.
She was profoundly absorbed by the links
between the landscape and its history, and
the human stories that shaped both. As part
of the exhibition, the CMA produced a short

film documenting her travels in this state
and the ways that her work is shaped by
memory and place.

The densely layered, evocative works
that Brewer has recently created are resplen-
dent with color and energy. Though the art-
ist continues to integrate traditional quilting
concepts in subtle ways, these free-flowing
compositions sometimes register more as
abstract paintings or collages.

Rather than conveying rigid narratives,
Brewer’s multilayered story quilts transmit
the intrinsic, interlocking natures of history,
culture, and spirit. Her colorful and richly
symbolic compositions interweave the
past with present experience and gesture to
futures yet untold.

Hear directly from the person who
worked with Brewer to bring the exhibition
from conception to fruition and learn about
the artist’s process and the ways that her
work is inspired by South Carolina. Free
with membership or admission.

and spans 5,000 years of art history. Estab-
lished in 1950, the CMA now welcomes
more than 150,000 visitors annually and

is a catalyst for community creativity and
education, engaging people of all ages and
backgrounds.

It is the recipient of a National Medal
from the Institute of Museum and Library
Services, a National Art Education As-
sociation award for its contributions to arts
education, a National Park Foundation
Award, and two Governor’s Awards for the
Arts for outstanding contributions to the arts
in South Carolina.

In order to serve even more audiences,
the CMA underwent a transformation.
Funded by a successful capital campaign,
the two-year renovation project garnered
new collection galleries with a progressive
thematic layout, new studios for artmaking,
cutting-edge program and event spaces,
and an entrance on Main Street. Overall,
more than 15,000 square feet of functional
space were added to the building’s existing
footprint.

The Columbia Museum of Art in Colum-
bia, SC, is presenting Resurgence and Re-
naissance: Art of the Catawba Nation Since
1973, 0n view through Sunday, September
3,2023.

Organized by the CMA and shown in
partnership with the University of South
Carolina Lancaster, Resurgence and Renais-
sance is a 50-year anniversary exhibition
that builds off a 1973 CMA exhibition of
Catawba potters recognized as pillars of
excellence in their craft. Since then, the
citizens of the Catawba Nation continue to
preserve and advance their heritage through
artistic traditions and innovation.

“On behalf of the CMA, we are honored

to present the stories, history, and cul-

ture of the Catawba people through their
artistry, while also forging new friendships
with the Nation and its citizens, alongside
USC’s Native American Studies Center in
Lancaster, SC,” says Jackie Adams, CMA
director of art and learning. “I hope visitors
will not only learn something new about the
Catawba people, but also appreciate their
significant artistic contributions historically,
today, and into many tomorrows.”

Featuring a range of arts and artists of
the Catawba Nation from 1973 to pres-
ent, Resurgence and Renaissance centers
around Catawba pottery, the oldest continu-
ous earthenware tradition in North America,
dating back thousands and thousands of
years. Basketry, beadwork, quilts, digital
art, and photography round out the exhibi-
tion to showcase the living traditions of
Catawba arts, culture, and heritage.

“Our late archivist, Brent Burgin, once
observed that when the Egyptians were
building the pyramids, Catawbas were
making pottery,” says Dr. Stephen Criswell,

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director of Native American Studies Center
and professor of English and folklore

at USC Lancaster. “Catawba pottery is
recognized by scholars and collectors as a
tradition which often features, paradoxical-
ly, strict adherence to tradition and vibrant
creativity and innovation. It is an art form
that reflects history and heritage, but at the
same time offers the best of potters a vehicle
for expressing their own individual talents
and creativity.”

Resurgence and Renaissance offers
roughly 70 works of art from more than
30 of the finest Catawba makers over the
last half century, including those practicing
today. Featured artists include: Sara Ayers,
Brooke Bauer, JoAnn Bauer, DeAnn Beck,
Betty Blue, Doris Blue, Mildred Blue,
Monty Branham, Edith Harris Brown, Keith
Brown, Louise Bryson, Catherine Sanders
Canty, Eric Canty, Nola Harris Campbell,
Beckee Garris, Evelyn George, Mandy
George, Susan George, Faye Greiner,
Beula Harris, Bill Harris, Georgia Henrietta
Harris, Reola Harris, Billie Anne McKel-
lar, Alex Osborn, Earl Robbins, Margaret
Robbins, Arzada Brown Sanders, Caroleen
Sanders, Cheryl Harris Sanders, Fred Sand-
ers, Freddie Sanders, Verdie Sanders, and
Florence Wade.

