It’s a bit abstract and just waiting for a little
incentive to finish it up.

Milo accompanies us throughout the tour.

He is enormously attached to Lauren and
knows her painting habits well. When it’s
time to take a walk he knows to lie between
her and her easel making it impossible

to continue her work until they have that
break.

One more location that Lauren considers
her studio space is Memory Matters, a local
memory care center providing programs,
support, and services for caregivers and
individuals living with Alzheimer’s or other

forms of dementia. She and other volunteers
lead art classes which encourage socializa-
tion, stimulation, and fun for those experi-
encing memory loss. Lauren’s face lights up
as she tells me about the students there and
how rewarding it is to volunteer. It is yet
another way that she shares her love of art!
