Florence County Museum, 111 West Cheves

son (1901 - 1970) was a man between worlds: 
raised in the rural South, but educated in New 
York; black, but his unknown father was white;

"My travels taught me that an artist must 
live and paint in his own environment… This 
development shall continue for the rest of my life, 
and it is the painting of my people," said Johnson 
in 1941.
