On view in the Center’s East Gallery
is Brick by Brick, Home Sweet Home, a
solo exhibit by Charleston-based creative
Morgan Kinne, who explores themes of
home through paintings, sculpture, and
mixed-media pieces.

“Buildings naturally speak of contrasts,
of opening and closing, revealing and
concealing,” says Kinne. “They penetrate
deep into the imagination and stimulate
mystery, poetry, beauty and play.

Public Works Arts Center’s Ecos Exhibit

Ecos: Resonances of South Carolina
Latino Stories

Welcome to Ecos (echoes), a collab-
orative and multisensory art exhibition
inspired by narratives of Latino immi-
grants to South Carolina.

This project has its origins in the work
of the Citadel Oral History Program. In
2013, we began collecting oral histories
of Latino immigrants from the South
Carolina Lowcountry with the dual pur-
pose of documenting their contributions
to the culture and economy of the region
and elevating the public dialogue on mat-
ters of immigration, work, education, and
democracy.

With support from the Gaylord and
Dorothy Donnelley Foundation, we
launched Ecos in 2017. With our part-
ners —Palmetto Luna Arts, we selected
nineteen Latino artists residing in the
state and commissioned them to interpret
some of the most memorable and signifi-
cant narratives.

Ecos underscores the variable mean-
ings a listener may derive from the sto-
ries. The possibilities are only multiplied
through the art. Oral historians often
refer to the concept of shared authority to
describe the ways in which oral histories
are co-created through the narrator’s
encounter with the interviewer. Their
exchange of questions, memories, and re-
flections shapes the oral history. Neither
can claim sole authorship. Ecos extends
that authority to the visual artists, who
bring to the stories their unique visions,
sensibilities, and styles. They provide
new ways to appreciate the stories and
suggest new connections and meanings.

The exhibition is organized in three
sections: Ecos from the Other Side of the
River, Ecos from the Border and Ecos in
a New Land.

The City of North Charleston’s

“I want some little black girl (or wom-
an) to see herself and how beautiful she
is when she sees my work. I want some
little black boy (or man) to see the beauty
in our black women. I don’t want them to
look in the mirror and hate themselves.
Every time I create a black woman, I
make sure she doesn’t merely break the
stereotype. She shatters it.”

Christopher Kyle is a native of Goose
Creek, SC. He began focusing on art in
2013 and is self-taught. He is a member
of the Summerville Artists Guild and
Goose Creek Artist Guild and has shown

his work and won many awards in group
exhibitions throughout the Lowcoun-
try, including the North Charleston Arts
Fest Judged Fine Art and MOJA Juried
Exhibits.

In her exhibit, The Strength Within,
Christine D. Johnson presents works
from her “Contemplation” series, which
features abstract mixed media paintings
and collages of faces that represent au-
thenticity, clarity, humility, patience, and
resilience. The layered and soulful visages
depicted in Johnson’s work, paired with
introspective titles, invite the viewer to
see and feel their own beauty and strength.

A year of loss, exalted connections,
sadness, and technological love - multi-
disciplinary artist Carrie Beth Waghorn’s
first-ever solo exhibition A Year in Brook-
Iyn explores themes of extreme isolation
and connectedness through the lens of a
sole spectator.

“This past year has certainly pushed
me out of my comfort zone, so creatively I
wanted to capture all sides of that expe-
rience: the ugly, lonely, uplifting, and
poignant aspects of living during a pan-
demic,” says Waghorn. “After losing my
entire family in the years prior to COVID-
19, I sadly saw others face a similar loss.
As the rest of the world struggled through
quarantine, it felt as if my own inner isola-
tion became more normalized. The way
our lives lost human connectivity really
resonated with me. In a way, this was in-
credibly freeing. I felt driven to play with
forms, texture, and space in a completely
novel way: anything that transcends paper
felt adventurous and whimsical.”

For the show, Waghorn has created
a number of works on paper, a common
medium for the artist. However, she says:
“The pieces I am most proud of are a
little unconventional. There is a feminine
figure made from ivory linen filled with
fabric scraps to create an abstract form,
the focus of which is softness and touch.

I also plan to create colored resin models
of antique frames, creating the illusion of
glass artwork.”

“The same way I wanted to bust out
of my house during COVID-19 is sort of
mimicked here,” says Waghorn. “I wanted

to bust out of what others saw and expect-
ed from me. The pieces are so drastically
different from each other; in a way, that’s
why I feel drawn to them. They all repre-
sent different sides of the same woman,
the same human experience through
different forms. I think above all else, my
experience living in New York City during
a Pandemic revealed the extent to which
finding comfort through touch and human
connection is what truly sustains us all.

