The 
graffiti art breaks this monotony, sending 
out ripples of energy that eventually fade 
as the regularity of office towers and right 
angles reasserts its dominance. This piece 
depicts that transition; the chaotic energy 
and irregularity of the stones surround-
ing the graffiti slowly evolves into the 
very regular and uninteresting black opus 
regulatum section at the top.”
     Deb Aldo’s Stratum explores a similar 
divergence in the natural world. “The 
horizontal layering of Balinese stone, 
smalti and glass is both naturally and 
artificially formed.
