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developed as an artist ever since. “I am
drawn to forms that are simple, graceful,
and fluid,” says Rolland, “You can see
when looking at my work that the motion
of the wheel and the hand of the potter
are not lost in the finished piece.” She is
a member of the Southern Highland Craft
Guild and owner of The Village Potters,
a cooperative gallery in the River Arts
District of Asheville, NC.

Amelia Stamps of Lexington, KY,
draws her inspiration from a variety of
cultures and pottery traditions around the
world, but cites Chinese Song Dynasty

pottery as a strong influence for her choic-
es of form and color. “Within my work I
strive to make well-crafted pottery that
records the alteration of material and pro-
cess. [ use volumetric forms that suggest
sensuality in the curves and bends of the
clay,” says the artist. Stamps has received
numerous awards and grants for her work,
including a recent “Award of Excellence”
from Ohio Designer Craftsmen.
