The registered,
voting public also selects the People’s
Choice winners in 2-D and 3-D categories
($12,500 each). It’s only the Juried Award,
selected by the jury panel, that the public
has no hand in ($25,000).

In previous years about 20,000 +
people have come to ArtFields® to see

what it was all about, yet only 5,000 +
registered to vote and of those good folks
only 2,500 cast a vote.

Opening receptions are for the first
day an exhibit is on view - only.

Work by Christine Bush Roman

In the exhibit entitled, The Little Ones,
Christine Bush Roman presents a collec-
tion of abstract works filled with personal
symbols that serve to create a narrative
about human behavior and our individual
experiences of reality. Created through a
variety of media, including acrylic, fabric,
ink, pastel, paper, spray paint, and more,
these works distort images of sky, ocean,
and landscape to create gateways into a
subconscious world.

“Within this world I depict voyages
into memories, dreams, and imagination,”
Bush Roman explains. “Through the
painting, layering, destroying, and recreat-
ing, I work through my feelings about
the wavering quality of human behavior.”

Feelings like guilt, confusion, anger, love
and nostalgia resonate throughout the col-
orful, textured world represented in each
piece, with recurring symbols playing an
important role in the artist’s narrative.
These symbols appear as both icons and
physical objects, such as fabrics. Used
clothes, tablecloths, curtains, and even
bath sponges are buried under media or
stuck onto the surface.

“These fabrics allow for a transfer of
energy from their previous owner into my
work and they are a link to an experience
or place,” Bush Roman says. “Even when
the collaged materials are obscured, the
energy still remains and affects my behav-
ior as I approach the canvas.”

Bush Roman received a Bachelor of
Fine Arts in Drawing and Painting from
the University of Georgia in 2006 and
returned to earn a Master of Fine Arts in
the same concentration in 2013. Her work
explores themes relating to human behav-
ior and is executed in a variety of media
with an emphasis on bright color, texture,
pattern, and symbolism.

Bush Roman began showing her work
in 2002 and participates in solo and group
exhibitions throughout the Southeastern
United States and abroad. Additionally,
she is a member of the Charleston Artist
Collective and is one of 18 artists chosen
to participate in the inaugural year of
Charleston Supported Art, a platform to
connect emerging and established artists
and collectors. She currently works out of
her home studio in Johns Island, SC, and
instructs art classes at Redux Contempo-
rary Art Center in Downtown Charleston.

Nancy Wyman Ray’s exhibition, Mes-
sages, features ink drawings from her se-
ries “Places”. Her works are created using
the blackest of ink and whitest of paper,

with her pen affording her the control to
explore the range of values and textures
that can be produced with a simple line
or dot. In general her work is abstract,
but representational images do seem to
develop through her use of high contrast
designs and a variety of textures, depths,
and values. These design elements often
evolve into landscapes of fanciful places,
or an inner vision of something in the
world that the artist finds fascinating.
“These images and landscapes feel
more like ‘messengers’ than pure de-
sign, but I’'m not always conscious of the
‘message’ while composing the picture,”
Wyman Ray explains. “At the time, it
just feels important to include a certain
figure in a certain setting or composition.
Later I am sometimes able to clarify my
intentions.” Each piece combines stark

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citizens. This exhibition of Israel and Rob-
bins shows how two photographers from
different countries approach their subjects
in similar, and complimentary ways.”

College of Charleston Political Science
Professor Mark Long has written a com-
missioned essay about the work of Yaakov
Israel, and Duke University Professor of
Documentary Studies Tom Rankin has
written as essay about Kathleen Robbins’
work.

Work by Yaakov Israel

The Quest for the Man on the White
Donkey, by Yaakov Israel, consists of im-
ages taken all over the country of Israel.
Inspired by the Orthodox Jewish tradition
of the Messiah (the Prophet) who will ar-
rive riding on a white donkey, this 10-year
photographic project features portraits and
landscapes highlighting Israel’s diversity.
This project is the result of Israel’s search
for a deeper understanding of his coun-
try and an attempt to relay his personal
experiences on the Israeli reality with a
broader sense of belonging to the global
human collective.

Into the Flatland, by Kathleen Rob-
bins, is a series of photographs document-
ing the land, people, and culture of the
Mississippi Delta. The artist returned to
her ancestral home as an adult in 2001
after completing graduate studies in New
Mexico. She and her brother lived on the
family farm for nearly two years, breath-

ing life back into properties that had been
long dormant.

Yaakov Israel was born in 1974 in
Jerusalem, Israel, where he lives and
works. He has a BFA from the Department
of Photography at the Bezalel Academy of
Arts and Design, Jerusalem. Since 2004
he has been teaching photography at art
and photography schools and colleges in
Israel including the Bezalel Academy.

His work has been the subject of solo
and group shows which were exhibited in
museums and galleries in Israel and inter-
nationally. Solo exhibition venues include:
Centro de Arte Alcobendas; Czech Centre,
Prague; Impressions Gallery, Bradford,
England; Fifty One Fine Art Photogra-
phy, Antwerp; Margaret Street Gallery,
London; La Maison de la Photographie,
Toulon; OSLO 8 Gallery, Basel; The Ar-
chitecture House Gallery, Jaffa; The Open
Museum of Photography, Tel-Hai; and the
Haifa Museum of Art.

Israel was selected Winner of the
PHotoEspafia Descubrimientos PHE12
Award, as one of the three winners of
the Conscientious portfolio competition,
and a Critical Mass finalist, Top 50 by
Photolucida. His photographs are in the
collections of The Knesset (Israel’s house
of parliament), Haifa Museum of Art, The
Open Museum of Photography at Tel-
Hai, and Ashdod Art Museum. His first
monograph The Quest for the Man on the
White Donkey was recently published by
Schilt Publishing, Amsterdam. Israel is
represented by Fifty One Fine Art Photog-
raphy, Antwerp and Oslo 8 contemporary
photography in Basel.

Israel’s exhibition will travel nation-
ally after its debut in Charleston, and is
co-sponsored by the Consulate General of
Israel with local support from the Yaschik/
Arnold Jewish Studies Program at the
College of Charleston.

“Briggs v Elliott,” by James Denmark

James Denmark earned his Master of
Fine Arts Degree at the prestigious Pratt
Institute of Fine Arts in New York.

These artworks
imagine and image the movement African
people in the geographical places of the
Ancestral Stream - the African Diaspora.
Current artworks visualize the movement
of Africans from the island of Jamaica to
the Lowcountry of South Carolina.

Arianne King Comer is a multi-talented
artist specializing in batik using the
traditional indigo dye process to create
batik paintings, wearable art, and decora-
tive items. She is a graduate of Howard
University and has studied textiles at the
graduate level at Detroit Center of Cre-
ative Studies and Cranbrook Art Academy.
Comer worked as a certified art teacher
in Michigan before pursuing art full time
and studying the indigo dye process on a
United Nations grant in Oshogbo, Nigeria
in 1992. She was the director of the Ibile
Indigo House at Penn Center until 2004
and she relocated to Charleston in 2006.

Born a Washingtonian, Hampton R.
Olfus, Jr. creates works of art that are
direct links to African, Native American
and European styles. Olfus works in acryl-
ics, pen and ink, pencil, watercolor, and
mixed media; the pieces are very detailed
and are, in many cases, reminiscent of fine
sculpture. Art is an integral part of his life
by way of expression, vision, education
and communication. It reflects his formal
training and personal studies. In the words
of Olfus, “Let art be art, fresh and new, no
egos or selfish wants, just the artist’s pure
spirit.”

Addelle Sanders has been creating
beautiful works of art that have captured
the hearts of art lovers everywhere for
over 12 years. Along with her partner Ron,
Addelle co-founded Fiber Art by Rondelle
and together the duo used rich palettes of

A Few Words From Down Under
Classical vs. Contemporary

Got tired of singing the same ol’ tune,
you know the one, “where have all the
artists gone?” It was depressing so I went
on a Roman Holiday to lift my spirits!
Unlike that skinny waif of an actress in
the old movie, I didn’t find a tall, dark and
handsome man (wasn’t looking) but did
find beautiful art.

My return to the Land Down Under
was just in time to catch the end of year

university art schools’ graduate shows and
I was ready to address their efforts with a
new insight. The result had me changing
my tune. I now chant “where will all the
artists come from?”

Contemporary artists in Italy are sur-
rounded by ancient art that involves ideal
proportions of the figure and integrated
decoration on architecture. This classi-
cism seeps into the subconscious. It is the
language of art and, like proper grammar,
is employed when communicating via the
visual medium, even in modern times.
Italian art schools demand students spend
hours of drawing, from life and art, to
learn the visual voice that expresses their
ideas.

Although Australia and the United
States have a long history of Indigenous
culture, we both count our Nations’ Birth-
days from the time of European settlement
(US got the Pilgrims and Pioneers about
a century before Australia got the Prison-
ers). As our nations grew with the arrival
of new migrants, we based our respective
“cultures” on an amalgamation of various
foreign heritages. What both our relatively
“new” nations lack is a long, singular line
of artistic tradition, one that can be docu-
mented back to antiquity. And that could
be the problem with my (and perhaps
your) town’s art today.

When in Rome I did what Romans do;
visited commercial galleries and con-
versed with practicing artists in their stu-
dios. The language barrier was breached
by the well-made art works. Some artists
were sculptors, others painters, some
works were abstract, others figurative,
some innovative, others traditional, all
revealed respect for the subject, medium
and viewer.

When I came home I set out, refreshed
and ready, to meet the local art scene head
on and appreciate it anew. After attend-
ing a few exhibitions I realized what was
wrong. It seems the lack of “classical”
tradition has penalized the descendents of
this penal colony as waves of migrants, in
an effort to fit into a new culture, divested
themselves of their past heritage, con-
demning our cultural future to hard labour.

