Jerald Melberg Gallery in Charlotte, NC,
will present Susan Grossman: In Motion,
showcasing new work by the artist, on view
from Sept. 12 through Oct. 31,2015. The
exhibition features drawings on paper in
charcoal and pastel.

Grossman absorbs our attention irrevo-
cably with her luminous, shimmering draw-
ings, The monochromatic work glows with
a cinematic quality through flashes of color
that the artist couples with strong composi-
tional and perspectival effects.

Grossman most often explores the
streets of New York City, camera in hand,
to capture her imagery. She works from
masses of still photographs, selecting
choice components from many images
to form the resulting drawing. Scenes are

composed with a balance of frenetic strokes
and smoothing, blending rubs.
The title of the exhibition comes from

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the rhythm and pace of life in New York.
Views of streets lined with towering
buildings show people walking, cars, and
reflections rippling on windows. Draw-
ings of New York will be shown alongside
new work depicting the East End of Long
Island, to which she applied the same sense
of a ceaseless narrative through windblown
clouds and figures mid-stride.

Grossman earned a BA from Bennington
College in 1981 and a MFA from Brooklyn

College in 1988. She has taught at City Col-
lege of New York and is currently teaching
drawing at the National Academy School of
Fine Arts.

Jean Cauthen’s large woods interiors
are born of every child’s early impulse
expressed in the refrain, “Let’s build a fort.”
“Whether from sheets, cushions or the
undergrowth of a forest, every child has fol-
lowed this instinct to create an interior from
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
