parallel worlds of truth and deception. Ex-
tremes of “beauty” are not possible, cannot
be fully comprehended, without extremes
of “ugliness” with which to compare them.
Once compared, it is hard to untangle the
lovely from the disturbing.”

An artist and teacher for over 30 years,
Rockman is a Professor of Art and Chair of
the Drawing and Printmaking programs at
Kendall College of Art and Design. She re-
ceived her MFA in Drawing and Printmak-
ing from the University of Cincinnati.

Rockman has been awarded fellowships
to The Radgale Foundation (1996, 2003,
2011), The Virginia Center for the Creative
Arts (2004,2012), and The Vermont Studio
Colony (1990).
