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Merging the language of symbols, meta-
phors, and puns, the goal is to create visual
narratives that resonate on multiple levels
otherwise difficult to verbally articulate.

Work by Duy Huynh

During the creative process, one’s
thoughts may meander aimlessly from
profound existential questions to the
psychological clutter everyday life. Other
processing challenges may include paralysis
from over analysis, cognitive dissonance,
and the malleability of memories. Huynh
is fascinated by the unpredictable flow of
these thought patterns, within himself as
well as others telling their stories in dif-
ferent mediums such as music, literature,
athletics, and the culinary arts.

For Huynh the goal isn’t focused on
answering any of life’s questions, but to
rejoice in the quest itself. Ultimately he
hopes “to create works that illicit a sense of
continuity, connectivity, or some form of
fortuitous confluence.” It has been twenty
years since Huynh participated in his first
public gallery exhibit. Though Confluence
is not meant to serve as a retrospective ex-
hibit, Huynh’s new work ties together many

of his influences through the years.

Living and working in the mountains of
Western NC, Julie Covington is surrounded
and inspired by artists, musicians and farm-
ers who fill their days living passionately
with as many handcrafted items as possible.
Her connection to the earth is evident in
her wheel-thrown and altered stoneware
pots that feel “equally at home on a cozy
dinner table or on the floor of an old pick-up
truck.”

Covington’s work is largely influenced
by old things. Mostly handmade, but not
always - things like baskets, quilts, kitchen
accessories, tools and furniture. She is curi-
ous about the elements that determine why
we continue to look at, hold and use certain
things decade after decade, while others get
tossed after a year or less. With a focus on
functional work, she utilizes a wax resist
technique to decorate her pots with univer-
sal, patterns such as vines and circle motifs
that stand the test of time.

Huynh and Covington will also have
collaborative work, one-of-a-kind pottery
pieces embellished with Duy’s imagery.

Davidson College in Davidson, NC, Offers
Exhibit Focused on Sov1et Leader Lenm

Davidson College in Davidson, NC,
is presenting two new exhibits including:
Lenin Lives, on view in the Van Every
Gallery and Revolution on Display: Soviet
Propaganda Posters, on view in the Smith
Gallery. Both exhibitions will be on view
through Oct. 6,2017. The exhibits were co-
curated by Lia Newman, Gallery Director/
Curator and Roman Utkin, Assistant Profes-
sor of Russian Studies.

One hundred years after the Russian Rev-
olution, Lenin Lives explores the afterlife
of one of the most enduring and spectacular
personality cults of modern history — the
worship of the first Soviet leader, Vladimir
Ilyich Ulyanov — Lenin (1870-1924). As
the myth of the immortal Lenin developed,
the image of the Revolution’s iconic leader
became, not ironically, larger than life. For
the rest of the tumultuous twentieth century,
Lenin came to embody the idea of Commu-
nism and the Revolution itself.

Although the ideological charge of

Leninism lost much of its potency after
the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991,
Lenin continues to attract cultural producers
across the world. This exhibition displays
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“Dread Scott, Lenin, Boy and World,” 2011,
Acrylic and Xerox on transfer on canvas.

the metaphoric potential of Lenin’s public
image today by probing the tension between
the Revolution’s promise of a better world
and the trauma wreaked in the process of
fulfilling this promise.

The fourteen artists presented in Lenin
Lives experiment with canonical images
of Lenin in varying media and instill them
with new meaning. Unlike the Soviet depic-
tions of Lenin that were sanctioned by the
Party and produced to communicate a single
