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incarcerations and systematic injustices that 
he perceives are becoming commonplace 
in contemporary society:  “I merge the 
three-dimensional object with flat imagery 
to emphasize that it is, in reality, a draw-
ing - an illusion of Black bodies. These flat 
representations of Black people are often 
how we are perceived in society. However, 
the three-dimensional objects invade the 
viewer’s space and draw them in. The actual 
experiences of Black people and the culture 
we create are often separate. Think about 
hip-hop and the inequities within the com-
munities where this culture originated.”
     Edie Carpenter, Director, Curatorial & 
Artistic Programs and the curator of the ex-
hibition explains: “GreenHill has a long his-
tory of exhibiting artists who are the front 
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lines of art and social engagement. Williams 
and Ortega are artists who have created suc-
cinct, innovative and highly personal visual 
idioms to tell critical stories that invite other 
people into the creative process.”

     Curated by Elizabeth Harry, this exhibi-
tion features the work of artists Katie St. 
Clair, Kirk Fanelly, Murry Handler, Désirée 
Petty, and Bayley Wharton and will include 
both fine and functional artworks that 
explore the physical world through the lens 
of abstraction.  
     Katie St. Clair’s paintings draw on obser-
vations of nature as a guide for her intuitive 
mark making. “My painting practice is built 
upon what I see, what I experience, and 
how I interpret the landscape,” explains St.

     Charlotte, NC, based artist Kirk Fanelly 
will exhibit a new series of colorful inlaid 
paper collages. For this series, Fanelly pho-
tographs piles of scrap paper on his studio 
floor to use as a reference; blurring the line 
between observation and abstraction. His 
work has been exhibited in solo shows at 
Winthrop University, Rock Hill, SC, and 
Lee Hansley Gallery, Raleigh, NC; as well 
as group exhibitions at the Turchin Center, 
Boone, NC; Artspace, Richmond, VA; and 
SECCA, Winston Salem, NC.

     Handler’s work is in numerous corporate 
and private collections such as UNC Medi-
cal Center, Chapel Hill, NC; Gasmet Tech-
nologies Oy, Helsinki, Finland; and Terra 
Nova Global Properties, Carrboro, NC.
     Désirée Petty is back in NC after a year-
long residency at the Worcester Center for 
Crafts in Worcester, MA. Her functional 
ceramics use mark-making and glazing 

techniques she refined while working on a 
series of ceramic pieces based on her obser-
vations of dying coral reefs in 2014. Petty 
works out of her Concord, NC, studio and 
teaches at Clayworks in Charlotte, NC.
      Furniture maker Bayley Wharton says, 
“let the wood speak for itself.” Wharton se-
lects wood based on how and why it will be 
used in a piece of furniture. A natural edge 
on a slab of walnut, for example, becomes 
the top of a bench, letting the natural color 
and shape of the wood be the focal point. 
Wharton learned furniture making and de-
sign at NC State University, Raleigh, NC; a 
work study at Anderson Ranch, Snowmass 
Village, CO; and is also self-taught. He lives 
and works in Mt. Airy, NC.
      InFocus Gallery is an art space designed 
to bring together art collectors with artists 
that produce exceptionally collectible 
works, rotating solo and themed group 
exhibitions four times a year.
