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     City Art Gallery in Columbia, SC, is 
presenting Big Paintings on the Big Walls 
by Bruce Nellsmith, on view in the Main 
Gallery, through Sept. 29, 2018. 
     The paintings consist of a travelog of 
the places that have inspired the artist 
over the past few years with subjects that 
range from the Blue Ridge Mountains to 
Atlanta, GA, to Paris, France. The artist 
works from sketches that he produces on 
location - watercolors, gouache, graphite.  
The sketches are taken back to one of his 
studios and reinterpreted as large scale 
oils and acrylics. 
     Nellsmith reflects on creating the 
sketches for Buckhead Construction: “I 
took the train from Midtown Atlanta to 
Buckhead during what was an historical 
water main break in the city, what was 
ordinarily a street filled with bumper-to-
bumper traffic was completely deserted. I 
sat in the middle of the street and pro-
duced sketches. Ironically, although there 
was water everywhere, one could not so 

much as buy a bottle of water in the city 
of Buckhead. White and orange striped 
barriers lined the streets, the blue of the 
sky reflected in the wet streets - it was 
irresistible”.  
     Often Nellsmith’s work is a combina-
tion of references to the work done on-site 
and memory. Nellsmith is quick to point 
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     The Fine Arts Center of Kershaw County

     Goodwin cites her hands as her favorite 
tools, she savors the sensation of carving 
surfaces, or carefully building multi level 
images for casting. Her strong sense of sym-
metry and attention to detail are features 
that stand out in her work, lending them-
selves to the creation of iconic images and 
traditional symbols of institutions and South 
Carolina. Goodwin often incorporates 
Native American imagery in her personal 
pieces, feeling a deep connection to the 
people and their spiritual practices. Images 
of horses and wings are recurring icons 
throughout her work. Dot is the owner of 
the Artist Attic, located at 930 Broad Street 
in Camden. 
      Goodwin said about her craft, “I always 
felt a desire to be inspired, called to some-
thing that brought forth the ability to create 
something with my hands. Being lost and 
found at the same time in the creating of a 
piece. Heart and soul. Then there is the real-
ity of hearing the words ‘you’ll never make 
it as an artist.’ At the time I said to myself, 
not my belief. I am crating and living my 
dreams...are you?”
     The Fine Arts Center is a 501c3 organiza-
tion funded in part by grants from the South 
Carolina Arts Commission, which receives 
support from the National Endowment for 

the Arts, the City of Camden, Kershaw 
County, and BlueCross BlueShield of South 
Carolina, along with donations from busi-
nesses and individuals.

dogs (among other things). While the show 
may consist of many dogs, there will also be 
other paintings depicting chandeliers, vases, 
control freaks, and other random items.
     Swanson grew up in Asheville, NC, 
and LaHaise grew up in Columbia. Even 
though Swanson graduated from Clemson 
and LaHaise graduated from USC, they are 
still close friends and commiserate almost 
daily on the topics of art, kids, junk they 
find, world news, and anything else not too 
interesting to anyone but them.

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     Swanson and LaHaise met when Swan-
son owned The Bus Stop Gallery over 10 
years ago and showed LaHaise’s work. The 
two became friends and realized they both 
love many of the same things, including 

out that humans possess little visual 
memory, but that aspect of his work is 
more of a pointer to what drew him to the 
subject in the first place - it’s essences as 
he recalls them, the effect a place or situ-
ation has on him is paramount in what the 

final work will portray.

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      The 38th Annual Heritage Weekend will 
be held on Sept. 15 and 16, from 10am to 
4pm on Sat. and noon to 5pm on Sun., at 
the Blue Ridge Parkway’s Folk Art Center 
in Asheville, NC. This free celebration of 
mountain heritage held by the Southern 
Highland Craft Guild features traditional 
crafts accompanied by music and dancing.
     A highlight of the weekend is the annual 
World Gee Haw Whimmy Diddle Competi-
tion on Saturday, from 2 to 3pm. A whimmy 
diddle is an Appalachian mountain toy tradi-
tionally made from two sticks of rhododen-
dron. Notches are carved into one stick and 
a propeller is attached to the end. Rubbing 
the notches with the second stick makes the 
propeller spin. Can you get it to gee (spin to 
the right) and haw (spin to the left)?
     During the World Gee Haw Whimmy 
Diddle Competition contestants are judged 
on the number of rotations between gee and 
haw they can complete during a given time. 
They may be asked to switch hands or whim-
my diddle behind their back. All ages may 
compete with trophies given for best child, 
adult, and professional. Winners receive a 
Moon Pie, a t-shirt, and bragging rights.
      On going demonstrations will include tra-
ditional woodworking with traditional tools, 
weaving, spinning, dyeing, broom making, 
stone carving, and print making. Visitors will 
have the opportunity to try their own hand at 
some of the crafts and an activity table will 
encourage young people to create.
      On Saturday, Anthony Cole will be on 
hand to shear sheep throughout the day, and 
on Sunday, Joe Parham will bring animals 
to demonstrate how he trains dogs to work 
sheep at 1 and 3pm. A music stage will 
provide further entertainment with blue grass 
and gospel music. Local cloggers will dis-
play the energy and fancy footwork that goes 
into the mountain dance tradition. A quality 
lunch will be available from J. Lee’s Chicken 
Shack, selling delicious Southern eats.
      The Blue Ridge Parkway’s Folk Art 
Center is the ideal place for Heritage Week-

end! There is free parking and a grassy area 
for picnics and relaxation. Spend an early 
autumn weekend in WNC honoring and 
learning about the crafts of yesteryear. Tour 
the Folk Art Center and maybe take a walk 
through the woods.
