     The City of Charleston Office of 
Cultural Affairs presents Interwoven: The 
Art of Indigo and Silver, featuring works 
by silversmith  Kaminer Haislip, textile 
designer Leigh Magar, and photographer 
Jack Alterman, on view at City Gallery at 
Waterfront Park, through Oct. 7, 2018. An 
artists’ talk will be held on Sept. 8 at 2pm.   
     This exhibition features approximately 
60 works by three contemporary Low-
country artists who explore indigo and 
silver as both conceptual inspiration and 
materials of handicraft. The three artists 
will exhibit independent pieces as well 
as collaborative installations in media 
ranging from silver hollow ware, flatware 
and jewelry to textile art, portraiture, and 
photography. The exhibition is curated 
by Brandy S. Culp, Richard Koopman 
Curator of Decorative Arts at the Wads-
worth Atheneum in Hartford, CT, who has 
worked closely with these artists over a 
two-year period. 
      An interdisciplinary showing of indigo 
and silver as they relate to contemporary 
craft, Interwoven brings together three art-
ists who are deeply influenced by Charles-
ton’s cultural heritage. For centuries, 
indigo and silver have been highly prized 
commodities among various cultures 
and the objects created from these raw 
materials are infused with symbolism and 
significance. Indigo and silver were es-
sential to the early history of the Carolina 
Lowcountry-one a product that gener-
ated wealth, the other a literal display of 
this capital, and both integrally tied to 
enslaved labor. Works such as Haislip’s 
rice spoons, Magar’s rag quilting, and 
Alterman’s portraits demonstrate the art-
ists’ profound appreciation of history and 
place, acknowledging complex, inter-
twined legacies.
     “Providing a modern look at histori-
cally significant mediums, these artists are 
transforming materials important to the 
city’s history into contemporary art,” Culp 
says. “Through this project, the artists and 
I hope to create a dynamic and innova-
tive exhibition that celebrates current 
design in Charleston as well as inspiring 
appreciation of waning craft traditions.” 
While compelled by Charleston’s rich and 
diverse heritage surrounding indigo and 
silver, each of the artists brings a unique, 
contemporary perspective to the exhibi-
tion.
     Nationally recognized for her met-
alwork, Kaminer Haislip is one of few 
formally trained silversmiths practic-
ing in Charleston. Her work was most 
recently highlighted in the Museum of 
the City of New York’s exhibition Silver: 
Then and Now. Inspired by Charleston’s 
long-standing silversmithing tradition, 
Haislip feels compelled to carry it forth. 
“Through my metalwork,” she explains, 
“I seek to enhance daily life by creating 
functional handcrafted objects that give a 
nod to the past but are entirely contempo-

rary in form.” Hand-forging her flatware, 
hollowware, and jewelry, Haislip uses the 
very tools and techniques employed by 
silversmiths for centuries. Interwoven fea-
tures nearly 30 of her handcrafted objects, 
as well as several hand-drawn designs and 
select forms in progress, all to illuminate 
the art of the silversmith.
     Milliner turned textile artist Leigh 
Magar has established a small-batch label 
that combines art, fashion, history, and 
performance. Her “indigo seed to stitch” 
project was inspired by Eliza Lucas Pinck-
ney, who brought this cash crop to the 
Carolina Lowcountry in the mid-1700s. 
Magar interweaves design and nature 
with her local garden, where indigo is 
grown and then used to create contempo-
rary hand-dyed, hand-stitched garments, 
goods, and textile art. Interwoven high-
lights Magar’s wide range of indigo-dyed 
textile artworks, including items rooted in 
traditional quilt making and rag quilting as 
well as those which feature contemporary, 
non-traditional elements.
     A native of Charleston and an award-
winning photographer, Jack Alterman 
has participated in numerous multimedia 
exhibitions and one-man shows. With a 
new photography series focusing on color, 
texture, and creation, Alterman conceptu-
ally explores indigo and silver through 
portraits of local artists who are influenced 
by or who directly work with these ma-
terials. This series complements Magar’s 
indigo and quilted portraits of key figures, 
such as musician Nina Simone and Eliza 
Lucas Pinckney. “When I began this 
collaboration with an indigo artist and 
a silversmith, my thoughts were mainly 
focused on the raw materials with which 
they worked,” Alterman says. “Then I 
expanded my vision to capture a wide va-
riety of contemporary artists [in Charles-
ton] who are influenced by the shades and 
textures of indigo and silver. They are 
each unique, but all are connected by this 
time, this place and their use of indigo and 
silver as they seek to capture our unique 
culture.”
     This exhibition has been organized and 
curated by Brandy S. Culp. The project is 
funded in part by the City of Charleston 
Office of Cultural Affairs and the City of 
North Charleston Cultural Arts Depart-
ment through their joint administration 
of the Lowcountry Quarterly Arts Grant 
Program, and by the South Carolina Arts 
Commission, which receives support from 
the National Endowment for the Arts 
and the John and Susan Bennett Memo-
rial Arts Fund of the Coastal Community 
Foundation of South Carolina. Additional 
support has been provided by Rio Grande, 
a wholesale supplier to jewelers and met-
alsmiths since 1944.

a lot of things I had been considering for 
awhile,” says Gordon. “I wanted this body 
of work to have variety in almost every 
aspect. This included the way I used the fig-
ure, variety in palette choices, in complex-
ity to simplicity, and works ranging from 
serene to mysterious,” said Jessica. “At 
Summer’s End embodies the fleeting and 
wondrous moments that make up life; its 
overwhelming joy, stunning beauty, its heart 
wrenching pain and all that’s in-between.”
     Many of the works in the show include 
elements of water and create a feeling of 
rebirth and cleansing.

About 30 
people showed up and elected Gretchen 
Ramsey as president. The first “official” 
meeting was held on May 24 and Art 
League of Hilton Head was off and run-
ning.
     In the spring of 1973, the first member 
show of the new art gallery was held at 
Harbour Town and by 1976, membership 
had grown to over 300 people.
     By 1979, the organization proudly 
sponsored its first workshop – a 3 day 
water color course.
     The tenth anniversary of Art League 
Hilton Head was celebrated at the Mem-
ber’s Art Show in October of 1982. Art-
work was displayed at the Tatler Gallery 
and between 400-500 people attended the 
party held outdoors at the Market Place.

evokes a sense of mystery. I do not want to 
provide a specific story for this painting, 
as creating their own narrative gives the 
viewer a roll in the process.”

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     In March of 1984, an 800 sq. ft. store 
front next to Forsythe Jewelers became 
the new home of Art League Gallery. Joe 
Fraser generously donated $1500 to get 
the art center started.
     Art League’s first newsletter, the 
Articulate, was mailed out in April 1984 
and on May 16, the new art center opened 
with a ribbon cutting ceremony and an 
outdoor reception.
     In addition to exhibitions, the center 
featured demonstrations and talks. Work-
shops were sponsored and held by Art 
League of Hilton Head starting in 1985, 
and the children’s workshops began the 
next year. 
     Many other events took place over 
the next several years including the mini 
show of featured artists with an exhibit of 
the works of Jim Strayer, the first Arts and 
Flowers Show, the fabulous Fakes and the 
first juried show.
     A teaching academy for Art League 
workshops was opened in the DeVries 
Building on Palmetto Bay Road in April 
of 1991. In addition to 26 workshops, they 
also sponsored a lecture series. The 20th 
anniversary celebration of Art League of 
Hilton Head, now with a membership of 
over 500, was held at the Westin.
     Art League Academy moved from the

DeVries building to the Sea Pines Plan-
tation Center in March of 1993 where 
workshops would be held from October 
through March. The Member Art Show 
was held in that year at the newly opened 
“Art League Gallery Too” in the Market 
Place on Palmetto Bay Road. 
    In January of 1994, the art gallery 
was moved to a new location in the Sea 
Pines Center. The Self Family Arts Center 
opened in March 1996 and Fran Sullivan 
was named Executive Director in July that 
year.
     By January 2002, a new website was 
launched. Later that year, Art League of 
Hilton Head celebrated its 30th anniver-
sary with a party at the Country Club of 
Hilton Head.
     The nonprofit organization continues 
to grow and inspire as an integral part of 
the Lowcountry arts scene. In 2011 and 
2017 Art League Gallery won the Island 
Packet Readers’ Choice Award for the 
Best Art Gallery. And today Art League of 
Hilton Head hosts dozens of workshops, 
art shows and special events for artists and 
art lovers alike.

