Southern Arts Society in Kings Mountain,
NC, Features Works by Anne Harkness

The Southern Arts Society in Kings
Mountain, NC, is presenting Wonder, fea-
turing paintings by Anne Harkness, on view
through Sept. 27,2019. A reception will be
held on Sept. 14, from 6-8pm.

Harkness’s oil paintings flow effort-
lessly from images fractured into graphic
shards of rich color to works with quiet
strokes that evoke a calmer atmosphere.
Recent paintings like Farm Story and Up
to The Mountains (both from her Diptychs
series) have areas painted in shades of gray,
abruptly changing to full color, like an old
photograph or memory suddenly becoming
clearer.

A native of NC, Harkness is an alumnus
of the Atlanta College of Art and earned a
Bachelor of Fine Arts in Graphic Design
from The Maryland Institute, College of
Art. Her work as an art director in NYC
for 15 years has embodied her work with
a graphic element that astute viewers can
detect in her paintings. As a contemporary
artist, Harkness seeks to capture a distinct
point of view, often finding some unex-
pected beauty in locations or views others
would easily dismiss as ordinary, or too
unattractive to be considered as the subject
matter for artistic compositions.

Working from her love of subject matter
with a strong design element, Harkness also
focuses on the importance of line and shape
in her work as a means of giving her com-
positions a strong foundation to reveal the
many layers within each piece. She credits
her emphasis on these particular compo-
nents to her love of drawing and a desire to
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retain the looser marks that give a piece a
more rustic, unfinished quality. Harkness
also looks for the surprises that come from
spending time in a painting. These discover-
ies are her treasures and assure that she is
always learning and seeking the ‘new-fresh’
for her work.

Ten years later he started
working as an art teacher at Camden Middle
School. He taught there for thirty years, re-
tiring in 2017. He is currently working with
a variety of groups committed to sharing art
with people throughout the community.
