The architecture of 
the buildings helps identify her landscapes 
as belonging to specific regions: she cre-
ates the simple cottages of rural France, 
the bustling cityscape of Istanbul, and the 
nostalgic country houses of South Caro-
lina. She chooses to show the buildings in 
ceramic relief to emphasize the durability of 
human habitations in contrast to the natural 
world, which reflects the changing seasons. 
“As the landscape is ever changing, homes 
remain in their original state,” Bilgis says.
      Bilgis received her BA in photography 
from the University of South Carolina. After 
graduating, she worked as an archaeologi-
cal photographer in southern Turkey and as 
an art assistant at the Pierre LOTI French 
School of Istanbul. While in Turkey she
