City of Charleston, SC, Office of
Cultural Affairs Presents Works by
Andrew Feiler & Snthla _Salnt J ames

The City of Charleston, SC, Office of
Cultural Affairs is presenting Without Re-
gard to Sex, Race or Color, featuring works
by Andrew Feiler and HBCUs: Creating
Power Through Education, featuring works
by Synthia SAINT JAMES, on view at City
Gallery at Waterfront Park, through Oct. 6,
2019. An artist’s talk with Andrew Feiler
will be held on Sept., 22 at 2pm.

The two distinct shows examine race,
privilege, and the power of education
through photography and giclees on canvas.

Photographer Andrew Feiler is a fifth
generation Georgian who was raised Jewish
in Savannah. His experience as a minority
in the South influences his work which has
won numerous awards and been featured
in museums, galleries, magazines, and
newspapers, and is in a number of private
and public collections. The Wharton School
of the University of Pennsylvania graduate
who holds a Master’s in Modern History
from Oxford University and a Master’s in
Business Administration from Stanford
University, brings his upbringing to bear in
Without Regard to Sex, Race, or Color, a
photographic study of Morris Brown Col-
lege.

In 2010, Dr. Stanley Pritchett, Sr. became
the 18th president of Morris Brown Col-
lege, a historically black college, at the
height of one of the worst real estate depres-
sions in 75 years. Faced with mounting
debt, Dr. Pritchett laid out his plan: sell the
property on the periphery of the campus,
pay off the college’s financial obligations,
and reconstitute the institution in the heart
of the old campus. And he did. In 2015, the
school paid off its debts and emerged from
bankruptcy.

Feiler’s work documents this era and
exposes the inequity of the fact that while
roughly one hundred HBCUs that remain
are a mere 3% of colleges in America, they

represent more than 10% of African Ameri-
cans who go to college and more than 25%
who earn degrees.

“These photographs put into perspective
Morris Brown College’s great legacy and
history; they give a glimpse of what once
was and, more importantly, offer a vision
of what can be,” says Dr. Pritchett. “The
photographs convey a sense of rough edges,
of incompleteness, reminding me of an
unpolished stone. They inspire me to want
to make a difference, and I hope they will
motivate others to be a part of our transfor-
mation.”

On the second floor of the gallery, ac-
claimed artist Synthia SAINT JAMES - a
Trumpet Award, Coretta Scott King Award,
and History Maker Award winner, as well
as Honorary Doctorate of Saint Augustine’s
University, and the creator of the very first
United States Postal Service stamp Kwan-
zaa Commemorative Stamp in 1997 - pres-
ents her first 12 commissioned Historically
Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU)
paintings created the past eight years (2011-
2019).

The California-born, self-taught artist
draws inspiration from her African Ameri-
can, Native American, Haitian and German
Jewish heritage in her brightly colored
paintings. In HBCUs : Creating Power

Through Education, she celebrates the
institutes of higher learning, their historic
anniversaries, and their inaugurations of
presidents.

City Gallery, located at Joseph P. Riley,
Jr. Waterfront Park, is owned by the City
of Charleston and operated by the City
of Charleston Office of Cultural Affairs,
presenting an annual program of exhibitions
and events featuring the finest contempo-
rary art from local, regional, national and
international artists, with a focus on the
Lowcountry.

Gibbes Museum of Art in Charleston
Offers Works by Jill Hooper, Ben Long,

Frank Mason, & Ro

The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, will present two new exhibits in-
cluding: Influence and Inspiration: The Art
of Jill Hooper, Ben Long, and Frank Mason,
on view in the Museum’s Gallery 8, from
Sept. 6 through Jan., 5, 2020 and Rauschen-
berg in Charleston, on view in Gallery 9,
from Sept. 6 through Jan. 5, 2020.

The exhibition celebrates three artists
devoted to classical training and united by
friendships that span multiple generations.
Mason was an influential teacher at the Art
Students League for over fifty years and
a passionate supporter of the arts. In the
1960s, Mason taught Ben Long, a promis-
ing young artist from North Carolina. Long
has since distinguished himself on the
international stage as a realist and a prolific
fresco painter. Charleston-based artist Jill
Hooper studied under Ben Long, who
remains an important mentor to this day.
Like Long, Hooper is a realist painter who
has earned international acclaim for her
powerful portraits, landscapes, and still-life
paintings.

Together, these artists demonstrate a
commitment to the techniques of the Old
Masters while offering their unique artistic
perspectives on contemporary life. Influence
and Inspiration includes both paintings
and drawings by each artist. The drawings
reflect the rigorous training and preparation
behind each finished painting and offer a
glimpse into the artists’ working process.
Subjects range from portraits and genre
scenes to large-scale religious paintings.

Long before Robert Rauschenberg
(1925—2008) became one of the twentieth
century’s most influential artists, he found
much of his inspiration through the lens of
his camera. Rauschenberg’s first experienc-

es with photography were in the South as a
student at Black Mountain College between
1949 and 1952, and Charleston was one of
his earliest subjects. He was reunited with
the city in the early 1980s for his monumen-
tal photography project In + Out City Limits
that ultimately resulted in photographic
essays on six American cities - Charleston,
Boston, Baltimore, Los Angeles, New York,
and Fort Myers, FL. Forty-seven of the
Rauschenberg’s Charleston photographs
were displayed at the Gibbes Museum of
Art in the autumn of 1981. This exhibi-

tion revisits a selection of Rauschenberg’s
Charleston photographs taken between
1952 and 1981 and examines their appear-
ance in several later works.

The Gibbes Museum of Art is home to
the foremost collection of American art
that incorporates the story of Charleston.
The Museum connects the city and region’s
artistic past to a vibrant contemporary art
scene.

different seasons. She adds buildings in
ceramic or wood relief. The architecture of
the buildings helps identify her landscapes
as belonging to specific regions: she cre-
ates the simple cottages of rural France,
the bustling cityscape of Istanbul, and the
nostalgic country houses of South Caro-
lina. She chooses to show the buildings in
ceramic relief to emphasize the durability of
human habitations in contrast to the natural
world, which reflects the changing seasons.
“As the landscape is ever changing, homes
remain in their original state,” Bilgis says.
Bilgis received her BA in photography
from the University of South Carolina. After
graduating, she worked as an archaeologi-
cal photographer in southern Turkey and as
an art assistant at the Pierre LOTI French
School of Istanbul. While in Turkey she

began to pursue a new passion for painting
and ceramics. She lives in Lexington, SC,
where she has had many solo exhibitions.
She is a member of South Carolina Artists.

Upon retirement from teaching, McCal-
lum took advantage of her new found free
time and worked every day to create new
art. The upcoming show will exhibit paint-
ings from later in McCallum’s career- post

He says, “As one of
RLS’s very first artists I’ve been amazed
by the inclusivity of the gallery from the
way people are greeted when they walk in
the door to the continued support the artists
receive from owners Rob and Meg.”

After the success of numerous group
exhibits, Lange says, “We have worked
with hundreds of artists over the years but
there are many that we always gravitate
back towards.”

Artists like Reuben Negron who said,
“I’ve long been interested in using art to tell
stories. Beyond the larger ideas that hold
up contemporary art, an image’s ability to
transport me into a narrative has always
resonated most. Taking a page from those
I’ve worked with in the past, this new series
allows me to turn my lens inward for the
first time to tell my own personal narrative.
Each image in this new body of work is
approached as a passage (and in some cases
a full chapter) in what is essentially a visual
novella. Over the next year or so this series
will touch on themes of loss, sexuality,
memory, and discovery... All while pushing
and expanding my relationship with water-
color - finding ways to utilize the medium in
a manner that challenges public perception
of what it can or should be.”

