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     Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B. 
Chapin Art Museum will present Paul 
Yanko: Primary Structures, featuring 
works by Paul Yanko, on view from Sept.

    Combining architectural and organic 
shapes, then layering them with varying 
densities of vividly colored paint, abstract 
artist Paul Yanko creates intricately de-
tailed compositions that draw the viewer in 
like a maze and invite a closer inspection. 
     Yanko’s work has focused on develop-
ing a response to abstraction that addresses 
nuances of color and surface along with 
the representation of flat and illusionistic 
space. He has described his work as “an 
ongoing exploration in the development 
of disparate and complex surface qualities 
reconciled through various means of paint 
application.” His bright and color-packed 
paintings are meticulously built in layers 
of acrylic paint mixed with various medi-
ums over collaged surfaces, resulting in an 
intriguing terrain of fluctuating surfaces.

OH, in 1991 and a Master of Fine Arts 
in painting from Kent State University, 
Kent, OH, Yanko has exhibited in solo and 
group exhibitions at institutions including 
the Cleveland Museum of Contemporary 
Art and the McDonough Museum of Art, 
Youngstown, OH. In 2002, he was the 
recipient of an Ohio Arts Council Indi-
vidual Artist Grant. In 2011, he received a 
Surdna Foundation Fellowship, which was 
applied toward travel to the Northern Ter-
ritory of Australia to research Indigenous 
art practices.
     More recently - and locally - the artist 
served as judge for the Art Museum’s 2024 
High School exhibition.
     The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B. 
Chapin Art Museum is a wholly nonprofit 
institution located across from Springmaid 
Pier on South Ocean Boulevard in Myrtle 
Beach. Admission is free, but donations 
are welcomed. Components of Museum 
programs are funded in part by support 
from the City of Myrtle Beach and the 
South Carolina Arts Commission, which 
receives support from the National En-
dowment for the Arts.
