a milliner. Being in this atmosphere, began my
life in art. | saw the work of Degas, Sargent and
Sorolla, and it was like coming home.” Segal-
man’s work is permanently housed in over 40
museum collections, including the Metropolitan
Museum of Art (NY), the Hirshhorn Museum
(DC) and the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston (MA).
He has been represented by the Harmon-Meek
Gallery in Naples, FL, since 1981. Through
Sept. 22 - "Cultural Currency," featuring works
by 38 artists exploring the many aspects and
conceptions of money by fashioning actual items
of currency into 65 works of art - some whimsical,
some cynical, all thought-provoking.