Indigenous to the Carolinas, the Catawba
Nation is the only federally recognized
tribe in the state of South Carolina. Their
modern-day tribal lands are located in
York County, South Carolina, though their
ancestral lands extend through the Piedmont
region of North and South Carolina and into
southern Virginia. The heart of the Nation
is the Catawba River, where Catawbas and
their ancestors have lived and collected
clay for pottery for millennia. The Catawba
pottery tradition is only taught to Catawba
citizens and remains a guarded and pro-
tected art form.

The 1973 CMA exhibition Catawba
Indian Trade Pottery of the Historic Period
aimed to create a catalyst for understanding
the pottery tradition’s cultural value within
the state and to highlight four prominent
potters of the time - Sara Ayers, Doris
Blue, Georgia Henrietta Harris, and Arzada
Brown Sanders - whose work represented
the tradition. Curated by scholar Steve
Baker, this seminal exhibition expanded
interest in Catawba pottery among collec-
tors and scholars, changed the economic
values placed on the pottery by makers and
collectors, and helped inspire a new period
of creativity among the potters.

Resurgence and Renaissance: Art of the
Catawba Nation Since 1973 was curated
by Brittany Taylor-Driggers, associate

professor of art and art history and director
of campus collections and galleries at USC
Lancaster, and Jackie Adams, CMA direc-
tor of art and learning.

Stormwater Studios in Columbia, SC,
will present No One (Ever) Really Fails:
Paintings by Malik Greene, on view from
July 5 - 16, 2023. This exhibition will
have its opening reception on July 6th,
2023 from 6-8 pm with a closing artist
talk on July 9th from 3-6 pm. In addition
to the receptions, Malik Greene will host
an open studio on July 8th from 11-3 pm.

“When black boys migrate from
primary to intermediate education they
face challenges and limitations on the
quality of care they receive.” Dr. Jawanza
Kunjufu explains, “the fourth-grade
failure syndrome is a change in attitude
that ultimately coincides with a change
in academic achievement in young black
boys. These children appear to have the
same degree of potential as their peers up
to the point at which ‘real’ learning starts,
after which they fall behind, only to be

groomed by the environment they come
from. They feel as though the world has
given up on them just as they are begin-
ning to realize what they are truly capable
of becoming, leading to a decline in their
self-esteem and a lack of hope for their
future.”

“I don’t think this is a coincidence,
more so the outcome of the unsubstantial
attention given to black boys in institu-
tions of higher learning. A child may
frequently be left alone and misled by
factors such as a lack of appropriate refer-
ence points for their goals, family life,
the concept of stability, and even finding
understanding from their elders. It can be
difficult to picture yourself as a doctor
if you have never encountered a medi-
cal professional who resembles you or
who exhibits your symptoms,” adds Dr.
Kunjufu.

“Becoming an engineer is foreign to a
child who has only been raised to struggle
and endure circumstances forced upon
them. The fourth-grade failure syndrome
relates to children reaching a turning point
in their lives where, if these issues are not
addressed, a child may eventually come
to believe that they are not deserving of a
happy, fulfilled life. Being a young black
child and thinking that sports are the only
path out of poverty is devastating. Why
would academic success matter if my time
in the 40-yard dash is the only thing that
can keep my family out of poverty? Why
should I be concerned with expanding my
business acumen when my sole means of
achievement is how well I can rap?”

This exhibition contains 13 new works
and is a call to resilience and understand-
ing about the invisible barrier for children
of color, especially black boys, and how
despite these disadvantages; There may be
a reason to push forward.

The work of Malik Greene unveils his
psyche, allowing him to stand in the cen-
ter of his world, orchestrating a universe
created solely by his hands. He depicts his
personal history through intimate oil and
acrylic portraits of family, moments, and
memories that convey his experience as a

Black Man and artist. The subjects within
his art transmit a specific power that does
not rely on systemic pain, trauma, or past
offenses to propel his artistic vision. Nev-
ertheless, these figures covertly convey
the residual effects of their environment
and how this may innately influence one’s
identity.

Greene finds strength in how this
distinguishes individuals; his creations
have become a voice to help understand
his nature. His paintings act as a means of
searching, diving deeper into his cogni-
tion and the varying societal implications
that affect those within his reach. Greene
sources his artwork from archival photos
and shared experiences, juxtaposing them
with an amorphous imagination utiliz-
ing styles that acknowledges realism, yet
maintains his painterly disposition. Bold
opaque colors, textural brushwork, and
eccentric figuration are how he evokes
emotion and emphasis within his work.

Greene glorifies a certain level of
roughness that demonstrates beauty and
intimacy, not concerned with technicali-
ties as opposed to nuanced emotion. His
work is considered a storytelling method,
and understanding where he comes from
has allowed him to realize how far he can
go.

The Blue Spiral 1 in Asheville, NC,
will present works by Akiko Sugiyama,
on view in the Small Format Gallery, from
July 7 through Aug. 23,2023.