A year in Brooklyn has shown me the
unadulterated version of myself, the raw,
lonely, tragic and beautiful side of what it
truly means to be human.”

Artists Collective | Spartanburg, in
Spartanburg, SC, will present Direct
Experience: Survivors, featuring works by
Upstate artists who share works created
out of surviving cancer, on view in the
Solomon Gallery, from Aug. 3 - 28,2021.
A reception will be held on Aug. 19, from
5-9pm.

Ten Upstate people who live very
different lives have come together under
the shared experience of surviving cancer
to create an exhibition of their artworks,
entitled Direct Experience: Survivors.

“We don’t always, or for that matter,
very often, deal with the actual subject
of cancer,” says Susanne Floyd Gunter,
one of the exhibiting artists who also is
coordinating the show. “Some have, but
typically we have moved into areas where
it may be difficult for anyone to see us as
anything but regular artists. After going
through cancer, I think a lot of us think it
is important to keep working and making
art about our experiences with our ‘new
life.””

Direct Experience is a group of Upstate
artists united by the commonality of being
cancer survivors. In addition to Gunter,
who paints in a variety of media, members
of the group include Carole Knudson Tin-
sley (painting), Christina Laurel (paper,
creative installations, mixed media 2-D
work), Linda Williams McCune (sculp-
ture, drawing), Diane Hopkins Hughs
(photography), Carol Funke (handmade
paper, watercolor, pen/ink), Cheryl
LeCroy (jewelry), Elisa Golden (watercol-
or), Becky “Bex” Collins (encaustic and
mixed media) and Mike Stoner (wood-
turning).
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Visitors to the exhibition can expect to
see about 45 works ranging from paint-
ings, drawings, sculpture and jewelry that
demonstrate the artists’ engagement with
life, says Gunter, chair of the Department
of Art and Design at Converse Univer-
sity in Spartanburg. “We want people to
understand that ‘cancer’ is just a word. It
does not have to take over your life.” The
artwork will be available for purchase,
ranging from $100 to $2,500.

“There is so much said and written
about cancer,” says Gunter, who was
diagnosed in February 2016 with stage 1
breast cancer. “As artists, we wanted to
move beyond the conversation and estab-
lish a new topic — where do we go with
our work after cancer?”

Toward the end of months of treat-
ment of testing, surgery and radiation,
Gunter experienced non-drug-associated
“flashbacks” along with physical burns. “I
realized that I was dealing with a phe-
nomenological event and life was not the
same,” she says. “The flashbacks took
me to various places real, imagined and
conjured from fragments in my life.”

Using a phenomenological approach

during her healing this summer, Gunter
began reviewing her life and art and how
she wanted to continue to develop her role
as an artist, researcher and teacher. “With
the charge to create a body of ‘works on
paper,’ revisiting and recreating the places
from my visions became my objective.
Landscape has always figured signifi-
cantly in my work even when it was not
the main subject matter; however, my new
views reflected the impressions, colors,
land and water forms that held meaning in
and of themselves and that were not tied
to a particular place in the real world but
would be an assimilation of places in my
past, present or mind’s eye. Indeed, what
a long, strange trip it has been. The focus
in my art-making would shift this year

to where art making would take on even
more importance in my life as a healing
tool.”

Cheryl LeCroy began making jewelry
in 2011 after being diagnosed with breast
cancer. “To keep my mind active and en-
gaged while taking chemo, I started mak-
ing jewelry during each five-hour chemo
treatment. At the end of six treatments, I
had six finished pieces of jewelry called
my ‘triumph jewels,”” she says. “I used
this time to explore jewelry fabrication
and found that it brought me great joy.

“My journey with cancer has com-
pletely transformed my life, and in addi-
tion to jewelry fabrication, I also provide
coaching to help other cancer survivors
with diet, nutrition, and wellness,” she
continues.

Mike Stoner says woodturning and
oral cancer will always be connected for
him. “I was diagnosed with cancer within
three days of my first gallery showing of
wood-turned art. Woodturning became an
unveiling of the core — an artful recycling,
a search for what is within, a type of open
introspective process of both artist and
wood, a meditation.

“Art was the constant companion and
looking for the life-lines in the wood and
attempting to enhance the beauty in the
natural forms became synonymous with
my healing journey,” Stoner continues.
“The new perspective remains, and I am
forever grateful. Peace, light and Love —
that’s the story.”

“With this exhibition, I hope to convey
that modern artistry includes textiles and
traditions that span generations,” says
Cantrell, who describes herself as “an
Afro-Latina and a Dominican Jersey girl.”

“Everyday objects can be art, anything
that requires fabric is a potential show
piece,” she adds.