I would venture to say the same for the
US as various waves of immigrants sought
new lives there.

As a result, there is no definitive
reference for our current art students, no
benchmark to refer to as they try to ad-
vance artistically. The problem of lacking
a “past perfect” as a measuring device is
exacerbated by a generation of art teachers
who were nurtured in the “conceptual” art
movement. They may be able to think and
talk and write about art very well but they
can’t paint a picture or draw a conclusion
on what constitutes a work of good art.

When it comes to figure drawing,
art students today are not taught there
is a skeletal framework that supports a
network of muscles which will constrict
or stretch accordingly in different poses.
Students rarely draw from life models or
cadavers, more’s the pity! When set a still
life subject, emphasis is put on express-
ing how one feels about, or relates to, the
object rather then how to re-present it in
paint, pencil, clay or stone. They can not
translate what they see into a work of art
because basic colour theory and design
principles have been superseded by tech-
nology. I’ve had more than one student
justify poor drawing skills as “expressive”
or a splotch of vomit green as reference
to his distaste for the subject, a plate of
avocados.

If we transfer this modern approach to
visual arts to contemporary writing, then
I should be allowed to type this commen-
tary with my fingers on the wrong keys,
because sometimes that’s just how I feel
about contemporary art. If I were permit-
ted to do so, you wouldn’t understand
what I have to say, just like I can’t com-
prehend what these modern art graduates
are trying to tell the world. Sometimes
I think they’re saying; O s, sm styody O
jsbr s [orvr pg [s[rt yjsy dsud dp. (See
*below.)

Take me back to Ancient Rome. They
had running water and some really good
contemporary art in those days.

*(I am an artist, [ have a piece of paper
that says so.)

“I am interested in studio practice as
a way to question - I am interested in the
act of making,” says Rhodes. “I don’t try
to illustrate an idea, rather I let process
guide the piece and find its meaning in
the method used to create it. Printmak-
ing is an important part of my process. I
create editions, and pull additional prints
from the matrix that I deconstruct and use
as college material in my mixed media
pieces. This leads to recurring imagery
across my work that becomes part of my
personal iconography, and the meaning
I find in these different images helps me
to determine the meaning of the larger
works.”

“I like paper, texture, and color,” con-

tinues Rhodes. “I take cast off things and
collage them into my work: onion bags,
bits of string, and the mylar press bed cov-
ers marked by ink and registration marks.
I pick up feathers, dead moths, bees, and
scraps of books. Nothing is sacred, and
nothing is trash. A “finished” piece might
be deconstructed into components for
many other paintings, or I might sweep
up the studio floor and make a collage of
whatever I find. Including these random
bits of life in the work blurs the line be-

tween studio and sidewalk.”

“My finished work reflects the enjoy-
ment in manipulating materials: drawn
mark making, paint manipulations, print-
making processes, collage and transfer
techniques. I find the tension between
rigid structural forms and organic, intui-
tive mark making reflects internal conflict.
This tension explores a desire to control
life, counterpoised against the futility of
that effort. It is recognizing the correla-
tions between my studio and the world
outside that allows me to create work
which reflects the meaning inherent in the
search.”

Coker College in Hartsville, SC,

Coker College in Hartsville, SC, is
presenting Broken Things, featuring paint-
ings by Anelecia Hannah, on view at the
Cecila Coker Bell Gallery, through Sept.

Originally from Kent, WA, Hannah
currently lives and paints on the coast of
North Carolina and in the grey light of the
Pacific Northwest. The painter received
her BA at Seattle Pacific University in
Washington and studied concurrently in
Florence, Italy.

Hannah paints life around her with a
mind both for realism and for allegory.
Her paintings are meditations filled with
symbol-laden objects and persons. With
her searching eye for beauty and meaning,
the painter finds rare subtleties found in
the wholeness discovered with the crucial
passing of time.

onto stone, creating permanent symbols,
which continue to exist after centuries. I
have learned to paint in a formal, classical
tradition - but I am still mixing oil and dirt
to paint symbols, spiritual icons. These
paintings feel to me like ebenezers - still
monuments to times of transition,” says
Hannah.

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Jones-Carter Gallery
in Lake City, SC, Features
Works by Francisco de Goya

Francisco Goya’s Los Caprichos etch-
ings, one of the most influential graphic
series in the history of Western art, will
be presented at the Jones-Carter Gallery
in Lake City, SC, from Saturday, Sept. 20,
2014 through Saturday, Jan. 3, 2015.

This exhibition features a superb first
edition of the complete set of 80 etchings,
which by tradition was one of the four sets
acquired directly from Goya in 1799 by
the duke of Osuna. It then came into the
hands of Pedro Fernandez Duran, of the
house of the marquis of Perales, the great-
est Spanish collector of the 19th century
and a major donor to the Prado. His col-
lector’s mark appears on all 80 prints of
this set. The exhibition includes an essay
contributed by Robert Flynn Johnson,
Curator in Charge, Achenbach Foundation
for Graphic Arts, Fine Arts Museums of
San Francisco.

Other works by Goya are also in-
cluded in the exhibition for instructive
comparison including a few later edition
prints from Los Caprichos and examples
from each of Goya’s other major graphic
series: Los Desastres de la Guerra, Los
Proverbios, and La Tauromaquia; and his
early etchings after Velasquez. Addition-
ally, to demonstrate the broad influence of
Los Caprichos, the exhibition includes a
1920’s drawing after Los Caprichos plate
51, “Se Repulen,” by Edward Hagedorn,
as well as eight etchings by contemporary
artist, Enrique Chagoya, entitled, “Return
to the Caprichos.”

In his original essay for the exhibi-
tion, Robert Flynn Johnson takes a fresh
approach to Los Caprichos. Johnson has
also undertaken an enlightening compari-
son between three contemporary interpre-
tive manuscripts on the etchings—the
“Prado,” the “Ayala,” and the “Madrid
Biblioteca Nacional,” adding his own
illuminating observations to each of
the eighty plates. Additionally, Johnson
‘fast-forwards’ from Goya’s major opus
to contemporary relevance in the work of
two artists working in the 20th century —
Edward Hagedorn and Enrique Chagoya.

Enigmatic and controversial, Goya’s
Los Caprichos were published in 1799 at
a time of social repression and economic
crisis in Spain. Influenced by Enlighten-
ment thinking, the painter set out to ana-
lyze the human condition and denounce
social abuses and superstitions. Los
Caprichos was his passionate declaration
that the chains of social backwardness had
to be broken if humanity was to advance.
The series attests to the artist’s political
liberalism and his revulsion towards ig-
norance and intellectual oppression; at the
same time it mirrors Goya’s ambivalence
toward authority and the church.

Bethany Luhman was born in 1987 in
Red Bank, NJ, but spent most of her life in
South Carolina.

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community. Perhaps we should all be shut
away on some planet for the insane. Then
again, maybe that is where we are.”

“The effect of consumerism starts at an
early age. Children while watching their
favorite cartoons are also exposed to com-
mercials showing images of toys and sugary
cereals to entice children to want. However,
those toys and sugary sweets are soon left in
the cabinet or in the corner of a room, and
then it’s on to the next item. Those children
grow up knowing no better, unaware of
the trap. Adults are faced with consumerist
items every day, all day, with billboards,
magazine advertisements, commercials,
and even displays in windows as they walk
down the street to work,” says Luhman.

“Each image is made up of many found
photographs sourced from the internet.,”
adds Luhman. “The found images represent
a single, amateur view of the locale. They
are presented in color, but lack clarity and
focus, a suggestion of the fleeting pleasure
and subsequent disillusionment of con-
sumption.”

Originally founded by Susan Filley as
ClayWorks in 2000, in Charleston, SC, the
current owners of the renamed, Cone 10
Studios, are Fiorenzo Berardozzi, Anne
John and Susan Gregory. This is their third
and largest space. Cone 10 Studios moved
to the upper peninsula area of Charleston,
in June of 2010. The concept has always
been to house a group of ceramicists sharing
in the firing, finances and joy of a large gas-
reduction kiln.

NORTH CAROLINA POTTERY CENTER
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Greenhill in Greensboro, NC, Offers
an Exhibition Focused on Drawing

Greenhill in Greensboro, NC, will
present Following Threads: Fiber Art and
Drawing, curated by Edie Carpenter, on
view from Sept. 19 through Nov. 9,2014.
A reception will be held on Sept. 19, from
5:30-8:30pm. Carpenter will give a talk
between 5:30 and 6:30pm.

Following Threads highlights four
artists, Harriet Hoover, Becky Joye, Leigh
Suggs, and Jason Watson, who investigate
the drawn and stitched line in figurative
and abstract works that stretch the defini-
tions of drawing. Hoover, Joye, Suggs
and Watson all have artistic practices that
embrace several mediums, producing
studio drawings as well as works utilizing
fiber, collage, hand and machine sewing,
and installation. Thematic threads link
their graphic and fiber work as well as
their multidisciplinary approaches which
explore personal narrative spaces.

Line, Touch, Trace, an exhibition pre-
senting 13 North Carolina artists focusing
on draftsmanship curated by Edie Car-
penter, was developed concurrently with
Following Threads and is on view at the
North Carolina Museum of Art in Raleigh,
NC, through Mar. 4, 2015.

Harriet Hoover’s works combining
several media are informed by the artist’s
desire “to uncover stories of a place and
its history.” In Following Threads Hoover
associates drawing and collage in a new
group of works that may be viewed from
two sides, including large-scale floor to
ceiling collages. Hoover’s assemblages,
like her 2-D works, are composed from
found materials and often bear the names
of the places where the artist gathered
them. These cast-off remnants are “ma-
nipulated, stitched and bound” by the art-
ist in free-standing sculptural pieces that
possess a strong material presence and
poetic resonance.