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     The Anderson Arts Center in downtown 
Anderson, SC, will present a retrospective 
of two South Carolina artists entitled, 50/50 
Gold ’68 – ’18 The Art of Tom Dimond 
and Terry Jarrard-Dimond, on view from 
Sept. 7 through Oct. 25, 2018.  A reception 
will be held on Sept. 7, from 6:30-8:30pm. 
The artists will present a discussion of their 
work preceding the reception that will begin 
at 6pm. 
     The public is invited to view this exhibit 
which will feature over 150 art works from 
the five decades the two artists have been 
together. It will be a rare opportunity to 
discover the creative development and 
progression of visual ideas from two closely 
related individuals over the span of five 
decades.
     Tom Dimond, a native of Massachu-
setts, and Terry Jarrard-Dimond, a native 
of South Carolina met in 1968 while Terry 
was a senior art student at Winthrop Col-
lege and Tom was an instructor in the Art 
Department. They began their careers in art 
together soon after and continue to the pres-
ent day where they maintain studios at their 
home in Seneca, SC. 
     Tom retired in 2006 as an Emeritus Pro-
fessor of Art from Clemson University. He 
began his career at Clemson first as the Di-
rector of Lee Gallery and then as Professor 
of Painting. He grew up in Massachusetts 
and received a BFA from the Massachusetts 
College of Art and an MFA from the Uni-
versity of Tennessee, Knoxville. He taught 
for a year at Winthrop College and then 
moved to New York City to work as Art 
Director for the National Lampoon Maga-
zine. In 1970 he returned to South Carolina 
and taught in the Greenville County School 
district for two years and in 1973 began his 
career at Clemson University.
     Tom has exhibited his work extensively 
in the southeast and nationally in over 200 
competitive, invitational group and solo 
shows and has many awards to his credit. 
Among the many awards are Purchase 
Awards from the Southeast Center for 
Contemporary Art in Winston-Salem, NC, 
Asheville Art Museum, Gibbes Museum 
of Art, Charleston, SC, Greenville County 
Museum of Art, Anderson Art Center of An-
derson, SC, and Pickens County Museum of 
Art. He received an Individual Artist Grant 
from the South Carolina Arts Commis-
sion in 1975 that allowed him to produce a 
series of large shaped paintings that were 
exhibited throughout the southeast. He has 
attended Art Residencies  at the Hambidge 
Center in Rabun Gap, Georgia in 1989 and 
at the Vermont Studio Center in 1990.

Reserve Bank in Charlotte, NC, Health Re-
sources in Birmingham, AL, Asheville Art 
Museum, Greenville County Museum of 
Art, Furman University, Greenville Techni-
cal College, Tri-County Technical College, 
the Fine Arts Center of Greenville County 
and the South Carolina State Art Collection.
     Tom developed his personal style of 
painting based on the study of geometric 
forms in several media including acrylic 
painting, watercolor, silkscreen and mono-
type printing and most recently mixed 
media collage works. 
     “My approach to painting is based on a 
need to establish a communication between 
my inner consciousness and the primary el-
ements of art. Oftentimes certain color rela-
tionships or textures observed in the natural 
environment while hiking in the forests and 
along the shorelines of the lakes of South 
Carolina or the marks of man in the envi-
ronment may trigger or influence choices 
made during the creative process. I feel that 
my paintings represent a synthesis between 
certain aspects of the visual environment 
and the intellectual and emotional responses 
encountered in the creative process of paint-
ing itself,” says Tom Diamond.
     “The newer pieces are from a series 
that I began about two years ago exploring 
various techniques and materials that I have 
been layering together and combining with 
a mixture of mediums. How this happens 
varies somewhat but I can tell you that I 
combine free flowing gestural marks with 
watercolor, acrylic monoprints on Japanese 
papers, inkjet transfers of drawings, found 
objects, comic pages, watercolor washes, 
various acrylic mediums such as gloss 
medium, crackle paste, block out medium 
and gum arabic.”
      Tom adds, “Not unlike the layering of 
advertisements and bulletins on billboards 
and urban walls, these works are meant to 
conceal and reveal images in a chance ar-
rangement of color and shapes. The works 
themselves are metaphors for the process 
of memory and experience. As images are 
revealed and recognized, memories are 
triggered. The memories can vary from 
nostalgia to personal experiences.”
     Terry Jarrard-Dimond has explored sev-
eral media including weaving, metal, fiber 
and wood assemblages, fiber constructions 
and most recently encaustic and acrylic 
paintings. Her emphasis has been on the in-
teraction of materials within the framework 
of experiential ideas. After graduating from 
Winthrop Terry’s focus continued to be 
painting, but in the 1970’s there was a great 
interest in crafts and she was introduced to 
weaving and this led to a 10 year explora-
tion of woven structures.  
     In 1977 she was accepted into the gradu-
ate program at Clemson University and it 
was during this time that her work expanded 
to include a variety of materials and work 
that was more sculptural. Wire, cloth, wood, 
shingles and other hardware materials 
became her medium. She says, “My parents 
owned and operated a hardware business. I

believe the comfort I felt with some of the 
materials I used at this time was a reflection 
of my having grown-up around building 
materials. I have always had great curiosity 
about all kinds of materials and what I could 
do with them.”
     After completing her graduate studies 
Terry held the position of Director of the 
Pickens County Art Museum before moving 
into teaching. Jarrard-Dimond taught at 
schools as diverse as The Museum School 
of the Greenville County Art Museum, 
Clemson University, The South Carolina  
Arts Commission Crafts Truck and The 
South Carolina Governor’s School of the 
Arts. Years later she taught at nationally 
known workshops around the US including 
The Textile Museum in Washington, DC. In 
1992 she made another career change and 
worked as a designer for several companies 
including Mohawk Home, Inc. from where 
she retired in 2004.
      While working as a designer, Jarrard-
Dimond was asked to develop work based 
on traditional quilt patterns. While having 
grown up with quilts this experience gave 
her a new appreciation for this technique. 
She says, “After learning how to construct 
a quilt and getting a feel for restructured 
fabric, I began to see the potential for mak-
ing art that was more about my ideas than 
working with established patterns.” 
      True to her lifelong interest in materials 
and process she is now focusing her studio 
back on painting and is working with en-
caustic paint, oil and cold wax and acrylics. 
“Each medium has unique qualities for the 
development of ideas. The work develops as 
I incorporate the marks, shapes, textures and 
layers that are the foundation of my work.  
These elements come together to express 
my ideas and concerns. As I work I strive 
for a feeling of completion or at least a place 
to stop.” She continues, “ All living things 
leave physical evidence of their existence.  
This evidence is generated by the activities 
each performs which can range from the 
monumental to the minute. My work is my 
evidence. It represents my passion for art 
and my time in the studio. My desire is that 
this ‘evidence’ be interpreted and enjoyed 
thus creating a opportunity for interaction, 