Also, artist Megan Aline, who studied
in both the US and London has created a
figurative piece entitled “Grow Tall” using
a double exposure painting technique. A
silhouetted figure is seen gently holding her
child. The layers of paint within the silhou-
ette create a vast forest perfectly creating an
added dimension to the narrative.

Aline said of the piece, “With these

Clemson University in Clemson, SC,
is presenting Through the Lens, featuring
works by Zane Logan, Haley Floyd and
Amber Eckersley, on view in the Sikes Hall
Showcase, through Jan. 21,2020.

Fall 2019 at Clemson University brings
together the work of Zane Logan, Haley
Floyd and Amber Eckersley, three South
Carolina natives and recent graduates of
the Master of Fine Arts program, each with
a concentration in photography. Through
the Lens presents a frankly straightforward
investigation of what it means to be human.
Each artist’s body of work relates to the
other in terms of confrontational storytell-
ing, yet their distinctions are showcased
with regard to presentation and approach.

Zane Logan is a faculty member at the
Fine Arts Center in Greenville, SC and cur-
rently serves as the Southeast Chapter Chair
for the Society for Photographic Educa-
tion. Logan’s work comprises a series of
sensitively composed portraits. The models
look directly into the camera with plaintive
honesty that compels the viewer to con-
nect. Far from polished and perfected, there
is araw reality in a diverse array of faces
from various ethnicities, ages and genders.
Their somber expressions subvert the
pretense usually associated with portraiture
and underscore apparent physical scars,
bruises, plain clothes and unkempt hair. The
backgrounds in the pieces are neutral gray
and black tones, directing full attention to
the penetrating gaze of each model. The
lack of identifying information results in a
quiet and contemplative collection of work
that allows for exploration and revelation in
each portrayal.

Logan has exhibited throughout the Unit-
ed States in group and solo shows at venues
that that include the Columbia Museum
of Art, Redux Contemporary Art Center,
Riverworks Gallery, PhotoPlace Gallery,
and others. He earned his bachelor’s degree
from Savannah College of Art and Design.

Haley Floyd is an adjunct lecturer at her
undergraduate alma mater, Lander Uni-
versity, in Greenwood, SC. Like Logan’s

pieces, Floyd’s work possesses a deceptive-
ly peaceful probity through the depiction of
unaccompanied young children, domestic
spaces and landscapes. The photographs are
forthright and unvarnished, as the rooms
portrayed are cluttered and dimly lit. There
is a sense of possible danger to the chil-
dren as they stand unsupervised and fully
vulnerable at the edge of a cracked and
empty concrete swimming pool or, clothed
in only a diaper, extend a tiny arm through
a broken storm door to pet a large dog. The
landscapes in this group of pieces are secre-
tive and mysterious. There is a feeling of
expectation that invites the viewer to follow
a shadowy path in search of a sunlit space
that is just out of the line of sight.

Floyd has participated in numerous
regional shows including the SPE Southeast
Exhibition as well as several group and solo
exhibitions.

Amber Eckersley is an adjunct profes-
sor of photography at Greenville Technical
College and Lander University. She earned
her BA in History from Coastal Carolina
University. Her work was featured in
collaborations as well as group and solo

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shows throughout the southeast, including
the University of Alabama — Huntsville.
Unlike Logan and Floyd, Eckersley’s work
eliminates images of people and focuses on
the residue of human existence and labor.
Poignantly selected items of clothing are
depicted in the work for this show. These
are feminine garments that are embellished
with dainty pastel embroidery of flowers
and butterflies.

Fine needlework and crisp cotton fabric
folds are crudely besmirched with sweat
and food stains associated with domestic
tasks in the kitchen and the banality of daily
provision. These pieces communicate over-
arching themes of fragmented memory and
the tension that occurs when familiar items
are seen out of their expected context. There
is a haunting quality that reaches beyond
mere nostalgia or sentimentality.

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USC Upstate in Spartanburg, SC,
Features Works by J eff Schaller

University of South Carolina Upstate in
Spartanburg, SC will present POP, recent
encaustic paintings by Jeff Schaller, on
view at the Upstate Gallery on Main, from
Sept. 3 through Nov. 2,2019. A reception
will be held on Sept. 19, from 5-8pm, dur-
ing the Spartanburg ArtWalk.

Effervescent and playful, Schaller’s
works celebrate both the sensuality of paint
and our collective memory. Drawing upon
references from popular culture and reflec-
tive of our contemporary, media-saturated,
symbol-laden social environment, Schaller
counterpoints our current “pop” sensibility
with the use of the ancient, time-honored
medium of encaustic painting.

Encaustic is a beeswax-based medium
mixed with pigment and applied to panel
while molten, and being worked and re-
heated with torches and heat guns. A highly
durable process that is impervious to mois-
ture, the word encaustic comes from the
Greek meaning to “burn in,” which refers to
the process of fusing the paint. It was used
in the 5th century B.C. for weathering boats
and coloring marble. Lost for centuries, the
process of encaustic painting was revisted
in the 19th century, but gained notable at-
tention after the 1960s. Jasper Johns is one
of several highly recognized artists using
the process, and seen in his Flag series
created in the late 1950s. Modern tools and
especially electric heating elements have
made the encaustic painting more popular
for creating luscious surfaces that allow
light to pass through and reflect the translu-
cent layers of the
medium.

“This show is a continuation of an idea
I'had 8 years ago when I first created Pop,”
Schaller said. “I saw an ad for a Sony radio
where the woman held it in her hand and
appeared to be whispering to it. Her profile
was captured perfectly against the red back-
ground. Her pursed lips looked as if they
were blowing a bubble. So I cropped out the
radio, painted her profile and put a simple
pink dot an inch away from her lips and
called it ‘Pop.’ Using lost and found images,
words and language, my goals are to paint
with a precision and intricacy not normally
found in encaustic paintings.”

Born in 1970 in Manchester, CT, Schaller
earned his Bachelor of Fine Arts from the
City of London Polytechnic in 1991. He
studied at Arcadia University in Glenside,
PA,in 1992. Schaller’s work has been ex-
hibited extensively throughout the U.S. and
is frequently published in periodicals and
selected for special projects, commissions

and murals. In 1998, Schaller was the recip-
ient of the prestigious Philadelphia Museum
of Art Purchase Award. His work was used
as a prop for NBC’s hit sitcom “Friends.”
He received a highly coveted fellowship
from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
in 2002. Schaller lives in Pennsylvania

with his wife and three children. University
gallery director Jane Nodine is very familiar
with encaustic painting, having spent the
past 12 years working almost exclusively
with the process.

“I have know Jeff Schaller for almost 10
years and enjoy his technique of encaustic
painting to render highly graphic inages
from pop culture,” Nodine said. “I am
pleased to have Jeff exhibit with Upstate
Gallery on Main and I believe our students
and the community will enjoy the images
and his sense of humor in the work.”

West Main Artists Co-op in
Spartanburg, SC Offers Group Exhlblt

West Main Artists Co-op in Spartanburg,
SC, will present Convergence, featuring
works by four Upstate South Carolina art-
ists, Susan B. Eleazer, Marcy Fedalei, Amy
Holbein, and Nancy Williamson, on view
from Sept. 3 - 28,2019. Receptions will
be held on Sept. 7, from 5-8pm and Sept.
19, from 5-9pm, during the city’s monthly
ArtWalk.

Life experiences, travels, reflections,
and experimentations have led the art-
ists down different artistic pathways and
inspired them to create the variety of art that
is brought together in this exhibition. The
extensive exhibit includes both 2-D and 3-D
works of art. Prices range from $25 to $800.