“A plain flat sheet of paper is the
starting point for expressing my mood or
satisfying a sculptural urge,” notes Akiko
Sugiyama. It is easy to see the creative
energy of her mind and richness of her
talent when looking at her exquisite paper
collages.

Sugiyama’s work is a blend of Eastern
and Western aesthetics. She graduated
from the Women’s College of Fine Arts in
Tokyo with a BA in Oil Painting, where
she concentrated on European art and
techniques. However, her Asian heritage
remained a major creative factor in her
work.

The materials and detail in her work
are a study in perfection, both delicate and
spiritual. Yet the expressiveness of the
work can be Western. “The Japanese influ-
ence on my work is unavoidable since I
was born and raised in that culture. Today
I allow my works to be honest to myself,
including my early influences, particu-
larly Japanese children’s tales that I heard
in my early years of life. These former
fantasies and feelings thus impart a flavor
to many present day experiences in the
United States,” notes Sugiyama.

Working with rice or parchment paper,
she paints it and then rolls, folds, cones,

curls, crushes, pierces, cuts or rends it
into compositions that reveal the artistic
aspects of paper. She explores both the
cultural and artistic aesthetics in her col-
lages, giving us a rich body of work.

Spanning
beyond one’s own lifetime, or overlap-
ping with contemporaries, it is how people
process, share and produce - particularly
in the realm of the visual arts - where it
can manifest as an honorific aspect within
the creation process.

Using several key inspirations as focal
points, DeAngelo has been working on a
new series that takes all these things into
consideration, and he and his wife/gallery
manager, Tina, invite you to join them for
the opening reception of this unique show
on July 21.

Many artists feel connections to those
they’ve studied in the past. Their comic,
literal or ethereal style can remind one of
time or place or both. Their words often
act as guideposts for those that come after
them, and in this way, DeAngelo shares
some of his favorite quotes on the gallery
walls from greats across the creative spec-
trum - from Georgia O’Keeffe and C.S.
Lewis to Hank Williams.

Several of the artists who have in-
fluenced DeAngelo from his traditional
study years and onward, mostly span the
decades of the mid-to-late 20th century,

including David Hockney, Roy Lichten-
stein and Mark Rothko. Early personal
inspirations include Theodor Suess Geisel
and Norman Rockwell. Some of the things
he’s attracted to across the spectrum in-
clude color, the human figure, landscapes,
abstractions, refined layout principles, and
the impact of paint.

DeAngelo’s experiences owning and
running galleries has also provided him
with a chance to personally reflect on
some past favorite periods in his own art
life, with a piece called “Big Wednesday”
representing a treasured time in Ocean
City, New Jersey, where his pop art and
ocean lifestyle scenes flourished.

Penland School of Crafts in
Penland, NC, Offers Look at
Different Views of Natural World

The Penland School of Crafts in Penland,
NC, is presenting, wild and precious life,
featuring works by Lisa A. Frank, Kim Cri-
dler, and Nancy Blum, who reimagine the
natural world and our relationships with it
through sculpture, photography, and draw-
ing, on view in the Penland Gallery, through
Sept. 2,2023.

It’s likely that every visitor to the gal-
lery will be intrigued by Lisa A. Frank’s
photographs from her series titled “Captive
Splendor.” These images are digitally-
rendered collages that place wild animals
into beautiful rooms representing historic
architectural styles. The animals were

photographed by the artist in zoos around
the country. The rooms are photographs of
astonishing miniatures, like exquisitely de-
tailed dollhouses, that are part of the Thorne
Rooms Collection at the Art Institute of
Chicago. Frank has carefully combined

the two sets of images to create impossible
dioramas.

Kim Cridler makes metal sculptures that
she describes as “inspired by the patterns of
nature and the way objects can record and
extend our lives.” Many of them are based
on the forms of trees and vessels, often in
combination. Her process involves joining

together hundreds of small pieces of metal
to create larger forms in the same way that
many lines can make a drawing. “I work
to create a sense of movement within still
objects,” she explains.

Brooklyn-based artist Nancy Blum
creates drawings, sculptures, and public
art commissions. Her large-scale drawings
in this show are based on sixteenth- and
seventeenth-century botanical images.

She creates intricate compositions that put
together species that would not coexist in
nature and also combine different drawing
styles. Within a single image, some flowers
are fully rendered in color, some are line
drawings, and others are used as back-
ground patterns reminiscent of wallpaper.

By placing the work of these three art-
ists in the same space, the Penland Gallery
invites the viewer to explore worlds within
worlds.

Also on view is a smaller exhibition of
pieces made collaboratively by Swedish
artist Tobias Birgersson and Asheville artist
Andrew Hayes. The pieces combine forged
and fabricated steel, paper, and books by
Swedish authors. They are the result of
an ongoing, long-distance friendship and
artistic dialogue.