“The exhibit is created using traditional
techniques from the yarn being hand dyed
by myself and other artists and then wo-
ven by hand on looms,” Cantrell says.

“This is a collaboration of two artists
— myself and Amy Morris — creating wear-
able art that functions as baby wearing
wraps, cowls, scarves and framed pieces.”

“The art of weaving serves many pur-
poses, all with function and beauty,” says
Amy Morris, who will exhibit wearable
art as well as wall hangings. “The tradi-
tions and techniques passed down from
weaver to weaver are sacred. My career as
an artist centers primarily around creating
baby-wearing pieces for caregivers to use
for their babies and children.

“With this exhibit, I would like to show
several of the forms weaving can take
outside of basic cloth,” she adds.

Work by Wadi Cantrell

“I hope that viewers are inspired by
the interpretation of color on cloth and
an appreciation of living traditions,” says
Cantrell, who received an associate degree
in communication arts from Brookdale
Community College in New Jersey and

pursued a BFA in graphic design from the
University of South Carolina Upstate.

“The colors are inspired by my Carib-
bean heritage and incorporate a Taino
Spirit line,” she adds. Nine pieces will be
exhibited; all will be offered for sale with
prices ranging from $75 to $500.

“This work is a departure from my
previous work as previous mediums
have been painting and graphic design,”
Cantrell says. “Being a ‘Jack of all trades,’
I have found a meditative practice in
weaving, from setting each piece up to the
intricate patterns that are woven, turning
simple yarn into living, usable art.”

She adds that the exhibit was prompted
by support from senior Collective mem-
bers.

CHEN, featuring works by Paul Farmer,
on view in the Ross Art Gallery, from
Aug. 16 through Oct. 7,2021.

Art Instructor Paul Farmer brings (G)LI(T)
CHEN, an exhibition inspired by his hikes
through National and State Parks, to the
Central Campus Ross Art Gallery. Most
visitors will know that varying species of
lichen flourish in parks across the United
States, but what might be a new curios-
ity to some is what lichen tell us about
the health of our environment. Lichen are
rootless plants that flourish in the presence
of nitrous oxides emitted from industrial
plants as well as coal mines.

Farmer begins with macrophotography,
bringing a small organism in to a large
scale point of view that provides viewers
with the opportunity to observe the minute
details in a variety of lichen species. In
addition to the photography, Farmer will
also exhibit live lichen species in terrari-
ums, bringing nature’s living artwork into
the gallery space to complement his ex-
hibition. A final interactive twist includes
the photographic lichen arranged digitally
in a geometric pattern and signed with a
QR code. Gallery visitors can scan the QR
code with any smartphone device, causing
the images to animate before their eyes.

“The video animations reveal a push-pull
duality between nature and man by juxta-
posing organic imagery with glitches and
repetitive sounds,” says Farmer.

Lichen’s ability to thrive in a less than
optimal environment serves as a start-
ing point for the Farmer’s narrative in
(G)LI(T)CHEN. Students and visitors to
this exhibit will learn about the environ-
ment as well as the macrophotography
and digital media techniques showcased
by Farmer. (G)LI(T)CHEN provides an
opportunity for both education and art ap-
preciation that will challenge and delight
the viewer.

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City of Concord, NC, Features
Glass Sculptures by TuxedoKat

TuxedoKat (Katlyn “Kat” Corne-
lius) has been turning trash into vibrant
sculptures and putting them on display on
Historic North Union Street in Downtown
Concord, NC.

Glass from vases, plates and bowls of
every color of the rainbow were collected
from thrift stores across Concord and
Charlotte and smashed into pieces to cre-
ate the gradient rainbow panels that make
up the two towers of The Meta Sculpture.

“‘Meta’ refers to itself, like a painter
painting a portrait of themselves paint-
ing and I love referring to myself as the
rainbow making a rainbow. I am taking
the pieces of broken glass and giving them
new reasons for meaning. That’s so meta.”
TuxedoKat said about her work.

Early in 2021, TuxedoKat debuted
her first large-scale glass art sculpture
on North Union & Buffalo Street, The
BookMark, an 8’x 2’x 2’ rectangular prism
which repurposed broken pieces of indigo
glass collected from one of Concord’s
famous textile warehouses - saving a little
piece of history. Both of these large-scale

glass art sculptures are constructed of
upcycled glass shards, fiberglass and ep-
oxy onto a steel frame. Each panel’s glass
is grinded to a smooth texture and each
tower contains an LED light feature that
mystifies the structure at night. Observers
are encouraged to get up close to take in
the color and touch the glass panels.