Greensboro-based Hoover has attended
the Penland School of Crafts and studied
landscape architecture at The Academy of
Fine Arts in Prague. She holds a bach-
elor’s degree in textile technology and
fiber arts focus from NC State University
and a MFA from UNC-Greensboro. She
currently teaches at NC A & T State Uni-
versity. Recent exhibition venues include
LIGHT, Art and Design in Chapel Hill,
NC, Art in Odd Places in Greensboro, and
the Weatherspoon Art Museum in Greens-
boro.

Becky Joye’s acrylic and pencil draw-
ings on paper depict imaginary structures
resembling farm silos, communication
towers, or fairgrounds. Nostalgic ma-
chine-age constructions are depicted with
precisionist line. Ductwork and pylons
are often festooned with floating kite-like
appendages in bright colors evoking aerial
circuses and dreams of flight.

At Greenhill Joye will present a new
group of larger drawings on paper inspired
by “industrial winding towers and vintage
toys” from a recent trip to Germany.
These works on paper will be seen in as-
sociation with the artist’s machine-sewn
fabric collages in vivid patterns and new
three-dimensional works.

from the UNC-Charlotte with a Bachelor
of Architecture in 2003. She is currently
a member artist at Artspace in Raleigh
after being a Regional Emerging Artist-
in-Residence in 2013. She recently was in
the exhibition Thought Maps & Ladders
at Artspace.

Joye’s work has been featured in
numerous exhibitions, including The
Drawing Show, Pump Project, Austin, TX;
a solo exhibition at Designbox, Raleigh;
Unraveled at the Block Gallery in Raleigh
and Contemporary South at the Visual
Arts Exchange in Raleigh. She was a 2014
Artfields finalist, in Lake City, SC.

Leigh Suggs produces painstak-
ingly crafted works involving “the use
of singular pattern producing gestures
such as weaving, wrapping, stitching,
and adhering.” Ink pen line drawings in
geometric patterns form polyhedrons and
subtle variations in the flow of ink create
pulsating effects of light line against a
dark ground.

In some of Suggs’ most well-known
works, hundreds of petal shaped paper
elements of are stitched in concentric
circles, overlapping petals varying in
opacity and density forming large circular
wall constructions. Seen together Suggs’
works reveal a practice both precise and
obsessive, in which light as much as line
is enlisted by the artist to produce subtle
shifts in reading and evoke organic as well
as celestial metaphors.

Suggs is currently an MFA candidate
at Virginia Commonwealth University
and holds a BFA from the University of
North Carolina at Chapel Hill. She is a
recent recipient of the NC Arts Council
Fellowship Grant and has shown her work
at LIGHT, Art and Design in Raleigh, NC,
the Weatherspoon Museum, and the Con-
temporary Art Museum in Raleigh.

Jason Watson is a mixed-media artist,
whose work combines interests in the
figure, found objects, and text fragments
as visual material. Watson’s drawings
and collages are visual assemblages of
remnants of our collective cultural past.
Starting with historic statues and portrait
busts sketched in museums or at historical
monuments, his works serve as storybook-
like illustrations providing a pictorial
space for various cultural artifacts to
inhabit. The artist’s interest in the object is
pushed to the extreme in new works com-
bining drawing, stitching and assemblage.

Watson has exhibited in galleries, uni-
versities and non-profit spaces including
in Drawing Revisited at Greenhill in 2010
and Jason Watson: A Second Look, at the
Jersey City Museum in 2007-2008. Wat-
son recently completed an artist residency
at the McColl Center for Visual Art in
Charlotte, NC, where he was the Wesley
Mancini Artist in Residence for 2013.

Dill received her BA from Trinity Col-
lege in 1972 and MFA from the Maryland
Institute of Art in 1980. Her work has
been widely exhibited and can be found
in the collections of the Weatherspoon
Art Museum, the Albright Knox Art Gal-
lery, the Cleveland Museum of Art, and
the Metropolitan Museum of Art, among
many others.

Glass Pumpkin Patch Oct. 4, 2014

STARworks Center for Creative
Enterprise in Star, NC, will present the
2014 STARworks Pumpkin Patch, featur-
ing 2,000 hand-blown glass pumpkins
and gourds in all sizes, shapes and color
combinations, on Oct. 4, 2014, from 10am
— Ipm.

Hundreds of people from all across
North Carolina and neighboring states
gather in the tiny town of Star each year
on the first Saturday in October for the
STARworks Glass Pumpkin Patch.

At 10am sharp, the ropes are cut and
people pour onto the front lawn at STAR-
works to find the perfect hand-blown glass
pumpkin to complement their homes, give
as a gift or add to their collections. Some
people arrive early to take advantage of
the local farmers market that sets up in the
parking lot.

Pumpkins of all sizes, shapes and color
combinations are arranged on hay bales,
in the grass or surrounding trees. The ef-
fect is reminiscent of an Easter egg hunt.

“I was so impressed by all of the
pumpkins,” said Mary Lou Neumann,

a 2013 Pumpkin Patch shopper from
Corolla, NC. “It was really worth the trip
from the Outer Banks.”

The STARworks Glass team is com-
prised of Joe Grant, Tom Zogas, George
Dielman and Michael Migliorini, who
work in teams of two to create each
pumpkin.

In the past, the Pumpkin Patch focused
solely on pumpkins, however this year
STARworks will introduce a limited selec-
tion of hand-blown gourds to go along
with the pumpkins. Each gourd is created

in a process similar to that of a pumpkin,
with one glassblower creating the body
and the other working on the stem, attach-
ing the two and curling the stem for the
final step.

The popularity of the Pumpkin Patch
has STARworks increasing production
numbers each year to try to keep up with
growing demand.

“We’re increasing production from
1,500 to about 2,000 pumpkins and gourds
this year,” said Central Park NC executive
director Nancy Gottovi. “In past years,
most of the pumpkins are gone within two
hours. We recommend people arrive as
close to 10am as possible to ensure a good
selection.”

If any pumpkins remain after the event,
they may be purchased during regular
business hours. In the event of rain, the
event will be held indoors at STARworks.
The Pumpkin Patch is STARworks’ most
popular fundraising event. STARworks is
a project of Central Park NC, a non-profit
organization dedicated to improving the
local economy by focusing on the cultural
arts and natural resources of central North
Carolina.

STARworks has a glass studio, a
ceramics facility and a metal studio. They
offer classes and workshops in each me-
dium, high school glassblowing programs
and hold several fun and educational
events throughout the year. The STAR-
works building also acts as an incubator
for small creative businesses, including
Wet Dog Glass, an equipment fabricator
for glass artists and craftspeople, Blan-
kenship Business Solutions, and echo3, a
graphic design studio.

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Asheville Art Museum in Asheville
Offers Work by Adrianne Wortzel

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, will present Humans and
Machines: The Robotic Worlds of Adri-
anne Wortzel, on view in the New Media
Gallery, from Sept. 2 through Jan. 2015.
Wortzel will offer a lecture on Sept. 24,
from 6-7:30pm.

Adrianne Wortzel utilizes computer
software, robotics, video and fictive nar-
ratives to create robotic worlds filled with
humanlike creatures, historical references
and scientific data. She works with con-
tributions from researchers, scientists and
robotic experts from across the globe to
examine the relationship between humans
and machines through art. Featured in the
New Media Gallery are two of her short
films entitled The Veils of Transference
and archipelago.ch.

The Veils of Transference depicts a
dialogue between a robot and human in
a psychoanalytic therapy session, where
the lines between their roles as analyst
and analysand become blurred. The video
evidences a human’s desire to be robotic
and a robot’s programmed desire to be hu-
man. The session is set in a green-screen
environment that displays the accompany-
ing dreams and unconscious narratives
and the human’s mind and the robot’s da-
tabase. Each of the characters seemingly
longs for the role of the other; each has a
sense of their own history. Together they
ponder the thin line between “memory”
and “database.”

archipelago.ch depicts a tour of a
newly discovered series of Al robotic
research labs as “islands” and iterates the
discovery, analysis and interpretation of
their terrain and their robots as indigenous
creatures. The idiosyncratic robots are
evolved by each researcher from their
choice of morphologies occurring in
nature, i.e., an insect eye, mouse whiskers
discerning textures by touch, etc. The lab
terrains are strewn with the tools and detri-
tus of each researcher’s endeavors, which
are treated as flora. The voice-over tour of
this archipelago is by Charles Darwin from
Chapter 17 of the Voyage of the Beagle-
Galapagos. archipelago.ch was initiated
during Wortzel’s 2004 Swiss-Artists-In-
Labs Award: Residency at Artificial Intel-
ligence Laboratory, University of Zurich,
Switzerland. The world premiere was
March 9, 2013 at ROBOTS ON TOUR,
World Congress and Exhibition of Robots,

Researchers Dr. Miriam
Fend and Dr. Simon Bovet, Artificial Intelligence
Laboratory, University of Zurich, Switzerland.