     Tom was honored to be represented in 
Southern Abstraction: Five Painters that 
toured several museums in the southeast 
and his work was featured in Collage At the 
End of the Twentieth Century at the ARTer-
natives Gallery in San Luis Opisbo, CA.  
This past year he has had exhibits at Lander 
University, USC Aiken, the Governer’s 
School for the Arts in Greenville, SC, and 
the Upstairs Artspace in Tryon, NC.
     Tom is represented in both public and 
private collections including Equitable

      Jarrard-Dimond’s work has been 
included in numerous major competitive, 
invitational and solo exhibitions including 
FiberArts International in Pittsburg, PA, 
and Independent Spirits at the Columbia 
Museum of Art in Columbia, SC.

carded objects as her paint, she found an 
evocative way to deliver the message of 
the importance of reducing, reusing, and 
recycling.

“Viewers will find 
plenty to discuss as they sort through the 
complex mass of highly organized waste 
products.”
     Smith has exhibited in juried shows, 
winning numerous awards and commis-
sions. Her assemblage work can be found 
in public collections in South Carolina, 
including the Greenville Children’s 
Museum, The Inn at the Crossroads, Lake 
City, SC, Department of Commerce, USC 
School of Journalism and Mass Commu-
nications, and the SC Governor’s School 
for the Arts. She hopes viewers will find 
the work entertaining, but also to see in it 
the impact consumerism is creating on our 
environment.

She maintains 
a work space at Stormwater Studios in 
Columbia, SC.

Holding degrees 
in metalsmithing, sculpture and drawing, 
she uses a variety of techniques that sup-
port a cyclical theme, which is pervasive 
throughout her work. Inspired by the 
cyclical, interconnected nature of human 
experience and perception, Cabinum’s 
organic abstractions celebrate the com-
plexity of both the growth process and 
our intuitive understanding of inevitable 
change. Using effervescent color and 
playful biomorphic forms as visual con-
duits for emotive discovery, her pulsating, 
sculptural installations gently challenge 
the viewer to find their own center in our 
ever changing universe.

     The Johnson Collection in Spartanburg, 
SC, will present The Art and Soul of the 
Hunt, on view in The Johnson Collection 
Gallery, from Sept. 4 through Nov. 2, 2018. 
     As the South sought to recover - emotion-
ally, economically, and environmentally - in 
the decades following the Civil War, early 
conservationists of both the intentional and 
accidental variety began rehabilitating the 
region’s scarred landscape. Along the South 
Carolina coast, most of the rich, loamy soil 
that had once produced ninety-five percent 
of the nation’s rice had fallen fallow.
      These tidal properties - intersected by 
miles of drainage canals and scores of dikes 
- became attractive investments for wealthy 
Northern financiers and industrialists who 
viewed the purchase of declining planta-
tions as the perfect convergence of profit 
and pastime, and transformed the farms into 
hunting retreats. 
     In 1898, a dozen separate such properties 
were combined to form the Santee Club, a 
23,000-acre expanse described in 1907 by 
a New York Times reporter as “probably the 
finest shooting preserves on the Atlantic 
Coast.” Over time, a collective commit-
ment to preservation outweighed members’ 
personal pleasures, and in 1974 the Santee 
Club deeded its property to The Nature 
Conservancy, a gift considered to be “one of 
the single most valuable private donations 
to conservation in the history of the United 
States” to date.
     This exhibition features a large selection 
of work by noted wildfowl artist Richard 
Bishop, who was a frequent and popular 

guest at the Santee Club. An engineer 
by training, Bishop married his artistic 
expression to his lifelong passion for hunt-
ing. Game birds were Bishop’s subject of 
choice, and he faithfully recorded their 
motions and migrations in various habitats 
up and down the Eastern Seaboard - on land 
and water, and on the wing. Paintings by 
John Tracy, Aiden Lassell Ripley, Eugene 
Thomason, Edmund Ashe, Alice Ravenel 
Huger Smith, Thomas Addison Richards, 
and Anna Heyward Taylor complement the 
Santee story.

These settings and figures can 
easily be held in the palm of a hand. In addi-
tion, Wheatley paints with oils and acrylics, 
and is a photographer. Her work is often 
described as “whimsical.”
     “I hope everyone who sees my exhibit 
will smile and just enjoy it,” the native of 
Connecticut said. “I love what I do, and I 
think it shows. Some will love it, while oth-
ers might think I am nuts. Doesn’t matter. I 
will be having fun.”
     All of the work on exhibit will be for 
sale, ranging from $5 to $300.
     Wheatley was born and reared in Con-
necticut and spent her youthful summers on 
the shores of Lake Champlain in Vermont. 
“It was a perfect place to sketch, paint, and 
collect little acorns, twigs, and tiny stones,” 
she said. She still collects those things to 
this day.
     For 10 years, she, her husband, and their 
children lived in the Netherlands, where she 
learned folk art from the village of Hinde-
loopen and started painting on furniture. 
As she progressed, the works of art become 
smaller and smaller. She began selling her 
miniature furniture at shows in 1981 and 
continues to sell them today at events and 
through her website. She currently resides 
on the north side of Spartanburg, in the 
Boiling Springs community.

     “I have no formal training, but that has 
never stopped me on my creative jour-
ney,” Wheatley said. “My goal is to make 
people smile when they see my art. I am 
now combining my love of nature with my 
photography, art, and miniatures. Nature 
has always intrigued me, and it plays a big 
part in my art. I have been making whimsi-
cal miniature treehouses for years, and just 
a few years ago, I ventured into making 
porcelain clay mice for these houses. Clay 
is addicting, and I love it: So magical what 
you can create.”
     Wheatley has been a member of West

cent gallery here at WMAC. WMAC has 
provided me with an opportunity to expand 
my artistic experience with both wonderful 
studio and gallery spaces and most impor-
tant of all a refreshing and enlightening 
collaboration with other artists in a variety 
of artistic mediums.”
     In his artist’s statement, Sawyer says: 
“Much of my ceramic work uses the 
Western Raku technique of firing. This 
technique combines the interaction of clay, 
glaze, and fire in a rapidly changing series 
of environments that results in unique and 
often unpredictable results.