“Throughout the planning of this project,
it has been a real joy to put this show
together with the other artists,” Williamson
said. “We met once a month, sharing lunch,
art, and personal perspectives. What we
hope is that people will see that art can be a
great unifier of people, ideas and creativity.
Williamson is a founding member of West
Main Artists Co-op and currently serves as
vice-chair of the management board. She is
an established potter and ceramicist known
for her functional pottery. “My work for this
show is more decorative and the forms are
more sculptural than my usual work,” she
said.

“Inspiration has come from my desire
to explore new surface design techniques,
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Work by Amy Holbein

particularly the layering and carving of
colored slips,” says Williamson. “Much of
this work is process driven — it started with
careful experimentation to develop a palate
of custom-colored slips and then loosened
to explore color combinations and mark-
making techniques. Everything is one-of-
a-kind and includes both functional vessels
and decorative stacked ceramic totems.”

“I hope patrons will get a sense of the
joy I feel, in my constant search for ‘what
if,” as I explore different three-dimensional
forms, decorative techniques, and the tech-
nical side of the work in developing slips
and glazes,” Williamson said.

Both Marcy Fedalei’s and Amy Hol-
bein’s works were largely inspired by recent
journeys to the Nepalese Himalaya moun-
tains.

Fedalei, also a ceramicist, has created
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pieces drawn through observation and
encounters with the culture and natural
beauty of Himalayan mountain life. Fedalei
stated: “My inspiration for this show draws
primarily from recent travels to a vastly
different part of the world, and experiencing
the struggle for economic independence and
connection to the rest of the world, the daily
life as imposed by nature and circumstanc-
es. In this region, two religions converge,
two belief systems converge, and two caste
systems converge along with their integra-
tion with the modern world.”

Fedalei was particularly fascinated with
the prevalence and usefulness of yaks, as a
source of food, supply transportation and
heating fuel in the higher regions. It so
intrigued Fedalei that she smuggled some
yak hair back home to incorporate into her
work.

Fedalei’s work is primarily hand-built
functional pieces. For this show, she devi-
ates to include wall art, and to explore the
ancient Japanese firing technique of raku in
which she decorates some of her work using
the yak hair to burn designs onto her ceram-
ics. “I hope that viewers find my work to be
both fun and functional and can appreciate
how clay can connect man and earth.” Feda-
lei also teaches yoga and considers working
with clay to be a part of her yoga practice.
She has been a member of WMAC since
2016.

Like Fedalei, Holbein’s inspiration for
this exhibit came from her travels. “The
inspiration for this body of work comes
from a recent trip to Nepal, where I trekked
for three weeks through the Khumbu Valley
in the Himalaya Mountains,” she said. “The
pieces for this show include oil paintings
and cold wax oil paintings. The subject mat-
ter is taken from scenes of everyday life of
the Nepalese people.”

Holbein is a guest artist in the exhibition.
She has extensive professional experi-
ence, including two degrees in art, being a
designer in Switzerland, teaching art on the
college level, and having work displayed
by Spartanburg Art Museum, Anderson
Art Center, The Martha Cloud Chapman
Gallery, Artists’ Guild of Spartanburg, and
Winthrop University. “Even though I work
at my studio at home, I have a relation-
ship with WMAC,” she explained. “That
connection comes through friendships with
several of the WMAC artists, participation
in workshops and figure drawing sessions
hosted by the Co-op.

“New in these paintings is the use of pal-
ette knives and scraping tools as the primary
instrument for applying the paint,” said
Holbein. “I have also become bolder with
the use of impasto and surface texture. The
work covers a range of abstract to figurative
images and employs a saturated palette.”

The works exhibited in Convergence
by Susan B. Eleazer represent a shift from
encaustic as her main art medium to cold
wax oil painting. Eleazer said, “Cold wax
medium when added to oil paint changes
its characteristics in such a way that I felt
drawn to the medium instantly upon being
introduced to it. Consisting of beeswax and
a solvent, the medium, when mixed with oil

paint, gives the paint a creamy texture that
can be applied to a rigid surface like spread-
ing butter. It also decreases the drying time
of the paint.”

Eleazer’s works feature vigorous
mark-making and the layering of colors
and textures. She utilizes a wide variety of
tools such as Xacto knives and tweezers
in subtractive methods to excavate layers
and expose colors. Eleazer continued, “I
work intuitively and allow the materials to
dictate my direction - the cold wax method
is a natural fit for me. The subject matter of
these abstract pieces relies heavily on events
and landscapes from my early childhood —1I
attempt to distill these in an impressionistic
manner.

The painting, Firewall, depicts what
remains in memory of the day when, as a
five year old child, I set the yard on fire!”
Within this work and others can be seen a
noted departure from her usual palette in
the extensive use of more intense colors.
Eleazer hopes that the viewer will respond
to the formalistic qualities of her work that
can often verge on decorative.

After retiring from a career as a visual
arts teacher, Eleazer has had the privilege
of traveling extensively and making art in
her home studio. She has been a member of
the Co-op since 2016 and maintains a studio
there that she uses as a personal art gallery.
“Our ‘convergence’ as artists with unique
perspectives has been a wonderful experi-
ence,” Eleazer said.

“We have shared ourselves with each
other toward a common goal, and this exhi-
bition represents not just four very different
artistic perspectives, but how artists share a
desire to communicate through creativity.
In some cases, it is obvious. In others, you
have to look deeper. Anyone who sees this
exhibit, will leave with a better understand-
ing of what it means to combine talents
while maintaining individuality,” said
Eleazer.

West Main Artists Co-op is one of Spar-
tanburg’s leading nonprofit arts agencies. It
is membership-based with about 30 of the
more than 50 members having individual
studio space in what was once a three-
story Baptist church. Today, the venue has
three galleries, two performance stages, a
printery, a ceramics studio, and the larg-
est collection of for-sale art in the city and
county. All of the members are juried with
most being visual artists; some are perfor-
mance artists.

Greenville Technical College in
Taylors, SC, Features Works by
Deighton Abrams & Kathleen Thum

Greenville Technical College in Tay-
lors, SC, is presenting Carbon Footprints,
featuring Deighton Abrams’ sculpture and
Kathleen Thum’s drawings, on view in the
Benson Campus Galleries, through Oct. 4,
2019.

Through their respective medias, they
examine our dependence on fossil fuels as
the driver of our everyday lives and also the
destroyer of our natural environment. Each
artist has approached fossil fuels individu-
ally, without collaboration. This duality of
explorations and processes deepens our
awareness and knowledge of fossil fuels’
“...existential threat” to “...contemporary
existence”.

Through the use of disparate materials,
Abrams’ ceramic sculptures, like Thum’s
drawings discuss the duality of contempo-
rary life’s relationship with fossil fuels. He
builds organic ceramic sculptures in hom-
age to that ancient art then creates dismal,

lifeless landscape tableaus constructed from

contemporary building materials to stage

his works.

Abrams’ sculptures are figurative natural

forms, possibly humans or landforms

or glaciers or possibly all of the above.

Thum’s detailed charcoal drawings picture

coal. Her precision and scale elevate these

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rocks from inconsequential to their current
monumental role as drivers and destroyers
of our contemporary lifestyle. Her smaller
series of drawings contain outlines of the
three-dimensional coal creating an ominous
black hole, possibly the “rabbit hole” of our
natural environment.

Deighton Abrams references his ceramic
sculptures as explorations of, “the empathic
connections between humans, the creative
process, and the physical landscape, inves-
tigating the phenomenon of psychological
distress associated with climate change. I
use memories of my itinerant shifts between
landscapes to create abstracted ceramic
sculptures; for these I reference mountain
and glacial forms, an extension of my own
experience growing up in Alaska where
is saw the rapid receding of glaciers first
hand.”