Newly installed outside the gallery are
two brightly-colored, billboard-sized murals
based on paper collages by artist Anne
Lemanski.

The Penland Gallery also includes a sales
gallery with work in many media by artists
associated with Penland School of Craft
and a room dedicated to the school’s his-
tory and programs. It’s the first building on
your right as you enter the Penland School
campus, which is located on Conley Ridge
Road just off of Penland Road in Mitchell

Blowing Rock Art and History Museum
in Blowing Rock, NC, is presenting Earth
& Fowl: Chickens and Other Poultry in
Clay, on view in the Schaefer Gallery,
through Aug. 6,2023.

The ceramic objects found in this exhi-
bition are obviously of a kind. Birds have
long been a common subject for sculptural
objects meant for the home. In particular,
domestic poultry - ducks, geese, guineas,
pigeons, and turkeys, with chickens chief
among them - are animals that have been
deeply integrated into our visual culture.
They are signs and symbols of prosperity,

familial health and wealth, and avatars

in children’s stories and more recently of
agricultural independence. Their likeness
can be found on wallpaper and china pat-
terns, decorative hand towels, mass-pro-
duced porcelain figurines, and nearly any
other decorative object we might associate
with the home. They are also a perennial
subject in North Carolina’s rich pottery
tradition.

These are animals that are often quite
literally rooting in the earth in search of
sustenance and who maintain a profound

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association with the land and our human
ability to cultivate and derive succour
from it. With that in mind, this avian as-
sociation to clay is not entirely unfounded.

In this gallery, you will find examples
from a wide swath of regional potters.
This idiosyncratic vein of work is by no
means the entirety of any one artist’s prac-
tice, but it does represent a not insignifi-
cant shared vocabulary by this community
of makers. Perhaps it is just a condition
of the market: chickens and their brethren
are (depending on who you ask) cute;
they are immediately recognizable; they
are familiar and carry personal and shared
meaning. All that being said, the charm
of these sculptural fowl is undeniable,
and sometimes that is more than enough
reason to stop and count the chickens.

by peasants to decorate their cottages. Typi-
cally the designs were symmetrical, layered,
paper collages of flowers and birds, popular
primarily in Poland and Ukraine. Lubelski’s
continued above on next column to the right

concept is very different from the traditional
wycinanki.

“I am a first-generation child of a refugee
from World War II. I grew up in an indus-
trial neighborhood of New York City in
the 1970-80s,” Lubelski said. “My root
aesthetic of ‘traditional’ paper collage is
about an entirely different ‘folk’ art.” On
walks to school, Lubelski was surrounded
by decades worth of layered posters and
handbills that were plastered to buildings
and walls, lining the streets. These city
wallscapes quickly degraded with weather
and defacement, morphing into a sordid
paper history, embellished with stickers,
city dirt, street soot, drips, and rips, showing
its age with raw edges of older flyers and
graffiti scrawls.

Inspired by these roots, “my work fo-
cuses on the nexus of impulsive destruction
and thoughtful mending, juxtaposing acts of
aggression, such as spilling, shredding and
cutting, with restorative labor and careful
reconstruction,” Lubelski said.

Paper Trails will be Lubelski’s third
time exhibiting at Upstairs Artspace. She
exhibited in Tryon in 2012 with Marked
Up and in 2013 with Seeing is Believing.
She began exhibiting in 2002 and relocated
to Asheville in 2006. Since then, she has
exhibited around the world. She is the
author of The Starving Artist’s Way (2004).
She holds a Certificate in Russian Lan-
guage from the Moscow Institute of Steel &

Alloys and a bachelor’s degree in Russian
language, Literature and History from Wes-
leyan University in Connecticut.

“We are so glad to bring Nava back to
Tryon and Upstairs Artspace,” the gallery’s
President Patti Trobaugh said.

It is with great pride and social awareness
that Upstairs Artspace presents Rebuilding
Affrilachia.”

International initiative Blue Note Junction,
a one-of-a-kind health and business incuba-
tor with the motto: “at the crossroads of
health and entrepreneurship.”

In association with the exhibition,
Barton will have a spoken-word perfor-
mance at Tryon’s Roseland Community
Center on July 13, at 2pm in conjunction

And, on July 22 at 2pm at Upstairs
Artspace, Tanisha Akinloye, founder and
CEO of Empowering Through Beauty,
Inc., will host “African American Descen-
dants Fest,” highlighting people, places,
and things within Polk County’s African
American community. “We will celebrate
with stories to honor our past, present, and
future, with food, fashion, music, and art.