“I love to hide meanings beneath the
surface of my art, knowing human nature
is to assume first impressions as truth
without having the curiosity to dig deeper.
I like to create fantastic spectacles that
grab those first impressions while hint-
ing of those easter eggs just beyond the
surface. I also enjoy observing how far the
observer goes into the meaning of my art,”
TuxedoKat explains.

TuxedoKat plans to go deeper into her
glass art process to create more upcycled
structures that entertain and enlighten.

Churchill-Nash & Phyllis Thomas

The Courtroom Gallery, located on
the second floor of the Gettys Art Center,
in Rock Hill, SC, is presenting [llusion
& Illumination, featuring works by MC
Churchill-Nash and Phyllis Thomas, on
view through Aug. 25,2021. A reception
will be held on Aug. 5, from 7-9pm.

What does the eye or mind see? Is it
the same? Abstract art from two different
artists, perspectives, mediums and inspira-
tions.

From an early age MC Churchill-Nash
was surrounded by creative people and a
variety of art forms - paintings, mobiles,
music and books - this gave her a well-
rounded taste of the arts.

Upon graduation from high school
Churchill-Nash entered Sullins College in
Bristol, VA. After Sullins she moved home
to Knoxville, TN, and the University of
Tennessee to complete her BFA. There
Churchill-Nash continued to dip into
various mediums not previously avail-
able (watercolor and stone lithography),
plus many specialized art history courses.
After taking her first watercolor classes
she changed her concentration from oil
painting to a combo of oil and watercolor.
Watercolor instructor, Carl Sublet, taught
various techniques using mixed media
with watercolor that greatly influenced all
her work on paper. The study of old mas-
ters oil painting techniques led to teaching
classes in beginning and intermediate oil
painting for the Tennessee Artists Associa-
tion.

After moving to South Carolina
Churchill-Nash’s activities have included
several group shows and a solo gallery
show in Charleston, SC; acceptance to
ArtFields; becoming a Member in Excel-
lence in the South Carolina Watermedia
Society; and juried into the South Caro-

lina Artisans Center. Participation in local
Arts Council projects including exhibits,
teaching workshops, and on-site demon-
strations at AG+ART - an April event that
pairs artists and crafts people with area
farms for a multi-county self-guided tour.

Lately Churchill-Nash has been de-
veloping her watercolor and mixed media
techniques, and while the subject matter
is still primarily animals and people, the
compositions are tighter cropped - break-
ing things down into basic shapes - as well
as more abstract. Her color palette has
become less realistic and more vibrant.
Working on plate surface paper or board
she likes to remove paint, reworking areas
in a very non-traditional method from
traditional watercolor. Discovery of Yupo
as a base for pure watercolor has led to
experimentation with fluid/pigment inter-
actions on the non-absorbent surface and
ever more intense color.

Churchill-Nash offered the following
statement, “Avian Pareidolia is a series
of watercolor interpretations of visual

stimulus provided by the Eastern Phoebes
that nest over my front door each spring.
While dealing with the mess I kept seeing
faces, animals, and interesting abstract
shapes. “Pareidolia:” a type of illusion or
misperception of stimulus - in my case the
visual stimulus of bird droppings.”

“I have been working with transparent
watercolor on Yupo for several years and
found this medium on translucent Yupo,
with some wax crayon as a resist, to be
perfect to interpret these visual percep-
tions. Starting with the wax on Yupo in a
blind contour drawing technique and then
adding layers of watercolor to bring out
the wax images. The unpredictability of
pools of pigment on the Yupo add to the
serendipity in the composition of each
painting.”

Phyllis Thomas’ art career began as an
art educator immediately after completing
a degree in Secondary Art Education from
Manchester University, North Manchester,
IN. After teaching and marriage she
changed directions and continents and
joined her husband as a missionary with
Cru to San Bernardino, CA, and Kenya
East Africa where she and her family re-
sided for nearly two decades. That journey
enriched her life and still influences the
colors and textures of her work.

Thomas returned with her family to the
USA in 1997 and has spent the years since
in an ongoing journey re-inventing her
work as a painter and acquainting her-
self with the art community. As a former
educator, she makes research and reflec-
tion primary to her contemporary water-
media process and often uses thread, gold
and silver leaf as enhancement and added
texture. The artist has exhibited locally,
nationally and internationally in solo,
juried and community shows.

Thomas’ art-making is not only about
the art; it’s the people she meets along
the way. Now residing in Florida with her
husband, she has organized local commu-
nity art events and workshops in Orlando,
Grunewald Guild in Leavenworth, WA,

as well as Uganda and Kenya East Africa
and is passionate about helping artists of
the next generation pursue their creative
calling.