Humanoids, Cyborgs and more, Zurich,

Wortzel received her Bachelor of Arts
in Fine Arts from Brooklyn College of
the City University of New York and a
Master of Fine Arts in Computer Art from
the School of Visual Arts in New York.
She has received numerous grants, honors
and residencies, as well as opportuni-
ties to speak and teach throughout her
career. She has been published both as a
writer and artist and has been exhibited
in numerous collections, exhibitions and
reviews. Wortzel is currently a Professor
of Entertainment Technology and Emerg-
ing Media Technologies at New York City
College of Technology, the senior techni-
cal college in the City University of New
York (CUNY) system. She serves on the
doctoral faculty of the Interactive Tech-
nology and Pedagogy Certificate Program
at the CUNY Graduate Center. Wortzel is
the Founding Director of StudioBlueLab,
a robotics and theater laboratory initiated
during her tenure as an Adjunct Professor
of Mechanical Engineering at The Cooper
Union for the Advancement of Science
and Art. StudioBlueLab now resides at
New York City College of Technology.

Each film is about 25 minutes long and
will be screened in a loop every other day.

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, will present Mary Frank:
Finding My Way Home, on view in the
Appleby Memorial Foundation Gallery,
from Sept. 26 through Jan. 18, 2015.

Over the course of her career, Mary
Frank has worked in sculpture, painting,
drawing, printmaking and recently encaus-
tic and photography, suggesting that her
primary loyalty is not to a particular way
of working or to any medium, but rather
to the power of direct expression and to
the act of creation itself. All of this work
evinces an eagerness to use the intuitions
and improvisations that arise naturally
during the creative process. The Museum
is pleased to present a broad survey of
Frank’s work from across her long and
accomplished career.

Frank was born in London, England,
in 1933 and moved to the United States
at the age of seven. In the early 1950s
she began carving wood sculpture, and
briefly studied with Hans Hoffman and
Max Beckmann. In 1969, she worked on
large multi-part, figurative clay sculptures,
drawings and monoprints, which remained
the major focus of her work throughout
the 1970s and ‘80s. In the 1990s, she
turned to painting as her primary medium.

Frank has been the subject of numer-
ous solo museum and gallery exhibitions
over the years, including a retrospective

Asheville Art Museum in Asheville
Features Work by Sol LeWitt

The Asheville Art Museum in down-
town Asheville, NC, is pleased to present
a unique and exciting ongoing exhibition,
Sol LeWitt: Creating Place, Wall Drawing
#618.

Sol LeWitt (1928-2007) was born in
Hartford, CT. As a pioneer of conceptual
art, he has had a major influence on 20th
century American art. After serving in
the United States Army, LeWitt moved
to New York and attended the Cartoonist

and Illustrators School (now the School
of Visual Arts). LeWitt employed basic
cubic forms, serial structures and modular
grids as key elements in his work. The
art work itself emphasizes the conception
of the initial idea as LeWitt perceives it.
His titles are convoluted but describe the
essence of his concept behind each work.
They serve as instructions for whoever
executes the drawing and explanations to

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the viewers of the processes involved.

For this exhibition, the Museum
selected several local apprentices to help
install Wall Drawing #618, creating a very
special place that is an immersive experi-
ence for Museum visitors.

LeWitt created more than 600 wall
drawings, both in black and white and in
color, that have been viewed by mil-
lions of visitors. Some of his drawings
have become permanent installations but
many are painted over after the close of
the exhibitions. His permanent drawings
include All Combinations of Arcs from
Corners and Sides; Straight, Not-Straight,
and Broken Lines - a 1972 drawing in
blue chalk, which covers the entire wall
of the Kuntshalle in Bern, Switzerland,
and a similarly-titled work in white chalk
on a black wall (1975) which is located
in the San Francisco Museum of Modern
Art. Other works can be found in the Tate
Gallery in London, the Israel Museum in
Jerusalem and the Whitney Museum of
American Art in New York.

The Black Mountain College Museum
+ Arts Center in Asheville, NC, will
present Dan Rice at Black Mountain Col-
lege: Painter Among the Poets, curated
by Brian E. Butler, on view from Sept. 5
through Jan. 10, 2015. A reception will
be held on Sept. 5, from 5-8pm. A gallery
talk by Butler will be given at 7pm.

On Saturday, Sept. 6, at 2pm, there will
be a panel discussion called “Dan Rice
and the Poetics of Painting” to engage
with and explore Dan Rice’s legacy. The
panel session will feature four people
who studied painting with Rice: Christina
Maile, artist and landscape architect; Ed
Casey, renowned philosopher; Parviz
Mohassel, philosopher and architect; and
Virginia Foster, Rice’s partner for more
than 20 years. This special event is free
for BMCM+AC members + students with
ID or $5 for non-members.

The exhibition focuses on the paintings
and relationships of Rice, a Black Moun-
tain College student, then teacher for 10
years, friend and associate of Franz Kline,
Robert Rauschenberg, Robert Motherwell,
Willem deKooning and Mark Rothko,
and overlooked figure in the development
of Abstract Expressionism. Curated by
Dr. Brian E. Butler, BMCM+AC Board
Member, the project includes an amply
illustrated exhibition catalogue with an
essay by Butler.

This project brings Rice’s under-
recognized work to the forefront and
establishes a firm link between his time at
Black Mountain College and his lifelong
commitment to painting. Simultaneously,
it explores the interconnections between
the visual and the literary by highlight-
ing Rice’s relationships with noted Black
Mountain College poets, Charles Olson
and Robert Creeley among many others.
A work of Rice’s was used on the cover
of Vol. 6 of the Black Mountain Review as
well as on Jargon 4: The Double-Backed
Beast, Paul Blackburn’s The Dissolving
Fabric and books by Joel Oppenheimer,
Joe Early and Ross Feld. This exhibi-
tion will serve as the visual counterpoint
to BMCM+AC'’s 6th annual conference,
ReVIEWING Black Mountain College 6:
The Writers of Black Mountain College to
be held at UNC Asheville’s Reuter Center
Sept. 26-28.

While at Black Mountain College,
Rice’s friends and peers included Robert
Rauschenberg, Cy Twombly, and Robert
Motherwell, who advised Rice, “Exhibit
as often as you can.” He worked with
Arthur Penn in theater design, and Merce
Cunningham and John Cage in mixed
media events. A central figure in the scene
as the New York School developed, Rice
lived, worked, and exhibited in Manhattan
for many years. He then moved to Con-
necticut, where he taught and painted for
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Dan Rice, Untitled, mixed media on paper,
23.875 x 17.875 inches. Collection of Hilary D.
Rice.

the rest of his life. He died in 2003.

Rice’s work is among the best of his
adventurous generation. His paintings
are in the collections of the Museum
of Modern Art, the Yale University Art
Gallery, the Wadsworth Atheneum, and
the Princeton University Art Museum.
Simultaneously, his work is among the
most underappreciated. Rice made his
living not from his art, but as a frame
builder, stretching canvases and mixing
paints for his famous colleagues. His role
as assistant to artist Mark Rothko is most
famously depicted in the acclaimed play
Red, by John Logan.

Rice is primarily thought of as an
Abstract Expressionist, but he found the
term problematic, arguing, “Painting,
or any other art form, is not about self-
expression. This idea, which has spread
somehow, is simply not true. And Abstract
Expressionism itself is often thought
of as some wild expression of the self,
of emotion. This, again, is completely
untrue. The last thing a painter thinks of
is himself. Painting is truly a means of
expressing the ineffable.”

Rice’s paintings are both unique to him
and clearly a part of the Black Moun-
tain College tradition. This exhibition of
Rice’s paintings will be a first step in the
process of rediscovering and adding his
work to the history of modernist painting
in America.

Fundamentally, mail art in the con-
text of a Mail Art Network is a form of
conceptual art.

Mail art is art
which uses the postal system as a medium.

An amorphous international mail art
network, involving thousands of par-
ticipants in over 50 countries, evolved
between the 1950s and the present. It was
influenced by other movements including
Dada and Fluxus. The Courtyard Gallery
receives hundreds of submissions from
80 countries and from throughout the US
every year.

Themes could include anti-war, anti-
art snobbery, anti-gallery art, love, sex,
dissent, anything goes! Mail artists like to
claim that mail art began when Cleopatra
had herself delivered to Julius Caesar in
a rolled-up carpet. However, perhaps the
initial genesis of mail art was in postal
stationery, from which mail art is now
typically distinguished (if not defined in
its broadest sense).

The Caldwell Arts Council in Lenoir,
NC, will present Concertina, Interpreted,
featuring artwork created in response to
poetry from the book “Concertina” by
Joseph Bathanti, poet laureate of North
Carolina and Professor of Creative Writ-
ing at Appalachian State University, on
view from Sept. 12 - 26, 2014. A reception
will be held on Sept. 12, from 5-7pm.

Approximately 30 artists from Caldwell
and surrounding counties have created art
works in response to poems they selected
from the book “Concertina” by Joseph
Bathanti. These works include many
styles of art ranging from drawings to
paintings and encaustic work, and from
photography to wood and metal installa-
tions.

In 1976, Joseph Bathanti left his home
in Pittsburgh for a fourteen month sojourn
as a VISTA Volunteer with the North
Carolina Department of Corrections.

Bathanti’s new volume of poems,
“Concertina”, recounts in lyrical sweep
his entry into the surreal, brutal, and often
terrifyingly beautiful netherworld of
convicts and their keepers. It is a world
with one foot still firmly planted in the old
chain gang, the other venturing beyond
the manacles of history into a realm of
second chances, while the country, in the
throes of its bicentennial celebration, still
swoons from Watergate and its aftermath.

What’s more, “Concertina” is an out-

sider’s meditation on the American South
and the power of place to transform not
only language, but to instill in the speaker
the impulse to tell the story of everything
his eye lights upon. Indeed, Bathanti’s
world is as much about the geography,
the very ether, of North Carolina, as it is
about prisons. His voice is contemplative,
poised on a tightrope of its own making,
pitched near detonation.