art individually, as well as a group.”
     All of the canvas paintings were done 
in oil. Generally, Anthony’s work is 
considered to be colorful and impression-
istic, and some of her favorite subjects are 
landscapes, animals, and cars. Brandt’s 
work often has highly defined and dense 
colorful images with overlapping graphic 
elements giving the painting a modern-
ist appeal. Crenshaw often paints land-
scapes and people doing routine tasks. 
Her paintings have a soft impressionistic 
quality with shadows giving depth to the 
composition. And White’s paintings have 
a dream-like quality used to depict horses,

dogs, and other artists.
     “Four good friends did an art show 10 
years ago at the Bijou and are back and 
still painting,” Anthony said. “We decided 
it was time to do another one. Plus, we 
have so much fun together. I hope that 
it will make people smile and enjoy the 
journey the four of us have had as artists.”
     Anthony grew up in a small town 
outside of Richmond, VA, before moving 
to South Carolina as a college student. Al-
though trained as a classical musician, she 
always felt more passionate about visual 
art than music. To feed her artistic urges 
over the years, she studied art and pottery 
whenever possible while raising her four 
children. As her children approached col-
lege, Anthony began painting seriously.   
     Having worked in watercolors, sculp-
ture, and large scale murals, Anthony 
found her love in oils, and has since ac-
complished many commissioned works. 
From Harley Davidsons and Airstreams 
to landscapes and portraits, Anthony’s 
paintings encapsulate both traditional and 
whimsical images of the South. Today 
her paintings hang in private collec-
tions across the US and Europe. She is 
a member of the Woman Painters of the 
Southeast, Oil Painters of America and the 
Spartanburg Artist Guild. Since 1980, she 
and her husband have lived in an old hunt-
ing lodge on a lake in Pauline. 
     “I hope people will see what we love 
painting,” Anthony said. “I am always 
chasing the light and can often be seen 
running down our hill with my camera in 
my pink bathrobe early in the morning. 
That drama and color fascinate me, and 
I never seem to run out of things I want 
to paint. I want to evoke feelings of color 
and light in my work and capture the 
people, place and things with a recog-
nizable style and voice. I love the quote 
from Joaquin Sorolla: ‘Light is the life of 
everything it touches.’”
     Although Anthony is not a member of 
the Co-op, she said, “but I enjoy going 
there. We are so fortunate to be exhibiting 
there. I think it’s a fabulous concept, and 
Spartanburg is very lucky to have such a 
great venue. It is so very wonderful for 
our artist community and the public. It’s 
a great way to tie in the East side with the 
West.”
     Her work will be for sale at the Co-op, 
ranging in price from $300 to $2,400. 
“I hope we can catch the imagination of 
everyone who comes through the door and 
that they will leave with smiles and maybe 
a painting they love,” Anthony said.
     Ann Crenshaw said people can expect 
see “bright and varied paintings” as her 
contribution to the exhibit. Her paintings 
will be both characteristic of and a depar-
ture from what she has done in the past. “I 
hope they see how supportive Spartanburg 
is to its artists.”
     “I am looking forward to exhibiting at 
WMAC,” she continued. “I am so pleased 
that Spartanburg has a welcoming place 
for art to grow. It is so nice to know artists 
who show there, and I am always learn-
ing of new artists and artists of various 
mediums who display their talents for our 
community. To quote Kelly Kane, Editor-
in-Chief of Plein Air magazine, ‘How you 
connect to the communities you paint in 
can be extraordinarily beneficial to them 
and to you. We’re all in this together.’”
     Crenshaw has said she paints because 
it is enjoyable trying to solve visual puz-

zles. “How do you take what you see and 
put it on a flat surface and then take the 
flat surface and make it look like you can 
reach into it?” she said. She does not have 
any specialized focus on landscapes, still 
life, or figurative work. There is so much 
out there that she can’t settle down. The 
main thing that painting has taught her is 
to look at something and then look at it 
again! “This is a wonderful world,” she 
said. “I love to look more closely at it!” 
     Karen White is a self-taught artist who 
uses oil to paint narratives. “I have always 
loved a good story,” she said. “Each work 
becomes a jump-off into a storyland, 
some imagined place or moment in time, a 
whimsical glimpse. Dogs and horses are a 
big part of my life and often find their way 
into my work, usually in a happy way.”   
     A native of Spartanburg, White now 
lives in Landrum, SC. She received a 
liberal arts education from Converse Col-
lege, where she developed her love of art 
that was originally inspired by her mother, 
who painted portraits and encouraged her 
to be creative through music, dance, cin-
ema, literature, and, of course, visual art. 
Marriage and the rearing of six daughters 
put White’s paintings on hold until about 
17 years ago when she returned to serious 
painting. “Once again, I felt the delighted 
pleasure of a child just drawing pictures 
and exploring light and color, subject and 
technique,” she said. 
     George “Buck” Brandt III describes 
himself as a “lawyer by day; a painter on 
the weekend.” At 69 years old, he started 
painting at 40. “It is never too late to 
begin painting,” he added. He is a self-
taught artist, who was inspired by Henri 
Matisse and his uncle Warren Brandt.
     Brandt is a 1971 graduate of Wofford 
College and a 1975 graduate of University 
of South Carolina School of Law. He is 
a partner in the Spartanburg-based firm 
Henderson, Brandt & Vieth, P.A. With 
more than 43 years of experience, his 
practice areas are personal injury, wrong-
ful death, workers’ compensation, civil 
litigation, real estate, divorce and custody.

     Jerald Melberg Gallery in Charlotte, NC, 
will present Deckle Edge, a solo exhibition 
of paintings, sculptures and prints by master 
paper maker Roland Poska (1938-2017), on 
view from Sept. 15 through Nov. 3, 2018. 
A reception will be held on Sept. 14, from 
6-8pm.
     This will be Poska’s first exhibition in 
North Carolina and will include over thirty 
works from his four-decade career. The Gal-
lery is publishing a full color catalogue with 
an essay by Grace Cote to accompany this 
exhibition, available digitally and in print at 
the Gallery or by mail. Jerald Melberg Gal-
lery is the exclusive representative of the 
Estate of Roland Poska.
     Poska was a pioneer in the field of 
printmaking and papermaking and sought to 
extend and break the boundaries of his cho-
sen medium. He landed on what he called 
“Papestries” or paper tapestries, which are 
featured in this exhibition.
     His process involved preparing five-
gallon buckets of moist cotton fibers mixed 
with pure powdered pigment to achieve 
his desired color palette. The texture of the 
paper pulp varied in consistency from apple 
sauce to bread dough. He laid handfuls 
onto plastic sheeting and added elements 
such as handmade sliced forms and coils. 
After drying, Poska would flip the panel 
over and reveal a flattened yet technicolor 
abstract composition. He would then assess 
and sometimes alter the surface by adding 
more pulp, peeling away or overpainting. A 
sizable work could take up to six months to 
complete. Many works consist of multiple 
panels with intentionally rough and unre-
fined edges, a nod to the signature deckled 
edges of handmade paper. Late in his career, 
he grew his oeuvre to include large sculp-
tures, called Sentinels, made with a similar 

process. These were formed into three 
dimensional free-standing columns before 
completely drying.
     Roland Poska was born in Scotland in 
1938 and immigrated to Rockford, Illinois 
when he was a child. He received degrees 
from Rockford College and Cranbrook 
Academy of Art, where he was introduced 
to the mechanics of paper making. He later 
cofounded the Milwaukee School of Art 
and Design and taught there while simulta-
neously running a lithography print studio, 
Fishy Whale Press. 
     His work was the subject of over thirty 
solo exhibitions in his lifetime, includ-
ing the Rockford Art Museum, Rockford 
IL; Midwest Museum of Art, Elkhart, IN; 
Milwaukee Art Museum and The Nev-
ille Public Museum, Green Bay, WI. His 
works are included in the collections of the 
Metropolitan Museum of Fine Art in New 
York, the Art Institute of Chicago and the 
Milwaukee Art Museum.
     Jerald Melberg Gallery was founded in 
1983 and prides itself on enjoying a fine 
reputation based on years of honesty and