Kathleen Thum uses, “different visual
and conceptual approaches to examine
the infrastructure created by the fossil fuel
industries and to explore the physical,
material qualities of coal and oil. Through
my work, I aim to heighten an awareness of
our disconnection and dependence on fossil
fuels. Oil and coal are an integral part of our
contemporary existence, yet remain myste-
rious and unknown substances, contained
and controlled by the industry.”

Abrams has taught at several area institu-
tions including Greenville Tech and Clem-
son University since completing his MFA
in Studio Ceramics at Clemson. His life has
been divided between Alaska and the Deep
South. His work has been shown nationally
and internationally from South Carolina
to China. He is currently in the process of
moving with his wife to Boston.

Thum is currently an Associate Professor
in the Art Department of Clemson Univer-
sity. She has exhibited drawings, paintings
and wall installations up and down the East

Coast and throughout the Midwest. She

has participated in many group exhibitions
as well as solo and two-person shows. Her
work is also included in the 2014, 2015
and 2017 Manifest International Drawing
Annual Exhibition in Print publications and
the June/July issue of New American Paint-
ing in 2016.

Mint Museum Uptown in Charlotte,
NC, Features Works by
Ralph Nauta and Lonneke Gordijn

The Mint Museum Uptown at the Levine
Center for the Arts in Charlotte, NC, will
present Immersed In Light: Studio Drift,
founded by Dutch artists Ralph Nauta
(b.1978) and Lonneke Gordijn (b.1980), on
view from Sept. 21 through Apr., 26, 2020.

The two artists creates breathtaking
sculptures that explore the relationship
between humanity, nature and technology.
They established their studio in 2007, after
graduating from the prestigious Design
Academy Eindhoven. Their philosophy is
based on creating a dialogue between op-
posites, exploring the relationship between
nature, technology, and mankind. The
studio’s work comes to life via ongoing
collaborations with scientists, university
research facilities, computer programmers,
and engineers.

This exhibition will feature five works
by Studio Drift dating from the last decade
to today, most of which have been modified
for the Mint, and one installation, Seeds
(working title only), premiering here. Their
Fragile Future 3 (2009) light installation is
a profound and poetic reflection on the fact
that light is the basis and sustenance of all
life. Formed of hundreds of tiny dandelion
seeds that have been hand-glued, seed by
seed, onto LED lights and held together
by bronze electrical circuits, the work is a
powerful testament to the transience of our
life and times.

In Twenty Steps is an installation con-
structed of 20 delicate glass wings that sug-
gest a giant bird in flight. The glass empha-
sizes the fragility of the moment and of life
itself. A variation titled Amplitude, shown
at the Stedelijk Museum in 2018, will be
included in Immersed in Light. Drifters,a
film by Studio Drift and Sil van der Woerd
that features a floating block of concrete
as it searches for its origin in the Scottish
Highlands, is an exquisite exploration of the
relationship between the built environment
and nature, as well as escapism.

Representing the performance piece
Franchise Freedom, which debuted on
Faena Beach during Art Basel/Design
Miami 2017, is the documentary film ver-
sion accompanied by several actual drones.

Simulating the flight patterns of starlings,
clustering together and moving apart, Stu-
dio Drift created an autonomous swarm of
300 drones soaring through the night sky in
a fluid, exhilarating choreography.

They have won numerous interna-
tional design awards and have participated
in group shows such as Design Society at
the Victoria & Albert Museum (V&A) in
2016 and What is Luxury?, a collaboration
between the V&A and the Crafts Council in
2015.

Works by Jiha Moon

ing ink and acrylic paint on Hanji paper
(traditional Korean mulberry paper).
Often, she places the paper on the floor and
stands or kneels to apply her calligraphic
brushstrokes. After completing the abstract
composition in this way, Moon reconfigures
some of the markings to suggest recogniz-
able images, such as cartoon characters
and incorporates mass-produced items like
textiles, embroidered patches, and small
trinkets with her hand-rendered elements.
In her image- and color-saturated paint-
ings and prints, Moon mashes up materials,
motifs, and techniques to create dreamlike
compositions, stuffed with Eastern and
Western art historical and pop cultural refer-
ences that challenge fixed notions of cul-
tural identity and represent our information-
overloaded world. Everything is fair game
for Moon - she draws from sources high and
low, real and virtual, ancient and contempo-
rary, including 13th-century Taoist painting,
American Pop, Disney cartoons, Dr. Seuss
books, internet emoticons, fortune cookies,
and Asian restaurant menus. Her exuberant
compositions burst across the picture plane.
Gestural, abstract passages and calli-
graphic brushstrokes flow into landscapes,
in which viewers may find Snow White
with an idealized Chinese female figure,
while smiley emojis and ripe peaches float
about them. At once playful and dark,
Moon’s work parodies the persistence of
cultural stereotypes in our globalized world.
“Jiha Moon is in a perpetual state of
‘other’ as she mines numerous histories and
cultures, distilling them into sly and chal-
lenging works of art. There is no filter, just
a quirky mix matching of references. Moon
harvests cultural elements native to Korea,
Japan, and China and then unites them with

Western elements to investigate the multi-
faceted nature of our current global identity
as influenced by popular culture, technol-
ogy, racial perceptions, and folklore. Moon
blurs the lines between Western and Eastern
identified iconography such as the charac-
ters from the online game Angry Birds and
smart phone Emojis. They float alongside
Asian tigers and Indian gods in composi-
tions that appear both familiar and foreign,
ancient and modern,” said Daniel Fuller,
Curator, Atlanta Contemporary Art Center.

For the Sumter Gallery exhibition, Moon
plans to present her largest “Tea Ceremony”
to date. A series of low beautifully crafted
tables will display numerous ceramic pieces
both large and small. In addition, there will
be new prints and paintings. Moon has
lately been experimenting with painting on
Mylar and the results are breathtaking.

Moon will give her artist talk at the
opening reception, Thursday, Sept. 5 and
will also conduct a painting workshop for
ages 13 to adult Friday, Sept. 6. There will
be other related events during the run of the
exhibition, TBA.

As always, everything we do is a com-
munity effort. To bring an important artist
such as Moon to our community, it takes a
lot of belief and support.

Penland School of Craft in Penland,
NC, Features Works by Hoss Haley

The Penland School of Craft in Penland,
NG, is presenting Correction Line, featur-
ing works by NC sculptor Hoss Haley, on
view at the Penland Gallery, through Sept.
15,2019.

When visitors walk into the new exhibi-
tion at the Penland Gallery, they may feel a
bit overshadowed. The six large steel sculp-
tures by Hoss Haley are almost out of scale
with the room, and their complex forms
seem precariously balanced - as though they
might tumble, roll, or shift at any moment.

The exhibition’s title refers to a land-sur-
veyor’s technique that Haley was familiar
with from his childhood on a Kansas farm.
Beginning in the late 18th century, Mid-
western land was divided into 640-acre
squares that did not take into account the
curvature of the earth. The solution was
to periodically shift the placement of the
squares, introducing what was called a
“correction line.” Haley remembers this as
a feeling that the orderly geometry of his
family’s fields did not quite reflect the shape
of the earth.

“I had a sense as a child that I was on an
orb even though everything around me was
flat,” Haley says. The forms in this show are
characterized by planes and straight corners
that resolve into sections of spheres, pos-
sibly evoking the geometric and geographic
tension that was addressed by the correction
lines.

Haley’s farm roots also connect directly
to his choice of material. Steel is ubiquitous
on a farm, and farm steel is constantly rust-
ing and being repaired. Early in life, Haley
developed a facility for working with the
material, and he has retained a lifelong love
for the aesthetic of rust. This aesthetic and a
remarkable level of skill are both evident in
the pieces in this show, all of which Haley
and his assistant fabricated in his Mitchell
County studio.