Lili Corbus offered the following about
Noggle, “Anne Noggle (1922-2005) was
a photographer, aviator, and trailblazer.
After serving as a WASP (Women Airforce
Service Pilots) during WWII, she became
a crop duster and stunt pilot. By the 1960s,
after retiring from the military, she moved
to New Mexico to study art history and
photography. She typically focused her lens
on her intimate circle of family and friends,
and, later, women pilots in the US and
Russia. Noggle also worked as an educator,
curator, and earned honors such as three
National Endowment for the Arts grants and
a Guggenheim Fellowship. She authored
three books and her work is now found in

many museum and university collections.”

“Noggle often explored the subject
of women and aging, or what she called
‘the saga of the fallen flesh’. Many of her
self-portraits disrupt traditional views and
clichés of aging women with her creation of
alter-egos and personas. Blending humor,
pathos, and irony, her images continue to
defy and challenge traditional concepts of
beauty, ‘age-appropriate’ behaviors, and
bring complex, compelling layers to her
subjects. Her portraits are often unflinch-
ing views of those pictured, investing them
with a lively sense of character and spirit,
poignant mortality, or acerbic wit,” added
Corbus.

Shona sculpture refers to the artistic
tradition of stone carving by the Shona
people of Zimbabwe.

Shona sculptures are renowned
for their exceptional craftsmanship, intricate
details, and powerful expressions.

The artists work with various types of

stone, such as serpentine and verdite, using
hand tools to sculpt the raw material into
captivating forms.

The stone used to create Shona sculpture
is sourced locally from Zimbabwe, primar-
ily from the geological feature known as the
Great Dyke. Mining for raw stone in Zim-
babwe is a small-scale operation.

Sapphire Twilight: The swaying of over
800 recycled nylon lanterns, suspended
from the eight repurposed fence sections
that once inhabited the gardens, are remi-
niscent of the blue sky and puffy clouds of a
summer evening.
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Fanciful Flora: Walk below 70 beauti-
ful floral spheres reminiscent of Middle
Ages floral pomanders, hung from houses’
ceilings to lessen odors, and ward off evil
spirits, rendering blessings and good luck to
all who passed under them.

The Four Seasons: In Oak Allée, enjoy a
symphony of light and sound underscored
by Vivaldi’s “The Four Seasons,” perhaps
his most famous and oft-performed work.
“The Four Seasons” is a set of four violin
concertos inspired by the seasonal changes
the composer witnessed in Mantua, a region
in northwest Italy.

What'’s the BUZZZZZZ?: The Children’s
Garden comes alive with a celebration of
bees. Warren Cline, a Brookgreen Gardens
volunteer, built the honeybee topiary.

Moroccan Nights: This exhibit pays
homage to the Moorish influences of this
garden, with over 100 Moroccan, North
African-style lanterns suspended amid the
architecture, sculptures, rose bushes, and
the 12 palm trees that anchor the garden.

Lightning Bug Jamboree: Over 375 ma-
son jars give the appearance of thousands of
fireflies behind the Garden Wall. On warm
evenings, look for actual fireflies to join the
party!

Rainforest Stroll: Changing colors fill
the canopy of the live oaks against peaceful
sounds of light rain and frog songs.

Blissful Baubles: Hand-blown glass by
Barb and Ed Streeter of Conway Glass
is featured in over 70 reeds of light in the
pools and over 100 plates and spheres filling
the beds and adorning the walls. This area
also includes a beautiful new stained-glass
panel crafted by Brookgreen volunteer Jim
Morris.

Calabash Illumination: Intricately
punched Calabash gourds illuminate the

night with scenes representing the Gardens’
natural beauty. The 64 gourds were grown
in the Children’s Garden passageway by
horticulturist Gina Davis. After harvest,
Brookgreen volunteers and staff dried, de-
signed, and drilled the tiny holes to let light
through. Volunteer Monica Cerkez hand-
drew each intricate design.

Mystic Immersion: Over 1,100 bottles
hang from trees and perch on stems
throughout The Visionaries Garden. Glass
bottles began circulating through Africa,
Egypt, and Mesopotamia in 1600 BC. The
belief that spirits could live in these bottles
quickly followed. The hope was that by
hanging the bottles in a tree, evil spirits
would find their way into the wine bottles
and become stuck. Look for the rain chains
near the Old Kitchen made from the bot-
toms of the wine bottles.

Chicha Engerera (Shona) It Will Circle:
Step into the “engerera” (circle) and be sur-
rounded by multicolored light, made from
over 1,008 bottles collected from our com-
munity of volunteers, local restaurants, and
staff. Whether backlit by the sun’s radiance
during the day or illuminated from above at
night, the rthythm and colors will mesmer-
ize. 16 panels connect to form an “engerera”
that will “unyiko” (immerse) guests in color
and light once inside.