Thomas offered the following state-
ment, “This thoughtful collection of three
series includes Pieces of Psalms, Days
of Holiness and 2020 Reflections. While
that may seem like a broad spectrum, they
have the commonality of acrylic, stitching
and square format. They were especially
important to me during the upheaval
of last year. Lent and Psalms kept me
focused on my spiritual life instead of cur-
rent events and the 2020 Reflections were
responses to my emotions and prayers
offered throughout the year.”

“When I work in series, one piece
leads to another until I find my inspiration
wanes or I have completed what I want to
translate into a visual language. Because
of my contemplative nature, my images
are revealed through research, reflection,
meditation and life experiences. They
often include symbolism from a historical
context which deepens the concept and
offers the viewer a moment to slow down
and ponder what the image may say to
them.”

University of South Carolina in
Columbia, SC, Offers Look at

Carolina Knives

The University of South Carolina in
Columbia, SC, will present Carolina
Knives: The Roots of a Revival, on view
at the McKissick Museum, from Aug. 5
through Dec. 20, 2021. A reception will be
held on Aug. 5, from 5:30-8pm.

Showcasing over 100 examples of
utilitarian and decorative knives, Carolina
Knives will feature the work of makers
from North and South Carolina.

Since the mid-20th century, custom
knifemaking has enjoyed a nationwide
renaissance. Outdoor enthusiasts, people
who hunt and fish, military personnel, re-
enactors, and chefs have been inspired to
take up making knives for their own and
others’ use. The Carolinas proved to be
fertile ground for a custom knifemaking
revival. The South Carolina Association of
Knifemakers got its start in August 1980
at the Third Annual Gun & Knife Show in
Aiken, SC. The North Carolina Knifemak-
ers Guild was founded in June 1992. Most
recently, in 2020, the SC Knifemakers’
Guild launched in the Upstate.

Carolina Knives will explore this histo-
ry as well as present a wealth of blade and
handle material types and styles made by
accomplished contemporary custom knife-
makers from the Carolinas. The exhibit
also will feature select American Indian
cutting tools and blades forged outside the
southeastern United States and in regions
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“Medicine Man’s Knife” by Time Scholl

of Africa with strong blacksmithing tradi-
tions that informed the history of knives in
the Carolinas prior to World War II.

In addition to the exhibit, a series of
public programs will be offered over the
summer and fall of 2021 featuring lec-
tures, demonstrations, and other interac-
tive activities. A complete list of events
can be found on their website.

This exhibit and its programming are
sponsored by South Carolina Humanities,
a state program of the National Endow-
ment for the Humanities; inspiring, engag-
ing and enriching South Carolinians with
programs on literature, history, culture,
and heritage.

Orangeburg County Fine Arts
Center in Orangeburg, SC, Offers
Group Exhibition

The Orangeburg County Fine Arts
Center in Orangeburg, SC, is presenting A
Fine Hand, on view in the Lusty Gallery,
through Aug. 18,2021.

A Fine Hand celebrates the talents of
regional and national artists, who have
connections to South Carolina through
their lives and creativity, and all of whom
use their hands to fashion exceptionally
fine works of art.

Sixteen nationally and internation-
ally recognized artists accepted the Arts
Center’s invitation to contribute to the
most comprehensive exhibition there of
hand-made art constructed works using
every imaginable media. “Their media are
as unique as their pieces: pewter, wheat,
plastic, recycled paper, found and recycled
materials” according to Vivian Glover,
director of community arts and develop-
ment. “Even clay, fabric, wood and metal
are transformed into captivating shapes
and contours fabricated through innova-
tive and inspired imaginations, expressing
what, in dexterous hands, can become
stunning and beautiful.”

The wheat weaver, Katherine Caldwell,
from Ashville, NC, taking part in her first
show, has taken an ancient art and trans-

formed it through her years of collecting
and her practiced skills into designs. They
speak to communities from the very rural
to the very urban. Caldwell learned from
the Natural Material Artist Jan Morris then
defined her own style and purpose. “It’s
connecting our past with the present in a

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way that is gentle on the earth, pleasant
for the eye, and satisfying for the spirit,”
says the artist, who has been wheat weav-
ing now for twenty-five years.

The ceramist Jeri Burdick, who resides
in Eutawville, SC, and is nationally
known for her clay work, offered some
of her latest pieces for the show. “I have
been adding cellulose fibers to my clay
body, which has forced me to use different
tools and techniques. The results keep me
interested in and excited about pushing the
envelope further with this process.”