There are poems about the gas cham-
ber, bounty hunters, bloodhounds and
violence. But there are also poems about
yard basketball games, the prison kitchen,
Christmas parties, children visiting their
imprisoned mothers, guards as undone by
their lives in prison as the prisoners, and
released convicts stumbling into society
after years behind bars. Above all, these
poems doggedly insist that, even in abject
suffering, sustained love and shared hu-
manity supply redemption.

Bathanti is author of seven books of
poetry, two novels, and a collection of
stories.

In addition, the Caldwell Arts Council
will host Joseph Bathanti for readings of
his poetry at 7pm on Tuesday, Sept. 23,
2014. The public is invited free of charge.

Rob Pullyen offered the following
about his work, “I am in love with the
basic material of ceramics: wet clay. I
have, for some wonderful reason, become
comfortable with the language of clay so
that working with it is exhilarating, fright-
ening, mysterious...and totally satisfying.”

“While I have no academic background
in clay, I have studied under some great
teachers including: Kathy Triplett, George
Bowes, Richard Notkin, Steven Heine-
mann, Yeh-Wen Kuo, Richard Burkett and
Anne Hirondelle,” adds Pullyen.

“I am most creative when I'm work-
ing with restrictions. Some of my ceramic
work for the last several years has had as
its restriction - the ability of the pieces to
hold water. Many of my forms are obvi-
ous in this, others less so. I think of these
works as sculpture with a hidden ability to
be functional. Other work I do is more ob-
viously sculpture. I enjoy creating both.”

“The surfaces of my work are manipu-
lated both before and after I fire them. I do
a lot of “marking” in the wet stoneware
clay and apply multiple layers of under-
glazes, stains and oxides. The pieces are
usually fired many times to build up layers
of color and texture. I rarely use glaz-
es. With each piece, I force myself to do
something I’ve never done before: a form,
a texture, or a color, for instance. This
means each piece is an experiment of
sorts. It also means I destroy a lot of
evidence, but it keeps the anxiety level
sufficiently high and the joy of success
addictively sweet,” says Pullyen.

“Prior to my work in clay, I was
involved with contemporary fiber for 30
years. Old man.”

Joe Singewald offers the following
about his work, “I am a potter because I
love making pots. The pots I construct are
those pieces that please me. I am not pot-
ting with hopes of being rich and I am not
making pots with aspirations of a ceramic
revolution.”

“I am a potter because I love using
pots,” adds Singewald. “My cupboards are
filled with stacks of plates and cups, mugs
and bowls. Shelves and tables throughout
the house display jars, pitchers and plat-
ters. Some of this collection I have made,
but most were unpacked from other pot-
ter’s kilns. Every morning, after coffee has

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brewed, I choose a mug that seems best
for the day. While grabbing the handle,
thoughts and memories of the maker take
over. I love thinking of the maker each
time I interact with their work and when
I use my own pieces, my eyes follow soft
curves while fingers trace lips and feet,
reminding me why the pot in hand was
pulled aside and brought into my personal
life. All these pieces and all the art that I
choose to be surrounded by enrich my life
and while living alongside and interacting
with, I am educated and inspired by each.”
“I am deeply satisfied when my ce-
ramic interpretations create an aesthetic
attraction upon entering individuals’
private lives. I choose to hand build and
wheel build utilitarian pottery with hopes
my cups are the first to dirty once un-

loaded from dishwashers and my vases are
the first filled with spring flowers,” says
Singewald.

In 1993, at the age of 18, McCanless
began turning pots professionally for Do-
ver Pottery. Turning alongside his father,
Al McCanless and Bruce Gholson pushed
him to stretch his imagination, as well as
the clay on the wheel. He soon became
known for his lightweight and elegant
forms in crystalline.

On July 15,2011, he opened Eck Mc-
Canless Pottery on Old US Highway 220
in Seagrove. He shifted his focus and is
quickly becoming known for his agate-
ware, which celebrates the clay itself and
its manipulation by the potter’s hands.
After turning four different colors of clay
together on the wheel, McCanless carves
the outside of his agateware pots to reveal

patterns similar to wood grain or fudge
ripple ice cream.

In addition to agateware, McCanless
continues to make crystalline for both his
shop and Dover Pottery. His newest crys-
talline glaze is black with a mirror finish
and is getting quite a bit of attention.

Show’s featured potters include: Eck
McCanless, David Edwards, Sydney Wil-
liams, Travis Hall, Christina McNeil and
Karen Wright.

that feature irregular grain patterns, knots,
burls or voids. His work is included in

the White House Collection of American
Crafts.

William Jameson of Saluda, NC,
incorporates heavy applications of paint
and strong, energetic brushstrokes in his
introspective oil landscapes. His goal is to
explore the subject matter in detail, and,
in the process, go past the surface of the
individual elements in the landscape to
reveal the mystery and power of nature.

Jean LeCluyse of Chapel Hill, NC,
honed observation and drawing skills
during several years as a scientific illustra-
tor. She creates richly detailed narrative
drawings as well as mixed media pieces
that may include acrylic, colored pencil,
collaged elements and graphite over ran-
domly textured surfaces.

Debbie Littledeer of Burnsville, NC,
is a printmaker known for serigraphs of
landscapes and whimsical animals. She
creates pictures of the mountains that sur-
round her and fantasies that dance through
her head.

Jason Lydic of Hendersonville, NC,
parlayed a birthday gift from his wife — a
trip to a blacksmith shop to learn welding
and forging skills - into a career as an art-
ist. He is a former zookeeper who uses his
knowledge of the natural world to make
realistic animal sculptures.

Roger Martin of Albemarle, NC, has
sculpted animals in one form or another
for 35 years. The majority of his work is
sculpted in clay then cast in bronze. His
goal is to capture the essence or personal-
ity of the subject while at the same time
creating an accurate anatomical replica of
the species.

Dottie Moore of Rock Hill, SC, is
a studio quilt artist whose work has
been exhibited, collected and published
throughout the world. She refers to her
quilts as “visual conversations with fabric
and thread to explore the mysteries of
earth and sky.” She has participated in
both the American Craft Council shows
and in The Smithsonian Craft Show.

Waterworks Visual Arts Center in
Salisbury, NC, will present Spaces Within,
featuring works by Maria Michaelson and
works from the glass artwork from the
collection of Sonia and Isaac Luski, on
view from Sept. 13 through Jan. 31, 2015.
A reception will be held on Sept. 18, from
6-8pm.

The exhibition explores the human
experience through the lens of selfhood.
This exhibition showcases clay, wood, and
bronze sculptures by international artist
Maria Michaelson, and a selection of glass
artwork from the collection of Sonia and
Isaac Luski, which is on loan from Foun-
dation For The Carolinas.

Born on San Juan Island, Washing-
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ton, Maria Michaelson graduated from
California College of the Arts in 2009.
Her passions are interwoven in her sculp-
tures and in social exchange. “My works,
through the actual process of fabrication,
or through the finished sculptures them-
selves,” Michaelson states, “are meant

to build moments of empathy between
people.”

To give individuals further insight to
her works, she explains, “To be human is
to create a fabric of personal truth, love,
attachment, curiosities, and subtle memo-
ries. We pull each other into our stories
and find moments to share what we have
learned from this life. In the vast diversity

of the human experience on this planet,
the universal is always the most intimate.
My artwork is not quite in my control.
I am pulling beings out of the realm of
misty archetypes and spirits and giving
them form. I can’t claim what I make,
I can only be honored that they come
through me. I learn from my sculptures.
I investigate empathy within myself, and
honor the intricacies of the lives of people
all around me. My sculptures teach me to
see the complexities of every human life.”
Working with clay, wood, and bronze,
Michaelson loves the materials she works
with and is always exploring what can be
done with them. Describing her process
as non-linear, her sculptures grow through
adding and subtracting. Never shying
away from utilizing additional materials
or found objects, she has even chopped up
a sculpture and used epoxy to put it back
together differently. “I love to be fluid,
and never know what a piece will be like
until it is happening.”

Work by Maria Michaelson

Having spent years traveling in West
Africa, India, Central and South America,
Europe and Australia, Michaelson draws
from traveling openly, trying to under-
stand what it is like to live in different
paradigms, with different beliefs. It is
through all her experiences, with all the
people she has come in contact with, on
all of the continents that she has visited,
that brought her to this finding. “There
is something that holds us all together. It
is in the material world and the spiritual
world, and my work is about the threads
that are human and real at our core.” It is
about living and experiencing everything
human until it is familiar.

Isaac and Sonia Luski left communist
Cuba in the 1960s with only four suitcases
of belongings. Although they had few
possessions, they wanted to bring artwork
from their native country. On the way to
the airport, they visited Rene Portocar-
rero’s studio and purchased two of his
paintings. After a brief stay in Miami, the
Luski family settled in Charlotte, NC.

Isaac and his brother, Abraham, started
a real estate development business and
after taking advantage of Charlotte’s rapid
growth, the Luski’s realized great profits.
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Work by Richard Ritter

A trip to Penland School of Crafts in 1967
was the inspiration which began their ex-
pansive glass collection. Being fascinated
by what they saw, they met renowned
glass blowing artists Mark Peiser, Harvey
Littleton, and Richard Ritter and became
lifelong friends. Most of the artists the
Luskis support are like family. They
appreciate the artists as much as they
appreciate the art that they create. “We
collect art because we love it. Most of the
time, we develop one-on-one relationships
with the artists, and we maintain those
relationships because there is chemistry,”
says Sonia.

For nearly forty-seven years, the Lus-
kis have collected artwork from around
the world. Every room in their Charlotte
home is filled with contemporary, in-
tricate glass pieces as well as paintings
and sculpture from renowned artists. The
Luskis purchase only the art that they
love and are among Charlotte’s premier
arts patrons and philanthropists. Art is
their passion and they believe it should be
shared with the community. They began
contributing works to Foundation For The
Carolinas in the 1990s.