     Mint Hill Arts in Mint Hill, NC, is 
presenting Realism and Beyond, featuring 
works by Princess Cureton, Barbara Jimi-
son, and Pat Kempisty, on view at the Mint 
Hill Town Hall, through Sept. 25, 2018.   
     The paintings by three very talented and 
creative artists can be classified as realism, 
but go far beyond simply capturing subjects 
on canvas. The viewer is pulled into the 
scene and enveloped in the narrative of the 
painting. All three women painters came to 
the Matthews/Mint Hill area after spend-
ing much of their lives in other parts of the 
country, and we are indeed fortunate that 
they are now a part of our community.
     Princess Cureton says her work in this 
show “is based on metaphors that reflect 
the very personal and spiritual landscape of 
my experiences and is narrated through the 
figure in surreal background.” She adds that 
the technique of combining acrylic and/or 
mixed media with relief sculpting adds an 
element of surprise, designed to draw the 
viewer deeper into the narrative. She uses a 
variety of processes to coax the figure away 
from the surface of the canvas or paper, 
embedding materials that are “indigenous 
to the creative, spiritual and spatial environ-
ment.”  
     Cureton, a native of Washington, DC, 
taught and coordinated art programs in New 
York, in the US Virgin Islands, and in the 
Greenwich CT Public Schools before retir-
ing locally in 2014. She says that “extensive 
travel has opened her eyes and heart to other 
cultures and experiences that continue to 
fuel and influence her creativity.”
      Barbara Jimison prefers painting 
watercolor in a realistic mode. While some 
of her most popular works are dog and cat 
commissions, most subjects come from her 
own photos and, like the work of Cureton, 
pull the viewer into the scene of the paint-
ing. Jimison graduated from The Univer-
sity of North Dakota with a degree in Art 
Education. She taught music appreciation 
and art to high school students for 12 years 
and found it a rewarding experience. Since 
moving to North Carolina she has exhibited 
her art across the region. She is a member 
of The Waxhaw Arts Council, Golden Pallet 

Society, Mint Hill Arts, and North Carolina 
Watercolor Society. She has won numerous 
awards for her work. 
     Pat Kempisty’s award-winning wa-
tercolors are done in a realistic style and 
some of her most creative works were 
inspired by photos taken by her daughter 
and friends on mission trips to Haiti.

     The Sumter County Gallery of Art in 
Sumter, SC, will present two new exhibits 
including: Robert Keith IV, Kenopsia and 
Susan Klein, Day Person, on view from 
Sept. 6 through Nov. 2, 2018.
     Robert O. Keith IV is a native Coloradan, 
happily residing in Columbia, SC, and is 
adjunct faculty at the University of South 
Carolina teaching drawing. He received a 
BFA at Colorado State University and an 
MFA at the University of South Carolina. 
He travels around the east coast searching 
for abandoned spaces to fill both an artistic 
need as well as the thrill of exploring.
     Art was an escape for Keith as a child. 
The poor conditions in which he was raised 
are reflected in the abandoned structures 
in his work.

decay of abandoned buildings in and around 
Columbia. He documents his journey of ex-
ploration through painting using color and 
light to depict the mood and temperature of 
each space. Keith also experiments with the 
bending of his canvases to literally surround 
the viewer within the spaces themselves. He 
depicts the tension of the push and pull of 
space within the canvases by varied paint-
ing techniques that highlight and expose 
each element.
      Keith has been juried into the presti-
gious ArtFields, Lake City, SC in 2016 and 
2018. He has had solo exhibitions at Francis 
Marion College, Florence, SC, University 
of SC and Pierce Community College, Stei-
lacoom, Lakewood, WA, as well as several 
group exhibitions. We are excited to present 
Keith so early in his career.
      Keith offered the following artist state-
ment: “My work is an investigation of 
abandoned architectural spaces that are 
gradually being reclaimed by nature as 
well as a study of the illusionistic aspect 
of creating three dimensional images on 
a two dimensional surface. By combining 
the two I am able to expose these spaces in 
their beautiful collapse. I am compelled to 
explore these structures to capture the mood 
and reality of the space as it existed when I 
was present. I document these structures via 
photos and sketches that result in drawings 
and paintings that further reflect the unique-
ness and feeling of that space.  In this series 
I employ methods of distortion by curving, 
stretching, expanding the way I depict the 
space as well as the canvas that they reside. 
These works are a way for the viewer to 
trespass with me in an uncomfortable but 
quite place.” 
      Susan Klein is a contemporary mixed 
media artist who has exhibited her work 
both nationally and internationally. She 
has shown at the Brooklyn Artists Gym, 
Brooklyn NY, 3433 Gallery, Chicago, IL, 
PDX Contemporary Art, Portland, OR, Uni-
versity of Ulsan, South Korea, Wayne State 
University, Detroit, MI, as well as other 
venues.  Recent awards include a Wassaic 
Project Residency in Wassaic, NY, and 
International Studio and Curatorial Sum-
mer Residency Program in Brooklyn, NY, 
both Summer 2018, where she created new 
work for her Sumter County Gallery of Art 
exhibition. Klein received her MFA in 2004 
from University of Oregon and a BFA in 
2001 from University of New Hampshire.  
She currently teaches painting and drawing 
at the College of Charleston.
     Klein’s work weaves in and out of ir-
reverence for the sacred and a reverence 
for the banal. Her sculptures and drawings 
are playful, colorful and humorous - and 
they take themselves seriously. They 
are complex explorations of ambiguous 
forms—urns, gravestones, altars, fingers, 
phalluses, and monuments—that evoke the 
human devotional impulse. She is interested 
in the arbitrary manner that objects can be 
consecrated and made sacred. An ordinary 
object can be transformed into a thing that 
carries power, weight and spirituality. It can 
act as the connection between this world 

and another.
     Humor is an important component in 
Klein’s work. It is a counter to the heavi-
ness in life. Klein sees it as a way to process 
and manage emotions, trauma and current 
events. It is also a way to prevent work from 
becoming literal, heavy-handed and overly 
simplified. It keeps complexity in the work, 
and that mirrors the human psyche. 
     Klein began in drawing and painting and 
has moved into sculpture, although it seems 
sculptural leanings emerged early in her 
practice. 
     She observes: “In graduate school, I cut 
up drawings and made three-dimensional 
structures out of them. I also began mak-
ing small foam and spilled paint sculptures. 
After graduate school I pulled objects and 
forms from paintings and made them into 
sculpture. There has been this continu-
ous back and forth, although I had about 
three years or so where I focused entirely 
on painting. A year ago, I participated in a 
residency program at Otis College of Art 
and Design. They have a ceramics studio so 
it was the perfect time to experiment with 
clay. Instead of glazing, I fire the clay and 
oil paint it.  This keeps the work firmly con-
nected to painting and allows me to work 
with a process that is more spontaneous 
than glazing. I also love how the oil paint 
takes to the fired surface. It is very buttery 
and satisfying!”
     Klein avoids artist statements and talked 
about why in a recent interview: “I think the 
work creates its own language and presents 
that to the viewer. I am not so interested in 
layering verbal/written language on top of 
that. Although I am an academic, I have a 
small problem with the academicizing of 
visual art. Artist statements are a direct re-
sult of the proliferation of the MFA and the 
professionalization of the field so I am a bit 
contrarian. There is something pre-lingual 
in my work and in my experience words can 
obfuscate, confuse and miscommunicate as 
often as not.”
      SCGA has several related events 
planned. Robert Keith will be in conversa-
tion with SCGA curator Cole Miller at a 
later date during the exhibition.