Although these pieces are large for a
gallery exhibition, they are not the largest
that Haley has executed during his more
than 20 years working in North Carolina.

Works by Hoss Haley

He designed and built the beautiful foun-
tain in Asheville’s Pack Square, and he has
created large public works for Mecklenburg
County, the Charlotte Area Transit System,
and the Charlotte Douglas Airport. His work
is also in the collections of the Asheville

Art Museum, the Mint Museum, and North
Carolina State University. He has had a long
relationship with Penland School of Craft as
aresident artist and instructor.

Also, currently on view at the Penland
Gallery is a show of contemporary jewelry
made from a variety of materials. Around
the building are outdoor sculptures by ce-
ramic artist Catherine White and steel sculp-
tor Daniel T. Beck and an interactive mixed
media installation by Jeff Goodman.

The Penland Gallery and Visitors Center
is located at Penland School of Craft on
Conley Ridge Road, just off Penland Road
in Mitchell County (near the town of Spruce
Pine). It is the first building on the right as
you enter the Penland campus.

Penland School of Craft is an interna-
tional center for craft education dedicated to
helping people live creative lives. Located
in Western North Carolina, Penland of-
fers workshops in books and paper, clay,
drawing and painting, glass, iron, metals,
printmaking and letterpress, photography,
textiles, and wood. The school also sponsors
artists’ residencies, an outreach program,

The physicality of examining ideas
in the studio creates a deeper understanding
of the issues behind my work, evolving into
a physical manifestation of metaphor and
form. This intuitive meandering frees my
artwork from direct narrative, allowing the
forms to speak more directly and universal-
ly to my musings as opposed to my story.”

As an educator in the arts for over two
decades Bryant has taught for UNC Char-
lotte in the Department of Art & Art His-

tory since 2000. His instructional focus is
ceramics, sculpture and three-dimensional
design. A move in 1990 brought him to
Charlotte, NC for the first time to teach at
Central Piedmont Community College after
teaching at University of South Carolina,
Columbia, SC. Bryant holds an MFA from
Cranbrook Academy of Art, a BFA from
Colorado State University and a residency
at Philadelphia College of Art — today
known as the University of the Arts. Bry-
ant’s work has been exhibited nationally
and held in corporate collections throughout
the southeast and mountain states.

Upstairs Artspace in Tryon, NC, is
presenting three new exhibits including:
Drag, prints by Hague Williams; Original
to Original: Artists Transforming Ma-
terials, featuring 3-D works by Hague
Williams, D.J. Gaskins, Janet Orselli, Lori
Jusino, Michael Ziemer, Jen Bowen, and
Maryann Pappano; and Papering Sur-
faces, collages by Lisa De Girolamo and
Grant Penny. All three exhibits will be on
view through Sept. 27, 2019.

“These exhibits at Upstairs Artspace
will be especially diverse, interesting, and
certainly creative,” the contemporary gal-
lery’s Board President John Walters said.
“Drag shows prints made by dragging
printing plates behind a car — the scratches
and dings resulting in dynamic images of
motion. Original to Original is all about
recycling and repurposing materials to
create new art. And Papering Surfaces is
about collage. I believe patrons will find
the art insightful, revealing and thought-
provoking.”

Hague Williams is an art teacher at
Landrum High School in South Caro-
lina. He has multiple degrees in art and
education, and has been exhibiting his
work since 1992 in the South, Midwest,
New England, the West Coast and various
European countries. His Drag exhibit is
a good example of his interest in experi-
mentation.

“Transformation and the catalysts that
precipitate change over time are primary
sources of motivation for my work,” Wil-
liams said. “As a printmaker and artist, I
am predictably interested in such meth-
ods of change: Process is an integral part
of my work. [ am in search of the next
translation, the next transformation as it
is seen through the eyes of history, by the
ones that make and experience or suffer
that history.” He also works in ceramics,
photography, commercial art, drawings,
and etchings.

Work by D, J, Gaskins

D.J. Gaskins, one of several Original
to Original artists, lives in Saluda, NC,
where she pursues many talents, one of
which is creating 3-D art from discarded
materials. “The pieces in this exhibit
showcase my work in book arts, as well
as assemblage,” Gaskins said. “Themes
in my work are often drawn from nature.
I’m a hunter-gatherer, with boxes and
jars of found objects — vintage hardware,
keys and other metal objects; stones,
twigs, feathers, even insect wings; and old
bottles, boxes, texts, discarded jewelry
and other baubles. I roam flea markets for
anything I come across that has the slight-
est glimmer of promise for a new project.”

Janet Orselli has an extensive art career
with multiple grants, residencies, solo and
group exhibitions, performances, teaching,
and lecturing. She mainly works in sculp-
ture, drawing, and site-specific installa-
tions. When dealing with constructions,
she said: “The objects I use in my work
are living entities to me. I select ones that
are filled with a vital energetic quality and
retain an intimate sense of human touch.

I rescue many from trash piles or flea
markets. I bring them home and watch
how they communicate with other old
things in my studio. Sometimes they laugh
at each other, sometimes they scream at
each other. But, ultimately, in some defini-
tive, yet inexplicable way, certain of these
particular old things request to be joined

together. So I grant their request. It is a
labor of love.”

Collage artists Lisa De Girolamo and
Grant Penny have come together for
Papering Surfaces. Originally from New
York City with a master’s degree in art
from Parsons School of Design, Girolamo
now lives in Asheville. She worked for
many years directly from nature, paint-
ing the landscapes of New York State and
New Mexico. Currently, she is exploring
concepts of abstraction, mainly through
collage, monotype and watercolor. She
has shown her work regionally and nation-
ally.

Penny also lives in Asheville, and his
primary medium is collage. A native of
North Carolina, his work is represented by
Mark Bettis Studio/Gallery in Asheville,
and The Mabhler Fine Art in Raleigh. “I’ve
been working as a graphic designer for 18
years and showing my collage work since
2009,” he said. “Over the years I’ve made
an effort to have creative endeavors that
are separate from my work as a graphic
designer. Something hands on. A com-
bination of these personal explorations
evolved into the collage pieces seen in the
Upstairs show.”

Other artists in Original to Original
also enjoy impressive careers. Jen Bowen,
Lori Jusino, and Maryann Pappano live
in Asheville where they explore the many
possibilities of assemblage art.

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Western Carolina University in
Cullowhee, NC, Offers Exhibition
Foucused on the Use of Sound in Art

Western Carolina University in Cul-
lowhee, NC, is presenting Resounding
Change: Sonic Art and the Environment,
on view at the Fine Art Museum at the John
W. Bardo Fine and Performing Arts Center,
through Dec. 6,2019.

This exhibition highlights contem-
porary artists who use sound to engage
with environmental issues. Co-curated by
Carolyn Grosch, Curator of Collections &
Exhibitions at the WCU Fine Art Museum,
and Tyler Kinnear, Adjunct Instructor in the
WCU School of Music, the exhibition fea-
tures sound-based artwork that encourages
visitors to listen more closely to the natural
world and to think about how sound is being
used in a time of environmental crisis.

The exhibition at GreenHill includes
the newest group of images in this ongo-
ing series, which were photographed in
Normandy, France, at the D-Day landing
beaches. GreenHill’s Director of Artistic
and Curatorial Programs, Edie Carpenter,
explains, “This exhibition coincides with
the 75th anniversary of the D-Day landings.
Wiirfel visited Normandy two years ago and
several of her photographs taken there will
be seen in North Carolina for the first time.
Testimonies by soldiers and survivors of the
conflict presented in the exhibition remind
the viewer of the timeliness of this moment
as we reflect on the future.”