Each night, Brookgreen Gardens’ gates
will reopen at 6pm for access to Summer
Light: Art by Night. Live music will be
performed nightly by various bands. Dining
and beverage options will also be avail-
able each evening from Austin’s Harvest
Restaurant, the Old Kitchen, and several
food trucks.

This is the first time that Cameron Art
Museum has presented the work of influen-
tial conceptual artist Felix Gonzalez-Torres
(American, b. Guaimaro, Cuba, 1957; died
Miami, Florida, 1996). Love includes Un-
titled, (LA), 1991 from Gonzalez-Torres, on
loan from Art Bridges and Crystal Bridges
Museum of American Art, is a work consist-
ing of often colorful cellophane wrapped
hard candies which have become known as
“candy spills.”

Gonzalez-Torres transforms the stark
language of minimalism to elicit reflections
on love and loss. As individual pieces of
candy are taken from the installation and
consumed, the gradual depletion of the spill
serves as a metaphor for absence, tran-
sience, and the inevitability of loss, while
the replenishment of the candy each day
extends the metaphor as an act of remem-
brance and the continuation of love after
death.

Love also features three incredible works
on loan from the High Museum of Atrt,
Atlanta, including powerful videos from
Andrea Galvani and Rashid Johnson along
with a beautiful beaded punching bag from
Jeffrey Gibson titled The Love You Give Is
The Love You Get which as curator Michael
Rooks writes, “suggests that love is a form
of conditioning that requires practice and
discipline and is contingent upon reciproc-
ity, necessarily casting uncertainty on the
notion of “unconditional love.””

The CAM curatorial and programming
team have commissioned Love artist Frizti
Huber to create Little Love Letters, a site
specific installation outside the Hughes
Wing, which invites visitors to share their
love story with other museum visitors.

These brilliant cliches have yet to be
shown to the public. So, in this endeavor,
there are “lag times,” as Cone calls the
times when there is almost nothing of note
to photograph. This is when it hit him. He
noticed the women around him wearing
heels crossing streets, riding scooters, walk-
ing children to school, enjoying café life,
riding bikes and doing just about everything
in heels. He turned his camera in that new
direction despite the inner battle of feeling
like a paparazzi and began a body of work
he had no particular plans for at the time.

This body of work is what you see in this
exciting oeuvre with some images meticu-
lously colored for emphasis and intrigue.
This is “Well Heeled In Paris™!

Cone says that on average, people look
at the pictures of photography and art
books, leaving the text behind. “So many
art books are wordy, but who has the time

to read them,” he says. “Plus, often these
books belong to someone else or a book-
store.” There is no time for text. Therefore,
Cone created an art book with short quotes
about heels and an enticing intro to a world
many have missed - “Well Heeled In Paris”.

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New Uproar Festival of Public Art
in North Carolina Takes Place
July 14 - Aug. 12,2023

From July 14 to Aug. 12,2023, the
Orange County Arts Commission (OCAC)
will present the Uproar Festival of Public
Art, showcasing 60 large-scale, bold works
of art throughout the downtown areas of
Chapel Hill, Carrboro, and Hillsborough,
NC. All artwork will be placed in easy-to-
access, outdoor locations.

Uproar will launch with a kick-off party
at CURRENT ArtSpace + Studio in Chapel
Hill on July 14, from 7-10pm. An awards
celebration at the Eno Arts Mill in Hills-
borough will close the festival on Aug. 12,
from 6-9pm.

Festival organizers reviewed 101 appli-
cations from artists in six states, evaluating
artistic excellence, visual impact, creativ-
ity, and feasibility (including public safety,
durability, and space required). Four states
— North Carolina, South Carolina, Arkansas,
and Georgia — will be represented during
the inaugural festival.

Uproar will feature two-dimensional
pieces, sculptures, projection, and installa-
tions. Participating artists will vie for cash
prizes to be determined by both the public
and a jury panel of experts.

“The response to Uproar has been incred-
ible, from the number of artist applications
to our fundraising campaign,” says Katie
Murray, director of the Orange County Arts
Commission (OCAC). “Uproar is going to
help the local economy while supporting
and celebrating the artists who are making
it possible, all while providing a free and
accessible experience that everyone can
participate in.”

While images of the artists’ work will not
be revealed before the festival, samples of
other work by Uproar artists are available
for view.

The People’s Choice Winner will receive
$10,000. The jury’s first-place winner will
also receive $10,000, with a second-place
winner earning $5,000 and a third-place
winner receiving $2,500. Jurors include
Larry Wheeler, retired director of the North
Carolina Museum of Art; Stacey L. Kirby,
installation artist and the winner of ArtPrize
8; and interdisciplinary award-winning art-
ist Antoine Williams.