Jim Carr, Orangeburg, SC, whose
medium is wood, pushed the creative
envelope as well by fabricating sculptures
using copper and cable wire. “This was
only possible because I work for a com-
pany that makes high voltage power cable
for utility companies and had access to
scrap strands.” He then wondered where
the scrap and his imagination would take
him. Carr’s sculpture, Supplication, is
made with copper wire on a pine base.

Recycling and found objects are media
used by several artists in the show. The
jewelry designer, Tabitha Ott, of Colum-
bia, SC, is known for her wearable art. “I
am constantly transforming objects and
materials that would normally be thought
of as wastes into wearable art through
repurposing and upcycling. By utilizing
color, movement and tactile qualities, I am
encouraging a playful interaction between
wearer/viewer and the artwork.”

Also, of Columbia, SC, Flavia Isabella
Lovatelli’s delicate and very intricate
coiled pieces are “created with strips of
recycled paper collected from magazines,
flyers and papers found in my daily life. I
am intrigued with the colors and textures
in everyday printed matter.” For Lovatelli,
her work is an ongoing visual experiment.

Intricate detail concentrates the mind
of metalsmith, Thomas Bosse, originally
from Florence, SC. Bosse is attracted to
the malleability of pewter, a metal alloy
dating back to the Bronze Age. His piece
Gorilla FIASSk, which uses a metal object
prized through the ages, is bold and com-
plex.

Fabrics are well represented in the
show, with the works of Susan Livingston
and Leo Twiggs, both residents of Orange-
burg, SC. Livingston’s installations and
her use of indigo and fine hand stitching
demonstrate her ability to create across
mediums using linen, silk, cotton and
metallic thread, as in her piece Lit From
Within. “For many years I have been using
needle and thread (of some type) to define,
to illustrate. I’ve experimented with many
ways to treat the fabric before stitching
begins.” Presently, she uses natural dyes,
rust, contact printing and other eco-
inspired treatments. Livingston explains
that she uses natural fiber fabrics and is
attracted to vintage linens.

“For me there is an inherent history,
past ownership, that is somehow woven
into those threads.” Livingston’s use of
the naturals extends to once living ele-
ments. “Often I use found objects and
natural elements such as a butterfly wing

or a feather. In my mind, I am celebrating
that life, honoring that creature.”

Internationally renowned batik artist
Leo Twiggs loaned the show four pieces
from his private collection. All represent
a significant period in his artistic journey
and are not only statements about his
method and techniques, but the ideology
that inspired him. The four framed pieces,
Blue Boy Blues, Targeted Man-Emerging,
Night Bird and Requiem for Mother
Emanuel (9 Series), are joined by batik
on silks, four pieces of Twiggs’ very early
experimentation, when honing his skills in
the use of canting, the pen-like tool used
in the batik-making process.

“These pieces are being seen by the
public for the first time,” Twiggs noted.
While he was encouraged to commercial-
ize these exquisite designs, he declined.
“That would have interfered with my
work. I couldn’t allow that to happen.”

Orangeburg artist Janet Kozachek,
whose talents span across many media,
offered both ceramics and mosaics. “For
the length of the infamous COVID-19
Pandemic year, my energy was focused
upon dispatching with this excess clay
by making creative musical instruments
and other, mostly pit-fired ceramics.” The
small pieces in Kozachek’s collection are
ceramic whistles, ocarinas, and pinch pots
that are created with underglaze color pat-
terns, a clear overglaze, and then embel-
lished with mother-of-pearl and 24K white
gold enameling in a second firing. “The
delicate details were made with a fine
Chinese brush and my steady hand trained
in traditional Chinese calligraphy.”

Kozachek offered to sum up the art-
ists’ reaction to participating in the show:
“The artists in this exhibition have been
engaged in labor intensive work and they
take great pride in their creative art, mak-
ing this show very popular through their
sharing with friends, colleagues, students,
and mentors. It quite simply makes us all
happy.”

Glover, who curated the show in the
center’s Lusty Gallery, said this exhibition
has many local and universal narratives
tied to the arts and the artists. Of A Fine
Hand, “We are very proud and excited
about the very unique collection making
up this exhibition, and so are the sixteen
contributing artists.” They include: Bohu-
mila Augustinova, Thomas Bosse, Jeri
Burdick, Katherine Caldwell, Jim Carr,
Jocelyn Chateauvert, Janet Kozachek, Su-
san Livinsgston, Flavia Isabella Lovatelli,
Lee Malerich, Tabitha Ott, Robert Simo-
neau, Alexander Thierry, Leo Twiggs, Ian
J. Welch and Olga Yukhno.

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Appalachian State University in Boone,
NC, Features Works by Warren Dennis

Appalachian State University in Boone,
NC, is presenting Father, Grandfather,
Artist: A Tribute to Warren Dennis, on
view at the Turchin Center for the Visual
Arts, in the Moskowitz Gallery, through
Dec. 4,2021.