In 2011, the Luskis gave a significant
portion of their mostly glass art collection
to Foundation For The Carolinas for its
new headquarters in uptown Charlotte.
“Glass is healing,” Isaac Luski said. “You
look at it and it makes you feel better.”
The vision was to create an accessible
place for the public to enjoy and be
inspired by art. Located in the heart of up-
town Charlotte, Foundation For The Caro-
linas is a non-profit corporation that aims
to serve individuals, families, nonprofit
groups, and corporations as they make a
positive impact on their communities. It is
one of the largest community foundations
in the Southeast.

Among the pieces in this exhibition,
glass artists Gary Beecham, George
Bucquet, William Carlson, José Char-
diet, Stephen Edwards, Sidney Hutter,
Jon Kuhn, John Littleton & Kate Vogel,
Richard Ritter, and Michael Taylor are
featured. Five of these artists, Beecham,
Kuhn, Littleton & Vogel, and Ritter, are
North Carolina residents. Each artist has
his or her own style.

Gary Beecham’s (Spruce Pine, NC)
work has been heavily influenced by
ancient glass in both form and technique.
He has experimented with many ways of
manipulating glass involving blowing,
fusing, and cutting. He is well known for
heavy, thick-walled vessels using colored
overlay rods. Some pieces contain textile
patterns that are introduced into the glass
piece as it is being blown, creating the il-
lusion of glass “fabric” floating in the ves-

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sel. Others incorporate complex millefiori.

Jon Kuhn (Winston-Salem, NC) creates
highly intricate architectural glass sculp-
tures that have won world-wide acclaim.
Kuhn works exclusively in cold glass
art, cutting the glass into small segments
before polishing and laminating them into
abstruse knots of light and color. Among
cold glass artists, Kuhn’s work stands out
for its complexity, its geometric forms
and for its presence which has almost a
spiritual quality.

Husband and wife John Littleton
and Kate Vogel (Bakersville, NC) have
worked together in their studio near
Penland since 1980. They are perhaps best
known for their colorful, playful “Ac-
robags.” Their cast pieces are a dramatic
departure from the lighthearted bags.
Faces and hands are used in various poses
and combination to explore states of mind,
relationships, and even spiritual themes.

Richard Ritter’s (Bakersville, NC)
first exposure to hot glass took place in
1968 when Gil Johnson built a small glass
blowing facility at College for Creative
Studies in Detroit, MI. Ritter was interest-
ed in incorporating glass into the pewter
castings he was working on at the time,
and signed up for the glass blowing class.
After working at the furnace only 11 times
during the semester, Ritter was convinced

that glassblowing was the media that he
had been searching for to begin his life’s
work.

Hamilton Williams Gallery in Morganton,
NC, Offers Works by Women Potters

Hamilton Williams Gallery in down-
town Morganton, NC, is presenting
Southern Women Potters: Contemporary
Pottery in the Southern Tradition, on view
through Oct. 3,2014.

The exhibit features the work of seven
women artists who carry on the tradition
of artisan pottery in the Southeast with
diverse approaches and styles. Artists
included in the exhibit are Susan Barrett,

Robin Beckett, Adrienne Dellinger, Sue
Grier, Jennifer Mecca, Sarah Wells Rol-
land, and Amelia Stamps.

Inspiration for Southern Women Pot-
ters was drawn from the Craft Revival
movement that occurred around the turn
of the twentieth century. At that time in
the face of expanding industrialization the
people of the southern Appalachians had

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few opportunities for economic improve-
ment. Even fewer opportunities were
available to women, who were often tied
into traditional roles of caring for fam-
ily and household. In response, a revived
interest in traditional craft emerged in the
region. Mothers and wives began to re-
learn traditional making with an emphasis
on quality, design, and individuality. The
sale of their craftwork helped to reshape
the economy and culture of the southern
Appalachians and to improve the eco-
nomic status of women and families. Each
of the artists included in the exhibition
maintain the tradition of design, individu-
ality, and creativity.

Susan Barrett of Hendersonville, NC,
is inspired by the pottery of the indig-
enous people of the Americas. She adapts
ancient techniques and uses others directly
to create simple round forms with lustrous
burnished surfaces of natural clays, re-
sists, and random smoke markings. Many
of her pieces evoke images of an evolving
planet, with each vessel developing its in-
dividual character through the unpredict-
able variables that go into its making.

Work by Sue Grier

Robin Beckett of Winston-Salem, NC,
draws influence for her work from the
wooded mountains of North Carolina. Her
collection of “woodsy pots” is particularly
inspired by the large trees of Joyce Kilmer
National Forest, one of the few virgin
forests left in the United States. Observes
Beckett, “Each tree takes on its own cre-
ative stance, giving me the possibility to
play with the creative function.”

Adrienne Dellinger is a utilitarian
potter and the Executive Director for
ClayWorks in Charlotte, NC. Growing up

with both Catawba Valley and Seagrove
pottery in her home created a foundation
for traditional and utilitarian pottery influ-
ences while her education at East Carolina
University provided a strong Japanese
aesthetic.

Sue Grier creates one-of-a-kind pieces,
teapots, and limited-series pottery from
her studio in Leicester, NC, just outside
of Asheville, NC. Originally from New
Mexico, Grier worked as a production
potter in South Carolina and taught ceram-
ics at Clemson University before moving
to her current mountain home. Her work
has grown to embrace the vessel through
her previous involvement and understand-
ing of more traditional functional pottery
forms. Recurring ideas in Grier’s work
involve the passage of time revealed
through the wonders of landscape.

Jennifer Mecca works from her home
studio in Gastonia, NC, and enjoys
creating each piece of her pottery with
its own unique character and personality.
She makes elaborate surfaces and forms,
starting with wheel-thrown pieces that are
altered and embellished with handmade
stamps, colored clay sprigs and, most
recently, incised drawings with black
slip. Mecca’s forms are usually organic in
nature, which stems from her love of the
material she uses and her personal prefer-
ence for a fluid line.

Sarah Wells Rolland was born and
raised in central Florida, but has made her
home in Asheville, NC, for the last thirty
years. She became captivated by pottery-
making as a young wife and mother
twenty-five years ago and has grown and

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developed as an artist ever since. “I am
drawn to forms that are simple, graceful,
and fluid,” says Rolland, “You can see
when looking at my work that the motion
of the wheel and the hand of the potter
are not lost in the finished piece.” She is
a member of the Southern Highland Craft
Guild and owner of The Village Potters,
a cooperative gallery in the River Arts
District of Asheville, NC.

Amelia Stamps of Lexington, KY,
draws her inspiration from a variety of
cultures and pottery traditions around the
world, but cites Chinese Song Dynasty

pottery as a strong influence for her choic-
es of form and color. “Within my work I
strive to make well-crafted pottery that
records the alteration of material and pro-
cess. [ use volumetric forms that suggest
sensuality in the curves and bends of the
clay,” says the artist. Stamps has received
numerous awards and grants for her work,
including a recent “Award of Excellence”
from Ohio Designer Craftsmen.

their current sizes in a project simply
dubbed, The Big Paint. The artists rented
The Vista Studio’s gallery space and
procured roughly the length of fifty feet of
canvas at ten feet wide. With intentions,
materials, and space in place, the two
artists were equipped to explore this new
territory of scale.

Motivated by the complexities and
rigors of working so large, The Big Paint
yielded inherent challenges that Blyth
and Spong found at times, trying, but
equally captivating, “Having to step back
and literally see the big picture of this
size was new to us,” said Blyth. “It is that
moment of knowing, of seeing that shape
or line, of finding the composition that is
the exciting thing.... It was hard physical
work but it was a challenge and we were
addicted,” says Blyth. By the end of the
project, Blyth and Spong had gained an
invaluable creative experience that materi-
alized new and exciting works representa-
tive of each artist’s abstract styles.

Boleman studied at Columbia Uni-
versity and the Sorbonne, where he was
indelibly impressed by the stained glass
in the great Cathedrals. He went on to
become a stained glass artist until he was
discovered by clay, and found his true pas-
sion. He studied color theory with Janet
Rogers (a student of Josef Albers), and his
fascination with the interplay of color and
form continues to this day.

Maud Boleman’s exposure to the world
of art began in her childhood, visiting the
museums of New York City, and contin-
ued through her studies at Nova South-
eastern University, where she earned her

degree in Art Education.

In the last twenty years, Maud Bole-
man is known as a maker of pots and a
teacher of makers.

North Carolina Wesleyan College in
Rocky Mount, NC, will present an exhibit
of lifelike bird carvings by Jack March,
on view at the Four Sisters Gallery of
Self-Taught Visionary Art, from Sept. 25
through Dec. 6,2014. A reception will be
held on Sept. 25, from 4-7pm.

Born 1928 in Maine, March graduated
a licensed forester from the University
of Maine where he met his wife Carolyn.
He then served in the US Army 1954 -56
in NYC Army Medical Laboratory after
which he worked as a forester in Ten-
nessee before moving to NC in 1971. In
Spring Hope he was Woodlands Manager
for Masonite, a subsidiary of International
Paper. With a profound understanding of
wood and a love for nature, March has
been carving birds as a pastime since
1968. After he retired in 1993 he could
dedicate more time to his carving.

March got serious about carving after
he broke his leg in 1975; he’d be up all
night carving and still be at work in the
morning at the Masonite Plant in Spring
Hope. A lifelong naturalist, March is a
stickler for detail in his bird carvings; in
fact he knows how many feathers a bird
has and will make them visible in his
carvings. He says his best carvings were
made between 1985 and 1993. It was
in the 1990s that he experienced heart
problems and began to down scale his
carvings; sometime he’d carve a half-size
game bird or water fowl.