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     The Columbia Museum of Art in 
Columbia, SC, is presenting Something’s 
Happening: The Big Art of Katie Pell, on 
view through Oct. 28, 2018. Organized by 
the CMA, Pell’s first solo museum exhibi-
tion is an irreverent rite-of-passage narrative 
that uses the artist’s own life to explore the 
ordinary side of icons, the exceptional side 
of ordinary people, and the power of identi-
fying your story. 
     “This exhibition is bold, ironic, unex-
pected, and fun,” says Executive Director 
Della Watkins. “The CMA is delighted to 
bring Pell’s distinctive artist-educator brand 
of wit and charm to the lively South Caro-
lina arts scene.”
     Pell makes work about life’s joys, pit-
falls, and big slighted dreams. She embraces 
the beauty in imperfection and the humor 
in insecurities, welcoming the downtrod-
den and enveloping them affectionately 
in oversized art. She engages an eclectic 
supporting cast to tell her story, including 
fallen rock angel Peter Frampton, Jesus of 
Nazareth, sensitive woodland creatures, and 
awkward teenagers. With a mix of hippie-
era idealism, dark wit, and personal grit, 
Pell reminds us that we are all performing 
our lives. We occasionally deserve a little 
luck and a standing ovation.
     “Something’s Happening is a weird and 
wonderful valentine to the human condition 
in all its flawed beauty,” says Curator Cath-
erine Walworth, who worked closely with 
Pell to develop the exhibition. “Our goal 
was to create a kind of dream sequence that 
a teenager might launch into while listen-
ing to record albums and thumbing through 
their yearbook.”
     The exhibition consists of 71 pieces 
- including sculpture, textile, drawing, 
collage, and an artist’s book - in a sprawl-
ing four-gallery installation that creates a 
visual wonderland of images, materials,

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hundred individual works in Lenz’s collec-
tion.  Together, these closely hung, framed 
works encourage viewers’ minds to wander, 
envisioning forgotten friends, past holidays, 
ancient occasions, former cars, and hilari-
ous fashion trends.  
      Buttons! is a brand new exhibition. The 
mixed media work is Lenz’s response to 
an art administrator’s harsh criticism of her 
“Button” art residency proposal. Told that 
her work romanticized materials and didn’t 
push boundaries as a professional studio 
artist, Lenz fought back in the only manner 
she could. She made art. She also got a 2017 
summer art residency at Homestead Na-
tional Monument in Nebraska where much 
of the work was created. 
     “I am indebted to the criticism. It forced 
me to go beyond the scope of my initial 
proposal. It made me admit that I do ro-
manticize my materials. In fact, I count on 
the public’s nostalgic association with this 
humble object. There’s nothing wrong with 
this. Also, I do push boundaries, but this 
time I pushed a lot harder and the effort paid 
off,” says Lenz.
     Since her National Park residency, Lenz 
has continued to use the seemingly insignif-
icant clothing button to communicate issues 
of gender, race, politics, relationships, and 
personal narratives. “My work explores the 
many functions and possibilities of these 
ordinary objects while challenging view-
ers to see buttons as more than utilitarian 
fasteners”.  Included in this exhibition are 
several vintage typewriter advertisement 
and xylene photo transfers of cemetery 
angels surrounded by hand-stitched buttons. 
His Secrets and Her Secrets each feature 
forty, crowd-sourced, close-up snapshots of 
mouths on which large red and pink buttons 

are stitched.  
     Not all the work made in this series will 
be featured in the Aiken exhibition. A large, 
altered police practice target with a button 
bull’s-eye called Ready, Aim, Fire! was 
accepted into Guns: Loaded Conversations, 
a Studio Art Quilt Associates national trav-
eling exhibition. It will tour through 2019.  
Atlanta based curator Dot Moye noticed this 
piece and requested a similar work, now 
known as Second Shot, for Transformers: 
Artistic Alchemy at Agnes Scott College’s 
Dalton Gallery in Decatur, GA. This invita-
tional show opens Sept. 13 and runs through 
Dec. 8, 2018.  
     “I almost can’t believe that my piece will 
hang along side work by Amy Orr, Sonya 
Clark, Chakaia Booker, and artists who I’ve 
admired for so long. Pushing boundaries 
has paid off and I’m always on the look out 
for new ways to use a button.”

and shifts in scale. It begins with a series 
of gold-leaf encrusted, hand-altered record 
album covers and digital prints that conflate 
1970s male celebrity musicians with Jesus. 
In these works, the idolization of rock stars 
and posters pinned to bedroom walls merge 
with the gold background of medieval icons 
as devotional objects of personal salvation.  
     That spirit of almost unobtainable celeb-
rity status is subverted in the next gallery 
with Pell’s large pastel and charcoal “adora-
tion drawings.” Referencing the swirling 
and buoyantly rounded forms of Baroque 
art, these drawings serve as backdrops in 
front of which visitors are encouraged to 
pose and take photos while being surround-
ed by adoring woodland creatures offering 
love tokens.
     “I have decided to make work that 
celebrates a paradigm of love,” writes Pell

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in her artist statement. “As attractive as it 
is to join in a Dorothy Parker-style battle 
of intellects or to party like a nihilist, I feel 
an urgency to introduce generosity and 
communion into my life’s work. I want to 
be part of the transformation of popular cul-
ture - embrace the weak, expose a maudlin 
dream, or comfort the lonely. I want to be a 
strong citizen of love.”
     After the dreamy experience of the first 
two galleries, the third gallery brings the 
viewer back to Earth with an all-too-human 
thud. Evoking the hallowed privacy of 
teenage bedrooms, it features a brutally 
honest series of 22 portrait drawings from a 
1970 yearbook and a massively oversized, 
hand-tooled wooden charm bracelet. These 
objects show us the transcendent joy and 
humor in embracing our own perceived 
imperfections.

     The final gallery explores the social 
worlds formed during these impressionable 
years. Pell revisits and reimagines the Dela-
ware woods and swimming hole where she 
hung out in her youth. Tree rubbings from 
the actual trees are sewn into a wall-sized 
quilt, showcasing carvings made between 
the 1930s and 1980s; these become a 
stand-in for the woods themselves. Thirteen 
hand-drawn diptychs encircle the room, 
selections from an illustrated book Pell 
made about the ragtag society of hippie-era 
characters she remembers.
     “I grew up in the suburbs,” says Pell. “I 
can tell all these stories about being a kid 
that are really kind of standard stories that 
I hope we can all extract a kind of shared 
history from.”
      The daughter of British parents, Pell was

born and raised in Wilmington, Delaware. 
She earned her BFA as a painter from the 
Rhode Island School of Design in 1987 and 
her MFA from the University of Texas at 
San Antonio in 2010. A mid-career artist, 
Pell has had solo exhibitions at contem-
porary art centers throughout the state, a 
coveted residency at Artpace San Antonio

American art. He was born in Havana, 
Cuba, July 24, 1953, and currently lives 
in Miami. In 1973, he received his lower 
education degree in painting from The Na-
tional School of the Arts Cubanacán and 
his bachelor’s degree in art history from 
Havana University in 1978.
     He was a key Photorealist painter in 
Cuba in the 1970s. After renouncing paint-
ing in the Volumen Uno (Volume One) 
exhibition (1981),where he presented 
new directions in Cuban art, he turned to 
work in photography. In the 1980s, Gory 
worked as a photographer for Revolución 
y Cultura, a magazine focusing on cultural 
aspects of Cuba for which important 
photographers of the period worked and 
collaborated.