Wiirfel’s photographs visualize the
passage of time through the artist’s unique
printing process, in which a degree of
exposure is removed for each year since
the end of the war. The resulting images
appear to be in the process of fading before
the viewer’s eyes; inspiring reflection on
the permeable nature of memory. Wiirfel’s
photographic portraits of witnesses of the
war who were interviewed by the artist are
presented along with ambient video record-
ings of their narratives. These witnesses
include: Holocaust survivors, Nazi support-
ers, German bystanders, and German and
Allied veterans.

The recorded personal histories and
portraits of people, now mostly way beyond
middle age, only intensify the haunted qual-
ity of the landscape images. Together they
evoke questions concerning how best to
preserve “history, memory and what is left
behind.”

Visitors’ immersion in these meditations
is reinforced by the video installation Below
Forest (2017) visualizing the forest 110
miles northwest of Berlin, where 16,000
prisoners from the concentration camp
Sachsenhausen and its sub-camps were
forced to camp during the death marches
between April 23 and 29, 1945 before being
freed by the Red Army.

Oppressive Architecture, a photographic
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installation previously presented at CAM
Raleigh that explores the relationship
between architecture and oppression during
the Nationalist Socialist regime will also be
on view at GreenHill. Situated between fine
art and documentary, Wiirfel’s photographic
practice posits memory as a central force

in man’s shared humanity and holds a new
lens up to the past to better understand the
present.

Gesche Wiirfel is a contemporary visual
artist and Teaching Assistant Professor at
the University of North Carolina at Chapel
Hill. She received an MFA in Studio Art
from the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill, a master’s degree in Photogra-
phy and Urban Cultures from Goldsmiths,
University of London, UK, and her diploma
in Spatial Planning from the Technical
University Dortmund, Germany.

Her work has been exhibited, published,
and awarded internationally; exhibition
venues include the Contemporary Art
Museum (CAM) Raleigh, Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, Tate Modern, Gold-
smiths, University of London, Cornerhouse
Manchester, Kokerei Zollverein. She is cur-
rently showing her At the Hands of Persons
Unknown project in a solo exhibition at
Pictura Gallery in Bloomington, IN. Wiirfel
is the author of Basement Sanctuaries
(Schilt Publishing 2014). She is a recipi-
ent of grants from the University of North
Carolina at Chapel Hill, Puffin Founda-
tion, Lower Manhattan Cultural Council
(LMCC) and others. Wiirfel was named as
the Juror’s Pick for the LensCulture Emerg-
ing Talent Awards 2016 and is a finalist in
the 2017 and 2018 Lange-Taylor Award.

One of the most prolific and sought-after
artists of the golden age of American illus-
tration, Joseph Christian Leyendecker cap-
tivated the public with striking images and
fashionable depictions of handsome men
and glamorous women. With his instantly
identifiable style - “The Leyendecker Look™
- he helped shape the image of a nation,
creating dozens of enduring icons and some
of the earliest national advertising brands.
His approach to his own career influenced
an entire generation of younger artists, most
notably Norman Rockwell, who specifically
emulated Leyendecker.

Born in 1874 in Montabaur, Germany,
Joseph Christian, professionally known as
J.C. and called Joe, immigrated to Chicago
in 1882 with his family. Joe and his young-
est brother, Frank, both showed an early
artistic talent and studied at the Art Institute
of Chicago before moving to Paris, where
they developed their distinctive styles.
Upon returning to the United States, the
Leyendecker brothers found themselves
at the center of a publishing renaissance in
New York City. In 1914, they moved into a
fourteen-room house in New Rochelle, New
York, along with Charles Beach, a model
who would become Joe’s muse and domes-
tic partner for forty-eight years.

At the turn of the century, illustrators

could, for the first time, disseminate original
artworks on a national scale. As publishing
technologies advanced to include images,
and later colors, the methods of transpor-
tation and communication accelerated,
allowing publications to be circulated to
millions of Americans on a weekly basis.
This change revolutionized the way Ameri-
cans consumed media, from printed text to
vibrant representations of the modern world
in mastheads, highly illustrated novels, and
store windows. It was America’s Golden
Age of Illustration.

J.C. Leyendecker helped shape American
visual culture over a five-decade career,
both molding and reflecting the country
around him through his illustrations. His
images became an integral part of American
life in the first half of the last century.

This group of paintings came from time I
spent hiking there with my family - views
from the trail-side and of a pastoral land-
scape - not wild, but full of a vast energy
nonetheless.”

“Mary Oliver’s writing encapsulates
something essential about the human condi-
tion and about our experience in nature. If
my paintings could speak, I’d like to think
Mary’s poetry is how they would speak. Or
rather, [ hope that my paintings get close
to the kind of transcendence of her poetry.
Marks and color that transcend being and
take the viewer to another place - a memory
perhaps - and spur them to reflect on what
it means to be human and on our relation-
ship to nature. In any case, ‘if you have ever
gone to the woods with me, I must love you
very much.””

Arts writer Michael Solender wrote in the

Charlotte Observer, “Singerman’s approach
to her work and her outlook on life brings a
broad perspective as a product of a bicul-
tural upbringing. Her mother is French and
her father is American.(...) Her work offers
explosions of color, form and light conjur-
ing imagery of motion and depth.”

A-resident of North Carolina since 1980,
Jessica Singerman lived alternatively in
France and the United States during her
early life. Singerman earned her BA with
Highest Honors in 2002 from the College of
William & Mary, Virginia, and her Masters
of Fine Arts in 2004 from the University of
Delaware while on a fellowship. Her water-
colors are the subject of a book published
in 2017, Little Watercolor Squares, and
her award-winning paintings and drawings
are exhibited and collected internationally.

As Hager-Braun states, “The purpose
of my work is to provide visual encourage-
ment to find inner strength through hope,
healing and happiness.”

Christine Hager-Braun was born in Was-
serburg am Inn in Germany. She was raised
in a rural area and graduated high school as
one of 37 students. She attended the Univer-
sity of Regensburg, Germany and received a
M.S. in Biology (1994) and then a Ph.D. in
Biochemistry (1997). In 1999, Hager-Braun
and her husband moved to North Carolina,
USA, to continue their research interests. To
balance her work as a scientist and raising a
young child she started art quilting. She was

fascinated by the idea to create “paintings”
out of fabric and thread.

North Carolina Wesleyan College in Rocky
Mount, NC, will present Echoes of Portrai-
ture — Recent Paintings by Joseph Bounds, on
view in the Mims Gallery at NC Wesleyan’s

Bounds’ oil paintings are not conventional
portraits; his portrait subjects seem ethereal in
fractured and layered abstract compositions
that are carefully executed with delicately
modulated tonalities.

NC Museum of Natural Sciences in Raleigh,
NC, Features Works by Ingrid Erickson

Work by Ingrid Erickson

The North Carolina Museum of Natural
Sciences in Raleigh, NC, will present Lift,
featuring work by Salisbury-based Ingrid
Erickson, on view in the Museum’s Nature
Art Gallery, from Sept. 6 - 29,2019. A re-
ception will be held on Sept. 7, from 2-4pm.

Erickson’s work in cut paper reflects the
intersection of art and science. She explores
the ornithology, botany and ecology of eco-
systems through the rendering of specific
species. Each project involves extensive
on-site research. “I enjoy working with and
learning from scientists,” she says. “I work
from life, as well as from natural history
collections and specimens, radiographs,
and my own photographs and video taken
on-site. Each piece is individually hand cut
using an X-Acto knife and scissors, with up
to several thousand tiny cuts per piece. I add
color after cutting is complete using up to
20 layers of light-fast acrylic spray paint.”