Inspired by ArtPrize in Grand Rapids,
M1, and ArtFields in Lake City, SC, Uproar
will be the first festival of its kind in the
state and will prioritize accessibility. The
OCAC, along with nine community part-
ners, created the festival to celebrate artists,
engage art lovers of all types, and support
and celebrate the community. Since sum-
mer can be a slow time for small business
owners, Uproar is also expected to boost the
local economy.

The festival will provide a $500 honorar-
ium for each selected artist or team. Artists
living further than 60 miles from Chapel
Hill will receive four nights’ complimentary
lodging at a partner hotel, as well as a mile-
age stipend for up to 200 miles based on
location. Artists are encouraged to sell their
work during Uproar, but the work will re-
main on site for the duration of the festival.

Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in
Hillsborough, NC, Offers New Exhlblt

The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in
Hillsborough, NC, will present Little Trea-
sures, featuring works by Nell Chandler, El-
lie Snow and Evelyn Ward, on display from
July 25 through Aug. 20,2023. A reception
will be held on July 28, from 6-9pm.

For the last few years jeweler Nell
Chandler has learned a new technique for
each of her featured artist shows. “This
year I’ve revisited techniques I used in
previous shows and combined them in new
ways.” Recently, Chandler visited the Lake
Lure Flowering Bridge, a decommissioned
bridge across the Broad River that the
community has made into a series of flower
gardens. She was so impressed that she has
been sketching flowers that have become an
accompanying theme in her work for this
show.

Ellie Snow’s acrylic and mixed media
paintings explore emotional themes through
abstracted plants and landscapes. Her works
often begin with nature photographs taken
around her woodland home. These images
are collaged and edited to create a rough
draft for the painting. Snow’s work often
uses the external landscape as a metaphor
for an internal landscape so that the result-
ing paintings become an emotive balance of
the beauty and complexity of being human.

I focused primarily on the objects I painted,
as opposed to using them as a stand-in for
an emotional landscape,” says Snow. This
shift in perspective allowed Snow to play
with abstraction and texture in a new way.
“The paintings for Little Treasures are a
bit brighter and simplified compared to my
previous works. Most of them were created
with acrylic paint only, instead of using
several mediums. Additionally, Instead of
using digital collage techniques as a starting
place, I worked from just one photograph

for most of the paintings in the show.”

Last fall, potter Evelyn Ward started
working exclusively with a rich chocolate
brown stoneware. “I feel like it works really
well with my technique of monoprinting on
clay, which involves painting colored slips
onto paper and then transferring that onto
the piece,” says Ward. “It’s amazing how
much the color of the clay affects the overall
piece, leading me to experiment with a
new palette of slip colors. I’ve also found
myself leaving more and more of the clay
body bare.” Ward and her monoprinting
technique was the subject of a recent article
in Ceramics Monthly, a journal for profes-
sional potters and ceramicists.

The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts is
owned and operated by 21 local artists ex-
hibiting contemporary fine art and fine craft.
The Gallery’s offerings include oil, acrylic
and watercolor paintings, metal sculpture,
figurative sculpture, ceramics, photography,
montage, digital art, mixed media, jewelry,
glass, and handcrafted furniture.

The City of Raleigh, NC, is presenting
Voices of Oberlin, on view at the Block Gal-
lery, located inside the Raleigh Municipal
Building, through Sept. 22,2023.

What began in 1858 when free African
American Jesse Pettiford purchased a
16-acre parcel in West Raleigh continued
throughout the 20th century with the fight
for school desegregation. This self-deter-
mining spirit of African Americans in what
became known as the Oberlin community is
a place “built on the strength of people who
had worth and dignity,” says Raleigh author
and family historian Carmen Wimberly
Cauthen.

Nothing local
could rival this display of everything plastic
with decorated trees in all colors. One had
a snow machine attached to the middle
and a skirt below would collect the plastic
snow and recycle it. I decorated trees, made
wreaths, palm trees for luaus, and arrange-
ments for tables - and even for graves. My
boss, the store’s founder Isadore Mendol-
son, added craft and teacher’s supplies.
Since the new products didn’t come with
displays, Isadore told me to take whatever
materials I needed to create store samples.

I worked with papier mache, resin casting,
jewelry, and all sorts of paper crafts in the
studio my dad built for me at home off my
bedroom. I became familiar with myriad
products, and had no fear of mixing them

together to create all sorts of interesting
pieces for the store.”

“My familiarity with materials, working
on so many different projects, has led to my
current paintings. I crave variety in both my
subject matter and technique. I’m drawn to
bold shapes and bright colors. I am inspired
by the work of David Hockney, Keith Har-
ing, Norman LaLiberte, and Stacy Crabill.
Folk and religious art has always appealed
to me, and unusual objects I’ve collected
often find their way into my work,” adds
Hrusovksy.