This exhibition commemorates the
life and work of prominent Southeastern
artist and retired longtime Appalachian
State University professor Warren Dennis,
who died April 13,2021. Father, Grand-
father, Artist: A Tribute to Warren Dennis
comprises paintings from the personal
collections of family members.

As a young man Dennis left the small
cotton town of Clarksdale, MS, to attend
Mississippi Southern University, where
in 1950 he was awarded the opportunity
to study for the summer with artist Yasuo
Kuniyoshi in Duluth, MN. Dennis then
entered a newly established graduate
art program at the University of Missis-
sippi at Oxford, aka Ole Miss, where he
studied with and worked as an assistant
to artist Jack Tworkov. Both Tworkov and
Kuniyoshi were powerful influences on
young Dennis. In 1955 he accepted his
first teaching position at Judson College in
Marion, AL.

In 1965, Dennis and his family moved
to Boone, NC, where he became a trans-
formative force for the Appalachian State
University Department of Art. When he
arrived, he was one of only two professors
in the department. Dennis served on fac-
ulty from 1965 to 1993, and was depart-
ment chair from 1980 to 1984. His tenure
at Appalachian saw burgeoning enroll-
ment and numerous innovations under the
leadership of Herbert Wey, whose name
graces Wey Hall, the home of the Depart-
ment of Art since 1976.

As a professor, Dennis taught art his-
tory with a specialization in American
art, drawing, painting, and lithography. In
addition to teaching on campus, he and
his wife Mary Kate organized student art

tours to Europe and frequently hosted stu-
dent groups at Appalachian’s residences in
New York City and Washington, DC.

An active and prolific artist into his
nineties, Dennis exhibited widely. With
over 60 one-person exhibitions to his
credit, his paintings can be found in
numerous galleries, museums, and private
collections, particularly in the southern
United States. Dennis also worked on
several special projects, including a mural
for Burke Mission Station in Morganton,
NG, in Sept. 2001. His work continues to
be shown at Carlton Gallery, his longtime
representative.

Dennis’ prime painting years corre-
sponded to the heyday of American Ab-
stract Expressionism and, while he pushed
the boundaries of paint on canvas all his
life, he was a consummate draftsman

who never abandoned the human figure.
In a signature style marked by dry wit,
Dennis’ paintings capture the humanity
and the humility of subjects ranging from
simple moments of family life to the great
themes of art history, classical music, and
Southern literature. Dennis was humble
when called an expert on conductor Arturo
Toscanini, author William Faulkner, and
artist Pablo Picasso, among others.

Sharing space with Hoss Haley’s
monumental work transports the viewer to
a place where a clear separation between
human creation and organic influence is
undefined, yet beautifully intertwined.

ingly immobile and locked in place, is in
a perpetual state of movement — forever
shifting and responding to weathering
elements and conditions. Rain causes ero-
sion, softening and shaping once jagged
mountains to gentle rolling hills. Volca-
noes violently erupt, bringing magma
from deep within the earth’s surface to
form new terra. And on occasion, due to
dramatic transformations in a particular
region, a mass of bedrock, sometimes as
large as a house, will break free from its
parenting bedrock. The erratic, now inde-
pendent of its former position and often
carried by eroding glacier ice, begins its
continued on Page 22
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own journey through the vastness of time.

Erratics have been known to travel
great distances, sometimes hundreds
of miles. When observing the aged and
scarred surface of the boulder - a story-in-
the-making that began perhaps thousands
of years ago - the texture can reveal a
history, a record of the boulder’s experi-
ence. Though the mineral character of
the erratic is oftentimes different than its
surrounding landscape, the elements and
time have cooperated to foster a harmoni-
ous existence.

Sculptor Hoss Haley creates two and
three dimensional works in steel, concrete
and bronze. He favors industrial materials
and fabrication methods, often building or
adapting the machines and tools he uses
to produce his work. Haley has completed
public art projects for the Pack Square
Conservancy (Asheville, NC), Charlotte
Area Transit System and Mecklenburg
County (NC) as well as several privately
commissioned large-scale steel sculptures.
Haley’s work has been shown at several
museums and galleries nationwide, and
he has been a resident artist at Penland
School of Crafts (NC) and at the John
Michael Kohler Arts Center (WI). Haley
learned machining and steel fabrication

at an early age and them apprenticed as a
blacksmith for several years in Texas and
New Mexico. Decades later, his work is
heavily influenced both conceptually and
aesthetically by the western landscape of
his youth.