March uses a variety of wood types

in his carving; tupelo and juniper are his
favorites. He begins carving by roughing
out the basic form with a band saw, then
refining with hand tools and detailing
with Dremel and special knives. Painting
takes real patience so as not to clog the
engraved close detail; different application
methods from broadstroke, four hair brush
fine work to dragged drybrush to achieve
the correct color and modulation. Every
bird is a freestanding sculpture, so mount-
ing involves balance and creative inven-
tion such as using driftwood as a habitat
quality material.

The Four Sisters Gallery exhibition will
feature March’s full sized freestanding
waterfowl game birds, and ducks; half-
size and miniature birds will be in venue
as well. We encourage admirers, March’s
friends, birders and fellow wood carvers
to join him at his reception.

Clemson University in Clemson, SC,
will present Bodies in Process, featur-
ing works by Teri Frame, on view in the
Acorn Gallery, 2-G26 Lee Hall, from
Sept. 8 - 16,2014.

The exhibition featuring works by Teri
Frame, whose performances feature cov-
ering her face in raw clay and sculpting
her features into hybrid creatures, employs
clay as a means for altering her body. The
plasticity of this medium allows her to
shift shape by sculpting and re-sculpting
new flesh and skin. Greek corporeal
models, which have had a tremendous
influence on Western culture, were por-
trayed in whole-bodied, symmetrical, and
blemish-free marble statuary.

The “rules” for bodily proportion were
set forth by the writings of Polykleitos
and Vitruvius. Frame’s work explores a

corporeality that diverges from such ide-
als. Through her work she explores how
notions of beauty and proportion relate
to aging, disease, disability, and genetics.
Such topics have been at the forefront
of philosophical inquiry for centuries. In
this contemporary setting, where genetic
engineering and aesthetic surgery abound,
they are of specific relevance.

A reception for
both exhibits will be held on Sept. 11,
from 6-8:30pm.

Polly Gaillard: Framing Family, asks
“What is family?” Webster’s defines fami-
ly as “a group of people who are related to
each other, a person’s children, or a group
of related people including people who
lived in the past.” How does family define
us? Do we really know these people we
are related to; do we understand their
struggles, their quirks and habits? Who are
we within the most dynamic relationships
of our lives?

Polly Gaillard, now living in Green-
ville, SC, has taught photography classes
and workshops for more than ten years.
For the past four years, she has been a
Lecturer of Art in Photography at Ander-
son University. During the Summer of
2013, Gaillard was faculty for the Uni-
versity of Georgia in Cortona, Italy. In the
summer of 2012 and 2014 she taught for
the University of New Orleans in Prague,
Czech Republic. She received a Master
of Fine Arts in Visual Arts from Vermont
College of Fine Arts in 2010.

Gaillard has exhibited her fine art
photographs nationally and has recently
finished her first artist book, Pressure
Points, with a forward by Jamie Lee
Curtis. She recently exhibited her work at
the Florida Museum of Photographic Arts
in Tampa. In Jan. 2013, Gaillard’s work
is included in a fundraising exhibition en-
titled “My Aim Is True,” in Santa Monica,
CA, curated by Jamie Lee Curtis, which
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Work by Polly Gaillard

also included work from Cindy Sher-
man, Andy Warhol, Sally Mann, Mary
Ellen Mark, and William Eggleston. Her
photographic skills traverse contemporary
art, documentary, portrait and traditional
photographic practices.

When asked about this current work,
Gaillard said, “In this exhibition, Framing
Family, I’ve chosen to explore fam-
ily through images in different ways.

I investigate my relationship with my
daughter post-divorce, my aging parents,
old family snapshots that I’ve reimagined
through Photoshop and lastly, self-
portraits (myself as part of family or as
separate than family). The different styles
of investigation through the camera —
black and white, color, aluminum prints
and lomography images are my method of
relaying feelings and questions about the
moment and connection and disconnection
to family. It may be murky like memory,
clear and colorful as a humorous moment
or in black and white abstracted where

the mood is difficult to define. I believe
photographing people around me gives me
a better understanding of relationships and
humanity; in this case my family is the
exploration. I want to study the struggles,
the awkward moments and my connection

The figure
may be shown reading a book, newspaper,
letter, map, or billboard. The venue may
be a home, office, library or other public
building, the street, the beach—or no
particular place at all.

Also represented in the exhibition are
a number of three-dimensional works
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in wood or clay, such as North Carolina
potter Ann Gleason’s tall statue of “The
Poet”; and a modern wooden polychrome
figure of a young boy reading a book,
created by an anonymous Italian crafts-
man. Display cases will show samples of
“readers” appearing on domestic objects
used for decorative, utilitarian, or celebra-
tory purposes. The motif appears on mass-
produced or limited-edition plates, cups,
bookends, pencil holders, paper weights,
aquarium statuary, figurines, Christmas
ornaments, and other household items.

In addition to works by such nationally
or internationally known artists as Robert
L. Barnum, Bernard Brussell-Smith,
Pierre Garcia-Fons, Ray Gloeckler, Barry
Kite, Carl Kronberger, Eduard Kurzbauer,
J. H. Schell, and Art Werger, the exhibi-
tion showcases those of a good number
of well-known regional artists, including
Jane Yarborough Creech, Daniel Cvam-
men, Bill Davis, Beth Regula, Sara Dame
Setzer, Doris Turner, Suzanne Zoole, Joel
Wilkinson, and Patti Wright.

Greenville County Museum
of Art in Greenville, SC,
Features Works by Ben Nixon

The Greenville County Museum of
Art in Greenville, SC, is presenting Ben
Nixon: Native State, on view through
Sept. 7,2014.

Using the 19th-century wet-plate collo-
dion process, Spartanburg, SC, native Ben
Nixon creates landscape photographs of
exceptional beauty. By focusing his lens
on unfamiliar terrain, he invites viewers
into a mysterious, dreamlike world. Nixon
is an expert technician in the collodion
process, and when shooting in the field he
relies on his car as his darkroom, where he
develops the glass-plate negatives on site.

Because of its ability to record great
detail, the collodion process was popular
with photographers from the 1850s to the
1880s. The process has remained the same
throughout the years. First, a glass plate
is prepared and coated with collodion, a
highly flammable solution of pyroxylin
in alcohol and ether, which quickly loses
sensitivity, requiring that the plate be
developed immediately after it is shot.
Once inside a traveling darkroom, the
plate is dipped in a silver nitrate solution
before being placed in a sealed container,
which is then inserted into the camera and
exposed. The glass plate is then returned
to the darkroom and developed, dried and
varnished, after which prints can be made
from the glass plate negative.

Nixon attended Sierra Nevada Col-
lege in the Lake Tahoe, NV, region and
studied photography at Rockport College
(now Maine Media College). Following
his studies, Nixon relocated to Califor-
nia, where he worked for more than five
years assisting photographer Jack Wel-

pott. Nixon has also assisted Arno Rafael
Minkkinen and printed for Arthur Tress,
William Heick, and Art Rogers.

The series titled Native State began
the summer of 2010 when Nixon re-
turned home to photograph kudzu forests
in South Carolina. The exhibition title
reflects that the photographs were not only
created in the artist’s home state but also
that his subject matter—natural land-
scapes and urban landscapes—is captured
as it reverts to its native state. Nixon’s
work can be found in the permanent col-
lections of the Santa Barbara Museum of
Art and the Bolinas Museum.

That resolution then opens other
avenues of investigation and process trav-
eling toward yet more resolutions.

Their exploration is both personal and
process oriented. Of his paintings Tom
says, “The geometric figures and inter-
play between positive and negative forms
reflect this dialogue between the inner and
outer consciousness.” Terry comments, “I
have long considered the finished artwork
as documentation of my inner thoughts
and feelings and often refer to my work as
interior landscapes.” Both artists’ works
are inner conversations between a unique
individual and the many processes and
found objects each employs. Tom applies
watercolor, comic pages, washes, acrylic
mediums, inkjet transfers and more to
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watercolor paper to build his paintings.

A Spartanburg native with deep roots
in the community, from Pine Street School
to the Spartanburg Day School, Wise’s
return home is a palpable motif in her art.
After years of producing and exhibiting in
Chicago, North Carolina, South Carolina,
and Colorado, the 28 year old artist is ex-
cited to present an exhibition of her own
in her hometown, with a series of works,
both old and new.

“Recently I have been struggling to
develop a cohesive body of work, similar
to developing my own story, minus all the
words,” Wise said. “I tend to incorporate
a lot of creatures in my art. I think that
the symbolism and the minute subtleties
of nature can appeal more largely to the
viewer than a portrait can. The factual
nature of scientific illustration together
with interpretative feelings derived by
the viewer are common elements in my
work. I gravitated towards insects, snakes,
blackbirds, and particularly the lotus
flower to formulate works that I felt could
communicate symbolically as well as
emotionally,” she said.