We’re thrilled to receive support from the 
NEA and Horowitz, two of the country’s 
integral arts allies, in this effort.”
     One of the most widely regarded 
American artists of the 20th century, Jacob 
Lawrence (1917-2000) created paintings, 
drawings, and prints chronicling African-
American history and experience during 
his lifetime. Known for creating pictorial 
compositions that hover between abstrac-
tion and a socially inspired narrative real-
ism, Lawrence communicated his subject 
matter in a direct and powerful manner 
through a distinctive use of expressionis-
tic color, line, and form, organized by a 
sophisticated design aesthetic.

municate them to the students … you go 
back to your studio and think about this 
again.”
     Between Form and Content aims to 
bring to light the larger artistic and edu-
cational projects in which Lawrence, his 
wife Gwendolyn Knight Lawrence, and 
other BMC faculty members and students 
were engaged at the 1946 Summer Art 
Institute, projects never before previously 
revealed. In addition to Lawrence’s paint-
ings, the exhibition will feature artworks 
by Gwendolyn Knight Lawrence, Josef 
and Anni Albers, Leo Amino, Jean Varda, 
Ruth Asawa, and Beaumont and Nancy 
Newhall. Another focal point of the show 
will be the partial recreation of an exhibi-
tion of Lawrence’s paintings displayed at 
BMC that summer.
     We also see commissioning new works 
inspired by Lawrence as an opportunity 
to expand the conversation around the art-
ist’s historic and cultural relevance and the 
influence of his work on current creative 
practice. The exhibition is an amazing op-
portunity to fulfill our mission to expand 
the legacy of BMC by exploring how 
contemporary and performance art can 
participate in a dialogue with historic art. 
Three international working artists - ani-
mator/filmmaker Martha Coburn, compos-
er/performer Tyondai Braxton, and music 
curator/writer Jace Clayton (DJ Rupture) 
- will expand pathways into Lawrence’s 
paintings. It will be the first time the 
museum has commissioned contemporary 
pieces for an exhibition.
     “Both the historical and new media 
portions of this project will look at art, 
culture, and race and examine issues 
of equality that are vital to our national 
conversation today,” shares Dr. Caro, who 
is working closely with fellow Lawrence 
scholars and advocates, including repre-
sentatives from the Jacob and Gwendolyn 
Knight Lawrence Foundation and the 
Josef and Anni Albers Foundation.

     With this 2018 show, we hope to 
greatly expand current scholarship about 
Lawrence, particularly around his role as 
a teacher. “Lawrence’s long and distin-
guished career as an educator has often 
been treated as a footnote to his work as 
a painter,” explains exhibition curator Dr. 
Julie Levin Caro, an expert in the field 
of African-American art and professor 
of art history at Warren Wilson College. 
Josef Albers invited Lawrence to teach 
painting at BMC in the summer of ’46, 
and his exposure to Albers’ Bauhaus-
inspired theories and teaching methods 
greatly influenced his path, including his 
artistic explorations. In Lawrence’s own 
words, “When you teach, it stimulates 
you; you’re forced to crystallize your own 
thinking … you’re forced to formalize 
your own theories so that you may com-

sobriety.
     Esqueda says, “Recovery is anything 
but boring. I know that for me, coming 
into sobriety I thought I would never create 
again or that my art would never be as good. 
I was wrong. I feel like my life as an artist 
right now is thriving more than it ever has 
and I feel like the possibilities are endless. 
I would like the community to share that 
hope with me and for the people with my 
disease to see that there is art after recov-
ery.”

      The Western North Carolina recovery 
community is huge and constantly growing. 
There are over 100 recovery/living sober 
meetings a week in Buncombe County 
alone. Esqueda and the participating artists 
want to reach people in recovery that have 
lost hope in their artistic careers while being 

in the clutches of their addiction. In recov-
ery the sky is the limit.

Latin America, and Canada, and his work 
is in over a dozen permanent collections 
around the globe, including the Metro-
politan Museum of Art (MET), the Los 
Angeles County Museum of Art, the 
Museum of Fine Art (MFA) in Houston, 
and Havana’s Museo Nacional de Bellas 
Artes.

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     “I’m uniquely motivated to discover 
until what point a photographic image 
can deliver an underlying message which 
appears hidden to a majority of its observ-
ers.”
     “As a manipulator of images through 
the medium of photography I’m commit-
ted to alerting people to a reality, while 
at the same time transmitting a critique 
of it,” say Gory. “I plan on transcending 
the descriptive by taking my work to the 
plane of the interpretive.”

     Bender Gallery in Asheville, NC, will 
present Linear Angularity, a one person 
exhibition of highly polished refractive opti-
cal glass assemblages by long time gallery 
artist, Toland Sand, on view from Sept. 6 
through Oct. 20, 2018. A reception will be 
held on Sept. 6, from 5-8pm. 
     Sand has created six new sculptures for 
the show including a new collaborative 
body of work with San Francisco based 
glass artist, David Patchen. This event runs 
concurrent with Asheville’s “Summer of 
Glass” which is being held in conjunction 
with an installation of glass works by Dale 
Chihuly at Biltmore Estate.
     Sand is an innovator in the use of dichro-
ic glass and polished crystal. The mainstay 
of Sand’s work is optical crystal, leaded 
and non-leaded, as well as dichroic coated 
glass, tinted adhesive, and acrylic paints. 
Everything is cut, assembled and shaped by 
hand. After the sculpture is formed, Sand 
undergoes a laborious process to bring out 
the brilliance of glass, with grinding in ever 
finer stages until polish is achieved. 
     Sand seeks balance, harmony, and sym-
metry, with an accent of deconstructed form 
in his work. Each piece takes about six 
weeks to complete, starting with a drawing 
using large white paper ripped from a roll, 
pencil, ruler, and a compass. It’s exciting for 
him to see how the finished piece measures 
up to the initial concept that begins with in-
spiration and an idea and ends up as a com-
plex construction made more complex by 
reflection, refraction, and the dance of light 
and color in a three dimensional setting.
     Sands’ influences and sources of inspira-
tion can be found in ancient and contem-
porary architecture and sculpture. He spent

     Hamilton says that her art education 
has been varied, but mostly self-taught. 
“Traveling and observing different cultures 
and their art has been very inspiring to me. 
Everything from Japanese fashion to Tim 
Burton has influenced my work, but my 
primary muse is nature (not surprising, 
considering the breathtaking beauty here in 
the Appalachian Mountains). I don’t limit 
myself to one particular theme because it’s 
good to be mutable in creativity, always 
growing and changing along with the work 
and proficiency with the materials.”
     Hamilton explored many different medi-
ums before trying encaustics. She describes 
this discovery, “like falling in love for the 

first time all over again; the versatile nature 
of encaustics allows me to delve into mixed 
media and texture, which opens my mind 
and makes me even more passionate about 
art.”
     Hamilton’s work, as well as the paintings 
of the other 30 gallery members, will be on 
display and for sale through the month of 
September.