Erickson recently completed a course
in Bird Biology from the Cornell Labora-
tory of Ornithology in Ithaca, NY, and is
an active participant in Citizen Science
projects, as well as a wildlife rehab volun-

teer at the NC Zoo. The recipient of a 2015
North Carolina Arts & Science Council
Artist Project Grant, Erickson recently
transformed 300 feet of paper into large-
scale paper cuts featuring the 32 species of
raptors being rehabilitated at the Carolina
Raptor Center in Huntersville. Other recent
partner organizations include The Field Mu-
seum, Chicago; Patuxent Wildlife Research
Center, Laurel, MD; the International Crane
Foundation, Baraboo, Wisconsin; and The
Duke Lemur Center.

Gallery C in Raleigh, NC, will present
Ode to the Rainbow: Serigraphs by Josef
Albers,on view from Sept. 6 - 28,2019.

A reception will be held on Sept. 6, from
6-9pm.

Josef Albers (1888-1976) was a German
born American artist who developed the
basis of modern color theory in the 20th
century. Albers is best known for his work
as an abstract painter and theorist.

In 1933, Albers emigrated to North Caro-
lina to escape Nazi pressure. He taught at
Black Mountain College where he headed
the painting program until 1949.

At Black Mountain, his students in-
cluded Ruth Asawa, Ray Johnson, Robert
Rauschenberg, Cy Twombly, and Susan
Weil. He also invited important American
artists such as Willem de Kooning, to teach
in the summer seminar. Weil remarked
that, as a teacher, Albers was “his own
academy”. She said that Albers claimed
that “when you’re in school, you’re not an
artist, you’re a student”, although he was
very supportive of self-expression when
one became an artist and began on her or his
journey. Albers produced many woodcuts
and leaf studies at this time.

In 1950, Albers left Black Mountain
to head the department of design at Yale
University in New Haven, CT. While at
Yale, Albers worked to expand the nascent
graphic design program (then called “graph-
ic arts”), hiring designers Alvin Eisenman,

Herbert Matter, and Alvin Lustig. Albers
worked at Yale until he retired from teach-
ing in 1958. At Yale, Richard Anuszkiewicz,
Eva Hesse, Neil Welliver, and Jane Davis
Doggett, were notable students.

Albers published Interaction of Color in
1963, which presented his theory that colors
were governed by an internal and decep-
tive logic. The very rare first edition was a
limited edition of only 2,000.

UNC-Chapel Hill in Chapel Hill, NC,
will present Fahamu Pecou’s DO or DIE:
Affect, Ritual, Resistance, on view in the
Robert and Sallie Brown Gallery of the
Sonja Haynes Stone Center for Black Cul-
ture and History, from Sept. 19 through
Nov. 21, 2019. A reception will be held on
Sept. 19, from 7-8:30pm.

Fahamu Pecou is an Atlanta-based visual
artist and scholar whose works combine
observations on hip-hop, fine art and popu-
lar culture. Pecou is profoundly involved
in exploring the state of Black existence
— life and death — in his work. In the midst
of the endemic and pervasive threat of
violence that is often a fact of life for young
black men the artist asks, “Under looming
threat of death, how might we inspire life?
Through what mechanisms could we resist
the psychological violence and despair in-
spired by the threat of violence and usher in
hope?” Or how might art serve as a “space
of resistance?”

DO or DIE: Affect, Ritual, Resistance
serves as one artist’s action in opposition to
these overwhelming societal forces, seek-
ing instead to elevate and re-contextualize
Black life and death. Through performance,
painting, drawing and video Pecou reframes
our view. He incorporates references from
the West African religion Yoruba and Ifa
rituals. In addition, Pecou integrates African
cultural retentions found in hip-hop and the
philosophy of Négritude, and through this,
he shapes a story that seeks to affirm life via
an understanding of the balance between
life and death. This exhibit is born out of
Pecou’s research and scholarship as a Ph.D.

Pecou states: “My work seeks to provide
a crucial intervention in contemporary rep-
resentations of Black masculinity.

These experiments ultimate-
ly led me to question not only the stereo-
types engendered by the commodification
of hip-hop culture, but more, to consider

figurations of race, class and gender impact
and inform these representations.”

Duke University in Durham, NC, Offers
Exhibition Focused of the Art of the 1960s

Duke University in Durham, NC, is
presenting Circa 1960, on view in the Mod-
ern Gallery at the Nasher Museum of Atrt,
through Dec. 1,2019.

The period around 1960 was one of great
artistic evolution in the United States. The
long-standing influence exerted by Abstract
Expressionism, a gestural type of painting
and sculpture that emerged after World War
II, was dwindling. Artists coming of age
at this time perceived the style as man-
nered and academic and sought to distance
themselves from its pervasive legacy. This
resulted in a gradual shift in artistic ap-
proaches and philosophical attitudes. The
works in this installation demonstrate both
the lingering hallmarks of Abstract Expres-
sionism and the precursors to these new
artistic directions.

Frank Stella’s monumental Great Jones
Street provides an example of the changing
attitudes of younger artists. Though Stella
retained some of the formal characteristics
of Abstract Expressionism (large format
and painterly qualities), he dispensed with
the older generation’s desire to transmit an
existential condition to the canvas. Instead,
he wanted simply to “get the paint out of
the can and onto the canvas” with as little
inventiveness as possible.

Philip Guston, central to Abstract Ex-
pressionism’s development, made a subtle
but significant stylistic shift in Portrait I. At
the center of the painting floats a large dark
form that points to his forthcoming adoption
of a cartoonish, figurative style. Al Held,
Bruce Conner, Dorothy Dehner and many
others participated in this rich transitional
period, ultimately helping to move art in the
United States in numerous directions.

In the case of Ray and Hehenberger,
the process involves trading pieces back and
forth numerous times as they add layers and
develop the surface, until an agreed upon
resolution is reached. Because much of
each layer is reworked or edited in the pro-
cess, they have found that focusing on the
enjoyment of creating each layer is a crucial
part of the work’s expression.

Recently I have been starting with a back-
ground of vertical or horizontal strokes or
stripes, superimposing on this background
random rocklike shapes to form paths or
walls.”

Photographer Eric Saunders says of his
current work, “For my own photographs,
‘altered surfaces’ means surfaces in a
picture inherently altered by light, such as
reflections, and color changes caused by
different angles of light at different times
of day hitting a surface. It is possible to
alter the surface of a photograph before it is
printed, using digital methods by changing
colors, textures, and tones. Saunders has
been exploring various ways to digitally
alter skies, reflections, and other images in
his work for this show.

Wood sculptor Larry Favorite’s medium
is ironwood from the Sonora Desert. “My
pieces in this show are altered in different
ways. Some have a highly polished surface

but contain no other embellishment. In oth-
ers, I have inlaid sterling silver and/or tur-
quoise into the surface. And on some, more
perhaps for this show than for other shows
in the past, I have intentionally retained at
least some “organic” surface area, an area
that is still rough and ragged, just as it was
in the desert. These pieces offer the viewer
an immediate contrast between a surface
that is virtually unaltered and one that I have
altered in a variety of ways. My intention

in this show is to demonstrate a myriad of
ways in which the surface of ironwood can
be altered, and how those alterations si-
multaneously reflect both the slow work of
nature and my creative process as an artist.
These variations are endlessly fascinating
tome.”

From the book’s jacket: A View from
the South: The Narrative Art of Boyd
Saunders is the first comprehensive
examination of the life and art of one of
America’s premier printmakers. In this
celebration of an enduring and widely
acclaimed career as an artist, Thomas
Dewey II chronicles Saunders’ work not
only as a printmaker, but also as a painter,
sculptor, illustrator, author, educator, ama-
teur musician, and sometimes horseman.
With great care Dewey exposes the com-
mon thread that runs through Saunders’
visual expressions: his intriguing tales that
reveal his heartfelt devotion to the people
and places of the American South.