The exhibition showcases new work by North
Carolina-based contemporary painter, Damian
Stamer. Stamer depicts barns, abandoned build-
ings and other vernacular structures of the rural
South often in large scale, and his heavily layered
canvases blur the line between abstraction and
representation as they seek to express the sol-
emn beauty of the old and overlooked. Galleries

American paintings, from colonial portraits to
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes
Main Gallery.

Another
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern and
Contemporary". Modern and contemporary art

in America encompasses a wide range of styles,
subject matter, and media. As a whole, the diver-
sity of modern and contemporary art reflects the
rich and varied heritage of our nation and the low-
country region. Works in this gallery were created
over the past forty years by artists who are native
to the area, who have worked here, or who have
created objects that reflect the complex story of
the region. The works are grouped to reflect sev-
eral themes including the southern landscape,
the human figure, abstraction, and the legacy

The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile,
was the longest siege of the Revolutionary War
and the largest battle in South Carolina. These
events and others are chronicled in the new
exhibit, which will also features artifacts and pe-
riod images that have not been exhibited at the
Museum before.

He also became associated
with the American Artist Group designing
Christmas cards, an occupation which he kept
up throughout the majority of his artistic career.
Krisel was a distinguished artist, architect, and
teacher as well as a loving father and husband.
Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including

Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

The installation is
part of the "Interventions Series", a new series

at the Mint in which contemporary works are
placed amongst permanent collection installa-
tions to create a critical dialogue between past
and present. The history of humanity is a story of
movement - groups migrating over land and wa-
ter, carrying their ancestral practices with them.
Traces remain, even when a tribe has moved on
or hostile outsiders try to erase those traditions.
Stories and symbols integrate, creating cultural
strata that create a timeline of all who lived on a
land. The maps and explanations throughout mu-
seum galleries illustrate this - sometimes overtly,
other times subtly. Ongoing - "The Cole Family:
A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters". From
crocks, jars, and jugs to pitchers, candleholders,
and vases, “turning pots” is one of the oldest

and richest craft traditions in North Carolina.

For more than 200 years, members of the Cole
family have been potting in central North Carolina
— Randolph, Moore, Lee, and Montgomery
counties. Six generations of Coles, and no fewer
than 18 individuals, are represented in The Mint
Museum’s permanent collection. More than

60 highlights of their wares are included in the
installation “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters”. One reason for its long-term
success is that making pottery has so often been
a family tradition in the state. Fathers taught the
art of forming, glazing, and firing clay objects to
their sons, and in later generations also to daugh-
ters, who in turn taught their children, and so on
through the decades. These family dynasties not
only helped to keep the potting craft alive, but
ensured continuity in techniques and craftsman-
ship, as well as introduced artistic innovations in
succeeding generations. “The Cole Family: A Dy-
nasty of North Carolina Potters” presents a visual
history of “turned pots” and the family that helped
turn North Carolina into one of America’s centers
for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
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glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts
holdings.

This
exhibition will explore some of the distinctly differ-
ent approaches and philosophies of art collecting
by prominent Charlotte-based collectors Judy
and Patrick Diamond, Nina and James Jack-
son, Christy and Quincy Lee, and Cheryse and
Christopher Terry. This dynamic group will pres-
ent a range of collector theory, methodology and
objects made by Black artists from their private
collections. Visitors will be able to explore vintage
photography, original paintings, prints, sculptures,
furniture, vinyl records, and other culturally specif-
ic ephemera. The Vault illustrates the significant
responsibility and privilege that comes with being
a collector or custodian of Black art. In 2018, the
National Art Services Executive at U.S. Trust,
Bank of America Private Wealth Management,
Evan Beard, published an article called ‘The Four
Types of Art Collectors’ on Artsy, the world’s larg-
est online art marketplace. In the article, Beard
categorized all art collectors into four general
groups: The Connoisseurs, The Enterprising
Collector, The Trophy Hunter, and The Aesthete.
The four Charlotte-based collectors featured in
"The Vault" have distinctly different approaches
and philosophies of art collecting that mirror this
framework. Craft + Design Galleries, Ongoing
- "Craft in the Laboratory: The Science of Making
Things," is the first installation in the Southeast to
explore how craft artists and designers use sci-
ence and math concepts when creating works of
art. Presented by Mliller Corporation, Craft in the
Laboratory also celebrates a reinstallation of the
Mint’s Craft + Design Galleries—the first since
2010.

The first court-recorded
wolf bounties began in the state in 1768. Just
over two centuries later, North Carolina became
the first state to revive the species from wild
extinction when two breeding pairs of red wolves
were released into the Alligator River National
Wildlife Refuge in 1987. This dichotomy of
eradication, restoration, and the ongoing struggle
of the species is the inspiration for this exhibition.