King Street Art Collective in

Boone, NC, Features Works by
Richard Elaver and Wayne Sutton

The King Street Art Collective, oper-
ated by the Watauga Arts Council, in
Boone, NC, is presenting Forma Cava, an
exhibition of work by Richard Elaver and
Wayne Sutton, on view through Aug. 14,
2021.

Their artwork is inspired by shapes
and patterns in nature, transformed into
sculptural and functional objects.

While the artists use distinct materials
and techniques - including wood carving,
metal fabrication, and 3D printing - both
Sutton and Elaver create biomorphic
forms.

Elaver’s work involves cellular pat-
terns, creating voids and crevices that
invite the viewer through the object.
Sutton’s work merges clean lines with
organic complexity, reflecting the tension
between man and the environment. The
exhibition features previous and new work
by both artists, as well as recent collabora-
tive works.

Sutton and Elaver met at the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin Madison 25 years ago,
where they both studied metalsmithing.
Elaver was an undergraduate, and Sutton
an MFA student.

Following his MFA from the Cran-

brook Academy of Art, Elaver completed
a Fullbright Fellowship in the Netherlands
where he worked with Droog Design. His
nationally- and internationally-exhibited
work has centered around digital fabrica-
tion and computer-aided-design. He is
currently an Associate Professor of Indus-
trial Design at Appalachian State Univer-
sity. Elaver will be teaching a workshop
on how to design and create eyeglasses,
entitled ‘Making a Spectacle’ at Penland
School of Craft this summer.

Following his graduate training, Sutton
lived for many years in the San Francisco
Bay Area where he worked as an art con-
servator for museums, galleries, and pri-
vate collectors, followed by a career in the
tech industry. Presently, Sutton is a studio
artist in British Columbia, Canada. His
work has become more focused on wood
and sculpture, having previously created
functional metal objects (e.g. teapots and
utensils), and reflects his observations on
how humans affect the environment.

Asheville Art Museum in
Asheyville, NC, Offers Exhibition
of Collaborative Creative Works

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, will present Rural Avant-
Garde: The Mountain Lake Experi-
ence, on view in the Museum’s Appleby
Foundation Exhibition Hall, from Aug. 20
through Nov. 1, 2021.

Contemporary art, interdisciplinary
research communities, and the inspiration
of Appalachia converge in Rural Avant-
Garde: The Mountain Lake Experience.
This exhibition showcases a selection of
collaborative creative works that emerged
from nearly four decades of the Mountain
Lake Workshop series, a program sited in
rural southwestern Virginia.

Founded by artist and scholar Ray
Kass in 1980 and co-organized with
influential art critics Dr. Donald B. Kuspit
and Dr. Howard Risatti, as well as the
Virginia Museum of Fine Arts (VMFA),
the workshops integrated the arts and sci-
ences in a dynamic experimental creative
process that pushed past the traditional
boundaries of art, dance, and performance.

Community-centered from its inception,
the Mountain Lake Workshop demon-
strated the relevance of the arts across
disciplines, as well as social and participa-
tory learning.
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The workshop’s annual convening in
rural southwest Virginia underscored the
wealth of creative value found in tradi-
tionally underserved rural locales, and
supported Kuspit’s call for contemporary
art’s decentralization from urban centers.
This exhibition offers a focused look at
this period of art production that investi-
gated new conceptual limits, born of the
environment, just a few hundred miles
north of Asheville, NC. Works range from
large-scale watercolors and photographic
installation to relics of performances and
other experimentations in artmaking.

Residents of Mountain Lake, VA,
engaged in animated discussions of con-
temporary art theory with Donald Kuspit,
Clement Greenberg, and Howard Rissatti.
They worked side-by-side with leading
contemporary artists such as John Cage,
Cy Twombly, Howard Finster, and Sally
Mann in the creation of experimental
works of art. This exhibition is comprised
of such works, several of which, includ-
ing large-scale installations, remain in
the collections of the VMFA, the Taub-
man Museum of Art, the Mountain Lake

powerful history of modernism unique to
the region of southern Appalachia - akin
to the innovations of Black Mountain
College here in Western North Caro-
lina,” says Alexis Meldrum, curatorial
assistant at the Asheville Art Museum.
“The artists operating during the ses-
sions of the Mountain Lake Workshop
conducted boundary-pushing explorations
in art, equally informed by collaborative
dialogues as by the rural respite in which
they found themselves. It’s quite exciting
to present this wide range of conceptual
artwork to our visitors, including several
visually impactful large-scale installations
that have not often been exhibited.”

Highlights include composer and
conceptual artist John Cage’s New River
Rocks and Washes (1990). A significant
late-career work by Cage, this rarely
exhibited watercolor extends