Wise typically employs nature as a

means of communicating personal artistic
experiences. Her academic years at The
School of the Art Institute of Chicago
opened the doors to painting and drawing
courses in both scientific illustration and
form invention. Wise continued to culti-
vate biological research in her free time,
as well as her time spent volunteering with
insects at The Butterfly Pavilion (an in-
vertebrate zoo in Westminster, Colorado)
and handling snakes at the Spartanburg
Science Center. Paintings and drawings of
insects, fauna, and flora - artifacts of her
continuing investigation in scientific illus-
tration - are not merely representations of
the specimens, but rich descriptions of her
understanding of existence. “These narra-
tives, found in the folds of fact and fiction,
are the purest forms of truth,” she said.
“In preparing for this exhibition, I

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relied heavily on the forms and scenes

I found in nature as a means of creative
expression. Some of the pieces I included
in this show have been works in progress
over several years; others were produced
in a matter of days or even hours. The
process has been very non-linear, yet
profoundly organic and satisfying. I feel
personal experience is one of the truest
stories that someone can offer to you and
these pieces visually transmit the ideas

I find so difficult to articulate verbally.
Works like ‘The Red Lotus’ and ‘Coex-
ist” are emotionally complex; these works
represent a time or times in my life when
I have felt pulled under or even just at a
stillness. The reasons are varied and the

circumstances often differ but ultimately
Mechanisms of Resilience is a body of
work in which I use natural imagery to tell
my own emerging story.”

Wise is sharing not only her interpreta-
tion of nature and the nature of man, but
her personal stories, obscured and synthe-
sized into symbolic gestures. The artist is
revealing intimate relationships, love and
loss, desire and rejection, comfort and
inquietude, her experiences of returning
home.

As a landscape painter, Lolette Guthrie
seeks the essence of a place in order to
create visual metaphors celebrating the in-
credible beauty and diversity of our world.
“My paintings are always paintings of
light and atmosphere” says Guthrie “and
I strive to capture the ephemeral nature of
light at a moment in time that transcends
the subject and captures a mood that is
timeless.” Working in both oils and in

pastels she applies countless layers of
pigment one on top of the other, allow-
ing each layer to show through, giving a
wonderful richness to the surfaces.

Work by Mark Knsella

For this show, Guthrie concentrated on
painting skies that by themselves give the
viewer a sense of space, light, time of day,
temperature, and weather. In most pieces,
the foreground is the accent note.

Mark Kinsella has been working with
glass for more than 10 years and continues
to develop his technique. Incorporating
new processes into his work, he is always
evolving and changing, trying new styles,
and producing fresh and different work.
Kinsella draws inspiration from nature,
movies and life experiences, using his
photography background for interesting
composition and color combinations.
Kinsella’s work is sometimes functional,
sometimes sculptural and often both.

Most of the work in this show will
have a combination of transparent and
opaque glass, which look very different
depending on whether light is reflected off
the surface or transmitted from behind.
Says Kinsella, “Some of my work also
contains optical illusions. Discoveries
are possible in so many ways! I hope that
everyone will pick up and touch the glass
and feel its texture. I truly believe that
working with glass is a metaphor for life.
Things can be very random and seemingly
disconnected but with patience, creativity,
and a little hard work one can pull it all
together into something beautiful. I’'m mo-
tivated to leave the world in better shape
than when I arrived and feel that I can do
that by creating art that could possibly last
hundreds of years.”

For
me, searching the textured, abstracted,
multi-colored surface of my canvas, I ache
to discover what each painting wants to
reveal to me, and thus become. This is my
great challenge, and when detected and
captured, my great joy. I have no luck in
forcing things along. There are processes |
rely on and yet I have no formula guaran-
teed to bring the painting into being. It is
only with the alchemy of materials, skills,
intent and some form of magic that allows
me to discover what the painting’s true na-
ture is. To see it, I have to not look for it.

I have looked in an oblique manner, and
then, if I am lucky, I make my discovery.
These paintings are what were waiting in
the paint to be painted.”

The Durham Arts Council in Dur-
ham, NC, will present Fiber Architecture:
Buildings in Stitches, featuring over twenty
framed embroideries by Columbia, SC,
artist Susan Lenz, on view in the Allenton
Gallery, from Sept. 12 through Nov. 1,
2014. A reception will be held on Oct. 17,
from 5-7pm.

Using layers of polyester stretch velvet
and recycled black acrylic felt, Lenz ex-
presses her passion for historic buildings,
especially stained glass windows and the
colors and eco-friendly ideals of Friedensre-
ich Hundertwasser, a 20th c. Austrian artist
and architect. Tiny squares of deep plied
fabric are linked by thread as if a communi-
ty seen from an aerial perspective. The same
material is cut differently in order to create
cathedral like windows.

The work is the result of hand-guided,
free-motion machine embroidery and vari-
ous melting techniques, a unique process
that Lenz developed herself. She shares this
process through a free, step-by-step, on-line
tutorial at: (http://artbysusanlenz.blogspot.
com/2007/07/how-to-make-in-box.html).

Lenz has taught these techniques in
workshops at the Society of Contemporary
Crafts in Pittsburgh, PA; the Studios of Key
West and at Focus on Fibers in Florida; the
Columbia Museum of Art; and elsewhere.

Each fiber piece builds on the last in an
exploration of design motifs and stitched
symbols. Visiting museums, historic house,
and other travel opportunities continue to

introduce new ideas for future work. The
series has endless possibilities and is still
evolving. Lenz’s work has been presented
in solo shows across the country and shown
in prestigious venues like the Philadel-
phia Museum of Art Craft Show and the
American Craft Council’s flagship show in
Baltimore, MD.

Artspace in Raleigh, NC, will present
several new exhibits including: Render, an
exhibition dealing with the figure in ways
both familiar and surprising by Laura
Heyman and Lea Colie Wight, on view in
Gallery Two, from Sept. 5 through Nov. 1,
with a reception on Sept. 5. Gallery Talks
will be offered on Sept. 4, by Laura Hey-
man, on Sept. 4, from 6-7:30 and on Oct.

Render features photos and film by
New York-based Laura Heyman and oil
paintings by Pennsylvania-based Lea Co-
lie Wight. Brought together, the artwork
offers two distinctive and contemporary
views on female identity.

The exhibition both celebrates and
seeks complexity in the relationship be-
tween artists and the models they repre-
sent. Artspace has a thriving figure study
program where community members,
college students, and professional artists
come together to draw live models every
week, and Render will provide a comple-
ment to the program.

Paintings by Wight and photographs
by Heyman explore the iconic relationship
between the depicted and the depictor.
They demonstrate alternative ways that
staging and self-consciousness may affect
viewing experiences.

In Heyman’s series “The Photogra-
pher’s Wife”, the images appear to be
taken by the woman’s husband, but in
reality Heyman embodies the role of both
photographer and model. She creates a
fictional dynamic between a model and
a photographer, described in a video and
printed journal entries that are also part of
the series and the exhibition. The photos
are of Heyman, but she plays the role
of her invented character, and none of
the images are staged in her own home,
though many photos are staged in domes-
tic settings.

Lea Colie Wight’s portraits are master-
works of color and composition, painted
in a classical contemporary style. Works
from two different series are on display;
the first featuring one of her models,
“Jenn”; the second featuring mother and
child pairs that she painted during visits to
a homeless shelter.

Render kicks off Artspace’s season of
the figure, which also includes activities
at First Friday and the downtown arts
festival SPARKcon, in collaboration with
the NCMA.

Heyman is based in Syracuse, NY. She
received a BFA in photography from Uni-

versity of the Arts in Philadelphia, PA, and
a MFA from Cranbrook Academy of Art in
Bloomfield Hills, MI. Her work has been
exhibited at Luggage Store Gallery, San
Francisco, CA, Deutsches Polen Institute,
Darmstadt, DE, and Light Work Gallery,
Syracuse, NY, The Laguna Art Museum,
Laguna, CA, among many other venues.

In 2010, Heyman was nominated for a
John Guttman Photography Fellowship,
and was awarded a Light Work Mid-Ca-
reer Artist Grant. She has received the Sil-
ver Eye Fellowship, a Ragdale Fellowship
and multiple NYFA Strategic Opportunity
Stipends. Her work has been reviewed and
profiled in The New Yorker, Contact Sheet,
Frontiers, and ARTnews.

Lea Colie Wight is based in Philadel-
phia, PA. She has a BFA from the Min-
neapolis College of Art and Design. Since
2005 she has taught at the Studio Incam-
minati, an intensive Philadelphia painting
atelier. She received an Honor Awards at
the Portrait Society of America’s national
competitions in 2000 and 2010 and a
Certificate of Excellence in 2011. Wight’s
work is represented by Haynes Galleries
in Thomaston, ME, and Nashville, TN;
New Masters Gallery, Carmel, CA, and
Main Street Gallery, Manasquan, NJ.

Mark Brown’s new series, October
Red, is an accomplished group of reduc-
tive oil on panel paintings. They are his
next offering after having focused on his
“Winter” series for a number of years.
Brown’s paintings defy the easy applica-
tion of outside narratives. The rigorous
discipline of his paint application and the
sensitivity of his mark-making continually
return viewers to the present moment.

Seeing a number of Brown’s paintings
as a group provides subtle instruction
on how to view them and perhaps other
reductive paintings. In the spare composi-
tions where he says he “limit[s] activity in
the centers of the compositions,” a small
omission from an established pattern may
become an absorbing moment of painterly
drama.

Brown also says of his work, “My ap-
proach pays attention to the properties of
paint...my work is reductive because I've
learned that less is more, especially given
a media-saturated culture. I don’t own a
bell or a whistle.” This solo exhibition
at Artspace will be the first time that the
“October Red” series is publicly on view.

Brown earned his BA from the Univer-
sity of Kentucky and his MFA from the
University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill.
His work has been exhibited in solo and
group shows throughout the US, includ-
ing the recent exhibitions Independents,
Greenhill, Greensboro, NC and Unscript-
ed, Craven Allen Gallery, Durham, NC.

Select exhibition venues also include
the North Carolina Museum of Art, Ra-
leigh, NC, Wichita State University, Wich-
ita, KS, E.S. Vandam Gallery, New York,
NY, Gallery Siano, Philadelphia, PA, and
The Painting Center, New York, NY.