Seeing ancient sites such as the Parthenon 
and remnants of temples were simply part 
of everyday life. 
      Sand has been working in glass since 
1977, starting first with stained glass 
and moving to glass blowing and then to 
constructed glass sculpture, which he’s 
been doing since 1985. Self-taught, as are 
most glass artists his age, he has constantly 
sought to expand his artistic and technical 
vistas. Innovation is always apparent in his 
work.
     Sand continues to have one person exhi-
bitions , participate in art fairs and has won 
a variety of awards including the “Art in 
Public Spaces Award”. He’s participated in 
the Venice Biennale and been nominated for

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     On Sept. 15, 2018, Burnsville, NC’s Toe 
River Arts will unveil 24 rare photographs 
taken by music folklorist, Cecil Sharp and 
his assistant, Maud Karpeles. These images 
will take viewers back to a time when folks 
worked from sunrise to sunset, kids went 
to one-room school houses or not at all, ate 
meals by lamplight, and sang songs passed 
down from generation to generation on their 
porches at twilight. The exhibit continues 
through Oct. 20, 2018, with a reception 
on Sept. 21, from 5-7pm at which Donald 
Hughes will speak about these black and 
white glances of Appalachia in the early 
20th century. 
     Hughes initiated the Appalachia Project 
to commemorate the centennial of Cecil 
Sharp’s visit to North Carolina and serves as 
its coordinator.
     In 1916, English music teacher and bal-
lad collector, Sharp and Karpeles, travelled 
the Appalachian region to document the 
songs and singers of their music. What they 
also collected were photographs of these 
peoples, in their homes, at work, in their 
best finery, posed, but perhaps not as com-
fortable in front of a camera. A fascinating 
glimpse into the rural life - the rural life of 
this region’s ancestors. 
     They braved challenging terrain to visit 
singers and record the notes and words 
of the songs. By the end of their 46-week 
travels through North Carolina, Virginia, 
West Virginia, Kentucky and Tennessee, the 
pair had collected more than 1,600 variants 
of English ballads from 281 singers. Out 
of their work came the English Folk Dance 
and Song Society based in Cecil Sharp 
House in London, the US-based Country 
Dance and Song Society, and a remarkable 
collection of centuries-old songs still sung 
today. 
     A three-year celebration of the people 
and the songs has begun both in the US and 
abroad. In celebration of the centennial of 
his journeys and his collection of hundreds 
of songs, stories, and photographs, the Cecil 
Sharp exhibition, the photographic exhibit, 

is traveling around the region. 
      As part of the Cecil Sharp in Appala-
chia Project, organizers are looking for 
descendants of the Burnsville and Marion 
singers who may have information about 
their ancestors’ interaction with Sharp in 
1918. Although the exhibit includes only 
the families for whom photographs exist 
(Many of the pictures Sharp took were 
mailed back to the families as a way of 
thanking them for their time and voices and 
as a remembrance.), they are interested in 
speaking with descendants of all the singers 
included in his diary. If you are a descen-
dant of someone who is included in Sharp’s 
diaries, please contact (descendant@
cecilsharpinappalachia.org) and/or attend 
the Burnsville Gallery reception on Sept. 21 
and speak with Donald Hughes.

     The Florence County Museum in Flor-
ence, SC, is presenting Revisited: The Early 
Portraiture of William Harrison Scarbor-
ough, on view through Feb. 24, 2019.
     William Harrison Scarborough was 
likely the most prolific portraitist in South 
Carolina during the 19th century. He is 
known to have created at least 600 portraits 
from 1836 to 1871. 
     His reputation is usually credited by 
the numerous images he created of South 
Carolina’s politicians, like John C. Calhoun. 
Although much is known of the artworks 
he produced while living in Columbia, SC, 
from around 1845 to 1871, less discussion 
is made about his prior life and work in the 
Pee Dee. 
     Scarborough lived in Darlington, SC, 
from around 1838 to 1845. Although the 
exact dates he came and went are unknown, 
we do know that he was advertising his pro-
fessional skills in Cheraw as early as 1836.
     Revisited: The Early Portraiture of Wil-
liam Harrison Scarborough, on exhibit at 
the Florence County Museum, showcases 
the artist’s Darlington period as the founda-
tion upon which his later success was built. 
The exhibition features 22 artworks by 
Scarborough, including a rare self-portrait 
and one of few documented miniature por-
traits on ivory.
     “This exhibit is the first of its kind in 
South Carolina in nearly fifty years. The last 
was held at the old Florence Museum build-
ing in 1969 and was only open for 20 days,” 
said museum curator, Stephen W. Motte.
     “Scarborough was an exceptional 
portraitist because he was not only able to 
capture a person’s likeness, but in many 
instances, his subject’s character,” Motte 
stated. “It’s a distinction between skill and 
talent, which he clearly had both.”

According to Motte, the museum has been 
pursuing these portraits since around 2011, 
with hopes of exhibiting them at their new 
facility.
     “The Witherspoon portraits were very 
well worth the wait,” Motte said, “These 
paintings allow us to use fine art as a ve-
hicle for teaching local history. Finding and 
exhibiting artwork like this is intrinsic to the 
museum’s mission.”
     Scarborough left Tennessee for South 
Carolina in 1836. He continued producing 
portraits on commission for patrons in Dar-
lington after he left the area around 1845.
      The exhibit contains six works from 

the permanent collection of the Trustees of 
the Florence Museum, as well as several 
significant historical artifacts which relate 
to the paintings and to Scarborough’s 
history in the Pee Dee, including a double-
portrait daguerrotype of his wife, Miranda 
Eliza Miller, and her sister, of Sumter. The 

remaining artworks in the exhibition are 
on loan from other institutions and private 
collections.

     Cox also belongs to the regional 
Southern Ladies Art Conference, and is 
the founder of a local plein air painting 
group, the Plein Air Landscape Society 
(PALS). She is a signature member of the 
International Plein Air Painters group. Her 
work has won numerous awards in the 
Carolinas and Florida.
     Subject matter for Cox consists of the 
area around where she lives – Brookgreen 
Gardens, the Waccamaw River, the local 
farm country, salt marshes and Atlantic 
beaches. In fact, she considers the world 
her studio, saying “I try to capture special 
effects of light and atmosphere that are 
exciting or emotionally moving to me. I 
paint with oils (or acrylics) on canvas as 
panels, using large brushes and a palette 
knife to apply colors in connected shapes 
of light and shadow to set the composi-
tion. Then I develop these shapes further 
to indicate form and meaning, with variety 
in value, color, texture and edges. I stop 
short of realistic detail, using just enough 
to give an impression, allowing the viewer 
to fill in the rest. The effect is realistic 
with identifiable objects, without belabor-

the most-traveled route between these 
two important cities, figuring heavily into 
popular Japanese art and culture in the mid-
1800s.

     Timothy Duffy (born in New Haven, 
CT, 1963) is a renowned photographer 
and Founder of the Music Maker Relief 
Foundation. He has been recording and 
photographing traditional artists in the 
South since the age of 16, when he became 
interested in ethnomusicology. After earn-
ing a BA from Friends World College and 
MA from the Curriculum in Folklore at the 
UNC, Duffy and his wife Denise founded 
Music Maker Relief Foundation in 1994 to 
assist traditional musicians in need. 
     Duffy’s wet plate collodion prints bring 
attention to the traditional musicians of the 
South. When he began recording the music 
of folk and blues musicians for the Southern 
Folklife Collection at UNC Chapel Hill, he 
discovered many of them living in poverty, 
despite their significant contributions to 
American musical history. This inspired 
Duffy to found the Music Maker Relief 
Foundation, a nonprofit organization dedi-
cated to helping to sustain elderly musicians 
while preserving their music. 

     The Foundation, based in Hillsborough, 
NC, has supported nearly four hundred 
artists by helping them pay for medicines, 
meet mortgage payments, buy new instru-
ments, find gigs, and gain long-overdue 
recognition for their great contributions. 
Duffy’s wet plate photographic technique, 
which dates back to the mid-19th century, 
reveals the strong individual personalities 
that continue to keep the roots of American 
music alive.

in popular culture has long been governed by 
prevailing stereotyped attitudes about race and 
sexuality. Far too little is known about the range 
of internal values and dynamics of this group. 
Scientists, theorists, historians, politicians and 
activists have investigated the plight of the 
African-American male on various levels and 
from diverse perspectives, yet not enough has 
been done to represent a multi-faceted and 
self-determined representation of this demo-
graphic.