Dewey has captured Saunders’ life
story through intensive research as well
as via a series of interviews with the artist
over several years. Details of Saunders’
early life on a West Tennessee farm and
his family’s long attachment to the land
document a profound influence on his
life, outlook, and art. But Saunders was
also moved by literature —namely that of
William Faulkner, whom he met while
earning a master’s of fine art at the Uni-
versity of Mississippi. Saunders credits
Faulkner with inspiring much of his work,
demonstrated in his Spotted Horses, a
limited volume of lithographs illustrating
Faulkner’s short story of the same name,
which was published by the University of
South Carolina Press in 1989.

Now a distinguished professor emeri-
tus of the University of South Carolina,
Saunders founded its Art Department’s

printmaking program as well as a south-
ern printmaker’s organization called the
Southern Graphics Council. In the more
than forty years since its founding the or-
ganization, now called SGC International,
it has grown well beyond its southern bor-
ders and now serves twenty-five hundred
members worldwide.

A View from the South features more
than 120 color images showcasing the
themes, ideas, and techniques Saunders
has used in his paintings, drawings, prints,
sculptures, etchings, lithographs, and
woodcuts. His art is exhibited throughout
the world and is included in many private
and public collections, including the
Boston Public Library, the US Wildlife
Collection in Washington, DC, and Shanxi
University collection in China.

Mack, professor emeritus of art history at
the University of South Carolina.

Thomas Dewey Il is a faculty emeritus
associate professor of art history at the
University of Mississippi. He holds bach-
elor’s and master’s degrees in art history
from Southern Illinois University and a
Ph.D. in art history from the University of
Wisconsin, Madison. Dewey has pub-
lished widely in professional journals and
penned an entry, “Audubon in Missis-
sippi,” in The Mississippi Encyclopedia.

From Tom Starland: In this book you
get much more than a book about the life
and work of Boyd Saunders. He was not
only a printmaker, he was also a teacher
of printmaking, a promoter of printmak-
ing and other printmakers, and a gifted
storyteller. His prints told stories individu-
ally or in series and many involved horses,
farm life and adventures.

The book pays tribute to two other
printmakers, James Fowler Cooper and
Alfred Hutty, including many works by
these two printmakers. The book also
features stories - stories of the South and
life in the South.

My question is, why are we not seeing
exhibitions of Boyd Saunders’ work in our
art museums in South Carolina? I hope
we’re not waiting for him to pass to pay
him tribute. This book is a start, but we
should be seeing much more of his work
on a regular basis.

Long before
Robert Rauschenberg (1925—2008) became
one of the twentieth century’s most influential
artists, he found much of his inspiration through
the lens of his camera. Rauschenberg’s first
experiences with photography were in the South
as a student at Black Mountain College between
1949 and 1952, and Charleston was one of his
earliest subjects. He was reunited with the city in
the early 1980s for his monumental photography
project In + Out City Limits that ultimately resulted
in photographic essays on six American cities—
Charleston, Boston, Baltimore, Los Angeles,
New York, and Fort Myers, Florida. Galleries

1, 4, and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and
19th Century American Paintings and Sculpture".
American paintings, from colonial portraits to
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes
Main Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social,
and military figures include works by Jeremiah
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert
Stuart, Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse.
The gallery also features landscape and genre
scenes by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot,
Eastman Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and
William Aiken Walker. The paintings collection

is complemented by examples of neoclassical
sculpture on view in the Campbell Rotunda, and
decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition -
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious
portrait miniature collections in the United States.
Containing more than six hundred objects, the
collection spans nearly two hundred years and
represents the work of over a hundred artists.
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances

of loved ones in the age before photography.
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and
in viewable storage drawers featured miniatures
include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus,
Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre
Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George Engle-
heart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent
Exhibition - "20th Century American Regional-
ism and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn
of the twentieth century, American artists looked
to their European counterparts and beyond as
they developed identifiably American artistic
movements. Two particularly strong influences
during this time period were French Impression-
ism and Japanese woodblock prints. Another
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern

and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
art in America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole,
the diversity of modern and contemporary art
reflects the rich and varied heritage of our nation
and the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery
were created over the past forty years by artists
who are native to the area, who have worked
here, or who have created objects that reflect
the complex story of the region. The works are
grouped to reflect several themes including the
southern landscape, the human figure, abstrac-
tion, and the legacy of slavery in America. 2nd
Floor Atrium, Permanent Exhibition - "Betwixt
and Between". Sculptor Patrick Dougherty works
with twigs and branches to create site-specific
installations. Woven together and held in place by
tension, Dougherty’s sculptures have a whimsi-
cal quality, inspired by his childhood adventures
exploring the woods of North Carolina. At the
Gibbes, Dougherty has created an installation
titled Betwixt and Between in the museum’s glass
atrium, creating a visual connection between the
interior gallery space and the lush outdoor gar-
den.

For this exhibition, Kuehnle is filling four galleries
with touchable, interactive environments using
inflatables that combine sound, light, space, and
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texture to create unexpected experiences for
visitors as they move under, through, and around
these works. Kuehnle is also creating a bright
pink inflatable sculpture that will project dramati-
cally out of the CMA facade’s architectural grid
overlooking Boyd Plaza, literally spilling out into
the city as a calling card to the wonder inside.

In her lengthy artistic process, Kato
photographs herself as a range of costumed
characters - from everyday Japanese citizens to
fantastical creatures in the forest - and embeds
these images into large photomontages. Her
work is narratively complex and darkly humorous.

Work". Williams’ imagery creates a dialogue
between simple forms and intricate patterns. In
her prints she has explored moths, jellyfish, and
even ltalian Renaissance portraits, each subject
chosen for its inherent beauty, delicate pattern-
ing, and vibrant hues. Close up and filling the
picture plane, her subjects shift between realism
and abstraction, at times dissolving into facets

of color and marks vibrating across surfaces.
Williams’ work is not about scientific illustration
or realism, but about transforming subjects from
nature and art into images that express her deep
passion for the intense beauty that she sees in
the world.

In 1916, and again in
1920, she traveled to British Guiana as a sci-
entific illustrator drawing native plant life. She
returned to South Carolina in 1929 and settled
in Charleston, where she collaborated with
Chalmers Murray on “This Our Land,” a book of
prints inspired by the crops--indigo, rice, cotton,
tobacco--and natural life--birds and flowers--of
the Lowcountry. Ongoing - "Art and Artists of
South Carolina: David Drake, Jasper Johns,
William H. Johnson, and Grainger McKoy".

Lafa-
vore’s collection focuses on beautifully crafted
examples of the daguerreotype, the first commer-
cially successful photographic process. Portraits
predominate, many from New England. Unusual
are groupings of portraits in period frames. West
Building, Through Jan. 5, 2020 - "What in the
World Is a Grain Mummy?". While conducting re-
search on the ancient Egyptian collection, NCMA
Egyptologist Caroline Rocheleau discovered
through analytical observation—and confirmed
using medical technologies—that an object in
the Museum'’s collection once thought to be a
falcon mummy is, in fact, a grain mummy. The
mummy was at one time believed to be a fake
because it did not contain bird bones. Rocheleau
curated What in the World Is a Grain Mummy? to
present this humble bundle and its falcon-shaped
coffin for the first time and to unravel the myster-
ies of the NCMA’s only Egyptian mummy. The
exhibition focuses on how the scientific method
was used to re-establish a questionable item as
a genuine Egyptian object. It also delves into

the concept of grain mummies; explains their
role in ancient Egyptian funerary religion; and
discusses the importance of emmer wheat and
barley in ancient Egyptians’ diet, economy, and
religion. The exhibition also explores why the
grain mummy was once mistaken for a falcon
mummy and compares it to an actual ancient
Egyptian falcon mummy.
